hi answer, which, was: "As I understand it.
that book contains the terms ot sale which had
been adopted by tho American Bngar Itellnlng
Company at our solicitation and request. At our
demand, I might say."

"Ohr said the master, "atyourdemandt"
"Yes, at our demand." said the monster, and

he went on and said that this particular form of
agreement, which is in operation now, was made
at the demand of the wholeaalo grocer of the
West and the South. It was simply a slight
change from the original, which had been made
at the demand of the wholesale grocers of tho
East.

onocxrts sell booaii at a net lobs.
The master of tho hunt hurled question after

question at him, and at last the monster aald:
If tho Chairman will allow me to explain I

will say that flvo or six years ago. ln New York
and ln the greater part of the united States, the
wholesale grocers were selling sugar at Its net
cost, without recelvlnq one solitary cent to pay
thorn for the costot handling the good. The
resultwas that mln and destruction stared them
in tho face, nnd many were on tho point of bank-
ruptcy. In this emergency thoy went to the
American Sugar Itellnlng Company."

"Yes, now, that's what we want. Was it
taring the sugar refiners In the fare, too I"
"No; they had nothing to do with it."
Q. Woll, what about tho customers I A. The

customer were willing to pay us for tho trouble
we were put to In handling tho sugar. And I
wnnt to say right here that y the con-
sumers of sugar are getting It at Ino net cost,
with two-third-s of the actual cost of handling
added. The sugar refiners allow us a rebate ot

0 of a cent: that I exactly two-thir- of tho
cost of handling, and we sell It for exactly what
wo par for It. In other words, our profit from
the refiner amounts to per cent, and
the cost of doing tho business Is (I1 per cent., so
that we are losing atwut one-thir- d of the cost of
doing business; whereas, before the refiners
helped us we were out the entire cost.

This statement was so plain and so very
from a monster-hate- r point ef view, that

the master of tho hunt declared It was very
much Involved, and made Uto stenographer read
it over to him.

Q. (Snarled) Who do you mean by we I A. I
mean myself and my partners. Thirty per cent,
of our trado Is sugar.

"Oh, said the master, grinning, "then yon
have been talking Just about your own little
business. You mean that It costs you more
than you got to handle tho sugar t You are
only speaking for yourself."

"I was only speaking for myself, said the
monster, " but I will now say to you that it Is so
with every other Arm."

" How do you know I" thundered the master,
" I know by general observation, replied the

monMer." What observations V sneered the master.
"Oh. about forty years ln business," said the

monster, grinning and stinking his enne.
" Wbat statistics make It possible for you to

know tho profits of other persons In the busi-
ness I" demanded tho master, again drawing the
lid of his left optla and throwing up the right
side of his face.

" I have a genornl knowledge of the wholesale
grocer's business, derived from forty years' ex-
perience," replied the monster.

THE 11CLXS AND IlEOX'LATION nOOC
Tho master and the other hunters tossed

their heads at tho Idea that a man who had been
forty years In a buslneas knew anything about It.
And then tho master quoted llule U of the
Grocers' Rules and Regulations book. This rulo
provides the rebate of of a cent. The
monster said that that meant that anybody who
compiled with the rule would get the rebate.
The rule, he said, was made by the sugar
monster and acquiesced In by the grocer
monster. The master Insisted on calling
the books of rules the rules and regula-
tions of the wholesale grocers ; the monster
insisted on speaking ot them as the terms of
sale used ln tbo sugar business. The regulations
provided that the price ot sugar, when It was
changed, should change simultaneously In all
parts of the country. For Instance, when it
changed at 10 o'clock here, standard time. It
changed an hour earlier in points governed by
central time. This provision in the book seemed
to convince tho hunters absolutely that It was a
very wicked book and that there was no ques-
tion that it was a production of the sugar
monster.

The master read other sections of the book and
tho monster said that they were nothing mora
than ordinary rules of business, rules that
were In use long before the American Hugar Ite-
llnlng Company had anything to do with factors
agreement or before it came Into existence. The
rulm were allowing 1 per cent, discount for cash
ln ten days, a less per cent, for rash ln thirty
days; relating to terms of credit, Sc, such as
are In use not only ln tho sugar business, but ln
almost every other business In the country to-
day.

I want to say to you," said the monster, at
last, "that the difference of 1 per cent. In the
wholesale grocers' business means the
difference between success and failure."

AOREEMENT WITH TI1E BCOAIl nirlNEIUl.
The roaster of the hunt leaped up, and, leaning

far forward, shaking the green book in his hand,
he demanded: "how, sinew you have seen this
agreement, do you mean to say that theprioe of
refined sugar ln this country Is not fixed by the
American Sugar Iteflnliur Company I"

" I ha en't any particular knowledge about It,
said tho monster. " I don't personally buy and
sell sugnr at all. I am giving you my best
knowledge."

" Well, now, Mr. 8mlth." said the master. "I
am sorry that we'vo got to know more about
your business ln three days than you do ln forty
years. Now, Just look at this paper and state ft
it Isn't the general plan under which you op-

erate 1"
The monster tnougnt a good iteai or mis forty

years ot experience of his, and he was lust a bit
nettled as he took the paper which the master
handed. As he read It, he said: "As I have
been tolling you, the only thing out of the ordi-
nary In the agreement between the American
Sugar Itellnlng Company and Its factors Is tho
fixing of the minimum price at which their pro-
duct must be sold.

" Read It." thundered the master.
" Um-m- , said the monster. "'Condition pay

thirty days.' Yes, that's the same as nil along.
'Less 1 percent.;' well, that's Just wbat we'vo
been having; same as every senslblo business,
mil require pold thirty days:' yea that's busi-

ness. 'Pay all expenses;' always did It; no
changoln that. 'Itebutethroe-slxtvonUis;'um--

um-m- . Ye-e-- Now what's tho matter with
ill Isn't that Just what I told yout It flies tho
price, that's all; tho minimum price at which su-
gar should be sold. That's what I've been
swearing to."

"And you mean to tell me, demanded the
boss hunter, "that there Is only one condition
named there I"

"Certainly," said tho monster, only one out
of the ordinary, as I've been telling you."

Q. Doesn't U compel yon to make nn affida-
vit f Isn't that a condition I A, Oh, that only
relates to the price at which the product Is to be
sold.

Q. Does not this affidavit compol you to swear
that on ha o sold the sugar In compliance with
conditions named In tho contract I A. Cer-
tainly.

Q. And you moan to say, notwithstanding
these two additional conditions, that there Is
only one condition In the contract I A. I mean
to say that tho only condition relates to tho sell-
ing price of the sugar.

Tho master slipped back on his throne and al-

most dropped out of night behind the big desk for
a moment. When he bobbed up again be had Uiat
famous old "equality book" that he still had In
mind as fixing the price of sugar, although In
reality It Axes a uniform rate of freight. The
Smith monster assured him that tho equality
book did not work In his case, because his goods
wero all delivered In tbo city, and thero were no
freight rates. Then ho hod a chanco to complete
his explanation about the origin ot the factors'
agreement. Ho said:

"Tho v, holesalo grocers went In force to the
Americuu Sugar Refining Company and they
begged relief. Why, man, they went six times
and spent three hours each tlmo pleading with
tho American Sugar Refining Company to fix a
prlco limit. Thu sugar refining company did
not wunttodolu Finally they told us that It
we could get 05 per cent, of our people to agree
to demand It, then they would uccord it. e
went to work and wo got 00 per cent, of all the
wholeaalo grocors to ask tho refiners to adopt
Uiis rebato system, and thoy did."

Q. You people went to nil the grocers ln tho
country and secured this mooting of minds nn
tho adoption of a plan that would fix a deflnlto
price anil a doflnlte prollt I A. Wo asked thom
to grunt us a limited prlco and a rebate:. N e
asked them for protection.

" You think that was right, do you I" de-

manded tho master. " You think this faotor
sjHteiu Is right, anil on the same principle ap-

plied to every trado In tho country, tho factor
system, a sjntom ot that description, there
would not boa slnglo article thutuould bo sold
Initio marketuot tho United Stutos hut that
sndicato which controlled It would fix the

of everything, bo It a ploughshare or a
wenty-ilv- e story building.
The monster had been grinning. Now ho

rupped his oane on the floor nnd declared with
considerable emphasis: " My dear sir. If all the
goods sold were of uniform price, quantity, and
quality, and they were left to competition, thoy
would nil be sold at absolutely the net cost, and
the whole trude In the United Statos would be
absolutely ruined, and moro prostration and dis-
aster than exists would soon occur
throughout this country.

" Why," demnndod the mastor hunter, again
leaping up and shuktng his finger at tho mon-
ster, "has not that neon the oaso during
tho 1,800 yours ot the Christian era prior to the
orKHtil ration of tho syndicates t"

"Well," said the monster, "I can answer as
far back as twenty-fiv- e sears ago. Tho reason
is simply this: Twenty-liv- e years ago only 0 per
cent, ot all the goods sold in n retail store were
of uniform quality, quantity, and price. At that
tlmo thero was great competition in sugar.
Borne sugar was better than othors; it was sold
In hogsheads. Now 75 per cent, of nil the goods
that are sold by wholesale grqoers are of uni-
form quantity, quality, and price, and the hun-
dredth man In the business axes tho price for
the ninety-nine- . The ninety-nin- e havo got to
meet his conditions."

"Ah, yes," said tho master, "a splendid differ-
ence for the consumer."

"Tho consumer doos not find any fault with
tho condition of things retorted the
monster.

Once or twloe during the examination the
monster had spoken of riding downtown on the
cable road and paying- live cents. Now the
master figuratively leaped at him and said,

"That five con ts was fixed bylaw. The Stabs
controls that price. Do you not see that If this
method of business keep on prices have got to
be regulated In the same way I

"I see this," said the monster, "that tho more
Congress and the Legislature let things alone
the better it would bo for tho entire community,
capitalist), merchants, and laboring men, whoso
interests are Identical with those ot the capi-
talist.

meant absolute ruin. In answer to a question
asked by Ssnator MoCarren, be said that he

that the American Sugar Roflnlng Com-
pany would bo delighted to got rid of tho faotor
system and rebate system, because It was a
nulsanco. Hunter Matet wanted to know how
it was that if wholesale grocers could not livo
without the robate system, clothing dealers
could. Tho monster said that clothing varied ln
quality. "Granulated sugnr," he said, "Is
granulated sugnr."

The monster then declared that the only terms
on which he would deal In staples. If ho rould
help hlmsolf, was the robatn system. "If we
didn't hare a robate system," ho said, "we would
havo to sail goods below cost ln less than a
month." He said that If the Arbucklns built a
sugar refinery, as they threatened to do, then
the factor system of the American Sugar ilcfln-
lng Company would prolmhly go tn the dogs,
because Arbuckle would be the hundredth man
and he would set the price to the other ninety
and nlno. He told about several articles that
were sold under the rebate system, but morely
with nn understanding and without any agree-
ment, and declared that the rebate system was
twenty-fiv- e years older than tho Wholesale
Grocers' Association. Then he declared Hint
any system of doing business that compelled a
transportation company, a corporation, or a
merchant to do business without adequate com- -

AMKIUCAN TOBACCO COMrANY NEXT.
"That'll do. that'll do." said the boss hunter.

"Wo don't want anything more of you. Mr.
Smith." And the Smith monator loft tho stand
grinning nnd happy.

Tho mastor hastily called for the tolutoco
monster, und Mr. Duke, the President of tho
American Tobacco Company, took Mr. Smith's
place.

Mr. Duke said that the tobacco monster was a
New Jersey corporation, and that It had origi-
nally purchasod Are clgarette-makln- g concerns,
none of which was organised under thn lawsot
New Jersey. The monster has organlred under
tho Inws of New Jersay, ho said, because thoy
were moro fatorahtoto corporations than tho
New York laws. Ho referred chiefly to tho tax
law.a Was It not that law of the State of Now
Jersey which permits tho acquisition of the
stock and securities of other companies ln the
same business that Induced you 1 A. That
didn't Induce me, for we didn't proiiose tn buy
any of the stocks or securities of any other cor-
porations.

Mr. Duke admitted that ho wns ono of the
principal stockholders of the new corporation.
Aftor the corporation was completed nnd after
the original companies had been purchased and
were doing business under tho new name, nlno
other companies were bought. These companies
were, most of them. In tho business of manufac-
turing plug tobacco and smoking tobacco.

y. What proportion of the trado was repre-
sented ln the first the companies consolidated I
A. That la pretty hard to say, but approxi-
mately I should say that between BO per cent,
and DO per of tho cigarette business was
controlled by tho flvo original companies.

CJ. After the acquisition of the other nlno
estuhllshments what proportion did tho com-
bination then control I A. The nlno were in
a different lino nf business. I should say that
they represented ft per cent, of the plug tolmceii
business and 10 pnrccnt. ot the smoking tobacco
business and (to or 70 per rent, ot the
cigarette baslness.

In answor to further questions, the tobacco

monster said that tho factory of Goodwin tt Cu ,
tho factory nt Hall Co., and the factory of the
Consolidated Clgarotto Company wore closed
after thoy hod been acquired, and the buslniss
done ln thom was transferred to other com- -

The transfers ware made because theseiianies. had boon conducted onprorwrty that
was not owned by the American Tobacco Com-
pany. They wore transferred to property that
it owned. He could not tell how many em-
ployees hail been discharged from tho throe fac-
tories, but he thought the number wo very
small, and that a majority had found employ-
ment In other factorios owned by the company.

(J. Can you trll mn how many pertona arc em-
ployed by the company now as compared with
the total number cuipiayed by the concerns that
were consolidated ! A. I think that about
double the number are employed y.

I y. Has the output Increased I A. It has In-
creased very largely.

Mr. Duke said that the company s business In
this town Is done now Inn factory tn Twenty-secon- d

street which has a much larger capacity
than all the old factories put together. He did
not know what had become of Uiolmoksof the
original comtucnles thnt were consolidated. Ho
thought It likely that many of them had been
destroyed, fur two or three of the old factories
had been burned and eery thing burned with
them. As for the Increase In the numlier of em-
ployees and tn tho output of the American To-
bacco Company, ha said thnt bo could obtain
the figures lend ho would obtain them.

THE I1EI1ATE AOltEEMENT.
He produced a copy of u consignment agree-

ment, under which tho company transacts nil
Ha business. It has been In operation slnro 1803.
Section 7 of this agreement gives to thu con-
signee a rebate of 2a per cont., pro Ided he does
not discriminate against tho cigarettes manu-
factured by the American Tobaoco Company ln
faior of the cigarettes of any competing cor-
poration and does not sell below a certain price.

(J. Has that ever been violated f A. I heard
that some of them cut tho price.

Q. And you consider yourBolf Justified In
withdrawing this agreement on the violation of
that particular clause I A. 1 think that when
anyrlauso of an agreement Is violated either
party is Justified in w Ithdrawlng the agreement.
Agreements nre made to be lived up to and not
to bo violated.

Section 8 was taken up next. That section of
tho agreement provides that If tho consignee
handles the goods of the American Tobacco
Company exclusively nnd refuses to sell or doal
in, directly or Inillreotly, tho goods of any other
company, he shall be entitled to an additional
rebate of 1H per cent. Tho monster snid that he
thought a violation ot that agreement was Just as
serious as a violation of the other, but that It
had not been the company's custom to withdraw
an agreement for failure to deal exclusively In
tho company's product. Tho man who didn't
simply lost 7a per cent, rebate; he was per-
mitted to keep tho 2g. Ho waspurmlttod to
keep that as long as ho did not cut trio price.

Q. Isn't It a fact that no ono ongaged ln the
tobacco business can bo successful unless ho
handles your product, so groat has boon tho

created t A. lie can compote all right,
but ho can't make so much money.

y. Isn't It the samo as ln the sugar business t
A. There Is a big dllTorenco between sugar nnd
tobacco, Sugar Is sold as sugnr; tobacco Is sold
according to the brands entirely.

y. Yes; and your brands lire so well known
that tho small dealer cannot nxlst unless ho
deals In thorn I A. Yes hu can, too; they do
do It.

Mr. Duko insisted thut tho successful opera-
tion of this s stem did not moan that the tobaoco
business wus to lie a monopoly.

" Why," bo said, " any mnn can mako nnd sell
tobacco providing ho can got n market. AU thoy
have got to do Is to get up their brands and then
tlnd a market for thom. Wo can't havo a mo-
nopoly as long as It Is possible to do that.

Q. Isn't It a fuot Hint jou have created such a
demand for your brands that thesmallmorcliant
must tako thom; and do you not hr that system
make a monopoly of thai business f A. Oh, no,
we have no monopoly of tho tobacco business.

It wns nt this point that tho Hoard of Alder-
men Interfered, and tho mastor huntor an-

nounced that It was with dnop regret that he
was compulled to say thnt tho bunt must be
postponod until nnothor day. Tho hunters will
continue the hnso of the tobacco monster this
morning at 10 o'clock.

aTAllTIX O'llItIEK ACQVITTKD.

He Thought Oliver Had a Hnlre and Knocked
Hint Itown In

The trial of Martin O'Drien for manslaughter
in the first degree In the killing ot William
Oliver on Sept. "0 wns flnlshod In tho criminal
branch nf tho Supreme Court In IlrooLljn ,.

Several witnesses for tho projooutlon
testified that O'ilrlen crossod the street,
furiously attacked Oliver, and kicked him Into
insensibility.

O'Drien dcolared that Oliver was tho aggres-
sor, and that, mistaking n iinpcr of tobacco with
a tinfoil covering in Oliver s hand for a knife, ho
defended himself by knocking him dnw n. Whon
Oliver was picked up tho paper of tobacco waH
found ln his hand. Tho Jury, after threo hours'
deliberation, brought ln a verdict ot acquittal.

CoL Carnett Wants B Greater Mew York Cele-
bration.

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TO STOP TAX DODGING.

Wnrr Plains, N. Y Feb. 38. In pursuance
of tho charge delivered by Justice Keogh last
week the Grand Jury has been Investigating
personal tax dodging, and y filed a present-
ment scoring nearly all of the Weitcheeter
county assessors. Several lndlotments were
also handed in. Justlco Keogh told the Grand
Jury thnt the assessors had neglected for years
to assess personal property, and he did not want
this investigation to bo a whitewash. The Grand
Jury examlnod at least ono assessor from each
town, nnd members ot tho Boards of Super-
visors of many of tho towns, a well aa substan-
tial citizens. In part tho presentment says:

" We find noarly nil of tho town assessor
' throughout the county are, ln respect to the as-

sessment of personal property for the purpose ot
taxation, chargeable with neglect ot their sworn
duty so entire and continuous as to constltuto a
violation ot law destroying completely the
Intent and purpose of the aot taxing personal
property. In only threo towns of the twenty-tw- o

ln the county has thero been a faithful
effort at compliance with the loiter and the
spirit of tho law, notably In the town of North
Salem. On the other hand there Is abundant evi-

dence by the testimony of assossors themselves
that many assessors either through incompetence
or wilful nogloot so lightly regard the sworn ob-

ligation of tho office an never to have read tho
law or to have Informed themselves of its con-

tents, and who admit that they are absolutely
Ignorant ot whnt the law constitutes personal
property, notwitlutnndlng tho fact that they
have annually, throughout their term of office,
ln sorao Instances covering a period of twenty-fiv- e

years, rendered sworn statements to tho
correctness of their assessment rolls as being
made tn compliance with law.

" Wo find also by the testimony of assessors
themselves that no pretence Is made at that
diligent Inquiry enjoined by the statute, that as
a general rulo no Inquiry Is mado and no steps
whatever tnkon to ascertain tnxnhlo personal
property, and thnt In the occasion of exceptions
to the rulo inquiry Is mado only of the taxpayers
thcmsolvos, and their offhand word Is accepted
ns the busts for taxation, with no further
Inquiry for years after. In the cases of
assessment mado and sworn off as excessive, no
subsequent assessment or further Inquiry is
mado for years thereafter. Not even la examina-
tion mailo of the county records either In tbsj
Register's office for bonds and mortgages owned
nor In the Surrogate's office for the Inventory ot
eetates. In both ot which are publicly recordod
millions of dollars of personal property, the sub-

ject ot tnxntlon. owned by residents of this
county. No examination Is made ot the Sur-

rogate's records In Now York city or elsewhere
for the Inventories of estates, the executors or
administrators of which restdo In this county,
making such estates assessable tn this county.

"Wo also find that there are many residents of
Westchester county who are tn tne open nnd
evorv day enjoyment of n species of luxurious
wealth, such as yachts, fast horses, costly equip-
ages, kept fur their own Individual pleasure nnd
enjoyment, contributing neither to their busi-
ness nor livelihood, which ot all classes of prop-
erty certainly should bear Its share of taxation,
but which, on the other hand. Is entirely over-
looked by assessors; all kinds of chattels, mer-
chandise In stores, manufactured products, farm
stock and lmplemonta. household furniture
nliot e exemption so rnrely as to be almost never
included In tho assessment rolls. The extent of
this public griovaiic-- Is forcibly disclosed by the
asseiwment rolls for 1HU0, open to all taxpayers.
As example we cite a few ot the towns, showing
the total valuation ot real estate and of per-
sonal property tn each. In tho following towns
tbo ratio of personal proicrty to real estate Is
less than 1 per rent.

being Oel.7 per cent., and $3,1210,000 Is personal
property, being 3.3 er cent. This latter Is paid
fir lum f iLtiAririi. lielnr thn total number of In
dividual partnerships nnd corporations assossed
for personal property out of a population of over
150,000 In a county which Is notoriously one of
the wealthiest In personal property ln tho United
btate. This small tier cent, of ersonal prop-
erty would be even less If real estate were val-
ued In all tho towns at 100 per rent, of Its valuo,
as the law specifically requires; but we find that
thero U no uniform rulo ot assossmeut, Uio

In each town being a law- - unto them-
selves.

"This flagrant nnd g violation of
the law Is, In the opinion of the Grand Jury, n
serious menace to tho growth and prosperty of
cur county, visiting a burden of taxation upon
the many small holders ot real estate, who are
building their homes in our growing cities, so
hoavy aa to deter by Ita hardship many others
from similarly Inventing, while It engenders
that spirit of injustice and unrest which ever
results from the speetacleof those possessed of
wealth escaping all share of taxation, a con-
dition nf affairs which It Is the intent of the law
and tho sworn duty of Its officers to prevent,
Thu Grand Jury, In view ot theso facts, feel It
their duty to return to tho court Indictments tn
certain casos, nnd to direct, as they thereby do,
thut the District Attorney Institute civil

to collect tho penalty for neglect ot
duty."

In discharging tho Grand Jury this afternoon
Judge Keogh spoke In substance as follows:

" You bnvo made all good oitliens our
debtors. Tho examination which ou nave
made has Ixten patient, Impartial, and most In-
telligent. In some cases the testimony has been
so dear as to compel jou to find Indictments.
Tho presentment which you have mado Is a
wholesome arraignment of Incapable public
officials. It will be welcomed by all good citi-
zens, and will be rocched by the law evading
oltlxeus as a notko to them that ln this county
henceforth an honest effort will lie made tn
place nil cltltens oqually under the law. it has
satisfied mo nnd all who read It that ln almost
every town In this county, with ono splondld ex-
ception, millions nf dollars worth of personal
property havo entirely escaped taxation, thoreby
causing ii most unjust and odious burden upon
tlio owners cf real estate,

" I shall bo here noxt October to hold a term
of tho Supremo Court. Tho uvscssmont roll for
this car will not then be complete, and I will
scu to It that every assessor In this county Is
again summoned before that Grand Jury to con-
vince them that the putrlntio work which you
havo begun will bo honestly and courageously
prosecuted to Its end."

Court Peadsrlng Men far It Should De Al-

lowed to Go tn a llnniaco Null.
An argument on how far a physical examina-

tion should In? permitted to go under tho new
law, which pormlts a defendant sued for dam-
ages for Injuries to tho person to have such nn
examination of tho plaintiff made, was hoard
yesterday by Justices Conlan, McCarthy, and
Fltzslmons, sitting as n Gonaml Term of the
City Court.

Tho suit Is brought hy Llzslo Lawrence, who
alleges thnt sho fell downstairs nt tho houso 72
First street, owned by Levi Samuils, and se-

verely Injured her loft leg, nnd thut tho accident
was caused by tho condition of tho carpets ln
the hall or on tho stairs. She asks for dnmnges
against tho owner. Kindlon! Samuels obtained
an order for her physical examination, which
was to tw conducted by Dr. Mnry Putnam l,

before Thom is C. O'Sullh an as referee. In
describing what took plnro 011 tho examination
Abraham Frommn, her Inwycr, said to tho Ap-
pellate Court yesterday:

"Sho was compelled to submit to a physical
examination In tho ofllco of tlie referee, exhibit
her limbs, nnswer questions proixiunded by tho
physician, and was compelled to submit to and
do all sorts of nptlca, performing nil sorts nf what
might bo termed ocroballo feats. Sho una com-
pelled to Ho down Uxn a sofa. Her shoes nnd
stockings were taken off. MeasurementMof her
nnklns were taken; tho nnkhs were moved ln
different directions by tho plivslclnn; sho wns
compelled to movo hor feet and shut her e)es,
and to rail out when she was In pain whllo tho
oxamlnntlnn wns taking place; sho was com-
pelled to walk off tho sofa, and stop on tho sofa,
and sit down again."

The lawvers differed as to whether Dr. Jncohl
had considered the examination sufficient. Hut
when tho examination had progrcsacd thus far
the drfemlnnt slated that unless Mist L'vwrcneo
would waive claim for any other Injuries than
to her left leg tho examination must procned
further. Ho referred to the complaint, whit h
stated that sho was otherwlsn rendered sick and
sore about tho person through her fall. Counsel
for the plaintiff would not walvu further claim,
and counsel for MMs Lawrence refused to penult
tho examination to prtxicd. Application was
then mado b) tho defendant for nn order that
Miss Lawrence lie examined, so that It could Ira
ascertained If there were any other Injuries
about hor body. Ho offered to have her exam-
ined at thu private olllte of Dr. Jncohl before
any witness that Miss Lnwrcmo might name.
Tho offer was refused, and Juatlcn Schurhuian
denied thu motion for a further cxnminntlun.
The appeal hoard vostorday was from the order
of Justice Schuchmaii refusing to direct tho ex-
amination to proci cd.

It was argued In liehalf of tho dofondnnt thnt
the original order did not limit tho examination
to a part of the pernon. nnd thnt. as under tho
allegations ot tho complaint, thu defendant was
in danger of thu plaintiff pruv lug nt the trial
other Injuries tn her person ho could lie protected
only hy the full exnmlnatlon contemplated ln
the orlglnul order.

In opposition it was urged that tho examina-
tion had gone im far aa the law contemplated,
and that there was no need of n further exami-
nation unless It was Intended to use this law aa
a means nf oppression, o that, jw reliance, the
woman, through a sense of modesty, would
forego her rights tu rccoior for hur Injuries
rather than submit to Ibe ordeal. Counsel
quoted from Justice Gray 1141 l'. S., 250), w ho
said:

"Tho Inviolability of the person Is as much In-
vaded by a compulsory stripping nnd exposure
as by a blow, and to compel any one. hhh lally a
woman, to lay Imro the laxly or to submit to the
touch of n stranger without lawful authority is
an Indignity nnd asnault and a trespass."

Counsel said that this opinion of Justlco Gray
gave a fair Idea of how the law looked upon
such an examination up to tho time the act ln
question was passed, and that the act was con-
stitutional "by a very small margin."

Every woman should under-
stand her wheel. Sho shouldn't ride unless she
ran adjust It. No two pcopln can ride a wheel
adjusted In tho snmo way.

I'm often nskod what Is the best wheel. My
reply ! tho liost wheel Is the ono heat sultod to

uti. Thore nre many oxcellent whoels on tho
market: but, nbovo all, don't mako the mistake
of buying a cheap machlno or ono that Is too
light. It Is woll for a wheel to bo as rigid as
possible.

"My ndvlco to every woman not in normal
health Is to seok a physician's ndvlco before
riding. Tho tendency Is to overdo tho matter.
Tho delirium of speed makes us ride too far.I't us tnko our wheeling homocrpsthlcally at
first, Increasing gradually and with caution.
Tho advantage of going slow at first Is that wo
don't havo to go back and begin over again."

"What Is tho best saddlot" asked Dr.
McCuno.

" I will tell you privately, bnt I don't like to
advertise saddles In a club, answered tho au-
thority.

Out of over 300 riders thnt I counted on
Illverslde yosterdny only four were sitting cor-
rectly In their saddles and pedalling right,"
