Itaper.wbo judged the French bulls, maintains
that on general excellence the winning pair
were fully entitled to their prizes. Astlry ears
the plan to have two classes Is a wise one. Tun
FrenUi have no regular standard; in England
they are known as the " toy bulldog." Itnpcr's
comment wast " In the bulldog standard of fifty
or sixty years ago It was stated that tho ears
might be either the rose or tulip type, buttha
modern standard requires Ihe roso oar. My
Idea is that the small bulldog should
conform to Iho big type. Tho jaw and
luuztle are the most important points, after tho
legs and body. Itcgent Street Swell and Mini
have the true bulldog head and points, nnd are
utterly lacking In tho long terrier under jaw
inssassed by ihe dogs they difcated. Tliry
should tie under twenty pounds In weight, too.

" Undoubtedly tbqFrench bulldog is the fat or-li- e

of the people Just now,"
said a Kngllsh authority. "This
class wns ono ot the most distinguished at tho
show this year, and so It was at tho Iloston show,
which opened nn the second of this month. Lnst
year thirteen French toys were entered, and all
were nominated by society women,
Mrs. Well 'On, Freddie Geblmrd's sister, won the
blue ribbon with Hellecbose, nnd from that day
the French bulldog has liome fashion's stamp of
approval In this country.

As tho nsine Implies, the French toy bulldog Is
n miniature type, one might say a bantam, of tho
Kngllsh species with the execution of the i harae-te-r

of tho ear. Thla tuemticr Is carried erect nnd
wide open nnd they set wide apart on tho bend.
Tho skull is massive nnd tho furo very short
with a stop. When the face Is
wedge shaped It is n sure sign that thcrolsn
strum of bad blood somewhere. Tho body Is com-
pact, heavy, thick-so- t, and low swung, and Is cov-
ered with a short, straight, flat, and
coat. Tho cheeks aro well rounded and pro-
trude sideways, and tho eyes nre low donii In
the skull, and so far apart Hint they give the
imimul a wonderfully honest expression. A
large, broad, hlnik nose, short, strong, nnd well-a- n

bed neck, broad nnd full ihcst, and round
feel. Inclined to snialltiess, nre sonic other
noticeable characteristics.
