CJTIL SEItVICK KEGULATlOSf.

Avendsseal Governing; Department Awlnt-meat-s
In Stew Tsrk Cllf.

ALnA'TT. Feb. 20. Tho State Civil Servlco
Commission y approved of several amend-
ments to the civil service regulations governing
the city department appointments In New York
city. Tbo violation ot the provisions of the Civil
Service law nnd the regulations by any person
In tho civil servlco of the city shall be hereafter
considered a sufficient cause for dismissal. An-

other amendment provides that If the appoint-
ing officer shall object to a person certified be-

cause ot some physical defect, mental unsound-
ness, moral disqualification, or other reason
particularly specified, by which said person
would be unfit or Incompetent for tho perform-
ance of the duties of the vacant position, and If
the same bo sustained, the commission Is em-

powered tn certify the name of the person stand-
ing next highest on the list In place of the per-

son objected to. A third amendment provides
that when two persons nn the same list have the
same percentage, tho one having bad his appli-
cation tiled first shall be certified tho first of the
two for an appointment.

Hereafter tne burden of proof la placed nn
applicants to establish their good character
when charges are made. No transfer shall bo
made of a person In the service to a position
requiring n competitive examination unless ho
has passed a competitive examination equiva-
lent to that required for the position or unless
he baa served the city with fidelity In an equiv-
alent position for at least five years. The Civil
Service Board Is authorised to order physical
examination todetermlno continued eligibility
of persons whose positions require such exami-
nations tn determine their eligibility to appoint-
ment, and the examination prior to appointment
shall continue the eligibility of the candldato
for the period of one year only.

In the future no amendment to the civil ser-
vice regulations shall bo effective until It has
been published twlco In tho Vitviltcortt.

put It on the table In front of him. As he stood
tin thero was Intermittent applause; that Is to
sat--, he got a three-secon- d greeting nt first,
