got homs. There are people with fine, clever
faces, Frau Hansson says, whoao handa are like
uausagos, fleshy and voinless, with thick,
stumpy fAingers, which warn us to beware of the
animated mask. And there are round, warm,
sensuous faces, with full, almoat thick lps,
which are obvioualy contradicted by pale, blue-
weoined, sickly looking hands. The tary
amonnt of intallectual power which a person lins
st bhis disposal can change the face, but the
hands are of n more physioal nature, and thelr
apooch s & more physionl one.

Mathematics was not everyth' The
Professor had falled In some petroleum speculn
tions and had died. In her younger days she
had asked for nothing more than that curious
kind of myatic love which s known only to Hus
sians, This, as we have seen, consisted In
part in sending ber obliging hushand on sminll
errands. At this juncture ahe made the ae-
quaintance of her husband's consin, whose nawe
s not given In this sketch, but whom she called
“mt M. K" M K, Frau Hansson says, woasn
groat, hoavy Rusalan boyar, who had been o pro-
tessar, but was diamissed on account of his freo
thinking views, He was n dissipated o, and
rich. A few vears older than Sonin, who wians iis,
he was one of those complacent, self«enired
rhararters who have never known what it Is to
long for sympathy and who are devold af Ideals,
The long-represaed love which was lavished gsn
“M. K.” by Sonia did not fatter his vanity or in
any wise disturb him, He accepted it calinly.
She, on the contrary, according to Frau Hansson,
Jovd lilm a8 o young girl loves, with a trembling
and ungovernable Joy at fnding all that had
hitherto been hidden In herself,  She rejoleed In
the knowledge that he was there, that she could
see him to-morrow as alie had seen him to<day,
that she could touch him, bold his bands. Hut
all this was vain. He was too fat and placid,
and the love of Sonia waas thrown back upon
itself, Bhe followed him to Italy, caught cold,
and died of Inflammation of the Inngs at the age
of 40,

The hiographer says that it s impossible to
get at the complete facta of Sonia Kovalevaky's
charncter. * Sho s stll] standing there.” Frau
Hansson writes, '‘supernaturally great, like a
shadow when the moon rises, which seems to
grow larger the longer one looks at it; and as 1
write this [ feel as though she were as near 10
me as & body that one knocks up against In the
dark. She comes and goes. Bometimes she ap-
pears close bewide e sitting on the flower
table, a little birdlike figure, and [ seatm to see
her quits distinetly; then, aa soon as [ begin to
realize her presence. she has gone. Fhe wns a
thorongh child of the age in every little charac-
teristic of her almless life—a genius for nothing,
& woman for nothing, sver struggling along a
rond which leads to nowhere.”

in a volume of folk lore and falry le
gond entitled " Talea of Languedoc,” (Willlam
Doxey, Man Franclseo), Professor Bamuel
Jacques Hrun of Leland Stanford, Jr., Unle
versity has transcribed & number of viva
voco narmatives that give us a further in.
slght into the customs, characteristios and

home lfe of these interesting folk, Trans
Inted from old flreside  storles, handed
down from one goeneration to  another,

and told orlglnally In the pleturesque half-Latin
dialect apoken by the men and women of the
country south of the Loire, of Vaucluse, and
tho Douches du Rhone, they possoss a charm
due, In large measure, to thelr qualnt hlend-
ing of the supernatural with the prosale,
and mingling of the medimval with the
modern  spirit, To  collecting and  giving
to the world these delightful tales Prof.
Brun has not only provided childron with
a volume that will take ita place by the
nide of those of Hana Christinn Andersen and
the Hrothers Grimm, but has produced a
work Interesting in itselfl and of value to
the ethnologist and the student of folk lore,
The whole aocount of * My Grandfathor's Tour
of France,” with the old gentleman’s incldental
nnecdotes by the way, and the stories of Anglas,

There could be no stronger proof of the firmly
estahllabied popularity of Mr. Hudyard Kipling
than that afforded by the reception his latest
took of poems has met with in Amorica.  “The
Seven Seas” (D, Appleton & Co.), published only
acouple of months ago, has aleoady had a salo
of thirteen or fourteen thousaml copies, s phenois
enal reconl.
