Aawall, where she taught in a college at Hono-
tali. There she met Edward O, Hall and married
Bimin 157 Mr Hall went first to Honolulu as
amissionary., e was not s minlster, but was
sent out by a Congregationalist Board to estab
lish & misajon. After be bad accomplinhed thls
tie went into mercantile life, amassing a fortune,
e became Prime Minister under King Luna-
lto and for atime held the same ofive under
King Kalakaun. Mr. Hall died in 15983 and In
1500 Mrs. Hall eame to this elty, That year she
jolned Sorosin. She has served as corresponding
secretary three years, and was Dir. Jennie de In
M, Logier's candidate for the Presldency.

AN AVALANCHE DEMOLISHES THE
LEFT WING OF THE HOSPIUE,

Monks Take Refugo In the iher Parts of (hn
Monmstery and Tunnel Their Way Ount
Throngh the Anow— wry and Waork of the
Famons Institution Throogh (he Centuries,

Nenxw, March 1,—The left wing of the great
monastery of St. Bernard has been demolishsd
by an arvalunche, No lives were lost nor wan
anybhody sorlously (njured, but the nionks ocin
pring the monastery wero In serions « wer for
some time, When Lhe great nasses of snow and
fee desveanded upon the bailding the ocoupants
took refuge In the part of the hullding which
remalned intact and thence G thnnel nnder
the snow, through which they erawled, Most of
thetn were frontbitten,

The Hoaples of Bt. Bernard (e nt the highest
elovation of the great B, Wernand Pass, bee
tween Mont Velan and Its westorn extrvmlty,
called Pointe de Dronnee, in the Penine ohain |
of the Alps, It s the highest habitation in the |
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ellers and resculng wayfarers lost In the
mountaing has been the subject of many
tales of herolem. The monks care for nearly
20,000 teavellorm overy yoar without exacts
fng the smsllest payment, as  the monnes
tery is rich enough to .“i' rt iteell out
of Its own fumds. Those that ean afford
tindo so gre expeciesd, however, to contribute a
sum v ual to the nmonunt they would he ehneged
in n botel in the villmge.  The monastery was
onee vers wealthy, but during the Reformation
Tost panrt of i Inm'lml proporty, Pharing the rev.
olution of 1548 the funds of the monustery wore
weleedt wnd the monks wers deiven from the
mionntaine, bt the Indignation which this ack
crented soon heonght it about that theie props
erty was restored to them. Owing to the high
altltude of the hosplee u monk can remain thore
only twelve or fifteen years. e then falla vie-
tim (o rheumsliam amd tak®a refuge in an
nsy lurg, owned by the monnstery, in the village
of Martigny.
