The Inst regular Cabi-
net meeting war held y vUhoutlta chief,
and all visitors failed to reach tho President.
Notwithstanding tho exceeding palnfuluess of
the attack, abeolute rest for a day or two Is ro-
lled upon to put tho President on his feet again
by Thursday.

The attack Is attributed by the physicians
solely to the President's close confinement In
disposing of the executive business which haa
accumulated during the last week. Tho Presi-
dent has not been exposed to the bad weather
for over a week, but has been at his desk an
average of eighteen hours a day. Three o'clock
every morning has invariably found htm studying
legislation hoapod upon him ln tho final rush of
Congress, nnd every morning he baa returned to
the task by artltlclal light. 8ccreUry Thurber
said

" Yesterday an aide of Got. Bushnell came to
me and said the Oovernoraud his staff would
like to pay their respects.

WETLEWS LATEST EDICT.

AataerUM His toldim to Kill Stray Cattle-- Is
Cabas Prealdrat Dead I

Uayana, March 2. Captain-Genera- l Weyler
has Issued an edict, bearing date of Sanctt Splri-tu-

Feb. 23, authorizing the Spanish troops,
local guerrillas, and citizens to capture all stray
cattle roaming In the fields, and to use them for
the consumption of tho troops and residents ot
the town.

The Dtario Dt Ia Marina repeats the story
printed a week ;o that Prastdont Clsneroa had
died of fever la tho Najasa Hills, province of
Puerto Principe.

La Lucha y prints an editorial discussing
the policy of President-elec- t McKlnley. It Inti-

mates the possibility of his adopting a foreign
policy completely distinct and contrary to that
followed by President Cleveland.

The paper does not hesitate to affirm that his
first step will be to employ his powor to safe-
guard the interests of American citizens abroad,
leaving other questions to be settled later.

Three battalions of Spanish troops operating
ln tho interior near Slguanca In the Santa Clara

have bad an encounter with a force offirovince ln which flfty-tw- o of tho latter were
killeu.

The troop also captured four cases of dyna-
mite and destroyed the resources of the Insur-
gents. The Hpuniili loss waa nine men wounded.

Reports have been received here of several en-

counters In the western provinces in which tho
aggregate lnsa of the lnsurgentc was ninety-liv- e

men killed and ten taken prisoners. The total
losses of the troops were ten men killed and
slxty-uln- e wounded.

M'DONSELL'S TTETLER STOItY.

The aTarratlva Questioned and the Ideality or
the .Tarrator Raid to tie la Doubt.

WisniNOTox, March 2. The sensational story
given to the Washington Pott by a man call-
ing himself Henry McDonnell, who alleged that
Weyler threw his passport under his feet In the
presence of Consul-Gener- Lee, Is denied. Tho
man haa explained that Consul-Genera- l le was
not present, and It has been learned that Wey-

ler was miles away from Havana on tho day
named. Now this despatch tomes from Mobile:

" A despatch sent out from Washington Fri-

day and printed In the New Orleans papers Sat-
urday morning stated that Henry McDonnell, a
planter of Point Clear, Ala., who owns a largo
plantation fifteen miles from Havana and who
Is direct from Cuba, Is ln Washington and has
complained of the Indignities inflicted upon him
by the Spaniards.

"Mrs. McDonnell, who claims to be the wife of
Henry McDonnell of Point Cleur, called at tho
litoi tttr ofllce yesterday for information rela-
tive to the source of the despatch, which she
said was all news to her. Sholmda letter from
her husband Inst week, and at that time he whs
ln Cincinnati, Ho had been away from homo
not more than a week, and she bad no knowl-
edge of his over having been in Cuba or ot own-
ing a plantation there. She was not very com-
municative, and only gave tho above Informa-
tion after repeated questions.

"In appearamr she was comely, but very
plainly nttlrnd, and did not looi: much llketlm
wife of a man. who was ablo to own a plantation
In Cuba."

iOLNEY ON THE RUIZ CASE.
i

HE WITUHOLIiH TnE OOMIE8POXD-EXV- E,

HVT OIVXH AS ABHTItAOT.

Beroarkable Rpanlah Description of tho Com-Ib- rt

In Which nnls Is Allraod to Have Lived
During Imprisonment le and the

lnanlr7-4'onns- el for Lee.

WasniNOTON, March 2. Secretary Olney to-
day responded to the Senate's resolution for tho
correspondence In the Ruiz case by sending an
abstract of the matter, declining to sond the full
correspondence on tho ground tint It "would
not seem to bo in tho publlo Interest."

Tho statement furnished by tho Stato Depart-
ment Is substantially ns follow:

" Richard ll'ilz was a native-bor- Cuban and
camo to this country during tho progress of the
Cuban insurrection which tcnnlnated In 1878.
He received his final papers as a naturalized
citizen In January, 1880, ln Philadelphia. Im-
mediately uftor he rcturnod lo Cuba, entered
upon the practice of dentistry, married and
roared a family, and has roslded there perma-
nently and continuously over since,

"Ho was ancsted Fob. and thrown Into
prison on the chargoof participation In tho cap-
ture nnd robbery of a railroad train. His arrest
wuh reported to thU Government by tolegraph
on the same day, and uutil the 17th nothing
moro was heard of the case by tho department,
which assumed that It waa being attended to by
the Consulnto In tho regular courso; that at tho
end of sevcnty-t- o hours the prisoner would
either bo put comunicado, or If uot that a
proper demand for such relief would bo made;
and that If such demand wero made and were
not successful the department would at once bo
notified. No measures of tho sort were taken,
howover, though tho prisoner remained fnenm-mi'rnrf-

and on tho 17th tho Consulate re-

ported to tho department that Ruiz had been
found dead In his cell under clrcumstnnces
which justified and led to a demand
for Immedinto Investigation. The Consul-Gen-era- l

reported thst Ruiz was kept tilth hours In n
small, closed, and most filthy cell, three by five
feet, having a rough stone floor, v 1th no window
and only a squnro opening In the door
for the admission of food, which aperture was
kept shut except when used; th it no one was
allowed to see him; that ho died from nrgleot
and vlolenco; that he became deranged; that an
autopsy showod sevuro contusions on top of his
head; that ho died from. congestion of the brain;
thut thero wu no fracture of the skull: but that
all knowledgo was confined to oftlclals, and It
was dlftlcult to ascertain the facts."

Secretary Olney quotes the report of the acting
Governor-Genera- l of Cuba, to Uio effect that
Ruiz waa kept In a large, roomy tcdl, lighted and
ventilated: that ho bad on ecy chair, and mat-tres- s,

sheets, pillow, tec; that a blow was heard
In his room on tho loth, und he was found very
much exolted, vlth n contusion on tho head;
that ho was removed at once to a bettor room,
whero he could bo watched more easily, ami
placed under medical treatment: that on the
17th ho was found butting his head against the
rating of tho door, and was quieted by an? and that soon after ho died; that an

autopsy bolng held, tho phjslclan present con-
curred ln tho opinion that douth ensued from
cerebral congestion, not Induced by tho wound
on tho head, which was superficial, and that the
prisoner's treatment during confinement was
most considerate. In tact batter than In the cases
or other prisoners, an attendant having gone to
his room w henover called for.

Secretary Olney nays that the conclusions ot
tho olUclal representatives of the two Govern-
ments being thus radically conflicting, another
open and thorough investigation seemed to this
Government Indispensable. In this view tho
Spanish Government concurred, and a tetter
dated Feb. 17 from Minister Dupuv de Lome is
auotcd bearing upon the case. In this notu

do Ixjme says:
"The Spanish Government has ordered that a

most thorough investigation be made In order to
throw light upon the facts, so that if it appear
therefrom that there haa been culpability or
negligence, all tho weight of the law may fall
upon the guilty. To this end, after receiving
Gen. Abumada'a telegram, the Government or-
dered br cable that a Judge tie designated who
In view of the facts charged and communicated
by Mr. Taylor, United Sutea Minister at
Madrid, shall lnstituto a Judicial process In
which all tho circumstances shall be scrupulous-
ly and actively ascertained. Ills Majesty's Gov-
ernment wishes, and to that end directs, thut
tho Consul ot the United States be Invited to
submit, if ho so desires, any evldenco which may
assist in making the facts clear and of which ho
may havo knowledge, and also to tako cogni-
zance of tbnjjroceoutnga In the case. If the Con-
sul of the United States desires to become n
party In I lie proceedings he can do so, and to
thut end ho will bo afforded every facility bo
mar need."

In his note Minister do Lome directs attention
to the failure of Ruiz to announce his cltlzon-shi- p

upon tho occasion of his arrest. In con-
clusion, the Minister soys ot tho Investigation
about lo be undertaken:

"The Government of his Majesty, in Impartial
vindication of Justice and lu deference to pre-
occupied public opinion ln Spain, Intends that
the truth shall bo known, whatever bo the na-
tionality of Ruiz."

Mr. Olner says:

Holm's wife, a bill blond woman, sat In one ot
tho nntc-ror- with two of hor children while
tho Jury was out yesterday. The children romped
about tho room, Tho mother sat crying.

At 0:30 o'clock, when tho jury hod beon out
three hours, Recorder Ooff sent for them, and
askod If there was any prospect of nnagreemont.

" I don't think there Is," said tho foreman.
" What seems to bo the troublo I" asked tho

Rccordor; "Is It a question of law or question
of fact I"

" Thoy'ro stubborn," said tho foreman.
"You misunderstand me," remarked the Re-

corder; "does tho Jury wish to havo mo read
any part of tho law or of the evidence ln this
case I"

"No," said the foreman, "we can't agree on a
verdict of guilty."

"Stopl" shouted tho Rocorder. "I want to
find out If thcto is any chance of jour a?teclng.
Go around to each of thn Jurymen and aak that
privately. Whisper to them.

The foreman started to question each man In
tho jury box. Jurors No. 5 and H turned their
heads away, and wouldn't talk to Mm. After
whispering with the others tho foreman ad-
dressed HccordorOoir, saying:

"Your Honor, two of them won't give ln that
the prisoner's guilt "

"Stopl" shouted tho Rocorder. " You are dis-
charged from further consideration of this rase,
and must not talk about It any moro.

.When he caught her both wero partly over the
lulling.
