Government Ilulldln it nUse or I.lsht Tine
Ulsplay or fireworks.

WAsntJtOTON, March 4. Tho Illuminations to-

night surpassed any former display In Washing-
ton and the fireworks were exceptionally flno.
For tho first tlmo In the history of the Govern-
ment h general order Issued by ths retiring
Cabinet ofllcers caused every electrlo and gas
light In the great department buildings to be
lighted, with brilliant results.

Thu chvKsla roof linos of tho Treasury were
outlined with Incandescent bulbs, a huge Amer-
ican shield ornamented the titnte Department
facade, and from tho highest elevation of the
War Department a sixty-foo- t garrison flag
floated Aflame against tho black sky. Illumin-
ated by the iiowerful searchlights.

Other searchlights brought out Uie grandeur
of the Washington Monument and the Capitol.
A feature of tho elaborato fireworks was a bal-
loon ascension, from which tho national colors
picked out In tiro wero suspended above the city.

unoccupied seats In tho Senate gallery
They hud been reserved for the members of
President Cleveland's family, but none of tho
family except the President himself attended
the Inauguration. The seats were saved, never-
theless.

Major Weston of Newburgh was strutting Into
the Arlington nt an early hour this morning
when be stumbled Into a dignified looking man,
who seized him by his coat and exclaimed:

"Do you think you'll get It I"
" My dear air," said Major Weston, " I hope

so; but I am probably tho only visitor In this
town y who doesn't expect to get anything
from the new Administration."

"Uml" said tho distinguished-lookin- citizen.
" Then you ought tp be on the pension rolls. I'll
see that you get there," and ho shoved tho Major
Into the hotel and trotted on.

There were n great many disappointed young
women In Washington each one of them
being nrmed with a camera. Thoy got unusually
good seats on somo one of the reviewing stands,
and than they were Informed that It was against
the rules to take pictures. Some of them suc-
ceeded In getting a picture now and then when
nobody was looking, but It wasn't often, and the
young women were unhappy 1st consequence.

It was Just 20 minutes past 12 y when the
first telegram arrived at the Whlto House ad-

dressed to President McKlnloy. From that time
until dark there was one continuous lino of
messenger boys, all bearing messages addressed
In that way. Some of tho bo s brought only ono
despatch, some brought hundfuls, and beforo
tho parade was over thoro was more than a
bushel of the messages. They were without ex-
ception congratulations from persons who
couldn't come to ace the show. Tho messages
come from all parts of the country.

Of the thirty or forty relatives of President
McKlnley and Mrs. McKlnley who lunched nt
the White Houso y only two are to become
residents at the White House. One Is, of course.
Major McKlnlev'a mother; the othor Is Mrs.
Maria Saxton, Mrs. McKinley's aunt nnd closest
companion. Hhelstobo her closest companion
during tho four years to come.

Itepresentatlve Charley Woodman, ono of
Cuba's most enthusiastic supporters on the floor
of tho House, Is gone from the halls of Congress,
perhaps forever. This was the last day of Mr.
Woodman's official career. he will be
Just like tho rest of us, an ordinary citizen. Tho
exact valuation Mr. Woodman placed on his seat
In Congress may perhaps never bo known, but
ho prized It vory highly. Ho was elected to Con-
gress by tbo merest uctldent. having been tho
successful Independent candidate against tho
late Frank Lawlcr. Woodman pulled through
by tlm skin of his teeth, but when ho camo up
for rcnomlnat Ion last summer he was knocked
higher than (lllderoy's kite. Ilefore ho came to
Congress, Mr. Woodinau was a polleo Justloe In
Chicago. Ho has been a strong friend of Cuba
In Congress. Ho worked hard, hut accomplished
little.

DID SECT OLNEY MSiGNt

The Hecrrtary YTanted La IlecallM from Ifa
tana, but tbo President Itefased Then
Olnej la Raid to Have ItMlgned Did Not
Maks a Farewell Call at the White House.

WisnraoTOX.March. It Is learned
from what Is deemed trustworthy authority,
that President Cloveland and his Secretary of
State disagreed 011 tho advisability of sending
the Hull correspondence to the Senate, and as a
result Secretary Olnoy told Mr. Cleveland

that he could take the remains of his Admin-
istration and go duck shooting with it. Yes-

terday morning Secretary Olney sent to the
President tho correspondence In the Ruli
and Scovel cases, nnd incidentally took oc-

casion to soverely criticise Consul-acnern- l

Lee for his attitude in tho matter of asking for
warships. Mr. Cloveland reviewed the corre-
spondence nnd sont It back to Mr. Olney, saying
that ho would not permltlt to go to the Sennto In
the shapo he had It fixed up. Word was sent to
the Senate that "It would bo Incompatible to the
public service to furnish the desired correspond-

ence"
Mr. Olney hnd publlshod all the telegrams sent

by the Stato Department to Gon. Lee, but failed
to publish what Gen. Leo sent to the depart-
ment. This made Mr. Cleveland very indig-
nant- Ho thought that all tho facts should be
laid bare, nnd that Mr. Loo should not be taken
to tnsk, us Mr, Olney had suggested. Mr. Olney
camo over to tho White House immediately und
told tho President that ho disapproved of his
policy in the Leo case, and told him furt her that ho
would resign right then and there, nnd so ho did.
Ills resignation was tondored yratorday. Mr.
Olney left Iho White House In an nngry state of
mind, and has not gono near It since.

To-da- when tho Cablnot olllclals called to
pay their respects and wish tho President a hap-
py future, us has been tho custom for years post.
Secretary Olney was not present.

All the other members of tho Cabinet came to
the White Houso early In the day, hut Mr. Olney
was conspicuous by his absence. Tho Cabinet of-

ficials made Inquiry ns to the whereabout of Sec-
retary Olnoy, but they were given to understand
he would lie nlong pretty soon. Tho Socrotary
also refused to go to tho Capitol with the Presi-
dent.

This Is not the first time recently that the Sec-

retary of State has differed with his chief. Only
a short time ago they disagreed on several
important matters pertaining to the Cuban in-

surrection.
Mr. Leo was a thorn In the side of the Secre-

tary of State. Last week, when tho wires were
hot with cablegrams betweon tho State Depart-
ment and Havana, Mr. Olney made a trip to tho
White Houso and told the President that he
would llko to have Gen. Lee recalled.

Tho President disapproved of this also. He
wanted to keep peace In the family, and seeing
that his Secretary of State was very much
worked up ovor Mr. Lee's attitude, he wrote a
personal note to Gen. Lee asking him to remain at
his post, nnd keep n level head. At a recent
Cabinet meeting all tho memliers of tho Cabinet
Indorsed tho policy of tho President excepting
Secretary Olney.

This aroused his Ire, but he said nothing then.
Yesterday tho final split camo, and Secretary
Olney and U10 President parted company.
