THE ARMOR QVE.ITtOX.

Veltarr aribe Flrats Mill Dellcer Plate at tae
rriee rtnd In tbe Varal Dill.

WAntNOTciv, March 0. The armor question
will re the first subject taken under considera-
tion by the new Secretary of the Navy, who ex-

pects early next week to ask fo-- bids in order
that It may lie promptly determined whether or
not the two leading firms will e to furnish
the plates at the price fixed in the naval bill.
There are nearly nine thousand to-i- s rriiilrc--
for the three battle ships now building, repre-
senting at WOO a ton about H.Wci.lKXi. There
Is not the slightest chance that either the Heth-lehei- r

or Carnegie couijianles will bid cm the
armor or agree to deliver a single ton for less
than c0. tbe price determined ui-o- by Mr.
Hr'bi rt as fair and reasonable.

The head of the Naval Ordnance Bureau says
that the call for bids will r merely pert unetory.
and that It Is quite certain that no firm in the
country cjn undertake to furnish the quality of
armor required for the price fixed In the bill. If
the Illinois company, which Is said to have no
plant capable of manufacturing armor, enters
the list of bldders.lt Is asserted at tbe New
Iieiiartmerit that the Government emuld not
award a contract to It. no matter what price It
might present, and that It will not be tho policy
of Congress to encourage It to establish n plant,

Tho purpose, in asking for bids at an early dtte
Is in order to lay the whole armor question be-

fore the extra feiion of Cnnm-CBs- . It is known
at the Navy Department that armor will not bo
manufactured at the price fixed by the Chandler
amendment, and that until Congress authorixra
theSretary to raise the price to Wei a ton It
will not lie possible for the navy to purchase any
plates required for tbe new ships. If the extra
srsslon falls lo amend the present bill all work
on tho Illinois. Wisconsin, and Alabama will
have to be stopped within six months.

For a number
of years Hurst has been tryln; to get Congress
to pay him a large sum of money, on the plea
that some of bis patents have been infringed 1 y
the nary in gun construction, and that raluablo
suggestions in the Hurst gun had been adopted
without his consent. Secretary Herbert has
fought tho claim for three years, and
protested time and again against money being
appropriated to pay Hurst, Two vears ago a
hill it a passed authorizing the Secretary to
make the payment, but he refused, and In this
Congress Senator George succeeded in getting
the Naval bill amended so aa to direct the Sec n'

to pay Hurst J2.VOO0. The officials say
that Hurst Is not entitled to a rent, as his gun
was shown to bo worthless, and that nothinir in
its design was ever adopted try the service. The
money will be paid, however, although under
protest from the department. Doth Senator
George and Representative Hooker of Missis-
sippi were Interested in seeing thu amendment
adopted.

Heretofore It
hss hcMuth custom to administer the oath of

cfticclo the new Secretaries nt their resiectlve
departments, generally b) the Chief Justice of

Court of the United States, but the
coincident pre seller of the members of the court
and of the Cabinet at the Kxecutlve mansion
made the unusual incident not only possible, but
highly appropriate.

The members of the Cabinet, save Mr, Gage,

had ii'scmhleJ in tnc Cabinet room at 10:30 for
n consultation with the President. They were
thus engaged when the presence of the Chief

Justice and Associate Justice, accompanied by

Ileportcr Dae Is. Cierk McKlaney. and Marshal
Wright, in the Blue Boom Mow was an-

nounced. President McKlnley promptly came

downstielrr and received the congratulations of

his distinguished visitors. It was a very
plexssnt meeting, entirely free from the con-

straint and stiffness fo often a characteristic of

such Prc-ld- ent McKlnley replied

to tho congratulations of his visitors, and after
a few minutes sciit in genernl conversation,
bo said the members of tho Cabinet
were upstairs, and If agreeable to the mem-lier- s

of the court he would like to present
them. The Justices were glad of tho opportu-
nity to meet the Cabinet officers, and thry were

Invited into the Bluo Boom. The Introductions
having been made. Chief Justice Fuller sug-

gested that the members of the Cabinet might
Irs sworn in then and there, which suggestion
was instantly accepted. The commissions and
onths of office had been rrrpared, and were in

tho office of Secretary Porter. They were
brought down, together with two tables, ink-

stands, and ens, an 1 the ceremony was liegun.

Tbe oiths were ndiiilnisterrd In tbe following

order: To Secretary Sherman, by Chief Justice
Fuller; to Secretary Alger, by Justice Brown;
to Attorney-Genera- l McKrnna, by Chief Justice
Fuller: to Secretary Ixing, by Justice Gray; to
Postmaster-Genera- l Gary, by Chief Justice Fill-r- r;

to ry Bliss, by Justice Peckham; to
Secretary Wilson, by Chief Justice Fuller. 1 wo
Bibles were used In the ceremonial, and their
condition, indicating constant use, suggested to
some of those present that the occupant of tho
White House would probably welcome a new
copy of tbe Scriptures.

Kara official signed the oath of office, and .Se-

cretary jrformed his official act by
countersigning tbe commissions of himself and
associates. Secretary Porter was preaent in the
room, imd the scene was witnessed through the
open door by a number of persons In the corridor.
Shortly after tbe formalities had been completed
the gathering broke-up- . President McKinlc) and
his Cabinet going upstairs and the Justices of
