John Jacob Astor Is classed, by thoso who
know him best, not only among the richest but
also among the truly great men ot the world.
Tho talent which ln another ago, and In another
state of society, was exercised ln the art ot war
Is now to a great oxtent engaged In the peaceful
occupations of the counting room. War has
been a great Sold for the development of great
talents. But commerce affords scope for a
greater variety of talent, and Is a field on which
the most gigantic genius and the most soaring
ambition may expend themselves ln unlimited
conquests. In this department of human action
Astor has displayed n great mind. Landing on
our shores as a common steerage passenger a
poor, uneducated boy a stranger to the language
and tho people ho has by the solo aid of his own
Industry accumulated a fortune scarcely second
to that of any Individual on the globe, and has
executed projects that have become Identified
with the history of his country, and which will
perpetuate his name to the latest age. ne was
born in July, 1703, In the village of Waldorp,
near Heidelberg, tn the Duchy of Baden, Ger-man-r.

Uls father was a very worthy man, and
held the office of bailiff. At the age of 18
young Astor, on the eve of leaving his home for
a foreign land, resolved to be honest and Indus-
trious, and never to gamble. In March, 1781, he
landed at Baltimore, a stcerngo passenger, hav-

ing sailed from London ln Not ember, and been
detained by the Ire three months. On his voy-

age he became acquainted with n fellow country-
man ot his, a furrier, who Induced Mr. Astor to
learn this art. Tho main portion of Mr. Aster's
property at this time consisted of sern flutes
from his brother's manufactory at London,
which, with a few other articles of merchandise,
he sold, and invested the small proceeds In furs,
and commenced learning the fur trade. He was
soon after engaged as clerk In tho fur establish-
ment ot Robert Bowne, the first cousin of Wal-

ter's father (see Walter Bonne), a good old
Quaker, who prised Mr. Astor cry much for his
untiring Industry and fidelity. Subsequently,
by the aid of a few thousands from his brother
Harry, a rich Bowery butcher, ho engaged In
business for himself, associated with the late
Cornelius Heyer. Afterward ho became associ-

ated with Mr. Smith, the father of Gerrlt Smith.
At the close of tho Revolutionary war Oswego,
Niagara, Detroit, and other posts being in pos-
session of a foreign power, a serious embarrass-
ment was thrown In the way of the fur trade.
Soon after Mr. Astor entered the business, ln
1701-- 3, by a treaty these posts were surrendered,
when, contemplating the grand opportunity then
offered to him, he said, "Now I will mako my
fortune ln tho fur trade." His prediction was
verified. Astor, with on Industry and sagacity
unparalleled. Improved his opportunity, and
after tho lapso of six years, during the first year
of tho present century, he had amussod some-
thing like 9250,000. By the natural course of
accumulation this sum, at the present tlmo,
would have amounted to 90,000,000 but In Mr.
Astor's hands it has Increased to more than four
times that amount, Nine rears later, at the age
cf 19, Mr. Astor founded tho American Fur
Company, for the purpose of competing with the
powerful British associations, which were In a
fair way to monopolize the traffic in furs
throughout the northern and southwestern por-
tions of our continent. The outposts of this new
company stretched Into new and hitherto un-

trodden fields, and secured the richest spoils of
beaver, otter, and buffalo. It bad indeed pre-
viously as well as now been the policy of Mr.
Astor to extend bis conquests Into new terri-
tories. The projection and establishment ot this
company did not satisfy his gigantlo Intellect.
His grand project ot the Astoria settlement was
now formed. It was his design to establish a
series of forts along the Pacific Ocean and on the
Columbia IUver, ln connection with our Govern-
ment, and thus monopolize the fur trade west of
the Rocky Mountains. The first post, Astoria,
was established ln 1810, by a party of sixty men
under the command of Mr. W. P. Hunt. This
settlement, which was destined to Ixi the com-
mercial emporium ot the northern Pacific, was
to be supplied with commodities from Now
York, and the sarao vessel was also to convey
supplies to tho Russian trading settlements
further north, and receive furs In exchange.
With the furs from the Russian posts and from
Astoria she was to proceed to Canton, then the
best market for furs, and return home with teas,
silks, nnd nankeens. In the projection of this
magnificent enterprise Astor anticipated that
tho settlement would provo a bill of costs for tho
first two years, and that no considerable profits
would bo receh ed In less than ten yearn. At tho
expiration of twenty years he counted on recoil-
ing a million of dollars annual profits. The Ton-qul-

tho first, and tho Lark, the third icsscl,
despatched for Astoria, were lost, yet, notwith-
standing, the enterprise would not havo failed
had not Astoria been sold to tho agents of tho
British Northwest Fur Company, through tho
treachory of ono of Mr, Astor's partners, a
Scotchman named McDougal, Astoria had to
struggle through muny difficulties In cons-
equent of being captured during the latnuar,
and Juitaspoaco was declared, and ns Itwunto
be restored. It was wrenched from Mr, Astor's
hands by the treachery of his partner. From tho
time of tho establishment ot tho American Fur
Company Mr. Astor became, largely engaged In
commerce. Ills ships, freighted with furs for
Franco, England, Germany, and Russia, nnd
with peltries, ginseng, and dollars for China,
now ploughed o cry sou to rccch o those products
of the New World and exchange them for tho
taluablo commodities ot the Old, Mr, Astor's
Instructions to his Captains wcro mtnutoand
exceedingly particular. He evinced almost as
Intimate a knowledge of tho various markets In
which ha traded as though ho hod been a resi-
dent at each respective mart. In the distribution
ot his cargoes ut home, and In exchanging his
commodities with the natUcs, Sir, Astnr exer-
cised a minute Inspection een to the smallest
details, and seemed to possess an almost Intui-
tive knowledge of the markot, not only ln the
United States, but also In Canada. Yet Mr, Astor
did not bestow at his counting house umrn than
half tho time most merchants ftel conipcllid to
Kho their concerns. It has hncji remarked of
him by ono ot his Intlmitn friends, u mnnof
sumo tininiucc, that Mr. Astor unsiapublo of
commanding un army ot 900,000 men. During

good jiortlon ot Mr. Astor's ncth o life ho
In a largo houso In tho Ion or part of llroad-wi-

cenoe, attended by servants from some of the
various nations with which he traded, and among
them some from the empire of the Celestials.
HI house was furnished with the richest plate,
and his apartment adorned witb. works of art,
among which was a Cupid by Mlgnard, which
was regarded as a work of rare merit, and for
which Astor paid a prlnoely sum.

Notwithstanding the magnitude and success ot
Mr. Astor's business operations, ret the greatest
source of his wealth has resulted from the in-

creased value of real estato consequent on the
continued growth of the city. At an early day
he foresaw the future greatness of this commer-
cial emporium of the Western continent, and
wo wont to convert two-third-s of his annual
gains Into real estate, not one foot of whloh he
ever mortgagod. It has been his poller to Invest
ln mortgages on the best property offered, and
ln cose of foreclosure, whloh has often happened,
he has bought the property ln at much less than
its real value. In this mode, together with the
continually Increasing Value of real estate ln
this city, he has multiplied his wealth far

the natural accumulation by tho ordinary
Interest, and hence, too, tho bulk oChls property.
Mr. Astor has vast tracts of land In Missouri,
Wisconsin, Iowa, and othor parts of tho West,
the prospective value of which is very great.
Tho greator portion of his propertr l In a'
estnto and mortgages In this cltr. Could Mr.
Astor's propertr bo kept unbroken and under Its
present management. It would becomo the larg-

est Individual estate ever known on tho globe.
The estimate of the value of his property given
nbove Is moderate, those knowing his affairs
best placing It at 930.000,000, and some as high
even as 990,000,000. Ills Income on a moderate
estimate must tie 92,000,000 a jtnr, or 9100,000
a month, which Is about 941,900 a week, 99,700
a dor, 9210 nn hour, and 91 minute. Mr. Astor
has mado a donation of 9390,000 for a library In
this cltr, tbo Interest of which Is to bo expended
In employing agents to purchase books and ln
the erection of a building. Mr. Cogswell, lato
editor of the AT. r. Itertew. Is the agent and li-

brarian. Mr. Astor has two eons, Wm. B. and
one who has been Imbecile from his birth: ono of
his daughters became the Countess of Rumpff,
