STRIKERS SUSPECTED OF HAVING
PLACED IT THERE.

An atiempt was made early yesterday morn-
ing to blow up & ead with & bumb losded with
sote explioslve whose nature (s still nnknewn,
The eab belonged 1o H., Willla, keeper of the
Union League Etables, at 2 and 4 East Thirty-

0l street. In the cab at the time was Jacob
ﬂ- l.unur of 112 East Seventy-third street, who
was on his way howe from the Lotos Clah,
where he had boen attending one of the Sature
day night entertalnmants,

The force of the explosion was so great that
the heavy plateglass windows of the cab were
shisttered Into fragments, the lampa were
ptnashed, and the driver was lifted from his seat
and alimost thrown over the dashboard, Mr,
Schnitaer escaped lnjury, how no one can ex-
plain. The upbolstery of the cab was burned
asd discolored by the explosive, and Mr, Schule-
ser's clothes were rulned by the fumes of the
acid which the bomb contained. Mr. Sohnitzer
was taken from the cab dazed and stunsed by
the shock, but he soon revived,

All sorts of theories were advanced yesterlay
10 A t for the explosl The palice toally
con luded that It conld not have been due to an s
cddent, and that the bomb must have heen placed
in the eab by some ong who wished to do harm
to Mr, Willls or to Mr, Schnltger. Inspector
Brooks and Capt. Steinkamp of the East Fifty-
first street station have taken the matter (n
charge and are going o eatih the guilty man if
poasible,

Mr. Schnitwer, who 18 the head of the firm of
Behniteer & Co,, akilpping merchants, st 4 Cedar
streot, ordered the cab shortly before 19:50 A, M.
The cab was & two-horse coupé, driven by
Patrick Hagen of 27 East Forty-fifth street,
who has worked for Mr, Willls for several years
and {s ronaidered to be thoroughly trustworthy,
When Mr, Bchaitser roached the sidewalk and
started to enter the coupé, s few minutes later,
an undersized man ran forward, opened tha
dpor for him, and closed it after him.

The coupd was & deep-bodied vehicle with a
beary plate-giase front, and windows with glasa
s quarter of an inch thick. Mr, Schaltaer no-
ticed a8 he entored the cab that both of Lthe win-
dows were closed tight

Hagen began to drive at s briak pace, but
hardly bad he reached Forty-sixth sireet, a hun-
dred foet distant, when he heard a dull explosion
snder him, followed by the clatter of brokea
plass. At the same time he was lifted bodlly
from his seat and thrown forward with such
furve that only by grasping the daahboard did
be keep himsell from falling between his fright
enel horses. He gquickly recovered his balance,
snd, although very badly scared, reined In his
bores, stopped them, and Jjumped to the ground,

There were at the time about thirty cabe and
earriages in front of the Lotos Club and & few (o
frunt of the Windsor Hotel. The noise of the
exploalon, which could be heard for blocks, fol-
lowed as It was by & deose cloud of yellow
smoke that gave forth asickening edor of sul-
phur, sitracted & crowd Immediately, Some
nne tore open Lhe door of the carriage, expecting
to fnd Mr. 8chnitser dead or mortally Injured.
Mr. Schnitzer lay on the back seat, white and
nearly unconscious, He was pulled out and
stood on his feet. A moment in the fresh alr

10,000 MEN MAY BTRIKE.

Punger of & Tie-np en All New Office Mullfingy
—iHaputo About Eirvaiors.

New York ls threatensd with a genoral sym-
pathetle strike on all the large offlos bulldings
now In course of conatruction. The storm centres
tn the Intermational Machinists' Unlon, and,
according to Ita dalegate, Gearge Warner, who
notifled the Central Labor Unlon yesterday of
the lmpending strike, 10,000 men are likely to
be involved In it. James O'Connell, Grand Mas-
ter of the International Amsoclation of Ma-
chinlists, Is on his way to this city from Chlcago
to take charge of matiers, and he s expecied o
arrive to-day.

The trouble Is dus to & dlspute between the
Elovator Constructors and the Muchinists as to
whose province certain work s in. This work
includes dynamos where electrico slovalors are
used, and the engines, pumps, and holsting ap-
paratua for all elovators. Formerly the Eleva-
tor Constructors’ Unlon was afiliated with the
Poard of Walking Delegates. Now it (s not
afMliatod with sither the Board of Walking Daie-
gates or the Central Labor Unlon, and s looked
upon by thess bodies as & non-unlon organiza-
tlon.

Warner, in notifying the C. L U.of the im-
pending strike, said that at one time his organ-
isation, which had controllsd this work for years,
pald dues te the Elevator Constructors’ Union,
but ceased doing so when (L left the two central
bodies. Then the machinists were crowded out
of the work,

" We have talkod with representatives of the
Bprague Cowpany and the Otis Company,” he
pald, “and they Ignored the clalms of the
machinists, [If they do not employ the men who
are entitled to this work strikes will be ordered
in the shops of the Bprague and Otis companies
bhers, In the ahops of the Otls Company at
Watsesslng.
