An
Idea of tho narrowness of the speculation may
be gained from tho fact that the maximum fluc-
tuation In Sugar Hcflntng, which was dealt In
more extensively than any other stock, was less
than V cent In St. Paul the maximum fluc-
tuationf was only U of 1 1 cent. The only stocks
that fluctuated widely w ere American Tobacco
and United Otates Itubber, tho market for which
is limited to tho Immediate friends of oach com-
pany, and Missouri Pacific. The last closed more
than a point loner than yesterday on compara-
tively light transactions. Tho selling was
by speculative critics of the company's annual
report published this morning. The net decllno
of 2 V cent. In United States Hubher was at-
tributed to tho shutting down of some of the
compnny's factories. American Tobacco was
strong throughout on reports that the earnings
of the company warranted expectations that It
would soon redeem the scrip Issued as ndlvldend
some time ngo. Throughout the remainder of
the list tho dealings were absolutely without slg
nlflcnnce.

Tho declaration of tho usual quarterly divi-
dends by the Sugar lteflnlng, tho Western
Union, and the New York Central companies,
and tho publication of ths quarterly roports of
the last two, had virtually no effect whatever
upon the limited speculation. Tho tlmo money
market was a little flrtner nnd the foreign ex-

change market easier, becauso of the circum-
stances mentioned In this column this morning,
namely, tho withdrawal of goods In bond In an-
ticipation of changes In tho tariff that will
probably become effectivo as soon as tho pro-
posed rovenuo measure la passed by the extra
session of Congress.
