Then he nluDged about the table
In a reckless fashion and wound up by colling
in about $5,000 In chips worth t2l anise In
less than twenty minutes. An hour later ha
left S0.H00 ahead of the game.

Ins' $7o,0U0 That was enough to sbtlsfy
almost any man. but In response to a sugges-
tion lie told a friend that, like Paul Jonas, ho
had Just commenced to fight. The luck wss
on the other side, thouib, for he dropped, in
monsr and property.

When Cheyenne was the big cuttle town nf
the West, and crew millionaires like weeds
on a vacant lot, it was filled with high rollers
from all over tbo wo, Id.

tilav that enmo up frum force of habit, ran asquare house, but n mighty tough one. nnd
finally took tn running ngalnst the dllfercnt
breeds of tigers In thr city. In onojenr ho
lest In tho other inmbllng houses nnvwhero
frum $130,000 tn n quarter nf n million dollars.
"Ihls was lu 1HK7. Just as C'hcvenno wns begin-
ning to lag with the closing of .he ranges and
tho settlement nt toe country, nnd If It had
not boau for 1:1m It would have been n dull
vear. llut he Haled with tho other fellows'
tame too long, and turned over his entire
house, ensh and all, nno night, as a result
of a whirl nt poker with the representative
gamblers of the town.

Another gambling Joint that In Its day was
a hot one wus conducted by VA Craso In Den-
ver.

Theatre, a variety dive, in which thirteen
murders took place, four In fifteen months,
and three In thu Inst tear. Thorn wero mure
tables of all kinds In operation In the pluco
thai lu any other house In the West, nnd one
had women In abbreviated skirts to watch
the game, and eniouraged the plivers tn bra-
vado. The games were closed by the police
nlno ) ears ami. anil Ihe theatre four ears later,
after the last murder.

The gambling bouses of Cripple Creek dar-
ing tho height of the Uiom, tnurtren months
ago, were notable In their way, bat nobody
ever heard of any rnirarKiible winnings that
did not go back Into the hands of the table
owners. Nt aggregate winnings were ever
m do In tho city, but thn professionals took
about nil the loose money In the town. When
the flro swept tho town Inst spring tho gam-
blers were ahead of the game far enough to re-
tire for life or seek other fields.

POKER TIIEIR SALVATION.

AZL Ttir. 3TJSX IX TOITX XOST XJTEIJl
MOXHY TO TUE mEAOUElt.

Then Thry Went to Ills Itevlval Hooting, aa
na to ne a Sear aa i(Mlble to Their Late
Capital SJood Tbat Can Ue In aooi

"Tho strangest optsodoin tho sporting llfo of
(he Southwest," said the man from Arkansas,
"occurred nt a llttlo mushroom town that sprang-Int- o

llfo utxntt forty miles to the south of Cam-
den before tho Iron Mountain lUilroad was laid
down in our State. Everybody knew that a rail-
road was going to bo built somowhere through
that region, and kino's of grangers from Texas
and northern Louisiana, as well aa river men
from the Ouachita district, used to travel about
taking up claims and laying out little Til-

lages, so as to sell out at a p5od round
profit In caso they wero in luck enough
to get in the way of tho railroad company.
There's nothing like the rcnort of a railroad's
going through to start activity in a n

district llko that, and If half tho land schemes
down Uiero had ever got any further than wind
nnd paper and a few cabins and tents tho loss by
flood during tho next spring freshets would cer-
tainly have been appalling. The town where
Preacher Pellet made his remarkable crusade
against poker and cleaned tho entire male popu-
lation out of monoy and wickedness was abont
the most hopeful settlement of this mushroom
class, and while it lasted made a record for evil
nnd good that wasn't approached by any other
village In Arkansas.

"After staking out tho home claims and build-
ing n few cabins and hanging a general store
sign over tho wagon that carried tho provisions,
wo didn't havo anything to occupy the citizens'
tlmoat first except to sit around and speculate
ou which would got to tho town first, tho roll-roa- d

or tho spring freshets. Eventually tlmo
began to hang pretty heavy on the corporation's
hands, and It was the most natural thing In thn
world that all the men took to playing poker to
drlvo away tho blues.

Ono day ono man
had most of the $200 nnd tho next day tho
money lodged In somebody else's clothes, and
nnd then for a change tho cards would run even-
ly nnd the coin would be distributed pretty
equally. It got to be tho secrot ambition of
every male Inhabitant, from tho oldest down to
the youngest, to got hold of every one of thoso
if'.'OO nnd hnvo bis scat at the town meeting
vacant tho next morning. Every player at tho
gamo bad been brought up on poker and could
cheat, but a gamo llko that Is apt to
bo pretty square, for ono man 1 likely
to lc ns smart ns another and afraid of his
neighbor, and tho consequence is that an Arkan-
sas game among Arkansas people Is generally
on tho doud level. Tho town ought to havo
ercctod a monument to those 9200, for certainly
ovcrybody owed them a big dobt of gratitude
for tho tlmo they killed for us while wo were
walling to hear something definite about that
railroad. They would certainly havo been
missed If they had taken wings and departed,
nnd the chances are tbntthe entire colony would
havo gone In pursuit of them, without waiting
tohavoto swim away In tho spring washouts.
As It was, they seemed to be perfectly Inexhaust-
ible, and ovcry ono of them opened more Jack
jilts and kicked moro pairs nnd got away with
more blulTs than fifty times tho nmount has
done In other sessions of (Hiker nt which I havo
been present.

SHOWCASES.

17n4 In Many Bvslaeswea, Sold la Isrs Vara
ber, aaiSI Many ttaported.

The largest consumers of showcase aro tho
cigar dealers, and noxt to them tbo druggists.
Dry goods dealers use more showcase now than
ever before, and large number of showcases
are used for men's furnishing goods and for mil-
linery, and many aro used by hatters, especially
for outside display. In some cities nutsldo show
rases aro not permitted, but In many cities they
are, and largo numbers of showcases for out-
door display are sold, not only for hatters, but
for florists and for dealers In many other trades.

There is hardly a business in which Indoor
showcases are not used more or less. Confec-
tioners use many showcases; many nro used in
bakeries, and they are used in grocery stores.
Many are used In notion stores as well an in toy
shops. They are commonly used In hardware
stores for the display of tho flnercutlery. Under-
takers use them to show the costly modern
burial coffins. Statlonors uso showcases; so do
jewellers for the display ot jewelry and silver-
ware.

A great many small showcases are given
nway by manufacturers of various articles, as
thread, or sowing silks, or perfumery, and vari-
ous other things, for the bettor and moro con-
venient display of tholr own goods. Showcase
were nevor so cheap as now; good, modern show-
cases can be bought at what seem marvellously
low prices, and tho finer showcases wcro never
no handsome nor so well lilted un and perfectly
adapted to their several uses as now. The old-styl-e

sbowrnso had a vertical face and a leveL
top. Then came show cases with Im veiled fronts,
and oases with the front panel of Is nt glass,
making a rounded front. Now the old style has
come back again, and there are mild at pres-
ent more showcases with square fronts.
Shjuvvraani havu a greater variety of style than
ever before, uptight and otherwise, fnr canes, for
corsets, and for many other special lines of
goods. The showcase of tho moment, made by
all manufacturers and called In Ihe trad 0 "tho
silent salesman," Is a case uiadu to tnko tbo
placo of both counter and showcusc. The top of
(his caso Is at the same height thut the top of a
showense on a counter would Ins, hut the case
roaches down nearly to tho fioor, vv here it rests
uion a plutfonn or base perhaps six or eight
Inches high. This Is really a showcase threo or
four feet In height, extending practically from
the tloor upward, witli u Hat fare and a llut top.
It Is made in auv length six feet, tun feet, or
nny other length to fit spares. It Is provided
with glass shelves for the display of goods, or
with drawers terraced back so that at least a
part of their contents can l seen.

Showcases nro made with wood frames In
various nno woods, und with tneuil frames, and
there are now made. Including cases of the very
largest stxos, showcases with neither wood nor
metal upon the edges, the plates of glass lie lug
cemented together, and thu case tielng further
secured by a steel rod running through It Just
within tbonnglont the corners.

Tho newer styles of cigar cases have moisten-
ing trays, which slldo under the case und are out
of sight, Thoy aro very shallow trays, with a
metal lining, nnd containing a sheet of felt,
which cn ne moistened, tbo moisture remain-
ing for days; this Is In place of Iho cup and
spongo within thernannmong tho cigars. Mnny
cases, both upright and horizontal, designed for
one purposo nnd another, nre rqulpiid with
brackets or with notched uprights to hold tho
ends of rods, by means of which the glass shelves
In them can lie adjusted at nny height, accord-
ing to tho requirements of the goods It maybe
d sired to display In them,

Thu Introduction of the incandescent electrlo
light made possible the convenient lighting of
outdoor showcjises with fixtures that could bo
moved with thn case, nnd now Inside showcases
are frequently provided with appliances for olcc-tr- ie

Illumination.
There are uiudo folding showcases, which can

bo folded up to occupy less space In shipment,
and there aro made showcases that ran bo
knocked down, like furniture, so ns to take less
space In shipment. The greater number of
rases, however, nre shipped completely set up.

Mnny American showcases nre exported. Wo
send showcases to the West Indies, to Mexico,
Central America nnd Mouth America, and to
South Africa nnd to Kurupe.
