Wise Words of Washington antl Jef-
ferson.

Washington In his Farewell Address
gives this wanting to his countrymen:

"Agalnit the Inildloua nllea of foreign Influence I
conjure you to bellere me, fellow cltlteni, the jral-oua- y

of a free people ought to be ronataotly awakes
ilnce htitory and experience proTe that foreign Inftu
enco U one of the tnott bantfut foes of republican
Oorernment. There can U-- no'greatcr error than to
expect or calculate upon real faron from nation to
nation. It U an llludnn which experience mutt cure,
which a Jutt pride ought to dUcard,"

Theso wonls wero written ono century
and six months ago, and as a postscript to
them wo quote an extract from tho letters
of Thomas Jltti;hso.v somo years later on:

' I fear nothing from force, but I hare felt much
and fear more from Cnglbili book!, Kngllib preju-
dices, EnglUh manners and the apes, theilupei, and
designers among our owu professional classes."

Thomas JEPri:rtso.v put In tho pillory of

Tho ' Fanatics' In Urnzll.
Tho existence, of tho young republic ot

Hrazll is again menaced, and tho daugerto
It at this time comes from tho rctoltof a
body of pcoplo In tho north who arc

agilely described as "religious fanatics"
mid as "monarchical revolutionists." Un-

til recently there wero only small nnd
scattered bands of theso riotous " fa-

natics" In tho province of Ilahla; but
their number has increased until they now
have an organized force that may not
fall short ot 18,000 armed men. The
Government, which had at first thought
they could be subdued by a few regiments,
has been compelled to send more and more
troops against them, and at this tlmo tho
best part of tho army Is In the field. A
number of desultory combats have been fol-

lowed by a battle that was fought last Sun-
day, In which the Government troops met
with a serious defeat, and had to take to
flight. Tho situation is an unhappy ono
for tho country, but the probabilities nrc
that the revolt will yet lie crushed by the
very efficient nrmy of Hrnzll.

Tho purpose of the fanatics, so far as It
can bo ascertained, is to oerthrow the re-

public, which is not ery firmlj estubllshed,
and to set up In Its stead u monarchy like
that of the late Horn l'l.imo II., or n mili-
tary dictatorship like that which came
after the fall of the Empire. We suppose
that tho revolt is called "religious" be-

cause Its leader desires the rcfstabllshmcut
of the former relations between Church mid
State, which were broken n few years ago.
The name of this leader Is AXTONln

and he Is described as au adieu-ture- r

Inllmncd with fanaticism. We print
some account of his recent performances In
another column.

The revolt has occurred nt a most Inop-

portune time for tho republic of Hruzil. Its
uble nnd peacefully disposed l'resldent has
been prostrated with Illness for months
past, so that the duties of his olllce lmo
devolved upon tho Tho
financial condition of the Hrazlllan Treas-
ury Is so unfavorable that it has been found
diilicult to negotiate n loan In Europe. Tho
rebellious elements In two other provinces
besides Ualil.i are awaiting their opportu-
nity. The relations of Hra.ll with Uruguay
and also with I'eru are unsatisfactory. Tho
project of forming a commercial union be-

tween liraHand a number of other South
American countries has been Interfered
with. In yet other respects lira11 Is at u
disadvantage.

It Is nevertheless to be said that the
demoustiatlous of louilty to the republic
cut since the fanatics or monarchists n

to disturb the public peace ha,e been
Hitch as to strengthen mid cncouiago tho
Government. It has become manifest that
nu iutw helming majority of thellrarlllaus
will stand by l'resldent I'lU'DliXii: in:
MmtAi's Haiiiios against all enemies of his
administration.

In the woi Id. We believe It will be victori-
ous. It is a good nnd u stiong republic.

Tho I ml In ii I'miilne.
While the attention of the whole world

Is i ended on au Island w II h n quarter of a
million of Inhabitants In the .Mediterra-
nean, millions of people In India nrc linger-
ing lu tile agonies of death by starvation
under tho alleged best Gowriimcnt ou
e.uth. 'iho Hibject is so disagreeable
that the English papers refer to it an
little us possible, and the Cretnn ques-
tion and the preparations for tho celebra-
tion of the sixtieth (.nr of tliu Queen's
reigu absorb public attention. In their
solicitude about tho lives of a few hun-
dred Mussulman ruffians In Ciete, they
forget or Ignore the mute appeals
of tho famishing millions of their fellow
subjects in India, Ulio Lord Major's fund
for the relief of tho distress is far from being
successful, and it Is asked whether this Is so
because people fear that the money will be
wasted or stolen, us so much of what went
out lu 1"7 was. It is Muted that sub-
scribers can obtain absolutely no Informa-
tion as to how the fund is adminis-
tered, and but for one solitary correspond-
ent lu India no one outside official circles
would have any knowledge ut nil of what Is
going ou there. What makes this callous-
ness of the Hrltish public so hard to under-
stand Is that the present famine far sur-
passes that of ls77in horror; it extends
oi it a wider area mid finds the Government

i

wholly without tho means of meeting It la
Its full extent.

The famlno fund, for which after 1881,
115,000,000 rupees wero set aside annually
out of tho revenue, is found to have been
applied to other purposes entirely alien to
its object. Although from 1801 to 1804
there flguro certain sums lu tho Indian ac-

counts as having been set aside for famlno
relief purposes, the fund Is practically non-
existent. In sixteen years fewer than four
million rupees, a competent writer says, out
of nearly ono huudrcd and ninety millions
alleged to have been net aside for this
famine fund, have been spent directly in re-

lieving hunger. Tho rest, according to an
official memorandum, has been spent on
railways and other works.

It appears that tho Inhabitants of south
em India have not yet paid off tho debts
they incurred lu staving off starvation In
1877, yet tho comes around
with Inexorable, regularity. Evictions for
non-pa- ) ment ot tho land tax have Increased
enormously of recent years. In 18D1M):!
tho number for tho wholo of India was
1,730,000, an lucrcaso of li!8 per cent,
on tho total for 1882. Tho laud by this
process Is passing gradually into the posses-
sion of tho usurers, who hardly ever lend at
less than SO per cent. Interest; and tho
peasant proprietor, tho basis ou which
English power In India rested, Is disappear-
ing rapidly. Thoughtful men lu Euglaud
aro becoming Bcrlously anxious over tho
situation In her great dependency, und aro
alarmed at tho tono of Parliament and
tho press in relation to the motion of
Sir Wii.mam WEUDEitntMi.v, an old
Indian official, for an Inquiry into tho
condition of India. Tho rejection of tho
motion was not a symptom of Indifference,
but rather ot fear, the fear of hum ing ou
tho catastrophe. As a writer in the Lon-

don Investors' llei lew puts It, "Someday
wo shall have, not a rommlttco of in-

quiry, but an Inquest, and whero
will tho 000 millions sterling wo
havo sunk in tho Peninsula be
then?" In tho present temper of tho Eng-
lish people, rioting in dreams of imperial
greatness nnd world-wid- e aggrandizement,
It Is evident that any call to reason over
such a disaster as has overtaken their In-

dian fellow subjects would be as a volco
crying in tho desert.

5Ion Needed for tho Xnvy.
The Fifty-fourt- Congress was exceeding-

ly liberal to the navy, not only in Its pro-

visions for ships mid guns, but in its addi-
tions of enlisted men. If wo do not mis-

take, It broke all precedents for liberality
since tho civil war period, and it certainly
did In the increase of the personnel.

And yet still more men aro needed for the
navy Nearly nil that are in tho ser-
vice hao been absorbed by the ships in
commission and by other duties, while two
new gunboats, the Helena and Montgomery,
are to luuc their trial runs within ten days,
and tho biggest of our armor-clad- s thus
far launched, the Iowa, within four weeks.
The Nashville Is also coming along well,
und six composite gunboats should follow
from tlmo to time before the autumn, In
addition to many torpedo boats. A battle
ship, nine gunboats, mid many torpedo
craft, lu nhort, should lie In commission be-

fore tho regular session of Congress to be
held next December.

This Is the situation that may lie laid be-

fore the coming session. When tho present
number of enlisted men was fixed, it w us
intended to establish a rcsere system,
under which well-trie- ships could lie
taken out of commission and their crews
utilized for running the newer ones.
Hut our transatlantic friends, with their
performances on this continent, will
not allow us yet to do this. It cannot
fairly bo said that we are keeping too
ninny vessels In commission, or will have
too many with the new ones now coming
along. It Is quite certain, however, that
some ships will be withdrawn, either for
repairs or other purposes, and the Newark,
Cincinnati, mid Detroit have been suggested
as among these.

Hut It might be safer to authorize the
Navy Department to enlist more men, If
found to lie required, under a temporary
provision, which need not hold geoduuot her
jenrunlesshpecilleally renewed bj Congress.

On the llowory.
The proposition to change tho nneient nnd

honored name of the Howery to that of
Piccadilly, whicli Is to be presented by a
committee of petitioners to the Hoard of
Aldermen on Tuesday next, is intolerable.
The Howery merchants who Join in the pe-

tition are a small fraction only of the total
number in business In that thoroughfare.
They ucr that the trade of tho Howery has
languished, mid Is languishing: that tents
lime declined; that many buildings nrc
untenanted, mid others occupied only tran-
siently, mid that profitable shops have Ix'cn
moed away, to make place for museums,
mock miction stores, cheap lodging
houses, pawnbrokers' shops, mid saloons of
the chenper variety known technically as
"panhandlers' resorts."

The " panhandler," by the way, Is au cost-sid- e

tramp, reared If not born In the city of
New York, and uniting the maximum per-
centage of thirst w 1th the minimum percent,
ngo of willingness to toll. The west-sid- e

trump is mi Itinerant. He goes from placo
to place, lie Is the gpsy of the Industrial
world, and he accords the favor of his
piesenee to this or that part of tow u as his
preference may incline or his necessity die-tat-

Hut the lower east-sid- e "panhandler"
Is lojnl to the region in which hu may be
said to belong. Ho goes now here else. It
Is this which makes tho "panhandler" a
distinctive feature of life in New York. Ho
will never desert tho lower Howery.

Tho alleged commercial decadence of the
Howery Is attributed largely to its n.inie,
upon which song writers and newspaper
paragrnphers buvo east a reproach leading
Ignorant mid Innocent people throughout
the Union to Imagine It to bo "n place en-
tirely glen up to dhes, thugs, thlews, mid
bunco htecrers." Hence the petitioners pray
the Aldermen to change the name of the
Howery to I'lrnidllly, mid thus mitoietho
famous stieet to Its old-tim- e glory.

Tho name Howery Is Dutch. Originally,
In the days of New Amsterdam, the lesser
New York, the present Howery was a l.ine
running along the farms, or " boweries,"
w hit h faced it. With the growth of tho
city in other directions, particularly ou the
upper west side, and tho enormous expan-slo-

of Hiooklyu and tho Jersey towns, the
Importance of the Howery declined, so that
now it is no longer the great thoroughfare
It was. Hut Its present Industrial de-

cadence Is not due to that cause alone.
Tho improved means of transportation,
cheap and pleasant, furnished by tho
elevated and cable railroads, and the
opening of the Hrooklyu llrldgo in
18811, brought about a gradual exodun of
well-to-d- people whofo patronngo made
prosperous tho business of tho now g

shopkeepers. To use au expression

not unfamiliar among ibo former German-America- n

residents of tho neighborhood,
they have "out gone." They aro no moro
there. They have deported, and in their
places havo como tho very poorest of tho
Immigrant throng, thoso whoso resources
are even moro slender than their wants, and
whoso purchases are often limited to tho
barest necessities of life.

Tho samo sort ot decadence, and for tho
snmo reason exactly, has been observed lu
tho once profitable, thrifty, and throbbing
thorough faro of Grand street; but no
committee has proposed to revive Its
former famo by changing its nnmo to
tho Strand or Charing Cross lu the hopo
that people lu other parts of tho United
States will resume trading In Grand street
on that account. A few yean ago tho resi-
dents and dealers In what then bore the name
of Chatham street mado a similar peti-
tion to the Aldermen, ou tho ground that
tho namo Chatham, which all patriotic
Americans have so much reason to extol,
had become of uvil repute so far as trade
was concerned. Accordingly, they begged
that the Inaccurate designation of Park How
should bo substituted for It. Their prayer
was granted, but It there has been any Im-

provement In tho trado of the street as a
consequence, It does not appear to the ordi-
nary observer.

Piccadilly Is an essentially English Cock-
ney name, mid it will never do for tho im-

portant New York street so long honored
with tho Dutch title of tho Howery. It will
novcr do, never! The Inexorable laws of
trado cannot bo altered or tho inarch of
progress stayed by ordinances adopted by
the New York Hoard of Aldermen. Under
whatever namo it may lie, the Howery will
always bo tho Howery to New Yorkers, and
business In it is not likely to Improve ma-

terially until the character of the popula-
tion radically changes.
