For the tenth time in two weeka
the slopos have agalh turned from white to dun,
The air Is warm, the sky clear, and the arennls
ready for the gladintors, Over two hundred
trampn are loltering on the road between here
and Reno, walting to loss Lhembslves In Lhe
ocean of humanity which Is expectod Lo ebb and
flow in Carson lo-morrow,
Inbarmonlous band held the attention of the
town during the ufternoon, and eut at the old
Bweeney race course, within s gunshot of Cor-
beit's quarters, they gave an enlertalnment
which proved highly nmoceptabls to Eastern
“tenderfoots,” Ranchmen and miners are
pouring into town from all direstions, Cornishe
men and other miners from Virginla City, Gold
Hill, Tucson, Era, Lagranda, and the Ruby
Hills wre strolllng about In blue  Jeana
and wstore clothes, swearing loudly In rich
brogue and taking the 10 to 7 money offered.
