Madrid, March 3. Tho situation in the Phil-
ippine Islands seems to grow worst every day.
Although tho Government suppressed some of
the facts concerning tho insurreotlon in Manila
on Feb. 24, the details glvon by tho correspondent
of El Impnrctal show that tho rovolution haa
many ramifications, all of which work In perfeot
concert. The apparent purpose of tho promoters
of the Manila uprising waa to force Qcn. Pola-vlej- a

to withdraw from CnvltA somo of tho
troops operating there. It is not known whether
thoy succoeded in this; but tho fact is that, for
somo reason or other, military operations aro
not carried on as rapidly as Gen. Polnvieja had
planned. All attention is no w concentrated upon
Manila, whero tho authorities foar that new

movements may occur at anymomont.
On Fob. 28 tho polloo in Manila captured

Miguel Lledd, said to bo an Insurgent General
who had recently gono to tho city with tho in-

tention of preparing an uprising In Novallchot,
a town north of Manila province. When ar-
rested IJodA had, according to a despatch to tho
Utrattlo, alrondy rocrutted somo 000 mon and
sent soventcen agents to places In tho interior
to lnclto tho natives torooli. Lledd tried also
to Induce tho nativo roglmont No. 70 to desert.
Twcuty-on- o men and llvo women were im-
prisoned also as occomplioos of LlodA, and also
Domingo del Ilosarlo, tho Insurgents' financial
agontin Manila.

Tho gravity of tho situation may bo Inferred
from tho following remarks by tho correspondent
of tho Utraldo:

"A. territory has to bo reconquered Inch by
Inch where large Insurgent masses, possessing
some military instruction, have been for months
building powerful fortltiuitlons und placing
evory obstuclo In tho way of tho advanco of our
columns.

"Too much fatlguo should not bo Imposed
upon our soldiors. Thoy noed rost that their
lives muy bo spared. A groat many of them
have to bo assigned for gurrison service at tho
recaptured titles. This, together with tho
lossos through disoascs, such as dysentery and
mnlnrln. tiinalffri'iihK-- tlltnltilnh mi nvmlnhlA
contingent,

" Considering tho sentiment prevailing in tho
islands, which compels the Captaln-Utuora- l to
bo prepared to smother now uprisings, no ono
should bo surprised to learn thut in too opinion
of thoso who aro In closo touch with the Captain-Gener-

it is necessary thut twenty battalions
bo sent from Spain ut once. An energetic policy
or repression Is tho only thing that will Impress
tho insurgents. Weakness now would bring us
serious rovursos. Tho natives combine fanati-
cism und ignorance with perfidy und cruelty.
'Ihey roccUod with tho greatest disdain tho
edicts offering amnesty. Tholr sharpshooters
huc been gixlng so much attention to tho kill-
ing of our officers that orders hu o been Issued
forbidding all oltlcers to bear any insignia."

Thus what began
niorely as a protest against tho friars has

against Spain. Our policy thoro
ought to bo to extinguish raco untugonlsm;
but PoluWeJa alius tolncroaso it, not only be-
tween tho islanders und Spaniards, but also
among tho urlous nutle tribes. Spain will
roup tho fruit of this Imprudent policy.

VISIT TO A CUBAN CAMP.

Cuba's Cause Will Wln-la- rel Uolng West
with 0,000 Men to Ulve Help to the Pa-

triots In Havauut and Malansas Provlaees.
OANAst, Matanxas, March 0, via Havana and

Key West, March 10. In splto of tho vigilance
of tho Spanish In Matanzas, I was ablo to leave
tho olty and reach Canasl, somo eight miles to
the west, near tho boundary of the province, of
Havana. I met hers Col. Ilaoul Arango In tho
very plaoo whero on March 2 he won an Im-

portant battle over tho Spaniards, which lasted
from 2 P.M. to midnight. All is quiet horo
now, tho scenery is charming, and no signs re-

main of the hotly contested fight, Tho Cuban
camp Is near the river, and only healthy men
are seen in it. Tho dead havo been burial a
mile from tho field of battlo and tho wounded
are far away in a Cuban hospital to the oast.

Col. Itnoul Arango is only about 20 years of
age. Ho is a bravo man, of athlotlo frame, tho
best shot in tho Cuban army, and, notwithstand-
ing his rank, ho takes personal part in ovary
fight, and Is always proud to flro tho first shot.
Considering his reputation as a sharpshooter
tho fact Is remarkablo that ho Is so noar-slghto-d

that ho cannot soo without his glasses, and, as
he says himself, ho has to tako as good caro of
them as of his army.

Ho is now commanding about 2,000 men, all
well armed and tho pick of the Cuban bands in
tho provlncos of Matanzas and Havana. His
sister is MUs Clomcncla Arango, now living in
Now York, and woll known for having bocn

from Havana byorder of Qon. Wcylor.
Capts. Gustavo Monocal and Ellsco aro his

chiefs of staff, and thoy groatly assisted him in
the rocent battlo, commanding tho two ends of
an intrenchmont which Arango ordered to bo
made to weaken tho bayonot charges of tho
Spaniards.

Through a Cuban scout, Arango learned that
a Spanish column was coming lu thodiroctlon
of Canasl. He prcparod tho intrenchment and
waited for them. Whon thoy appoarod, to tho
number of 2,500 men, he gavo tho ordor to flro a
volley and'stop their advanco. Tho ollcy was
firod and sixteen Spanish soldiers fell dead. Tho
confusion in tho Spanish ranks was so great that
if Arango had had Bufilclont cavalry ho might
have dispersed tha enemy at tho outset. But,
aa It was, the Spaniards answerod with repeated
volleys and mado thrco vain attempts to tako
tho intrenchment. After hours of fighting, they
rotlrod nt midnight w ith a loss of more than 100
mon. Tw enty bodies which thoy could not carry
from the field w cro burled by tho Cubans.

I was told in tho camp that tho Cuban forces in
Matanraa and Havana would havo tho aid of
Ocn. Callxto Garcia, who has decided to cross
tho Jucaro-Moro-n trocha and march to tho w est
at tho head of 0,000 mon.

In tho province of Santa Clara Gen. Gomez Is
as strong now as Gen. Garcia is in Santiago do
Cuba prot incc. Tho Spinlsh columns, since tho
battlo at Juan Crlollo and La Rcforma, do not
dare to attack him, and aro rapidly abandoning
tho Interior and repairing to tho coasts.

Gen. Bcrnal has bocn badly harassed by Gen.
Gomez for threo da) s, and bos at Inst cntcrod
Santa Clara, after losing moro than 200 men.

Every ono in tho Cuban army is animated by
tho most songuino hopes and tho sternest de-

termination. Aftor seeing n Cuban camp tha
spectator is hardly ablo to Imagine that thoso
buojant, stalwart men aro tho misorablo
wretches so often portrayed in tho Spanish
official reports as beaten In tho Hold and fleeing
beforo tho Spanish soldiers.

Col. Arango said to me that ho did not boliovo
the Spaniards could hold out longer than next
summer. Ho Is going to march to morrow to
tho cast under instructions from Gen. Gomez.

From powder to gun is an oasy transition.
Thcro aro army rifles und carbines, all sorts of
sporting guns, and hand woapons ranging from
tclcscoplc-slgh- t revolvers to dainty d

toys, a deadly ornament to be worn on a
watch chain. Tho oxploslvo bullets aro on view,
tho sort that burst within tho targot nnd have
been branded as Inhuman in war.

Quns, yachts, fishing rods, golf, tennis and
exercising appliances, and bic) clcs aro tho solid
dishes at this sporting feast. Theso are tho sub-
stantial pleasures that tha
hunters and anglers gloat over, but tho littlo
dotnils uro as absorbing to tha casual callers.
