At the Irving Tlnco Thoatro last night there
was a novelty somewhat dlHoront la character
from ths new plays so frequently offorod there.
It was a drama of American llfo written by a
Qerman from the suggestion of anAmorlcnn
not el and acted by German players. William
Mueller, who, as the- - progrummo explained. Is
tho editor of the Gorman Issue of Puck, wrote
the piny, and tho audience of his friends, to Judge
by their demeanor, was made up as usual of Uor-nian- s.

Tho spectators enjoyed the play, if their
applause w as not nil for the author, who was
called beforo tho curtain after tho second and
third acts.

A story of A. VT. Toargee was tho basis of the
drama which In four acts told tho story of a
woman, tho victim of a villainous husband, who
had her locked up In an Insane asylum and tried
to kocp her there. 8ho escaped, and while living
as a school teacher In Pennsylvania was again
sought out by him. She was ultimately rescued

his hands and was able to show her love
of the two men who wonted to marry

tho title to the play. The drama
was made with some aptness, and It was
susceptible chlofly to tho criticism that
tho work of most lnoxpsrlenced dramatists
shows It lacked action, and there was too much
of the story told. Tho themo was not original,
but It seemed to Interest tho spectators, and the
comedy of character among tho Pennsylvania
Germans was bright and amusing, which was
duo n a large measuro to the admirable acting

' of the comedians engaged In the performance.
Ilerr Link was as usual forsniost In tho favor 01
the audience.

Whilo tho spectators were seemingly interested
at times In the development of the serious phases
of tho play, it gripped the attention In no very
forcl bio way. and with audlmccs less predisposed
to a favorablo judgment, "A New Life" might
not havo been so cordially received. The work
of all the players rather than any special morit
deserves notice, and the atmosphere of country
life was extremely well presented In the second
act. Tho audlenco was large.

Two new comla operas of the week aro efforts
In tho same direction, but In the case of "The
Serenade " they succeed, while In that of " The
Isle of Gold "they fall. Tho play which Horry
n. Smith wroto for tho Bostonians is directly In
a line with tho work which ho has done pro-
fusely during tho past dozen years. He spoke
In Jocose disparagement of it to tho audience on
tho opening night, and declared It to bo second-
ary In merit and importance to Victor Herbert's
music. But his was really too
severe. Mr. Smith is a humorist la an American
style; he resorts to slang and what theatrical
folks coll "gags," but they aro usually funny,
and thoy aro navr such as to mako anybody
ashamed of laughing at them. Ho confesses to
having derived the pivotal idea of tho piece from
"an interlude by Qoldlnl." but It seemed
sure that it had done service in some
French musical farce. It was that a serenade,
at first sung by an operatic baritone, cno-tur- ed

the heart of a fair auditor, whereupon hex
guardian took her away to the mountains to
seclude her from the pursuit of the singer, ilr.
Smith has worked this theme to the furthest
comla effect possible. A broken-voice- d old
tenor from grand opera learns It. So does an
amateur vocalist with an uncontrolled voice.
80 does a bandit chief. 80 do the spooks In a
haunted castle. So do the monks in a monastery.
So do the girls in a convent school. So does a
parrot In a cage. The complications that arise
from the various singing of this serenade are
Ingenious and diverting. Mr. Smith has also
fitted his material to the personalities of the
favorites of tbo Bostonians with much skin and
with an Impartial hand, so that it would be un-
reasonable for any one of them to be jealous on
account of any other one's opportunities. The
result of that Is that all the
talent of the company is utilized. In short, the
libretto of "The Serenade" Is an example of

ractlcal value, without being- one of brillianceany single particular.

One of the mistakes in " The Isle of Gold," the
new comla opera Introduced over in Brooklyn, is
the use of talk that makes no appeal to anybody
not associated with the stage, and is nearly in-
comprehensible to tho general public First
night audiences have been known to roar over
stuff of this sort because there were a great
many persons present who knew actors and
their ways. Subsequent audiences have received
these same jokes with silent contempt. One in-
stance of this in " The Isle of Gold " was that of
a character who was a playwright and at the
same time the tenor hero of an extravaganza.
He was given to dropping into descriptions of
plots and scenes not as amusing as he intended
them to be. A prospective stepfather did not
want bis daughter to marry tho tenor play-
wright, so he bought from an owner of incu-
bators thousands of eggs that were notadapted for any other purpose than mis-siles of dissatisfaction. This was a fairaverage of the pla;'s humor, which innearly every case had to be read upto and explained with as much elaborationas this particular specimen required. Therewas about the same execrable taste displayed Inthe majority of them. More interesting to ob-serve waathe variety of costumes worn by the
irrir,. ".lux, "2 recent casino sale of oldwardrobe in mind, they were evocative of many
recollections. Fire caused a panto early Inst evening In the

double tenement at 137 Steuben street, Brook-
lyn, and had It not been for the efforts of the
police and firemen thoro would nrobably havo
been some lives lost. The flames started
from some hot ashes In the cellar coming In
contact with waste paoer and burst up the air-ha- ft,

filling tho hallwa) s with smoke. The
of the first and second floors mado

their escape by the stairways, but those on the
two upper floors were driven back by the
dense smoke and most of them clambered to
the roof. When the policemen and firemen
arrived the fire had apparently extended all
through the building and second and third
alarms were quickly sent out.

Mrs. Mary Swcenty, who, with her ld

baby, Loretta, was In the front
room on the third floor, finding escape by the
stairway cot off, rushed to the window with the
baby In her arms two or three minutes before
the engines had arrived. She was apparently
aliout to Jump to the sidewalk, a distance of
twenty-fiv- e feet, when the spectators, who
were missed in front of tho building, warned
bar to wait until a ladder had been procured.

The rapidly Increasing smoke, however,
which enveloped her and almost bid her
from view, so Intensified her fright that sh
dropped the baby from her arms. It was
aauitit by Thnmas Abraham, a neighbor, as it
drnoped through the air, and received no y.

The mother then swung herself out nf
the window and remained clinging to the sill
until she became exhausted and dropped off.
Some of the spectators caught her before nhe
reacnedr the sldowalku and thus broke her fall.
eShe was unconscious when picked up and car-
ried to a house on the opposite side of tho
street, but she soon revived and the ambulance
BUntoi.n pronounced her uninjured.

Hannah M 30 rath, aged 35 years, who was
sick in bed in a rear room on taothlrd floor. was
rescued by Emergency Firemen Michael J.
York and W. H. Fox. who rushed upstairs
through the blinding smoke and risked their
own lives to reschjier.

York and Fox carried the woman safely
down the stairs to the street and were
cheered when they reached the sidewalk. Both
of them, a wall as the woman, were partly
overcome by the smoke. The rescue of Mrs.
Xellle 3'DonnelL aged SI years, who. helDless
from rhenmatlsm. lay In a room on the fourth
floor, was successfully accomplished a few min-
utes later by other firemen and the policemen.

Ths Are extended to the adjoining tenement
t 13S Steuben street. There ware four or five

sick people also In this house, but thty were
all taken out uninjured. The building, which
is owned by Mrs. Mary McC'.oskey. was dam-
aged to the extent of $2,600. and the losses to
the tenants were about as muob more. Fire
Marshal Brymer found the cellar tilled with
asne and all kinds of rubbish and inflammable
stuff, some of which had been carelessly piled
up against the airshaf t. Hd the Ore occurred
at night several persona would doubtless have
lost their lives.

PAID SETS WITH MAD CHECKS.

Toons Sweeny Arrested neeaiise In On Case
lie Cot m Cash Kanivaleat.

Dennis A. Sweeny of ill) West Forty-thir- d

street, the son of Dennis Sweeny, a wealthy
house mover, was arraigned for examination
before Magistrate FLammer In Yorkvlllo Court
yesterday on a charge of grand larceny. The
complaint was made by John Caption, a sa-

loon keeper at 39 Washington street. On Feb.
5 he got a warrant for the arrest of young
Sweeny. The young man could not be found
until Mareh 8, when he was arrested by Detec-
tives RIelly and Beidy of the Central Office.

The spcclflo charge made by Caution was
that on Oct. S, 1800. young Sweeny gave him

worthless check for 1100 for the same amount
of cash. According to the evidence, shortly
before thaOlme. Sweeny and Caution form-
ed a sort of partnership to bet on the races.
Cantloa. who Is said to be worth a quarter of a
million dollars, was well known to the book-laake-

at ths race track!, and hie word was
taken for bets without putting up the money.
Cantlon made the bets.

It Is said that the con Die lost $.800 in the
two days they bst on the races together.

Young; Sweeny gave Cantlon checks for bis
half of the losses. These checks were on ban Ls
where he had no accounts. This was not de-
nied by the defence, but the contention was set
up that Sweeny had received no equivalent for
the checks and therefore owed Cantlon noth-
ing.

Cantlon said that while going to the rares
on a ferryboat Sweeny gave blm a check for
(100. for which he returned cash, which was
tn be used to pay a personal bet. This was de-
nied by the defendant. While admitting that
they had had an agreement to tet on the races
together and tnat he bad slven Cantlon worth-
iest checks, he declared that he bad never re-
ceived any cash for jv "heck.

The dsfsnse contended that Cantlon know
that the checks were worthless and Insinuated
that Cantlon accepted them thinking (hat the
Ider Sweeny would pay his. son's debts to

keep him out of trouble, as he had been known
to do beforo.

Young Sweeny Is well known about the race
tracks. Several years ago aoout J1O.O0O was
left to him, and he began betting on the racui.It Is said that hehad phenomenal luck and won
1115.000 before losing a bet. About twoysars ago he tried his band at 1 ookmnldnz andbought some race horses. Abont the same
tune bis luok cnanged.and he Inst steadily until
be nad nothing left.

Treated In Ceart as a Man and a lawyer Tt hen
She Was .lot Kven a New Woman At Lost
Khe Breaks Uown and Saysi "I Don't Know
low to Co On" She Gets Another Chance.

Mrs. Fannie Bonn Carrere, in three trials of
her suit against R. G. Dun, employed lawjers,
and, after winning twice, lost tho third tlmo.
When her suit camo up for retrial In Part II.,
City Court, yesterday, sho announcod that sho
had dono with lawyers, and was going to con-
duct her coso hersolf. Justice Fltztlmons sold
sho had n porfoct Tight to do It If sho wished to,
and told her to go ahead. She went ahoad for
about an hour, nnd then gavo up in despair,
finding tho rules of ovidonco too much for her.

Her husband. Col. William Carrere, an ac-

countant, was an employee of R. G. Dun & Co.
On Jan. 1, 1801, and on April 1, 1801, as he aV
legos. Mr. Dun hod him look ovor somo private
accounts. Col. Carrere took tho books home with
htm, and for tho work done ho claimed $330. He
asslgnod tho claim to his wife. Tho claim is put
forth that Mr. Green, on auditor of tho firm,
promised him this amount, and tho case turns
upon Mr. Green's authority to do so. Mrs. Car-
rere got Judgmont for ths full amount whon tho
case was tried in tho City Court a year and a
half ago, and the decision was sustained In tho
Gcnoral Term of tho Supreme Court, but re-

versed In the Appellate Term on the ground that
Mr. Green's authority as agent was not cloorly
shown.

Mrs.Corroro Is a slendor woman of forty or
thereabouts, with sandy hair that is frizzled in
front Sho woro a black dross, and kept on hor
hat throughout tho procoodlngs. Hor husband
is u tail, soldlorly looking man, with long, white
hair and a drooping whltomustucho. Ho was tho
only witness called yesterday, and ho did not toll
much bocauso of tuoso rules otovldcnce and tho
objections of John B. A. Mullally. Mr. Dun's
counsel, who fought Mrs. Carrcro Just as if sho
had been a man and a lawyer.

Whon tho jury boxhudbocn filled and Mrs.
Carrcro had stated her case plainly and simply,
Counsel Mullally, for Sir. Dun, donled all tho
allegations. Thon Mrs. Carrere called her hus-
band. Thoro was troublo Immediately. Sho and
Justice Fltxslmons did not agroo on the form of
questions. Mrs. Carrcro relied upon Justice
Bookstaver's rulings in the General Term, nnd
Justico Fltzslmons upon the rulings of Justice
McAdnm in the Appellnte Term. Almost her
first question to tho witness was:

"Did you over do anv work for Mr. Dun I"
" Object," said Mr. Mullally.
" Objection sustained," sold the Justice,
Mrs. Carraro ilia not grow angry, but seemed

depressed by this inauspicious beginning. But
sho plucked up courngo and started again.
After a half dozen mora questions to find out if
her husband had duuu any work for Mr. Dun,
nono of which was answered, sho appealed to
Justico Fltzslmons to put the question for her,
Tho Justico smiled and said in a gentle tone:" Madame, I cannot do that. It ls imposslblo
for mo to bo Justico and counsol at the same
time,"

Mrs. Carrcro bit her lip and started again.
This lime she hod better luck und found out that
her husband had worked for Mr. Dun on his pri-
vate accounts. That cheered her and she pos-
itively beamed. Then she got Into another
tanglo and expressed doubt as to the worth of
Justice FitMiiuuus's rulings. Tho Justico said
that he was following Justice MoAdam.

"Either I am Judge here or you arc, he said:
"No matter what my feelings for you as a wo-
man may be, I must do my duty as a Judge and
treat you as I would any lawyer."

Then Mrs. Carrara explained again what she
wanted to find out, and the Justico said:

" Let me advise you mojt respectfully to get a
lawj er to conduct your case."

I don't n ant any muro lawyers," said Mrs.
CorrSro. with emphasis. "I havo had a pood
many, and thoy have always got me Into trouble

Then she began agnln, and learned from hor
husband thtt ho had mode out certain state-
ments for Mr. Dun nnd bad taken the books
home to do so. and that the books had been taken
out of the safe by Mr. Green, who gave them to
him. That went beautifully, and Mrs. Carrcro
continued:" What caused you to take tho books I" sho
asked.

"Objectl" camo from Mr. Mulla'ly.
"Objection sustained." camo from the Justice,
Airs. Carrere put a dozen similar questions

with the Baine result Finally with a red spot
glowing in each cheek she proclaimed:

"I except 1"
Justice Fltzslmons smiled again and said:
" Madame, I am going to give you an exception

to every ruling I nave mado, whether you ask
for It or not."

"But can't Iprovo that It was dono! she
asked.

"Madame," replied tho Justico, "yon have
oskod a question which was objected to and the
objection was sustained. You have taken your
exception."

Mrs. Carrere looked as if she were on the point
of tears and her husband smiled as she said:

"This is my first appearance In this capacity
in court. lam not very much of anew woman;
onlv a woman trying to protect my rights."

"Then, madame," entreated Justice Fltzslm-mon- s,

"let me respectfully suggest that you get
an attorney to try your case. Tho Constitution
gives you a right to set as your own lawj er. but
there arc certain rules of evidence that must bo
observed by all."

"I'm sick of lawyers," said Mrs. Carrere.
"But madamo, suld tho Justice, "I advise

you that you aro not establishing a case. I do
not want to dismiss it, and I udvise you again
to get an attorney."

" But the attorneys I had wero wrong," pro-
tested Sirs. Carrere.

"They seem to have handled your case well,"
said the Justice. "Tho troublo was, jou
thought they were wrong."

"My last lawyer was simply an Idiot" ex-
claimed Sirs. Carrere.

"I suppose that is what you will say of me,"
said the Justice resignedly. "Now, I'll put this
cose down for the first Monday in April, and you
get a lawyer in tho mean time."

"I'm Bick of lawyers." repeated Sirs. Carrere.
"Whilo I don't understand your rulings, I am
willing to go on."

"Lit me suggest that a Jnror be withdrawn
and this trial ended," said the Justice, "then
you can retain a lawyer and have another trial.
I don't want to dismiss this coso and put tho
costs on you."

"I don't want to pay anymore costs," sold
Mr. Carrcro.

"Then let a Jnror be withdrawn." urged the
Justlm. "At the present rate this trlul will
hint till doomsday."

Jlrd. Carrcro thonght a bit, and then said
with a sob iu her voice:

"I I will. I don't know how to go on."
Thus tho trial was ended, and Mrs. Carrere

bundled up her papers and went out with tho
parting shot:" Those luwyers, I hoto 'cm so," and the crowd
of lawyers in tho room grinned, nnd tho Jus-t- it

n. wIilu ho was going out to lunch, said:
"Well, what do you think of that! I saved

that woman's caso from being dlsmlssod, and
what thanks did I got for it I"

Join Sow OonMllutlon Amended.
The constitution of tho Manhattan Cluli was

amended at tho annual meeting last night so
that tho Board of Managers may make arrange-
ments with any ono or more clubs in this
city for tho admission of members of
thoso clubs to tho Manhattan Club on tins mont
of tho annual dues of tho club only, the mcmlicr-shi- p

Tho
amendment had been offered by tho Hoard of
Managers and reads as follows:

"That tho Boanlot 3Ianngersof this club Is

authorized. In Its discretion, lo mako nrratigo-montsvvlt- h

nnyono or moro of tho clubs of tho
city of Now York for tho admission of members
of such club or clubs, or an part thcroof, to tho
Manhattan Club upon such tonus as may seem
to Bald board expodlcnt and just,

" Provldod that no members of any other club
or clubs shall bo admitted oxcept upon tho pay-
ment of, or agreement to pay, tho annual dues
as at present provldod.

"That no person or persons shall, in any case,
bo admitted without action of tho board in each
Individual Instance."

Anothor umondmont was proposed and part of
it adopted. Tho amondment provided "thatduring thn yoar beginning on tho first day of
April, 1807, and ending tho first day of April,
1808, any person residing In tho citj of Now
lork, or within fifty miles thereof, may Itcroino
a resident member without the savmont of any
initiation foe."

Ferrer, a practising physician in Nicaragua.
Dr. Ferrer' wife was a Miss Winnie Smith of
Jersey City, and It is supposed that to their
children, six tn all, their grandfather has left
his estate, his daughter, now the wife of the
Rev. Carlos Martyn. being cut off onllrely be-
cause ihe became a Protestant The will. In
this event, will be contested by Mrs. Martyn.

In lHSd, at the time of the Walker filibuster-
ing expedition. Mr. Ferrer became greatly in-
volved. His property was confiscated, and ho
gained th enmity of the people to such an extent
that It soon became necessary for him to leave
the country. He came to the United States
with his family In 1830. He visited President
Buobanan frequently In the Interest of Nica-
ragua and while attending a reception given
by tno President ho met the woman who sue.,
sequently bocame his second wife. She was
Mies Martha Wlnterbotham. a sister nf the
authoi. Mrs. Ann S. btephons. She died In
this city In 1888. There wero no children born
to them.

Mr. Ferrer sold his estate In Nlcaragna to
an American syndicate and Invested his money
tn gold mines tn Mexico, which nevor in-
creased In value because ho ould never find
natives sufficiently industrious to work them
vlsorously. In 187S he Invested thousands nf
dollars In Implements and hired hundreds of
menlto iro and assist him In the enterprise, but
moit of them died lnforo thy had becomo
acclimated, and all bis expenditure came to
naught The last v ears of his life were upent
In planning in dovelOD the mines wnlch he hud
purchased. He divided his time between New
York and Nicaragua.

About fifteen years ago. soon after his daugh-
ter's marriage te tho Hev. Carlos Jlartin. ho
visited New York. Mr. Forrcr was a Jevout
Cathollo and at the time of h's daughter's
morrlagrier husband was pastor of the llilrtv .
fourth Street Hef"rmed I'rrsbyterlan Church.
Mr. Fsrrer called at hit daughter's residence
frequently, but he expressed no marked dls- -

at first over hi r change of faith.
lis visits became less freqacnl, honover, until

finally he left tho hnuie expressing the Iiodo
that be would never llvo to soe what he termed
the religious destruction of his offspring.
When he was dying 3lr. Ferrer wanted no
one with him but his housekeeper, who had
cared for him for eight years, and he expressed
nn wish to see Mrs. Martyn, who, lie said, had
betraed the faith.
