WINS IN THE LAST ROUND,

Dolly Lyons of this city scored an unexpestsd
victory over Johnny Lavack of Cleveland in
the last round of thelr twenty-round bout at the
first stiow of the Belmont A. C., 124th sireet
and Eighth avenue, lust nlght.

About 2,500 persons were present. Jimmy
Carroll of Drooklyn was referos, while Fred
Taral, the jockey, was timekesper. Just holode
the show began the gement anpounced
that the elub would in the future be known as
the Natlonal Sporting Club, owing Lo the fact
that several clubs have beon chartered in this
ety undeor the namo of Belmont.

Dilly Hotehford of Clhivago, Tommy White's
pupll, and Frank Zimpher of Buffalo oponed the
sport with a ten-round bout ut 118 pounds, The
boxers were squally matched In potnt of clever:
ness, but Zimpher seemed to bo the harder
hitter. Rotchford lod off with a stralght left,
fnding Zimphor's face, and then brought his
right across, Zimpher, however, ducked cleverly,
and put his right clean into the stomach.

Roteliford’s left leads were much in ovidence
in the second, third, and part of the fourth
round, and made the Buffalo boxer a bit woary.
