of the French steamer Vllle do St, Nazalrc. Tho
Kaiser Wllhelm arrived at her dock in Ilobokcn
on Saturday afternoon.

" Whon wo sighted tho Yanarlvo," said Capt,
Ilugotnann yesterday, " lt was about 1 :30 o'clock
In tho afternoon of March 17. Wo vvcro about
half way between tho Azores and this port. The
Yanarira was steering cast by northeast and
wo were heading west. I should judgo thero was
over a mlla dlstanco between us. Tho weather
was cloudy and stormy and a still westerly
wind was blowing.

served four flag signals wavo from tho after-
most, Tho flags signified tho letters 'N M L
IV which were interpreted to moan tho ship's
name, ' Yatiurivn of Glasgow.'

up hud not been drifting, bv two or three dajs,
as long as thoso picked up by the Hilda. Then,
too. nono of thu other bolts that left the St.
Nnxalro wns as large as the one from whiih thu
survivors now In this city vvero taken. They
probably had a larger 'proportloiintn supply of
water. Lueknf vvulcr waa tho severest priva-
tion of Capt. Herri and his companions, and to
tho lack of It was due the fact that so many of
the thirty-seve- n in tho long boat died or went
mid nnd jumped overboard. A circumstance
that gives ndiiltinnnl hopo for tho condition of
thoso picked up br tho Yanarlvn Is that they
probably had passed out of tho gale and into tho
Gulf Stream, which Hindu ttiem atlirerleas from
cold.

All the survivors of tho wreck in this city vvcro
reported to lie on tho high road to recovery, ex-
cept young Tejada, whoso condition Is really
serious. He is the only one of the survivors to
whom It has liven thought necessary, at any
time, to administer an opiate. Chloral has been
given him frequently. Ho Is kopt nllvo with
fruit grapes and oranges champagne and a
little milk. Ho complains of thirst constantly,
and yesterday morning ho told his nurse, that
ho would like to have a pipe, with water run-
ning through it. In his mouth all thn time.
Ho Is delirious a good part of tho tlmo and
then ho tulks of the wreck. Ho Imagines
that ho is in the open boat. Ho Is talking
to his wife and children. He tells them thai he
has given them his topcoat nnd undercoat nnd
waistcoat and, knowiug that they aro fast freez-
ing to death. In spite of nil lie can do for tbcin,
ho moans because ho has no more clothes that ho
can put around them. When ho Is not delirious,
Tejada nev er speaks of tho wreck. Ho tint only
lost his wife und children, but his books and all
tho instruments with which ho practised his
prn'esslon, that of a civil engineer.

Yistonluy Capt. Berrl talked to his physician.
Dr. de Plucse, for the llrst tlmo about tho wreck.
Kesuld that when ho lost his reason, as he did
