BTOrra potnto out that the Greek had
placed themselves upon a ground of Inde-

structible strength by declining to stand
on an abstract objection to tho nominal
suzerainty of Turkey, should this bo In-

sisted on by the powers. "With that ab-

stract objection waived he thought that an
accommodation of conflicting viows and
claims would bo entirely possible. Why
should not Crete, he asked, bo autono-

mously united with Grccco and yet not
In theory from tho body of tho

Ottoman Empire! Such an arrangement,
as he reminded us, would be by no means
without example. It Is well known that,
ever since tho Congress of Berlin, Bosnia
and Herzegovina havo been administered
by Austria, yet they have never been
formally severed from the overlord-shi- p

of the Sultan. Tho samo thing Is
true of Eastern Boumanla; It has been
Incorporated with Bulgaria, so far as ad-

ministration Is concerned, yet It still pays
a tribute to the Forte. Cyprus Is similarly
administered by Great Britain; Indeed,
Europoan history Is full of coses In which,
whllo paramount sovereignty over a given
territory was vested In ono State, tho sec-

ondary or subordinate lordship over tho
Bamo tract has been exercised by another.
Mr. Gladstone not only quoted tho caso of
Cyprus as a precedent for tho mothod of
dealing with Crete, but he also gave ex-

pression to the satisfaction ho should feol,
were It granted him, before the closo of his
long life, to see tho population of that
Hellenic Island placed by friendly arrango-mon-t

In organlo relations with their
brethren of tho Greek kingdom and of
Crete. That Is Just the sort of aspiration
that we Bhould expect from a Phllhollonlst,
who, at a much earlier stage of his career,
brought about tho annexation of the Ionian
Islands to Greece.

Should such a solution of the problem
troubling tho great powers bo eventually
accepted, we shall witness an improsslvo
vindication of Mr. Gladstone's assertion,
that Greece, which somo havo seemed dis-

posed to treat as a criminal and a disturber
of the pence, did, In truth, confor by her
bold action a great service upon Europe.
Sho It was who made it Impossible to palter
with this question of Creto as tho great
powers to their shamo havo paltered with
the blood-staine- d question of Armenia. It
was tho little kingdom of Greeco which
extricated the Cretan question from the
meshes of diplomacy and placed It in the
order of the day for definite solution.

Tho Constitutionality of tbo Rapid.
Transit Act.

It Is a public benefit to have the law set-
tled. Such a benefit has resulted from the
suit Instituted by Tiie Sun Printing and
Publishing Association against the Mayor,
Aldermen, and Commonalty of the city of
New York attacking the Rapid Transit
legislation of 1801, 1802, and 1805, on the
ground that it was unconstitutional. This
action was brought under that wise pro-
vision of our law which permits a taxpayer
to invoke tho aid of the courts in order to
prevent a waste of the publlo funds.

Two of the five Supreme Court Justices,
who heard the case In the Appellate
Division in this city, agreed with us that
the Rapid Transit legislation was Invalid.
There are no abler men on the bench In this
town than Judges Inoraham and Rumset.
Judge Inorahau is a Democrat and Judge
Ruubut is a Republican. It was the opin-
ion of Judge Inorahau that " this whole
scheme of the building by the city of a rail-
way to be used by private Individuals or
corporations for their own benefit Is not a
city purpose, and was beyond the power of
the Legislature to authorize." In con-

curring with this view, Mr. Justice Rumset
said: " I believe that the purpose to be ac-

complished by this act Is entirely outside
the ordinary range of municipal purposes
and cannot bo said to be a city purpose;
and no city can be permitted to contract
an Indebtedness under It."

These opinions suffice to show that It was
upon no fanciful point or unsubstantial
ground that the Court of Appeals was asked
to condemn the Rapid Transit act. Tho
Judges of that tribunal, acting doubtless
upon the maxim that, wherever possible,
a statute should be upheld rather than pro-
nounced unconstitutional, have sustained
the validity of tho legislation ; and when
tho court of last resort has passed upon a
question of law, further argument theroon
Is generally useless.

The decision, however, Is of advantage In
tho respect already suggested. It removes
the constitutional cloud which would other-
wise envelope the enterprise, whatever par-
ticular plan might be adopted. Tho fact
should also be noted that it In no wise affects
the prior determination of the Appellate
Division refusing to confirm tho report of
the Rapid Transit Commissioners in favor
of the construction of an underground rail-
road from the Battery through Broadway to
Fourteenth street, and thence by branches
extending on the east and west sides of
the city toward tho Harlem River. The
conflrmatlon'of that report was opposed in
behalf of The Sun and other taxpayers, and
the Appellate Division unanimously re-

jected the scheme on tho ground that it
was impossible to determine, what would be
the cost. Judges Barrett, Rumsey,

and Williams concurred with
Presiding Justico Van Brunt, whose opin-
ion concluded with theso words: "The
probabilities Indicate that after sinking
$51,000,000 In It without being able to com-

plete It, the enterprise would have to be
abandoned, since no legislation could afford
any relief. All that beheld It would begin
to mock, saying, ' This city began to build
and was not able to finish.' "

That calamity, at all events, has been
averted, at least for tho present.

Wicked Trusts and Good Trusts.
Last week tho Missouri House of Repre-

sentatives passed unanimously State Sena-
tor Vandivkr's bill against trusts. Tho
measure Is of tho distinctly humorous sort
to which most measures against trusts are
now admitted to belong. It Is very "strin-
gent." All bills against trusts have to bo
very "stringent." It Is also kind, although
a trlflo less kind than tho noblo Tcsas stat-
ute In restraint of trusts, a statute smashed
by the courts, which aro prosaic institu-
tions, yet a statute dear to tho friends of
humor. The bill which the Missouri IIouso
approves so heartily provides that "all ar-
rangements, contracts, agreements, trusts,
or combinations between persons or corpo-
rations made with a view to lessen, or which
tend to lessen, full and free competition In
tho importation or sale of articles Imported
in into this State, or In the manufacture or
sale of articles of domestic growth or of
domestic raw material, und alt arrange-
ments, contracts, agreements, truRts, or
combinations between persons or corpora-
tions, designed or which tend to ndvanre,
reduce, or control the prlco or cost to tho
producer or to the consumer of any such
product or article, are hereby declared to
be against publlo policy, unlawful and

void." Observe here the ueralo attitude of
the consumers as representedvby the Mis-

souri Legislature. "Even nay they, "if
tho Infamous trusts wont to reduce the prlco
of things and allow us to Hvo more cheaply,
wo will not allow them to do so. What-
ever a trust does must bo bad. If tho
scoundrels try to save us monoy, wo will
flno and Imprison them." Tho heroism and
tho hero displayed aro In-

describably affecting.
To violate tho provisions quoted above Is

to bo guilty of a conspiracy against trade,
and to Incur a flno of not loss than $100
or mora than $5,000, and imprisonment In
tho penitentiary for not less than two or
nioro than ten years; but tho court, In its
mercy, may punish In althor way.

Thus far stringency has ruled. Now be-

gins tho work of mercy. " Soctlon IV. pro-

vides that tho act shall not apply to agri-

cultural products, lead and tlno products,
or live stock while In the possession of tho
producer or raiser." Theso kinds of trusts
aro not wicked. Tnts Is tho Texas prlnclplo,
but In carrying It out a strange omission
has been made. Tho Texas law against
trusts exempts the farmers and tho laborers
from the operation of Its provisions. It Is
a sad fact that tho bill passed without op-

position by tho Missouri IIouso forgot tho
labor trusts. An agreement to strike for
higher wages would bo punishable by a
flno of not more than $5,000 or confine-
ment for not moro than ten years, or both.
In tho words of Analent Pistol, whose
style of language shows' that ho would havo
made a mighty barker ogalnat trusts, "and
that's the humor of It."

Qaoen Mi's Prodloamont.
It Is natural that Gen. HARtwull should

improve tho occasion of his present visit to
Washington to explain tho circumstances
under which he prepared tho document of
abdication which n Lil signed.

Somo tlmo after Mrs. Dominis arrived
hero, her secretary, Mrt Palmer, an-

nounced that her abdication was not bind-
ing, because mode under duress. But Gen.
Hartwell says that he draw up the paper
at tho request of Neumann, her lawyer,
Parker, her former Prime Minister, and
Wilson, her Marshal, who told him that
her object was to avoid further trouble by
resigning all pretensions to tho throne.
They and Gen. Hartwell wore present,
whon she said that sho understood the
contents of the paper, and desired to sign
and acknowledge It, as she did.

Whllo this explanation has si certain his-

torical Interest and is entirely credible, the
matter Is one of minor practical Impor-
tance, as Mrs. Dominis has not the ghost
of a chance of ever ruling over Hawaii, or
of seeing tho throne restored there. Tho
main question that suggests Itself is
whether, with the facts as they are, sho
expects ever to return to the islands. For.
In repudiating her abdication, Bhe apparent-
ly burns her bridges behind her.

Women's Degrees at Cambridge.
Woman's equality with man In education

has been advanced a step iu England by the
report recently made to the University of
Cambridge by the syndicate appointed last
year to consider the questlou of degrees for
women. Though only five of the fourteen
members appointed on the committee were
believed to be In favor of the university's
granting degrees to women, tho report is
unanimous on the main point, the only dif-

ference of opinion being as to the form of
degree to be bestowed.

The syndicate admits that women study-
ing at Cambridge labor under disabilities
that should be removed ; it admits that tho
Inconveniences of oro not seri-
ous, as it Is carried on at present, and It
takes the ground that Cambridge should
act at once regardless of what Oxford may
do. Nino of the fourteen members, Includ-
ing the of the university,
propose that titular degrees of Bachelor
of Arts, Master of Arts and Doctor of
Science and Literature be given to women
on passing the same examinations that
men pass. This would confer on them all
the mysterious rights conferred by these de-

grees, save those of membership of the uni-
versity and of sharing in its government.
It would give them the substance that they
ask for, the stamp of the university on tho
work they have done, and what commercial
advantages attach to a university degree.

Tho minority would substitute a fanoy
degree like Mistress of Letters or of Science
for the degrees hitherto conferred only upon
men. But It agrees that degrees of somo
kind should be granted to women.

Tho syndicate's report must still be acted
upon by the Senate, that is, the body of tho
graduates, and possibly may bo rejected by
that body. Tho substantially unanimous
conclusion reached by a committee, many
of whoso members when appointed were
known to bo opposed to any concessions
to women, must carry weight. It Is evident
that tho "sweet girl graduate" will soon
be a reality at tho English Cambrldgo.

The Most Malodorous of Rivers.
A naturally beautiful stream, draining

the most populous region of New Jersey,
passing thrco busy cities and exhibiting
elsewhere on Its banks the decaying man-
sions of former luxury and magnificence,
has Income, from sheer lack of scientific
treatment one of the worst pests In the
whole metropolitan district. The bad emi-
nence of the Pansalo River Is the result of
avoidable conditions. If its waters In Its
lower course, look liko Ink and smell like
shcol, and carry along to tho noa the rain-
bow scum of multitudinous oleaginous and
chemical contaminations, it Is not because
tho Creator did not make them as limpid
as those that nnywhoro flow. It Is simply

Jcrseyinen, In their hurry and hustle
and Indifference, to have per-
mitted them to become what they are, a
horror to the sight, a stench to tho nostrils,
and a constant nnd Increasing menace to
the health of a million people.

Last Monday Governor Omoos sent an
urgent messago to the Legislature at Tren-to- n

calling attention to tho report of the
special commission on the pollution of the
Passaic Hlvcr. Tho Governor recommends
that If It Is Impossible to deal with tho sub-
ject at tho present session, now In a few
days to end, the question of establishing a
system of trunk sewers to relievo tho river
of Its forced burden of filth and disease
germs, bo referred to a Joint committeo to
sit during tho recess and consider and report
a proper remedial bill,

A year ago last February the Legislature
directed tho Governor to appoint a commis-
sion to Inrestigato tho subject of Passaic
Valley sewerage. Tho gentlemen appointed
happen to bo men of breadth of view nnd
common sense. Two of them aro physicians
of distinction. They went Into tho ques-
tion thoroughly, employing tho best en-

gineering ability available. Their report,
which the Governor now urges the Legisla-
ture to consider, is not only a revelation as
to what evil man's unwisdom may wreak

upon a once Inviting stream, but alio a
clear Indication of the means of relief.

From Poterson, Passaic, tho Oranges,
Newark, and some of the townships of Essex
nnd Bcrgon counties, tho unfortunate rlvor
takes up nnd struggles to asslmllato not
less than seventy millions of gallons of
sewogo every day In tho year. Tho effect of
this wholosalo pollution can best bo under-stoo- d

when we say that flsh-llf- with tho
oxccptlon of ono or two uncommonly hardy
kinds, has entirely disappeared from tho
river. Tho shad were driven out fifteen
years ago. Tho water Is actually so charged
with chemical rcfuso from tho countlcBs
factories of the upper cities that It Is unsafo
for manufacturers to ttso It oven In tho hon-
ors of their steam engines. As a resort
for pleasure seekers, and a beauty In
the landscape, tho valuo of tho Passaic
was utterly destroyed long ago. Tho Injury
to property at all points bolow Paterson
has been tremendous. Tho bacteriologist
employed by tho commission makes a re-

port which is a perfect museum of micro-organ- ic

horrors. From a single grammo of
tho Inky-blac- mud deposited
at ono point by tho Passaic ho obtained

bacteria. Ho found in tho Passaic,
among other dlseoso-producln- g organisms,
tho bacilli of typhoid and tho bacilli
of lockjaw. Ills general conclusion, mod-oratel- y

stated, is that "tho water of tho
river Is as foul as It possibly can be, whllo
tho deposit precipitated along the course of
tho stream is of such a nature that, whether
In a moist or dried state. It contains ts

which, when Introduced Into the
body, are absolutely dangerous to life," Of
course, that means danger to health and
life, not only In New Jersey, but also In
Now York, for tho murderous bacillus
knows no State lines.

The remedy recommended Is a system of
trunk sowers oxtendlng all tho way from
tho falls at Paterson to tho south end of
Newark Bay, Intercepting the outlots of tho
various local systems. Tho estimated cost
Is $6,500,000, and the annual cost of main-
tenance $127,000 at tho beginning. As the
district to be rolloved includes parts of four
counties and not less than twenty-seve- n

municipalities, tho commission propose
that the work be undertaken by the State,
funds to bo obtained by the Issue of State
bonds, and benefits to bo assessed upon the
communities concerned.

Such, In brief, Is the outline of a great and
necessary undertaking which requires Im-

mediate attention ; for tho conditions, In-

tolerable as they aro at present, aro con-

stantly becoming worse by the rapid In-

crease of population In this part of New
Jersey. Tho able counsel of the commis-
sion has prepared a general act covering the
project of State control of Important drain-ag- o

problems under the tttlo of "An act
providing for tho purification of the rivers
and streams of water within this State, and
to prevent the pollution of the same ;" and
tho Legislature cannot too speedily or too
earnestly devote its attention to the sub-
ject, as the Governor recommends.

Passaic River must bo deodorized and dis-
infected and redeemed.

The leaders of the Citizens' Union move-
ment deserve credit for discernment In keeping
It from the contamination of Parkhuntlsm, and
PARKiiunsT hiu been driven Into adopting tbo
M'orld as his organ.

difference to tho wrongs which monopolistic cor
poratlons aro Inflicting upon them is one of the
most marked and Unhappy peculiarities of the
Rhode Island folks, and It Is depressing to ths
scourges of monopoly.

that In replying to Ulshop Farley's observation
that "men aro not born equal, the Constitution
of tho United Statos notwithstanding," ono of
your correspondents says thnt tho Declaration
of Independence Is a political documont and
that tho equality thoro spoken of Is political.
This Is correct.

Tho point Is not well taken by Bishop Farley.
Tho rovcrend gentleman should know that all
are, for Instance, born o.iual to the right, among
many other rhlils, to participate In tho govern-mon- t

of tho nation. This equality among men,
civilly nnd politically, is, as everybody knows,
abstract and prescinds from tho Immediate con-

sideration of thoso facts by which theso rights
pass Into the concreto state and establish that
vlslblo and limited hierarchy of men requlrod
for tho government of society.

The Declaration of Independence does not say
that tho officers of tho Btate, by a contradiction
of terms, shall. In the discharge of their func-

tions, bo subject to the orders of tho governed;
but that tho suffrages of tho peoplo shall appoint
those oftlcors In whom, as woll as In the entire
peoplo, they recognlro an absolute equality of
abstract rights in regard to the government of
Bocletv.

Onco the election takes place wo are In pres-
ence of a fact which glvos a tangible body to tho
abovo lights, modifies them by bringing them
into actual contact with othorrlghts, ond creates
an inequality amonir men originally ond ab-
stractedly equal. Tho Constitution says no
more, no less, than this.

lliahoD Farloy Imagines to himself that the
framers of tho Constitution, holding ofllco nt thevery time, wero silly onough to declare them-
selves. In this very capacity, nil equal, and thatono man had as much power as tho other, thatis. that they were men of both order and anarchy
at the some time.

The words " created equal " mean politically
equal, and beforo tho Inequality begins by the
fact of election.

The roverend gentlemen perhaps can be madeto understand those distinctions by reflectingupon tho metaphysical essence of man, anlmall-t- y

and rationality. So far one man Is equal to
another; nil men aro alike. But Just as soon as
this metaphysical abstract man is realized in
nature then tho Inequality begins. Morally, In-
tellectually, physically, men aro different in
this sense. There nro somo rights, however,
that originate In man's nature, are born with
him. remain with him under all circumstances:
rights of which he cannot divest himself oven If
he would, namely, his right to Justico and his
equality beforo tho law. In this senso, we aro
nil created equal, and tho Constitution secures
to us tho exerclso of this right.

The same distinction is to be mode in speaking
about independence. Human naturo possossos a
right, considered in tho abstract order, to regu-
late itself according to the light of reason. This
is abstract. Hut when this human nature

individualized inn man he finds himself
born in a condition of a subject owing alle-
giance to his parent and to the State. Vet it is
by these abstract principles that the limits of
subjection nnd authority will bo determined.

Tno Constitution makes these proper distinc-
tions and speaks of the equality of man as per-
fectly compatible with his subjection to just
laws, la lng stress oil tho while upon his inalien-
able rights and his true dignity.

This is all the equality the Constitution calls
for and this Is all we want politically.

Cardinal Bollormin. not to spent of others,
treating ot tho origin of political authority,
writes: "Looking to naturo alone, there Is no
reason why ono man among his equals should
rule rather than another." This is the funda-
mental principle of tho Constitution, and It runs
like a golden thread through all its parts.

Tho Constitution is all right. It is a sound,
practical, and everlasting document. Bishop
Farley's observation to the contrary notwith-
standing. Ciutio No. 2.
