Everywhere was
displayed enthusiasm, unanimity, and determi-
nation; and as the Cretans are Intelligent, obsti-
nate, fearless, and fanatical. It is difficult to un-
derstand by what process known to the Ad-
mirals, Generals, or diplomatists autonomy can
be imposed upon them against their own will.
Great Indignation was expressed by the Chris-
tians at the marked favor manifested by the
European Admirals toward the Moslems, who are

to send reinforcements, not merely of
but of irregulars, including

recently rescued by Col. Vassos at
tallowed despite the express written promise of

Consul that effective measures would
to hinder them from fighting against

in the island. Having seen with
my own eyes this promise In the British Consul's
handwriting, I assured the people that the res-
cued Moslems were not allowed to engage in
combat.

of tho village of IContopoulo, When I was
taring there, moreover, every two-oare- d boat

trussing Suda Hay was flrod at by the Turkish
Uttlo ship before the eyes of the Admirals.

"The Turkish fortified barracks called block-
houses around Canea constitute a source of
chronlo dunger. The soldiers are fresh from Ar-
menia, ehoot at passing Christians In sport,
and do not repeat even a white flag. I my-
self hare been frequently flrod at and once
nearly hit, and have been for the post three days
absolutely cut off from Canea by the Turkish
block houses in tho mountain.

"At a placo culled Htllofaraugo mo heard
weird voices across the deep, impassable ravine,
Issuing apparently from the bowels of the earth.
Wo stopped, and through our field glasses saw
einuciatod women and children issuing from a
"nc hlnh up tho mountain on tbe opposlto side
of tbe valloy. Thoy were tho wives, widows, aud
hlldronof tbe Christians, taking refuge from

the Turks of Malaxa, and living on roots. We
ould not help them. When we reached Col.

I Vassoss hoodquarters at Allklano, I saw scores
1 of famishing persons, once rich, who came beg.
4 irlngfodd. Home spoko English. All were bare- -

footed and emaciated, several of them not hav-- I
fr eaten for three or four days. There aro

hundreds in the same condition. Yet the food
supply is stopped by order of Europe. The dis-
tress Is heartrending and disease has now super-veued-

This testimony, and more to the same effect, is
from correspondents of journals which stead- -
lastly uphold Lord Salisbury in bis Cretan
Policy. The problem Is, how long the unonl- -

i tnous testimony of the facts in the cos will fail
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to Influence the attitude of the Government
and its supporters. There is ample evidence
that the political features of tho situation are
rapidly approaching an issue of tho greatest
importance to Europe and the world.

Lord Salisbury's visit to Paris yesterday to
consult M. Hanotaux is an ovont of tho utmost
significance. When before has the Prime Minis-
ter of Great Britain esteemed on emergency in
the affairs of Europe so great that ho has gono
to Paris to hold consultation with the Foreign
Minister of France I An attempt Is naturally
modo to disguise the Importance of the visit un-
der the fiction of a health trip, but thnt Is only a
transparent subterfuge. Nothing has come to
light, nothing probably will bo raado known at
the presont day, regarding what took place at
thoso two momentous interviews in Paris. It
may bo assumed that greater things than the so-

lution of tho Cretan crisis wero discussed. It is
not venturing beyond tho bounds of probability
to say that the whole question of the Anglo-Frenc- h

relations was gone into, and that, too,
in a spirit of tho warmest friendliness and con-
ciliation on the part of Lord Salisbury,

Tbo whole tone of political ovents continues to
be in favor of closer relationship between Eng-

land and France. England is undoubtedly the
initiator. It is suggested in more than ono
quarter that Lord Salisbury, under pressuro of
the extraordinary political situation in Europe
at the presont moment, might be willing to
abandon tho traditional English policy of "no
entangling alliances," and enter into an arrange-
ment with France which would bo an alliance
in everything but name. Even the Egyp-
tian difficulty, some believo, might be adjusted
on that basis to tho satisfaction of the French
people. M. Hanotaux, who Is a remarkably
clever man, might not find It impossible to
transfer tho affections of his countrymen from
Russia to England If ho made judicious use of
the Egyptian concession and the mutual hate of
Germany, with whom, the French pooplo seri-
ously suspect, their Russian ally Is flirting.

Regarding the prospect of events in Greeco
andTurkey.it is still impossible to speak with
any confidence. One set of correspondents to
day asserts mora emphatically than ever that
war Is now certain. Others think tho continued
delay may avert the conflict. Altogether, it
really depends on tho secret intentions of cer-
tain of the powers with regard to Greece and
Turkey. Information on this point is (hope-
lessly conflicting, and I do not undertake to
venture oven an opinion.

XV SPITE OP TBE POWERS.

Tha Christiana or Crete Rave Captured tho
Btrotrslo Positions Around Canea.

Canea, March 27. Notwithstanding the sup-
port furnished to the Turks by the foreign fleets
the Christian insurgents have captured all tbe
strategic positions around this city except the
town of Outsonnaria, which commands the
spring which sunplles Canea with water.

Special efforts will be made to prevent the
capture of Outsonnaria, for if it should fall Into
the hands of tho insurgents they would, by
being able to cut off the water supply, be prac-
tically masters of Canea.

Cannonading was heard throughout the day
in the direction of Allklanu, where is situated
the camp of Col. Vassos, the commander of the
Greek army of occupation. Tbe firing added
to the fears of the Moslems here, who thought
that the insurgents and tbe Greek troops had
combined and would make on attack upon Canea.

The Moslem refugees have little faith in the
ability of the powers to save them should such
an attack be made, but there U really scarcely
any danger that the Greek troops will adv'anco
nearer the town than they are now. No expla-
nation of the firing has been given.

started fob thessaly.
Crown Prtaro Coos to Take Command or tho

Creek Porcen.

London, March 27. The Sun bat a despatch
from Athens saying that Crown Prince Con-

stantino started for the frontier of Thessaly
this evening. There was a pathetic parting be-

tween himself and the members of his family.
The fact that he was to leave to assume com-

mand of tbe Greek forces which are now con-
fronting the Turks on the frontier became
known to the public some time prior to his de-

parture.
Tbe streets near the palace were Jammed with

people, who frantically acclaimed tbe Crown
Prince when ho appeared. The wildest enthu-
siasm was everywhere displayed, and the crowds
shouted for war until they were hoarse.

GERMAN SENTIMENT CHANGING.

fawapapero and People Are .Vow Deploring tho
Part tho Powrro Aro Playing.

Beiujn, March 27. German opinion has set in
strongly against what is known as tbe " Kaiser
policy" regarding Greece, not in tho columns of
the Liberal press alone, but in thoso of news-
papers which bavo hitherto been giving their
support to tho policy of intervention in Creto
on the part of the powers. These Journals havo
taken a new tack, and are now deploring tbo
part which the united squadrons of the
pow era aro playing and aro likely to play in Cre-
tan and Greek waters. An example of this
newspaper opinion is shown in an article In tho
National Zettung commenting upon the official
announcement of tbe share taken In the naval
concert by Germany's cruiser Augusta Victoria
in bombarding tbe Cretan Insurgents, which
characterises tbe affair as an unbeard-o- f dis-
grace, adding that nothing more is needed to
prove that tbe Intervention of the powers Is
futllo.

The Vo nitch Zeitung says: "This senseless
and brutal act of intervention on the part of
Germany In Greece may well be the last that
Germany takes part In, Nobody could witness
the departure of more German ships and Ger-

man troops for Cretan waters without grave
misgivings and anxiety. The German navy can
leave such a task without Jealousy to other na-

tions."
The paper concludes its article by saying:

"The first step to be taken Is the Immediate
withdrawal of tbe Turkish troops from Crete.
That public sentimont will influence tho Em-
peror is outeldo tbe bounds of probability; but
when tho Government speakers in the Reichstag
try to Influence that body, as they did in
debate on the naval credits, by adducing the
paucity of tbe German share in tho naval
demonstrations of tho powers in tbe East as
compared witb the fleets of tho other nations,
their arguments fall flat, as they did In
tbe face of the fact that Germany prefers not to
cooperate with tho other powers in any measures
of coercion of Greece."

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MANY MURDERS BY POISON.

YICTI3IS SVMBEItED JIT SCORES IN
A PART OF HUNGARY.

Persons on Trial Are Mow Telling All They

Know Moot or the Victims Killed to Obtain
Insurance Money Ureedy landlords May

Not Reap the Harvest They Bipect on Ju-

bilee Day Mo Mors Tame Deer Hants nt

London, March 27. Tho polsoninglrial which

is still continuing at Hodmcxoo, Hungary, has
doveloped Into the greatost criminal revelation
of modern times. It is bcglnnluc to appear that
murder by poison Is n family custom In that
port of Hungary, Tho victims arc numbered al-

most by hundreds. Most of tbo accused persons
denied everything at first, but when tho woj
man Csordas, driven Into corner, and, scolng that
she could not escape, began to reveal fresh
facts and to Inculpate the accused midwife Ja-ge- r,

the latter not only made a tM confession,
but also retorred to cases which bad not even
been suspected. She gavo names and facts in
such detail that the court was bound to order
fresh arrests, and tha exhumation of twelve
mora bodies.

The number has Increased still further, as all ,

the accused aro now vying with each other in
making startling revelations. A pork butcher
named Uorvath, nicknamed tho Evangelist

of his habit of quoting Scripture, now
stands accused of having poisoned his mother,
father, parents-in-law- , and finally his wife. Tho
woman Csordas owns to having poisoned her
sister and niece in addition to the crimes of
which she was originally accused. Sho also in-

formed the Court that the midwifoJager pro-

cured tho poison from a chemist's assistant,
whose arrest has been ordered. Itwassuspccted
that the cases under trial would provo only a
small portion of the crimes actually committed
in this ono town, but the new disclosures are so
far Inconvenient that they will probably necess-
itate tho adjournment of the trials.

A correspondent says there is not a house in
Hodmexoe in which suspicion does not exist that
deaths dating back several )oars are the re-

sult of foul play; and family ties In tho town aro
being broken right and left.

Insuranco for the amount of ordinary burial
expenses furnished the motive In nearly all cases.
The insuranco societies are in such closo com-
petition that they koep secret their lists of mem-
bers, and it is possible that these men and women
insure their relations In as many as seventeen
societies at once. It some cases it was an aged
mother who was Insured by her son and daughter,
or an ailing sister by her brother. Sometimes it
was a poor person who hod nobody to care for
him and was thankful to be received Into a bouso
on any terms. All these were Insured for
moderate sums. One man who lived In extreme
poverty got IJ40O when his mother died,
having Insured ber in five societies. Midwife
Joger, it is sold, always supplied arsenic, which
was ready when the insured person became ill
and it could be given with tbe medicine without
arousing suspicion. When death took place the
doctor examined the body and declared that
everything was in order, and the midwife was
handsomely paid when the Insurance money
was received. In some cases persons previously
insured wero asked to dinner and received poi-
soned food.

The sentimental agitation against the meanness
of tbe owners of houseproperty In South London,
in turning out their poor tenants In order to let
their windows at big prices to rich spectators of
the royal Jubilee procession, baa developed Into
a great popular protest, Questions have been
asked almost daily in Parliament, and the Home
Secretary, whose attitude at first was distinctly
businesslike and unsympathetic, bos been moved
to threaten the offenders by hinting that the
Government might bo driven to advise the Queen
to alter the route. Concurrently, the Interesting
announcement is made that the Prince of Wales
owns a good deal of bouso property in South
London, and that hd has been making inquiries
with a view to discovering if any of his tenants
have sinned or been sinned against. An alter-
native route is the least likely outcome of these
proceedings, but tbe threat may serve to re-

strain the gToed of the men who. In those days
of triumphant Democracy, vainly imagine that
they con do as they like with their own. A more
practical remedy has been discovered by Mr.,
Ilorry Marks of the Mnaneial .Vera, who, as u
result of the Inscrutable workings of Provldoncc,
has attained that pinnacle of respectability and
honest merit, a membership in tbo House of
Commons.

Mr. Marks lost night Introduced a bill empow-
ering Magistrates to refuse to issue ejectment
notices in South London until after tbe Jubilee
month. It was tbe proudest moment of Mr.
Maras's life, for as he walked up to tho tablo In

front of the Speaker with his legislative bant-
ling, the whole House cheered. It is not im-

probable that tho Marks bill will pass In record
time, for it has many friends in both bouses of
Parliament, and ho will be a brave legislator
indeed who ventures to stand up in the House
Of Commons and oppose it.

Tho force-- of public opinion has, at length,
made Itself felt in connection with the cruel
bunting of tamo deer by the Royal Buckbounds
in the neighborhood of Windsor. It has long
been a subject of surprlso and indignation tbat
the Queen should continue to permit the use of
her name in connection with such a brutal sport,
but now It Is learned tbat she has heretofore left
tbe matter entirely In tho bands of her minis-
ters, and tbat It was only recently that tbo
actual facts in tha caso bavo been brought to
bsr personal knowledge. Whan tbat occurred
(be lost no time in having an Intimation of ber
royal displeasure convoyed to tho royal and noble
sportsmen concerned, and on next Monday there
will be a mooting of the supporters and follow-

ers of tbo hunt to consider the desirableness of
dispersing tho pack. Tho decision will be
nfUrmativo beyond a doubt, aud the credit will
be largely Quoen Victoria's; but tho reason pub-
licly assigned Is tho Increased population of tbe
Windsor neighborhood, which has made it diffi-

cult to get o good run, and has often brought the
hunt to an ignominious conclusion, while ser-
vants extricated tbe frightened deer from a cot-ta- g

parlor or farmhouse hall.
Enterprising American hunters of curios and

relics of royalty uilssod n lino chanco the other
day of acquiring cheaply n bedroom suite onro
used by Queen Victoria. Such things rarely
get Into tbo open market here, for usually when
the Queen travels eho takes her own bed and
other comforts with hcr.und upon tho infrequent
oocaslons when she departu from thlscourso
eho has almost Invariably slept in the palatial
residences of noblo subjects, who pats down such
things ns heirlooms to their descendants. This bed
and its accessories, however, belonged to quite
an ordinary plebeian, ono Henry Wallwork, nn
iron merchant of Manchester, who loaned them
for her Majesty's use when she visited Liverpool
somo years ago and slept at Newsham House,
near that city. Tbe sulto was probably worth
8150 when now, and after spirited bidding was
knocked down to the Mayor of Chorloy for 9760.
Tbe Mayor is a worthy business man and might
be induced to part with his treasure at a reason-
able profit.

The Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Eng-

land, at which it Is proposed to arraign "Ian
Maelaren" for heresy, will opin at Sunderland
on April 20 and will hut a woek. The reverend
novelist has decided not only that ho will not
keep still, but also to carry the war into the
enemy's camp by attending the Synod and, lec-
turing and preaching la the biggest halls h can
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get In tho north of England. This vigorous pol-

icy rather frightened the would-b- e heresy hunt-
ers, and thero is some talk now of mercifully ig-

noring " Ian MaelarenV doctrinal unsoundness.
The Idea among orthodox English
Presbyterians now is to let persons alone and
attack tho pernicious Influences which, It Is con-

tended, aro sapping tho vigor and threatening
tho simple ritual with which their grandfathers
usod to bo content.

Older men bewail tho fact that, with very fow
oxceptlons, Iho Presbyterian churches of this
country are now fitted with organs and that
many pastors, probably tho majority of them,
aotually read their sermons. In the largo towns
tho departure from prlmltlro orthodoxy has
been even more marked. This week, for In-

stance, tbo fashionable Presbyturian Church of
St, Paul at tho West End of London has been
advertising for salaried solo singers and paid
choir boys.

Tbo latest exploit with tho ROntgon rays is
roported from Lisbon. It was nt the Instance
of tbo Queen of Portugal, who takes a keen In-

terest lu scienco, that the ladies of her court
submittod themselves to tbo searching action of
thoso vibrations. Tho ladles havo been startled
at tbo sight of their distorted ribs and bones,
tho result of tight lacing. Henceforth they
have determined to bo free women. Corsets
aro to bo cast aside.

It is announced from Geneva that Prof.
Dussaud of the university there has Invented
an apparatus to enable tho deaf to bear. The
micropbonograph ho has just issued magnifies
tho human voice in tbo same way that a lens
magnifies. It is simply a telephono connected
electrically with a phonograph, but a far more
sensitive phonograph than Edison's ordinary
model. A battery of oue ceil to sixty,
according to the degreo of deafness, Is
used. Of course, tho apparatus Is useless
in the case of absolute deafness, but such an In-

firmity la far rarer than is suspected. Ninety-fiv- e

per cont. of stone deaf, persons ran
be mado to hear and understand by Dnrsaud's in-

vention. You speak into tho phonograph; you
make It repeat tho words which are transmitted
by a sort of mlcrophono and speaking tube Into
tho deaf ear. Prof. Dussaud is preparing for tho
1000 exhibition an apparatus which will enablo
10,000 peoplo who may all bo deaf to follow a
lecture.

CIIA3TRERZAIN O.V TIME BOERS.

KniUnd la Determined to Uphold Her Rlfhla
Under the London Convention.

London, March 27. A fnrewell dinner was
given nt the CafaMonlco to Hlr Alfred
Mllner, tbe newly appointed Governor of Capo
Colony. Among the guests were Colonial Sec-

retary Chamberlain, Mr. Balfour, Lord ltoee-ber-

Sir William Horcourt, tho Marquis of
Lansdowne, Viscount Peel, and Mr, John Mor-lo- r.

Mr. Asqulth, an old college friend of Sir Al-

fred Mllner, presided.
Mr. Chamberlain made an address In the

course of which he said that although the South
African situation was not free from anxiety and
even danger, be believed the problem was not
lnsolvable.

Continuing, Mr. Chamberlain declared that
the British nation was determined to uphold its
rights under tbe convention and Its dominance
in South Africa if, as has been suggested, cer-

tain eminent men in South Africa, aspiring to
on independent federatiuu of States, In which
Dutch influence would be dominant, were Reck-

ing tbe support of Continental Europe rather
than of Great Britain.

Nows Shipbuilding Company and deslgnrd
especially for river scr Ice, had her official speed
trial run today over a twenty-seven-ku- course
lu Long Island Sound

The rourso marked out was from Horton's
Point to Oldfield Light. The ypeod made by tho
thlp earns for her buildors a bonus of 940,000
and perhaps $15,000. She was roqulrod to make
thirteen knots and did a little better than fifteen
knots.

Tho Wilmington drow eight feet two inches
forward and nine feet ono Inch aft. Com-

mander George Dewey, Chairman of tho Trial
Board, hail aont the torpedo boat Porter out
while the Wilmington was making preparations
to leavo tho harbor, and a fen minutes after-
ward tbe gunboat followed.

The Wilmington gradually quickened her pace
outside, and off Horton's Point sho was making
twelve or thirteen knots. About a half mile off
Horton's point the Porter stood with n rod flap
fllng from the guys of her military mast, Indi-
cating that everything was in readiness down
along tbe line for tbo Wilmington to speed down
tho Sound.

Tho gunboat went by tho Porter llko a streak,
and a short distance went of the torpedo boat
cut a huge circle, and then came around at tho
Blurt ana headed off to tho westward nt the top
of her speed. The course down the Sound was
marked with whlto craft.

The dlstanco to the second lap, 05 miles, was
covered in 20 minutes and 3 seconds! but the
next lap, which was to tha tu Iwaua, was done
in even hotter time, 2H:aH; the third In 20:87,
and tho fourth In 20:27.

The Wilmington began tha race back to the
starting point at 11:04:20. alio covered tho first
lop In 27:0ft: the second in 24:4T, or two min-
utes and ono-bal- f socomls faster than on the
outward trip; the third in 24:U0, and the fourth
in 20:35.

On the return trip tho Wilmington ran Into a
snowstorm. She reached tho end of tho courso
at U:iI.V!W P.M. As tho conditions rvirariling
tbe test railed for u four-hou- r trial the Wilming-
ton used up the twenty-fou- r minutes remaining
in setting back lo thlshurbor.

The revolutions at the start w ere 207, and tho
maximum reached wus 277, Tbe gauge was
fixed for 100 pounds pressure, and tho extreme
limit reached was 1B0. Tho ship consumed
about tweh o tons of coal on the run. The heat
was so intense tbat the yellow paint around the
smokestack was burned uff, Tho trial was suc-
cessful in overy way.
