been received with great rejoicing, Tho follow-
ing Is tho eminent scientist's report to the Secre-
tary of the Agriculture Department:

"Sim I have the honor to report herewith to
you on sovoral very Important facts resulting
from my Investigations at tho Rinderpest Experi-
mental Station. In my last report I was already
In a position to Inform vou that the blood serum
of oattlo which have recovered from rinderpest
had a certain Immunlng effect upon healthy
stock when Inoculated with It. Its protective
proportlos, bowover, are not very groat, for 100
cubiu cenltmotrcs of such serum are required
to protoc--t an animal against on Inocula-
tion with a small dose of rinderpest
blood. This Immunity Is In Its nature
merely a 'passlvo' one. and will only last
during a short period. For protective inocula- -

Ion on alarge scale suchserumjsnotappllcablo,Iut I succeeded In immunlng within a fortnight
several animals by means or h mixture of serum
and virulent rlndorpest blood to such a degree
that thoy were enabled to withstand an Injection
of 20 crro. or rinderpest blood, a

part of which Is a fatal dose. From
this fact I Judgo that the immunity of these
anlmnls Is of a much higher degree, and I
believe It is an active Immunity equal
to that of a beast which has con-
tracted rinderpest end has then recovered.
It is particularly important to know that only
iiOccm. of suchsorum are required to tmmunlsa
ono animal, and one litre, nearly one and three-quarte- rs

of nn imperial pint, suffices for fifty
head of cattle. My further Investigations con-
cerning this modus operandi will aim at flrpllng

tbo immunity produced in such a manner Is of an
'nctlvo' nature. The local result of an Injection
is merely a hard, somewhat painful swelling of
the size of a man's fist, which gradually dis-
appears in tho courso of a few wooks,
provided, however, that tho bile is not
in a state of decomposition, as Is not
uncommon when an animal suffers from rinder-
pest. Under such circumstances an abscess mar
form, which, however, does not scorn to be detri-
mental to the process of immunization. Both
the d facts convince me that
rinderpest can he eradicated with but little dif-
ficulty, and within a comparatively short time,
by putting these ruothods Into practice. Tbe
method of Immunlng cattle with serum may bo
employed In order to separate from Infected
areas those tracts of country which are still free
from the scourge by forming a broad belt be-
tween them, In which all tbe cattle are Inocu-
lated with tho vaccine. Tho protective proper-
ties of tho bllo will be of lnestlmablo service.

" In Infected parts nearly every case of rinder-
pest supplies a greater or lesser quantity of vac-
cine for those animals which aro still healthy. I
cannot but urge upon you the Importance of
bringing this method Immediately to tbe notlco
of those cattle owners whoso animals are suffer-
ing from or threatened by the disease, as I am
sure tbousnnds of cattle may dally be saved by
Its application. Tho modus operandi is vory
slmplo in both theso methods, but It will, never-
theless, be desirable to teach ns early as nossl-bl- o

veterinary surgeons and other persons fittod
for such work. I urn willing to gtvo
a course of instruction to the Experi-
mental Station In Klmberley. It may
further be advlsablo at once to take Into serious
consideration the establishment. In other parts
of tho country, of branch stations of the Central
Laboratory In Klmberley; to furnish them with
the necessary equipment, and to appoint suita-
ble persons to take charge of thorn. With refer-
ence to your telegram, dated Feh. 0. 1 beg to add
I do not consider It any more essential to experi-
ment on camels, as our experiments performed
on cattle have been so favorable. I have the

besides giving other advantages. It his always
been considered, however, that the smallertubes of the express bolb r would be quickly
stopped up In oaso salt water should gain accessto them, through a leaky condensor or othercontingencies which must bo provided against.
Messrs. arrow s experiments tend to dlsprovo
this theory, as Ihey hnvo been running one of
their boilers for some time, usin- - only sea waterwith a, greater density f. r.. a lareor proportion
of salt and other mineral constituents thanwould have been considered suitable even withthn old ordinary shell hollers.

The trials have been made with a torpedo boatfitted with a Yerrow toller having tubes 1 Inch
In diameter. The vessel was steamed off tbotnouth of tho Th mica for five ronsecutlvo days
for eight to ten hours a day. Bon water only wasused for foedlng tho bollor. The boiler was con-tinuously blown off, the adjasttnent lwlnir suchas to maintain the water in tbe boiler ata density of 3 32 that Is to say, threotimes tho density of sea water. The diffl-o- u

When Byron S. Rosa began to collect post-ag- o

stamps twenty years ago be was called a
crank by his schoolmates. His parents tried to
dissuade him from what they thought was a
foolish craxo. He told bis father that some day
his stamps would bring him a fortune.

Ills dream has come true. A few days ago
Mr. Ross traded bis collection ot stamps for a
hotel at Hurley. Wis., valued at 935,000. Ho 1
can now laugh at those who twenty years ago Icalled him a crank. Mr. Ross left for Hurler I
last night to take charge of the botol which was 1
purchased with postage sumps. He bought tho 1
property from John E. Burton, a mine owner,
who is going to establish his son In the postagestmp business.

This Is perhaps the first time In history that a
deal of such magnitude was m.tdo with postago
stamps. Tho Bardon House, which Sir. Ross
has bought, is ono of the bust known hotels in
Wisconsin. It was built a few years ago by Mr.Burton, mho Is the owner of several mines in
the vicinity of Hurley. It has eighty rooms andalways has a good patronage.

Mr. Ross knows nothing about tbe hotel busi-
ness, but be is confident of making It aEurcchs.Hosajs any man who can make money out ofpostage stamps ought to bo successful us a botol
koeper.

It took about 8,000,000 stamps to buy thehotel. Mr. Burton and bis son spent seeroldays in counting them. After they had counted
&3&.000 worth Mr. Ross still had his private andforeign collection left.

For several years Mr. Ross had been thelargest dealer In cancelled stamps in Chicago.
He was a mail carrier for ten ye irs, and thisgave him unusual advantage for making his
collection.

He has bought and sold many millions ot
American nnd foreign stamps. Ilia collection,
which he traded for the Hurley hotel, is consid-
ered one of the largest In the United States. Ha
bad stamps ranging In price from 10 cents a
thousand to $1,500 laronc.

Mr. Ross had the largest foreign correspond-
ence of any man In Chicago. He frequently

as high as 300 letters a day from Europe
His name wan known In the remotest parts of '

the world. He bos sent millions of stamps toJapan and China, where small fortunes are spent
ln decorating rooms with them. Persons who
dealt with him thought ho must certainly know
everybody In Chicago. He has received lettersfrom all .parts of the globe making Inquiry forthis or that Person supposed to bo In this city.During the World's Fair a letter was sent front
Siberia In his cure to a man who wus visiting
Chicago. Tho writer of tho letter had no doubtthat Mr. Ross could And the person for whom itwas Intended. And so ho did, through the Rus-
sian Consul.

Mr. Ross had been selling stamps for the last
Ove years to Mr. Burton's son. who has quite areputation as a philatelist. The young man wns
anxious to go lino the business on a largo scale,
