ANTI-TRUNY BILL AMENDMENTS.

Grady Froposes Severnl Changes to the Al-
bany Meante,

ALBANY, March 00,—Senator Gradr th's
morning introduced the nmoendment to the ape-
clal Investivating committeo’™s trast bills, mak-
ibg it mandntory upon the Attorney-General to
begin oo actlon agalust & trust company and
providing that his failure to bring such nction
upon A prima focic case, presontad upon the
complaint of vne or more citlzens, shall be suf-
ficient grounds for hl removal from ofMece in
the manner now vrovided by Ilaw, It also
proposes tu require any witnoss to produce any
baoks, papers, doruments,and writin rs that may
be in his possession or under his control. In
the matter of wiving 1estimony the amendments
provose to strike out the nrovislon that bhe shall
o excised from glving lestimouy on the
ground that it may tend to convictnim of &
violation of (he provisionas of this mct.

Beveral reporters went to 8an Cristobal to-day
to iotorview Gen. Rlus Rivera, the commander
of the Insurgents in the provinco of Pinar dol
Rio, who was eaptured by Gen, Velasco on Sun-
day.

The reporters found Gen. Rivera, who was
confined in the aunrters of Guardin Civil, rest-
ing more easlly than he did yesterday, his
waounds hn\'inf boen attended to by Spanish
physlcinns, He was very reticent regarding the
condition of affalrs among the insurgents in the
province, positively refusing to answer any
qQuestlons on the ‘subject. Ho wspoke froely
enmuih on ather topics, and dwelt at length upon
the Listury of the ten years' war, In which he
played a prominent part.

Unpof the interviewers anked him If he djad
not think it useless to cause so much bloodshed
In flghting sgainst the sovereignty of Spain. His
faco at once beeame very seriois, and he re-
plied: * Tiwe will show; history will jmh}u."

Hoth Gen, Rivera and Col. Bucallao sald that
they were thankful for the good treatment they
hnd recelved since thoy were eaptured. Gen.
Rivera has presentod a dinmond ring that he
wore 1o the surgeon who first utr.em:fed to him
after he was made n prisoner,
