heyond the Jersey Ceniral tracke.

OLD MATT'S HOME.
The aquatiers’ village in Jersey City had

sot ita ke in this part vt the country. It was
fl-tavored and dirty. full of women old before
their time, and its population was a subject of
gpecreral susplclon. The squatters sere origl-
sally from all races, but foon became of none,
ta offacouring of civilization. The squatter
ran along South Cove for perhaps three-
suarters of & mile. Its first and belter section
Iy along & narrow strip of land between Jor-
wy avenue and Henderson street. This tongue
of land rons from thirty to sizty feel In width
wd belongs to the Jersey Central and Lehigh
Valley Rullrosds, the latter owning a third of
Land It has a slagle trank on it running by the
sde of the Morris “ansl.
Ua the strips of sround betweon the track and
tawatar, which were sometimes wholly fooded
ghizh tide. lived. untll yertarday. Lhirty or
frty familien. Thelr honses were marvel-
bas contrivances. Some of them were the
timalest of shanties, old boards mnalled to-
mther and fastened to the top of rotten soiles
that threatened tn fall at any m'nute. Some
vere bulit on the deciks of old rotting hulks
o canal boals. Each nf these shaniles was
mached by anarrow board gaagway. Other
shanties looked more sabstantial bacs use they
were hulit oo solid grousd and were surround-
W by sheds and outballdings, but their sub-
santlality stooped there, for & strong man
eold put his fist through the walls of almost
say of them without great effort.

It has not
been possibla Lo avold omisslons, repetitions, and
mistukeos, This (s fiot my language, It fs the
language of you, Mr., Mayor, and your anso-
clates of the commission. We baeliave
thet, owing 1o the wshortness of time,
the charter In essentinl polnts of the
groatest Jmiportance s at faplt. In partloulars
which pre well known, i ls copstructed upon s
wrong theory, This la the lnnguago of President
Low and yourself. Tt s, therefore, with oonsld.
erable confidenoe that we cowme Lo you, nod ne a
momber of the Charter Commission, chnrged
possibly with the abligation of ninking your In-
dlvidunl and publie views to the end that the
proposed charter might reach the Leglslature,
but as Mayor of tho clty, reanired by the Con-
stltution as Ita Chlef Maglatrate to speak for
the present clity of New York, to urge that you
will not give your sanction to w charter, the de-
foots of which are so sorious and so spparent.’”

George L. ltives satd that the members of the
Bar Assoclation had no chance to ses the chir
ter untll Feb, 24, and that up to that time they
had po idea of its provislons, But when thic as-
soclation’s committes did get hold of It, they
were all Impressed with the dofocts of the ln-
