POLICE JIOVXD-V-P OT CROOKS.

A Scare or Itlore, Rome Old Ifanda, Cerratled
en the Man or tbe Clrraa Parade.

A cat may look at a king, bat a crook may not
look at a circus parade In New York, lest ho
be led into temptation to steal one of the
animals, or anything else lying around loose.
This point was decided long ago by Inspector
Byrnes, and the police have insisted upon It since.
In tho face of the contention of the crooks that
when1 doing nothing wrong they should be let
alone to enjoy themselves as they see fit,
Wednesday night woe chosen as a favorable op-

portunity to assert the old doctrine, and, in-

cidentally, to procure a lot of material for the
new Ilogurs' Gallery and the Burtillon tape
measure. Cipt. O'Brien picked a hundred of his
cleverest Tiawkshaws and scattered them along
the line of the parade, with orders to pick up
every crook at sight and bring him in.

The result was that a rail score ot crooks and
alleged crooks were dragged to Mulberry street
and locked up In the bnsement cells of Police
Headquarters. They were caught singly or in
batches of threeand four In tho Bowery, on Fifth
avenue, and wherever tho crowds were dens-
est. Seven of them were already numbered and
Indexed In the liogues Gallery. They received
n new number ana were stretched ana measured
to order In honor of tho occasion, ns being the
most distinguished. Theotherswerepnt through
the mill as far as It would go from 7 A.M. until
10 o'clock, when they were ordered to court.
The process Is not so quick as the old one, at
least not yet as practised at headquarters. It
takos three-quarte- of an hour to put a man
through and tile him away for reference, the de-
tectives complain.

Two of tho prisoners who hod no number in
the gallery baa skeleton keys entitling them to
one. They were Michael Doyle and John Rich-
ards. The detectives caught them at First ave-
nue and Thirty-secon-d street, out prospecting,
they aver, for a job. Kahum Cohen was tbe
only one of the lot who was caught in the act.
Detectives Floy and Fogarty caught him trying
to pick a woman's pockt at First avenue ana
Fifty-secon- street, according to tbe record. Tho
crooks with records who fell into the police net
were: Thomas Farrell, alias "Itcd" FarielL
1,460 in the gallery: Harris Nathan. 2,64.'.;
George Mock, 1,960; Timothy Larkln,
3,721. all of whom were picked np '

In tho Bowery, and Samuel Siege), i,3B9;
James Moore, alios Cleveland. 2. 580; Charles
Barker, 2,019, and John Moore, 2.534,
who turned up on Eighth avenue. Thomas
Ready, Morris Slegel, Victor Diamond, and
Max Schaefer, of whom the gallery has no rec-
ord, were sifted out of the Bowery crowds also.
At the Worth Monument, and on Fifth avenue,
near by, where all traffic wss stopped by the mul-
titude, the detectives arrested John Richards,
Joseph Leynson, Josoph McGregor, ITenry Her-
mann. Henry Gretz, Joseph Lewis, and Barney
Ratoskey. That is to say, the prisoners gave
those names. They were ail locked up over
night.

Yesterday the police pointed to them with
ride as their ounce of prevention. Not a single8left had been reported over night. All the

prisoners wero discharged In court, their arrest
having been ordered merely to koep them out of
mischief, with the exception of Nahum Cohen.
Mrs. Carolina Cohen of 339 East Fifty-secon- d

street appeared as complainant against him,
and Magistrate Deuel commlted him for exami-
nation.

WiucESDAnnK, Pa.. April 1. A series of dis-

asters has overtaken reoently the coal compa-
nies that operate mines In the Wyoming region.
Tbe companies that hare snfferrd most are
the Delaware, Lackawanna and Vv esters, the
Delaware and Hudson, and the Central Rail-

road of New Jersey. Early tn February No. 2
mine of tbe Delaware and Hnuson Company
In the eastern part of the olty caught Are. and
It la still burning. The company Is spacing
no expense to put the fire out. A bore hole
has been sunk from the surface, and In that
way it Is hoped to reach the fire. This mine Is
one of the mod valuable In the region. A
month later the breaker over the Black Dia-

mond mine, owned by the same company,
camht Are and was entirely destroyed. Ths
ml 10 wss not damaged.

Two weeks ago ths big Avondale mine of the
Delaware. Lackawanna and Western Company
tn l'lymjuth township was fonnd to be "mak-
ing water." Tbe warning was given at once,
a.d the officials ancceeded In getting out all
the livestock, over ino mules. No miner
vere allowed to enter the mine. Despite every
precaution the water continued to gain, and In
four aars ha J fl"odcrt the lower workings.
While the officials ot the company were devis-
ing plans M clear tho mine of water a big
squeeze was reported at the Woodward mine,
owned by the same company. This la one ot the
largest mines In the valley. When the mine
Inspector came he ordered a'l hands out of
tbe mine. t'Inco then several heavy falls have
occuirrd In tbe colliery, and the root has been
settling In many places.

Although the fans are nnJer full headway
day and night the mine Is still tilled with gas,
and tlose In obarge hine decided that It will
be Impossible to clear ths mine of It before the
squeeze suosldrs, aa the gas Is being freed con-
tinually In large quantities through the devi-
ces In the pillars and roof. Mine Inspector
Williams went tn the mine, hut owing to the
presence of so large an amonnt of gaa he did
not enter. He said tbe squeere Is abating
somewhat. Tbe pillars are being radually
crushed down, and the squeeze will pribably
cumin no ui.tll they are crushed down to the
gub. This may take a day. or It may take a
wek. Tbe area affected Is not more than
1.U0U by U00 feet.

The I'etttbone mine, also owned by the Dela-
ware, Lackawanna and West. rn. is threatened
with a run ot quicksand, the sane strut jm
that caused tho recent trouble at the Mount
Lookout at Wyoming. Tba first symptoms
were noticed a week ago wben the holatlng
carriage stuck In tho shaft while detceLdlng.
The official say there Is nothing seriously
wrong and attribute the trouble to a btnall
mass of earth u'lvlog war aUng the side of tbe
shaft and aurlnglna tli tlmoer. A carload of
Jackscrews capable of withstanding a pres-
sure of 0.000 pounds, nrovhlrd and an effort waa
moile to force back tbe timber nlth them.
