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NEW YORK HOSPITAL SMALLPOX.

Lack of Proper Precaution Appears (o e
Miamabls Upon Bomebody.

Bomebody Is to hlame for the spread of small-
pox in the New York Hospltal. When the hos-
pital nuthorities got through blaming the Board
of Health, and the Board of Health connca In its
endeavors to place the responaibility on the hoe-
pital authorities, then, perhaps, the plain, ordl-
nary, non-official and non-professional folks,
who haven't caught the smallpox In the mean
time, may find out firat, how a patient suf-
fering from smallpox was ever ndmitted to
the hospital, and second, having been admitted,
why he was put inan open wanl, oxposing nearly
& hundred other patients to the diseass, At
present no satisfactory roason for elther of these
happenings can be obtalned,

In yesterday morning's Bux Dr. Benedlet,
Chief of the Bureau of Contagious Diseases In
the Health Department, sald that an eMeiont
guarantine had been establiahod at the hospltal
Dir, Denedlct wan asked vesterday whal wos
consldered a suflliclent quarantine. Dr. Bene-
dict anid:

“Hemoval of the patients afflicted with the
discnse, isolntion of any who may have heen ox-
posed to the contagion and a fumigation of the

warnls."

Dr, Benediet was Inelined to conslder any in-
quiry (nto the New York Hospltal smallpox
cnsen as a bit of Impertinence, but he flaally
consenied to answer the followlng questions:

““ How did it happen, Doctor, thit the physi-
cians assigned by the Hoard of Health were un-
able to dotermine that the man Hogan b
smalipox until five days after ho was takon 1"

“YWhen five of the regular hospltal physicians
and a specialist In dermatology were unnble to
say that the man had smallpox, It is not strange
thut Dﬂ" ph;rulninnnl should have falled to ding-
nose the case properly.
