SENOR OANOVAS'S RENARKS.

HAvawa, April 10.—A despatch from Madrid
says that in the Cabinet council held yesterday
at Madrid and presided over by the Queon Re-
gont, Sefior Canovas announced to the Queen
that the revolution in the provinee of Pinar del
Rio was near {ts end, owlng to the continnous
victories of the Epanish arms, and that the
Government will soon present to Her Majosty
for her signature a decres proclaiming the
pacification of that province.

News from Sancti Spiritus says that Gen.
Weyler has unexpectedly arrived In that city,
though he was thought to bs on his way to
Puerto Principe. In SBanta Clara provinoe the
war s waging very florcely and Gen. Gomes s
roported now as advancing again toward the
woat,

The battalion of Havana filremen, composed
chiofly of colored men, has been so continually
defoatod In Las Villas by the insurgents that
half of {ta soldiers have disappeared.

The Havans police belleves It hna discovered
the secrot Revolutlonary Junta in this eity,
whono President, it Is sald by the police, is a
Cuban lawyer named José Pedro Gay.

Sofior Giay and 26 other men, sccused of be-
longing to the Junta, were sent to~day to Chafa-
rina on the Spanilshsteamer, They are nontenced
to hard labor.

The police allege that they discovered in Sefior
Gay's houne communications from Sefior Estrada
Palma of New York, advising Gay of the send-
ing of expeditions to Cuba.

Thres-and-a-half-year-old Mary Taylor was
killed by & trolley car of the Siaten Islund Elee-
trio Company at New Brighton at 1 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon. Her father keeps a saloon In
Tyson street, near Rlchmond terrace. With
three other little children, she was playing on
the south side of Richmond terrace, near the
Ballors’ Bnug Harbor railroad station, when
car 111, in charge of Motorman John Manley,
approached on the westbound track, which Ia
close to the north curb. As the car panssed the
foot of Clinton avenus, golng rapidly, Mary left
her companions and started to run acrross the
street. Tho motorman reversed the current, but
before the car waa brought to a standstill the
child had been struck by the step and thrown
forward, Her head was caught by the heavy
iron scraper in front of the wheel.

Her head was crushed and one arm was broken.
As some nelghbors were carrying the child's
body to her home they were met by her mother,
who had boen told of the accident. Her grief
was heartrending. Her father had been com-
mitted to the county almshouse two days before
for drunkennesa,

Two hundred acres of land In the vicinity
of Nashville has been sot wslde, two artificial
Jakes have been constructod, miles of maca-
damized walks have boen graded and lnid, troes,
flowers, and shrubbery have been planted, and
all the preliminaries for a six months' celobra-
tion have been arranged, The statisticlans of

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DANIEL W.VOORHEES DEAD

HE EXPIRES RUDDENLY AT HNIN
HOME IN WASHINGTON.

Coneplovans for Many Years in Endinns and
Nattonal Politics—Hls Carveor at the FPar
and in Math W of Ceony s
Part in the Repoal of the Ahorman Act

Wasmwarox, April 10.—The Hon. Danlel W,
Voorhees, former Senntor from Indiana, died at
hin residence In this elly st 5:50 this morning of
rhoumatism of the heart. About ten days sgo
he took a drive with his former colloague, Sen-
ntor Turple, and the exposure brought on n cold
which devoloped anew the disease Lhat carried
him off,

Last yoar at his old home in Terra Hante tho
Benator rallied from an atiack after his death
wan expected, but slnoa then, until recently, his
heanith had been good. s death was, in a
nense, unexpected, the disears not reaching a
vital part until about three hours before he died.

Tenne Havre, Ind, Aprll 10.—The death of
Henator Voorhoes caused general sadness Liare
nt his home, A few days ago, In Washington,
Mr. Voorhoos told Mr, Allen, editor of the Re
preas, that ho would deliver his new leoture on
*“The Public Men I have Met"” in this elty
for the first thwe, and was  cheerful
Iy anticipating his appearance before his
home friends in & now capacity. The Har Asso-
clation held a mecting and _appolnted a com-
mittoe on resolutions and mode arcan
ments for the funural. Ex-Seorctary of the
Navy Thompson Chafrman  of  the
Resolutions Committee. The intormation here
in that the body will be shipped from Washing-
ton on Tuesday, It Is expocted to hold n m:iﬁ:

For more than thirty years Daniel Woolsey
YVoorheos was s consplouous fgure In natlonal
politics. Early in his political earcer his tall,
erect igure galned him the sobriguet of the Tall
Breamore of the Wabash, and as such he made
his début in the halls of Congreas in the atirring
days of 1881, Previous to (hat time he
hinsd achioved prominence in his adopted State,
where ho wan n successful lawyer and nstute
politician. 11s was born on Bepl 20, 1827, in
Liberty township, Buatler county, Ohlo. At an
oarly age ho was taken by his parents to In-
dinna, whero they mude a homo on what was
then the frontier, in the Wabash Valley. He waa
gradunted from Indinna Asbury (now De Pauw)
University in 1840, and immodiately began to
study lnw, Ho was ndmitted to the bar in 1851,
and for elght years he practised his profession
at Covington, Ind. He waas contemporary with
Abrabam Lincoln In his law practice, and formed
an acqualntance with the War President, which
alded him muterially in after years, although
he was politically opposed to the Prealdent.

Mr. Voorhees's flrst attompt to enter publlo
life resulted in hia fallure to be elected Con-
greasman in 1856, but his dofeat was tewmpered
two yoars later by an appointment as United
States District Attorney for Indiana, In 1859 he
went to Virginla at the request of Gov. Willard
of Indisnn todoefend the Governor's brother-ln-
law, Thomas E. Cook, who had been put on
trial for taking part in John Brown's raid. In
1861 he was agnin a candidate for Congress, and
was olected. Ho served in the Thirty-seventh
Congress, and was reflected in 1563, 1885, 1869,

and 1871, In 1RG4 his sost was contested suc-
cossfully hy ilnnr{ I). Waabburn, and in 15878
ho fuiled of retlection.

FEENATOR DANIEL W, VOORHEES,

Mr. Voorhees made himsclf popular in Waah-
ington among statesmon and politiclans from
the beglnning of his public carcor. It was while
ho was in Lis second term ns Congressman that
he had his first experionce with President Lin-
coln, nod he wrote out an sccount of it in later

yoars.

Among bis constituents In TIndinna was n
family of the name of Bullitt, the bead of which
was related to the famons Kentucky family of
thut name, Mr. Voorhees was an {ntimiate
friend of Mr, Bullitt's, but he bad not seen him
for mmrl" a year, when ove day, in the
winter of 156364, ho was surprised while sittin
in the House In Washingion to rocelve Mr, Iqu
Hitt's cand, with an urgent request for an nudl-
ence. He went out to one of the commities
rooms whoere ho found Mr. Ballitt and his wife
ina very much agltated state. He soon learned
their story.  Mres. Bullitt's father, the Hev,
Henry uckett, a Methodist minister,
who was s travelling preschor  known In
Ilinois, Kentucky, and l‘finmurl. bind lost his
outire fortune suddenly, and feared that he
mwight become apublic charge. He was 70 yeara
old al the tinie and docided to visit his niove in
Memphls,  The eity wus in _ charge of
Foderal nm{-u under  Gen, Hurlbut at
the time, Mr. Luckett's excited and un-
guarded talk about his Josses and  his
anxiety to ropalr them renched the ears of cor-
tain detectives, and they laid u trap for the
clergyman, They told him that the Confederaton

wore willing to pay fabulous prices for guinine
and reusdlon caps, and  they wou put
up the mowey to buy n fut of  these
materials if he would agree 1w deliver

it to the Confederaten, Like n drowning man
grosping st o siraw the v. Mr. Luckott
thought he saw a chanco to recoup his lost
fortuno, nwd agreed, The detectives providoed
a wagon with o false bottom coniaining the
quipine snd porcussion cnps, and as soon
as Mr. Luckeit attempted to take the wagon out
of town ho was arrestod at thoir ins tion,
After n apoedy trisl at a military court he was
condomnod (o death and the execution was set
for two days after Mr, and Mra. Bullitt's visit to
Alr. Voorhous,
