Eine awfirstandens Sprache made s appear-
ance I Berlin. The auther, Alr, Fatilus Schach,
lind never besn henrd of as & Hebrew schiolar,
nar hins he appeared sluco [ts publication as the
author of any aork of Impurtance; but that
pamulilet was emiinontly successful, Within
& very elinrl thine It was reprinted three tmen,
To the run of German rewders Mr, Bchach
atned o hiave made a new revelation In sliow-
Ing that the Hebrew tongue hind arisen ke a
phimnlx from (te ashes, and been endowed with
auMelent vitality Jto become the vernncular of
about ten milllons or people, scatterad all over
the world at the present thne, Tha succoess of
his vasny misled oven some Amorican students
Into quoting him ng an authority, although he
nover professed to give anything lke a learned
trentise onn his sablect, sad his historical and
bibltogranhical data wera far from belug as
ormprehensive and as correct as they might
have been, Only about saix munths ago the
announcement that a monthly Hebrew pabli-
cation lind mnde Ita apperance in Herlln waa
noticed throughont the European preas, and
even found its way Into some of the mioat im-
portant papers here, an if It wero of extraur-
dinary impnriance, eovle woudered If such
a periodical eould ind readers enough to pay
the cost of printing It

This notlon that the Tebrew |» a dead tongue
In basedd on & popular misspprelioraion, nor 1e
thiere any more renson for the common suppos
fitlon thnt the modern Hebrow, at (ts hast, Is
able only to expross theolozical anid relfgions
thouglits, The Hebrow literature of the pres.
ent tlme ecomprises hooka and perlodlenls on
every scliolastle, sclentifle, and soolal subject
Imacluabiv, So great s the demand for Ho-
reniling matter wmong the Jewa that
thers aro two daily papers In that languaie,
The ohe la nublislied In Waraaw and the other
In Bt, Peterrburg, ard several weekly payers
clreulate all over the world., HBesldes the
motuthly publization recontly started In Berlin,
there npe many magezines of great valoe to the
s.udeut of social and scholastic learnlng, Even
liere In New York there Is a Heolrow weekly,
and attemote were made lately to establish a

actually anppearad, with contents suMclontly
varied and interesting to attract the notlos of
many Intelllgent readers. New hooks In the
Iebrew tungue anppear very freqaently, most-
Iy In Hossla, Austrin, Germany, and Palestine,
but sometlmoes even In the United States; and,
Ike all such pubdications, they are Iargely cir-
culated among tho Jews In all the lands of
thelr dispursion.

Nesilos the use that the learned Jews minks
of the Helirew rongue for the wrillng of books
and periodicals, the unlearned use 1t for the
most comuon practical purposes, Judiclal
and lLoainess dorumetits are written In that

langnage for the most part, and sometimes no-
enrdine to the Tormulee or In the diction of the
rutiids of the first conturfes of the Christian
ori, Only & dirafTectml and lithricus Jew will
fatl to recognize the validity of such documents
and take his case to a secular court If he kunwa
thitt o rablibinical court wonld decide aaminss
lim. Respectable Jowish Lusijiess houses even
advertise thelr wares in the Hebrew tungue;
thirs teaching thelr transatlanile brethren, and
acgnaiuting the emigrant Jew with thelr
pluces of Lunluess tefore he embarks for Amer-
{ea, slnee that which Is pricted In Hebrew fluds
Its way nmong the Jews nll o-er the world,

The fact 4 that the IHebrew hus never beon
adead tongue to the Jews,und thelr lovesnd ven-
eration for (tare akin to thelr rellglous convie-
tlons and entwined with them. [t wa~ used for
religlous and vractical purposes guite com-
monuly up to the beginning of the prusent cen-
tiry, when the Western languages became
current amone the Je=s, as & consequence of
thely emarcipation f om medimval otpression
An exciusivenese, The rallls of variooe lands
anl the Jewlsh merchants alsn had no other
vehlese of Intercommaunication  with  thelr
brethre except the tongue in which the Hible,
the Mishna, and the later standiard works of
Hebrew llterature wers written. The great
olillossrhical and scholastic workas of the parlod
between the uinth and the Aftesnth centuries,
composed In the v.roncular Arablsof thelr
writers, became known to the Jews of the dias-
pora only through thelr ¢(ranslation into
Hebirew. The Jewish wnkers, ship owners, ex-
porters, and importers of ltaly, Franes, and
Holland hiad no langunge to communicate with
thieir fellow tradesiuen and leilow Lellevers of
other countries excent the Hebrew, for upto
thie present century the knowledge of many
languages was far from belng as common as it
ts now, When a Jewish traveller came from
Giermany or the Orlent among bis brethren ln
a land  of whose language he was Ignorant,
he was compelled to make his  wishes
known in Hehrew, Hencelt 1s that thers are
a0 mauy Hebrew words and phrases mized
un in the dislects which the Jews speak (o the
vortons [ands of thelr disparelon. The lib-
ernilgnd Joa who lgnores the rellglous cus-
toma of his peonle and Knows n-othing and
wantstn know nothing of their sac tongue,
andesatanids and sometimoes uncenscloualy uses
thesa words and phrases; more freauently he
paroddles them Inthy laagtuage of his conntry.
This it is tuat imparts the strange ring to
his speech, which grates on ears not Jewial,
vt which appears quite natural to his fel-
low hellovers,

Historically, what is called the inndern He-
brew tenete ina leen rnn:ll.num!{' developing
siner the nees of autlgnlty, In Mishnalo times,
or from about tao centuries before the Ohrls-
tlan ora to about two centuries afterward, it
adnnted some of the cran.natical forms of the
Aramean dialect and many words of the Jan-
eiingen then current among the Jews. The
onrl eat rabbinical writings, the Mishoa and
roue of the Midrashim, are classed among
tho specimens of good Hebrew, in s.lte of the
ndmixture of technlcal terms from other lan-
giagon, The Talmudists. both Babylenian
und Jerusslemite, Introduced mare such terma
Into the language of the Hebrow snheols. Th
lnngunwe of prayer, however, always remaln
nisdulterated, and the try of the Hebrow
Lards ulways almed at the dictlon and sram-
matioal forme of the sotkors of the Old Testa-
ment. The posts of Arable Spaln lotroduced
the “rhyme"” of thelr vernscular .o the He-
hiraw, but thelr divtlon was almost always
withnut exception purs and inthe g. tef
the Provhets, ao that « David or an lsalah een
buve understood them without the lonst dl
oulty. After thelr time the develonment of the
Innzunze went on, but with & tendenoy toward
gremer rrummatical sacoursoy, The sohools
of learnine nsed the Talmud dialear,
und poems wers written In pure He . Cor-
respanilence andconversation, the Initar montl
nmong the Jaws of Oclental lande, depend
on the pssoclations of the writar or the speaker,
A mnn of learnlne tnvariably nsed Taimudie
terms of speechi: husineas people wrote lu the
muannar in which they vould most saslly male
them=elves understood, aud where they nad
i mords to express [dean or things of praotl-
cal use they Inserted In parenthesses the vermo
of thele vernmculs-. Tlegant writing was
formed after the Biblicul style, orin that of
the nraver honk.

Whrre did thn unlearned Jews wet thelr
knowledes of Hebrew sons to be ablo to uss
it for common letter writiug and for practioa)
marpoies? In the midile azes, up to the bae-
¢inning of the uresent contury, thers were
tew. i any, Jews who dld not kiow thelr datly
pravera by heart, and who bad not studied the
werkly portlons of Serlotures with st least one
raabinleal eommontury, The wocalmiary of
these pravers, Scriotures, and  rabbloloal
writings Is of fisolf almost suficlent for the
expression of the 1houelits and commaon wants
f mpy man, Moreover, the sermnons of
thelr preashors were bristling with cuotations
from Lthe Elble and from the raliblnical writ-
Ings, and the ludiclal documents aod the rellg-
fos promulgations of the ralihly =ere Inveri-
sbly wreitten tn Helrew, It 18 easy Lo see,
tharefore, that & Jow could plek up words and
phrasss anough o ear.y on his correspondence,
no matter haw Ly mble his posltion,

In the last decales of the elg!wsnth cen-
tury. with the beginning of Jewish emanclua-
tion In Europe, & reluvenation of the Hebrew
tong ne begun to manifest iteell. A coteris of
eallghtenml weliolars, under the lealershiln of
Moyses Mendelanolin, athried a Heorew pariod]-
enl for the purpose of promuleating among
those of their Lrethren who kniew a0 other
langunge than Hebhrew the ldeas of thelr time,
thelr methods of Biblleal and Listarical re-
weproh, and thelr knowledees of the recular sol-
ences. The purvose of that periodical. called
Mioaseph ~tlie  Cowpllor was to  Introduce
new thouglits and new msthinda of reasoning
aoiong the Jews, butlr served Indlrectly to
ralse tlio staten of thie Iiebrew tongue,

The writers of tliat  enterie, or rather of
that oluss of litwral 'hiinkers. which Led nu.
marous represouiailios in Hussie, Giallols,
and Poland, were men of yreal skill in the use
af the Hubrew tanzue, and of ereat devotion Lo
thie cause af enllctitenling thelr bretheen, They

dsrcarded the use of Arumalo, Syriee, and
other Orlental torma which Lsd orept (uto the
secred Lonugue, and ivented new (erins far the
