Many a knowledige that is subatantial and real
bas been galned by man apparently .through
sources thnt are unreliable, or at least Inkde-
anate. [ The real sources of his knowledge
may Mo deeper, may not be uncovered. The
koowledge that is real mnd true may seem to
sorie from springs that are tainted, when in
peality they rise far Lelow this dublous source.
We hare to judge truth ovon Its own moerits,
not upon the merits of thoss who profoss to
bring 1t to men,.

“It 1= n fact concerning Spiritualism that
throneh it the convietion of the life to come Ia
taking a new hold of man's mind and heart.
Myziads of men are to-day rejoiciog In a firm
aud ponitive conviztion of the reality of the
life to core who but for this movement would
heor iwen left in the doubt which overahad-
owe vasl masses of wmen to-day., This faith
bas become o vital that [t renows the carly
Chirlstian Joy in tho presence of death. In-
stend of fmpugning the sources of this renewed
faith, lvt orthedexy make more real to those
who,ablde within {ta folds this anclent and
fundamiental and wvital faich of men. It In
ot ters sy that men bave become convinced
that thiere {a a life beyond the gruve, but they
havo bec yne convineed that that life Is near to
o in the flesh and that at proper times and un-
der proper conditions It is possible that there
should bo intorcominunication betwen the two
sjheres. A deesp hunger of the human soul
this, which tnds manifestation in the most
pathetio exjeriences our earth records,

“It s truth whiclh [s emibodied (n the records
of tae very beginning of our Christian rellgion
—In thoss wonderfully graclous and charming
stories which embalm the memory of the aa-
red experiences of the diseiples through which
they caiue to belleve their Master waa alive and
that He bad manifested Himself to them. A
truth this, which ouglit never to have passed
out from the Christian consclousneas, but
which hus strangeiy escaped it: so that we flnd
ou,selves to-day in this singular pusition, the-
wretically belleviog in the possibility of inter-
communication betweeu those who live In the
flesis and those who live oat of the flesh, nnd
yet utterly skeptical towird every experience
which is an expression of this bellef.

“What has man to learn throuxh this [nter-
communication, 1f it be geouine?

HAWAITAN TROURBLRES.

The Country Mast Mave Uncle Sam Behind 0t
Eognily or Sapan Wil Contrel It

Bax Fraxotsoo, April 11.—Latters from Hono-
Tulu say that on April 7 Mr, Willlam A. Kinney,
n prominent Honolulu Mewyor, wan to leave for
Washington to asslst Mr. Thurston and Mr.
Hartwall In working for aunsxatlon or rocl-
procity, A lsading CGovernment ofMelal sald
that they had recelved most oncouraging news
from Washington in regard to the feoling of the
now Administeation toward Hawall, but this
does not blind the Hawallan President and his
Cabinet to the grave danger from the Japanose
and the complications over Aslatic contract
Inbor. As an official sald: * Hawall eannot go
on much longer in the old way, Every wook
brings some naw menace to the stabllity of the
ropublie, whizh would not Iast a slngle day bnt
for fear of the United Hintes. We must have
Uncle Bam behind us, legally sas well ns mornlly,
If the country Is to escape from falling under
the control of Japan,"

The rolations between the Dole Government
and the Natlonal Guard are stealned becauses of
the snub which Col, Fisher and the leading of-
fleers received from President Dole and Minister
of Forelgn Affairs Coopor. The Voluntears com-
pinined that employment was refused to them
under the Government,while others who had not
fought for the republio ware favorsd. The com-
plaints aroused so much feeling that Minister
Cooper agreed to glve the malcontonts m hear-
fng. It wnsagreed that the President and Mr.
Cooper abould meot Col. Fisher and the delega-
tion on April 9, but when the latter oalled they
wora told by Mr. Cooper's secretary that the
Ministor would ses them on the following Mon-
day.

The Colonol's wrath was aroused and he told
the socrotary that their time was as valunble as
the Minister's and tho meeting would be poat-
poned indefinitely. As tho angry commission
went down stalrs the secretary, who had con-
sulted hia chief, shouted:

“The Minister says you oan come up now, if
you wish,"

Fisher ahonted back: * We don't desire to re-
turn,"

Mr. Cooper explaing that Prealdent Dole was
alek, and he Instructed the secretary to postpone
the meoting, but the latter neglected this. But
this explanation hus not hoalnd the sore fesling,

The real cnusas of the troublo is that President
Dole {8 encouraging three rival military organi-
eations which do not have aa hard work as the
Natlonal Gunrd. This strife Is unfortunate at
the present time, boeanse the Government needa
the loyal service of every man who c¢an bear
arma.

FICTIM OF A BRUTAL HUSBAND.

Joseph Weasenolll Fracturea Fils WiMe's Skull
and Almost Strangles Her.

Joseph Fessonelll, ap Ttallan, 43 years old,
of 37 Maln street, Hooklyn, attempted yester-
dny afternoon to murder his wife Carmelia,
aged 35, by striking her with an axe and then
trring to choke her. He almost succeeded inhis
purpose, for the woman'a skull is fractured, and
ghe received other Injuries. When taken to the
Brooklyn Hospltal the surgeons said she could
searcely recover. Her huaband was locked np in
the Fulton streat station. Ho was so indifferent
to his situation that ho went to sleep just as soon
as he was put in a cell.

The Fessencllis bave eight children, James
and John, twins, aged 23 yoaon; Anton, 19 years
old; Joseph, 17; Grace, 12; Mary, 11; Frank, 10,
and ‘lichael, § yeara old. The four younger

tepement house, Mrs, Fessenolll was looking
out of the window and the children were seatod
ut o table. Fessenelli entered the room quietly.
He carried & large axe, with a handle three feet
long. (‘reeping up behind his wife, he atruck
her o Llnw on the head, felling her to the floor.
Bhe sureamed, and the four children ran
screaming into the hall, Fessenelll almed
three or four more blows at his wife, but In
his frenzy the axe struck the wall and was
imbedded ic the plaster. He macaged to strike
the prostrate woman again on the head, and
then, findi she was mot dead, plcl.mi ups
towe), whiggha wound around her neck, and
then attempted to atrangle her.
Pollceman Bweeny o o Fulton street sta-
tion heard the screams of the children, and cap-
ured Fesasenelll, who was ing to, escape,
urgeon Husay, who took the woman to the
Brooklyn Hospital, said that her skull was
fractured, that she had several scalp wounds,
and that she had been almost strangled. She
waa unconscious when she arrived at the hos-
pital, and Coroner Coombs was notified.
Fessenelliis a big, st man, and has not
worked for years. His eldest sons are boot-
bincks, and they had to turn over their earnings
tohim.

McStay fell, and Selmor rushed Into his rooms
and barricaded the doors. o wounded man
crept_upstalrs, where his groans were heard by
the Nagols. Thoey summoned s policeman, who
broke In the door of Selmer's room with the
blood-stained axo which Selmeor had loft In the
hall, Selmer, after o show of reslstance, was ar-
restoed, and tay was conveyed to 8t Cutha-
rino's Hospltal, whoere it was found that he had
sustiulned a compound fracture of the skull. The

STARTED FIRFS IN THE BTRIKE.

Confession of & Man Who Served as a Marshal
in the Chicago Labor Riots.

CLEVELAND, 0., April 1L.—HBy the capture of
William Ingliss Bloom, the alleged incendiary,
the Fire Wardons of this city may have inciden-
tally saved Chioago the loss of sums saggregat-
ing nearly $1,000,000, Suits approaching this
amount have beon bronght agninst that muniof-
pality as a result of the destruction of railroad
cars and property by fire during the great rail-
way strike, Bloom confessed yesterday to de-
stroying a great quantity of this rolling stock,
which he, na an officer of the law, had been
called out to protect,

C. W, Murphy, » special detective of the Chi-
cago Law Department, spent nearly the entire
day talking matters over with the prisoner yes-
terday. Bloom confessad to having set fire to
many of the cars, possibly sixty of them. He
could not tell exactly, owing to the excitoment
when the work was done, Depositions coverin,
theso pointa were gaken, and they will be user
in defending the suits.

Ihuring the strike Inelisa, alins Bloom, served
ns a Deputy United States Marshal, He was
stationed near Brighton Park, and served for
elght or ten days. At the end of that time tho

lar militin, to which he also belonged, was
(‘lhtrd out, and he n";slpoum-rl ns 0 momber of the
Second Reglment. & was adslgned to the same
wpot, Brighton Park.

Avcording to his confesslon he set many fires
and participated in many of thom. His plan was
to carry a amall bottle fllled with oll, pour the
contents over old rubblsh and then ignite it. At
other times he would pull the grease out of the
car wheel boxes iind set this on fire.  Most of Lthe
enrs were destroyed on ono day, July 6,

HELP THBE FACANT LOT FAERMERS.

The Cemmittes in Charge of This Practioal
Charily Issues n Sintemont,

The Committee on the Cultivation of Vacant
Lota by the Unomployed, of which I, Fulton
Cuttlng, Arthur W, Miibury, Holton Hall,
Jacob H. Schiff, and William Jfowe Tolman are
the membors, hos Issued the following circular
1 reapect to the coming senson's work:

* How to put tho unemployed in large citieaon
o #elf sustaining basis is a very serious question.
This enrth has soll and othor mesns of produc-
Ing vegotabls lifo with which to sustain life, and
man hng atrong nrma and an intelligent brain,
Exporlence shows that when, directod by the
beuins, these strong nrms are hrought in contact
with the idle Innd about our large cities, the un-
employed ean become not only self-supporting,
but ndd to the store of wealth, The cultivation
of unused land, then, seoms the most reasonnble
form of rellef, If your own boy or your own
father needed belp from others, it s the only
kind of rellef which you would not feel ashamed
to know that ho hsd acceptod,

“It whould then bo plentifully offered, yot
even Inst year we could not supply all the appli-
cants, and all through the winter men und
woien hiave been applying to us every weok for
a plece of land, howsver small, on the vacant
lut farme. In one instance elght women formed
themsolven nto alittls elub, an embryo colony,
desiring o plece of this land to sco what they

could do to waintain thomselves by working it
tootlisr,

“ For the very poor it is the only kind of re
lef which raiséa them up while relieving thelr

ressing necosalties. One woman started the

rst yenr without money to pay ber rentor, In
fuct, knowing where the next meal was 1o come
from. She clearsd §134 that year; $124 and
some cents laal yoar. She has now placed herself
{n s position whiere ahe la sntirely independent,
having sutiiclent clothing, money 1o the bank,
unid comfortable rooms,

“Old saldiers who are disabled so that they
eannot support themselves plek around in the
vaoeant lot farms, and In thie way make enough
to support themselves comfortably. That costs
less than paring pensions.

“ Again, o 'longshoreman came to s two vears
ago who had notadollar.  He had a wife and
five children to support. The irst year bhe mado
uwliving on the lutle pateh of earth, and the
second venr something more. He ls now a con-
tractor owning two horses and wngons, and not
only supporting lilm'cll' and family, but urlnf
alttle money. His busineas s buying and sell-
ing stone for foundations for cellnr walls, He
camuo in to see the superintendent the other day
and wanted to buy some Stone, amounting 1o
F200, and was iskod where he was going to get
the money. He sald he was able to take care of
that part of it. Two yoars ago he could not
“take eare of' o bill for 23 conts.

“QOur superintendent, who Is  personally
nequainted with the men and women, reporta
that 70 per cent, of the vacant lot farmiers desire
to loave the cify,and are anxious to get some-
thing to do in the conntry, The obssrvation of
the committee, as far as it goes, confirmns this
report, ‘That they learn how to earn money in
the country is shown hy tho fact that one of our
women farmers took thirteen prizes at tho Now
York Stnte Agricultural Fair,

* Ome of the sad features in our Iarge city s
the numbor of old men who are vrowded to the
will by the young men, 1'011!15 nien, having no
responsibilities, being quick and strong of arm
and brain, are given the preferenve and got
positions every tume, crowding out the older
nmin. o vacant lot farms give these old
men o chanee, The use of Innd has already been
uffered us, and to do all this ngiinst
which cannot be chargod e incidental evils
ol m!r‘r!\' charlty—ouly o few thousand dollars Is
noeded

“To set women or men up inthis business
a0 thnt they can support thelr familles, and to
teach them that much of n trade, costs in
crowded New York eity about £20 a family.

Mra. Henry M., Farrell, the wife of & grame
mar school principal, was taken to the Inssne
pavilion al Bellevue Hospital, st the instance
of Mr. Farrell, last night, ns & sufferer from re-
lglous dementin, Mras, Furrell s about 46 years
old, and has always been interestod in church
work. She I8 s communicant In St Jamea's
Eplscopal Charch, nt. Madison avenue nnd Sevs
onty-firal streot,  The Rev. Edward Walpole
Warren Is the rector of the church, Mrs, Fars
rell was one of the tosehers in the Sunday schoal,

For a number of years her mind has been
slightly affected. About s year ago Mr, Farrell
sent her to a sanitavium In Waverly, N, Y,,
where sbo remndned under treatment for several
mpnths, Hhe returned to her bome in botter
mental and physical health than she had hoen
for a long time, and until the beginning of Lend
there was no sign of & return of her tronble.

According 1o Mr. Farrell's account of his
wife'n prosent malady, she attendod a mission
service conducted {n St, James's Church on the
firyt Bunday in Lent by Col Hadley, the organe
{zer of the Chureh Army, and & prominend
worker In the city missions. The service had a

| bad effect on Mrs. Farrell, and, on her return te

her home, she wis hysterical, She was convineed
thnt her duty lay in the Church Army and in
work in the slums. She thought so much over
the mnatter that her mind beeame affectad agnin
and the good that was accomplished (o the nanie
tarium wna soon undone, She made It ber busis
ness to attend the missions conducted by Col.
Hudley, and also went to the Cherry street and
Whater streot missions frequently,

The giving way of her mind was plain to hee
husband, who tried in vain to Induce her not to
pay so much attention to religion. Her mental
condition beenmo worse; and on March 268 she
went away frow her home. Mr, Farrell does
not know where she went. He did not see her
until Mareh 30, whon she attended n service in
81, James's Church.

Mr. Farrell did not wish to make n scene in the
church, s0 he did not spenk to his wife, He
walted at the vestibule while the congregution
want out, thinking that bhe would sec Mra.
Farrell as ahie left tho charch, 1o same way ahs
eluded him, nnd he could not get any trace of
her for several daya,

At last he lenrned that she was spending mueh
of ber time in the down-town missions and thag
she wans froguently at the services in the Mane
hattan East Side Mission, where Col. Hadle
speaks often. Ho also learmed t ol sav
seryicves his wife had become hysterical and that
it hnd boen necessary for porsons in the audi-
ence on one or (wo occasions to quict her,

Mr. Farrell went to Dr. Francia A, Scratchley
of 4% Wost Thirty-tifth street, and another &hr-
sleinn, both of whom were famillar with Mre,
Farrell's case, and explained the situation te
them. They propared a certifieats for an exam-
inntion as 10 ber sanity. Mr. Farrell took thi
and, secompaunied by A man whom he call
" Uncle Sol,"” ho went, last evening, to the
Manhuattan Mission, which is opposite the en-
trance to Hellovue Hospital.  Col. H ey Wi
speaking there. On learning that Mre l-nrr:ll
wias present, they called on Superintendent
M 1y of Bellevae and arrsnged for hor receps
tion In the hoapiod.

Mr, Farrell, being convinosd that his wife's
mental trouble hsd  coused ber to think that he
waould attempt to injure ber, dechiled to stay in
the backigronnd, so Unele Sol e the streed
alone ani entored the mizsion, He wont to M,
Farrell anid told ber thoat one of her three daugh-
tord was sick (i the hospital nnd wanted 1o soe
bher,  Mrs, Farrell went with him willingly.
