PLAOCK'S CITVIL AERVICE RILL.

Ne Mating Abave 80 Per Cont. ta Be Allowed
—Preference for Appototment,

ALBANTY, April 13 —Gov, Black’s bill to amend
the Civil Service law, which was suggested In his
message and has boan expocted all through the
nesslon, made its appearance n the Assembly
after midnight. It was (ntroduced by Assembly-
man Scherer, who received unanimons consent
and put [t over the desk without half & dozen
men in the House knowing what {t waa,

The Speaker referred the bill to the Judiciary
Committes, over which Mr, Scherer presides
This means that {t will coma out at onee and go
through the House.

The bill reads as follows:

“In all examinations for appolntment and pro-
motion In the civil service in the Siate of New
York and the cities thersof merit and fitness
ahall be detormined as herein provided The
merit of all applicanta shall bs determined by
examination conducted by or under the Civil
Service Commissioner or Examining Board
haring jurisdictionover the appointment or pro-
motion for which application is mads. Upon all
examinations to determine the merit of the ap
plicants no rating higher than 30 per cent. ahall
be given to any one,

“The fitness of the applicant shall be deter-
mined by examination, to be conducted by the
person or persons holding the power of appoint-
ment or promotion or by some person or board

HAS HER FORMER MAID ARRESTED,

Hre. Evelyn Woentwerth Marray Makos an Ac-
cnmniion of FPorgery.

SomErvIiLE, N. J.. April 13.—Miss Mary
Koehring, s alight, pale-faced young woman who
was discharged from 5t. Barnabas's Hoepital
in Newark this morning, was arrested while she
Wi oo her way to this place on a charge of
forgery preferred by Mra Evelyn Wentworth
Murray, hor former mistresa Some weeks ago
Miss Koehring caused the arrest of Mrs, Mur-
ray on o charge of assault and afterward began
a civil guit for $3,000 for alleged injuries to her
person resulting from numerons assaults which
she stated ber mistress had committed.

Two weeks ago Miss Koehring mysterionsly
disappeared. Several days ago M. Marray's
detectives located her at St Barnabas's Hospital
Ehe bad been placed there under dirsetion of her
vhruician, who says that her Injuries were of
such a serious nature as to neceasitate & danger-
ous operation. Mra Murray, who bhaa been (n
New York city since her trouble with Miss
EKoehring, returned to town at 3 o'clock yester
diey afternoon. She swore out 4 warrant for the
arrest of Miss Koehrines, whom she charged with
forging her name to a check for 8435 on the Gar-
fleld Bank of New York city. Mrs. Murray oro-
duced an afMdavit purporting to be signed by

T hwl.ruénnmer Superior of the Chris-
tian Home at 13 Sutton place, New Yark city.

The afidavit states that Miss Schwartz re
ceived a letter from Miss Koebring about Feh.
5 contalning the questionuble check, and that
ghe presented it to the Garfield Bank. Payment
was refuserd.  Mr. Murray, in her sworn state-
ment, avers that the check s a forgery. The al-
leged letter from Mias Rmhm;g to the Mother
Buperior is written in German. It instructs her
to cash the check and pug small amounts to mu-
uaintances in the institution, to retaln

WEYLER'S WAR ON WOMEN

BCORES OF THEM ARE NOW BEING
ARRESTED IN CUBA.

Weyler Mine Given Orders te Bealenticanly Prose.
culs Them If They Are Buapectied of fym-
pathy with the Patriet Cawse—Jorrin
fays Minse Mivers Treated Mim Badly,

Havama, via Key West, April 13 —S8ixteen
Cnban women from the town of San Franclsco
de Paala, in Havana province, have been thrust
foto the Recafidas or House of Detention for
disreputable women in Havana. They all bo-
long to familiea of the highest respectability.
On their way to the prison they were losnlted by
the soldiers, and one of them, Aarors Veles, who
Attempted to protest, was knocked down by a
blow with a riffe.

In Guanabacos women of prominent Cuban
families have also been arrested on the charge
of being abettors of the insurgents. The police
enter hotuses after midnight and arrest the
wamen without giving them time even to dress,
The town is terrorized again as in thedays when
Col. Fonsdeviolla was (ta Mayor.

Gen. Weyler hos given orders to prosscute all
women who are suspsoted of aympathy with the
revolution, and especially thoso who hare rela-
tives In the Insurgent manka. * These women.™
he says in an ofcial communication to
the Havana Chief of Police, “are redoubts
able foes, as they are less noticod by
our detectives and are able more easily
than men to keop In communieation with
the insurgents, The more distingulshed they
aro through thelr tamily connections, the more
dangerous are they to us, as through thelr social
acquaintances they can plek up many lmportant
secrels, 1 recommend you to exercise great
vigilance and not to be moved to lenlency
through any consideration for thelr sex. which
would be asminst the interests of the country.”

The manager of the sugar plantation Carmen,
in the province of Matanzas, Francéisco Fernan-
dex Castro, has joined the lnsurgents at the
head of fifty of his employees, all well armed.
He left a lotter in the house saying that he had
decided upon this step because he wis tired of
suffering from the outrages of Spanish soldiers
who passed near the estate.

A letter has been shawn to your correspondent,
written by Befior Gonealo Jorrin, the commis-
sloner sent by the Spaniands to confer with Gen.
Rius Rivers before the Intter was captured.
The letter aays that Gen. Rius Rivers trested
Sefior Jorrin bally, and did not let him speak
when he desieeld to convinee the General's stagt
of the sdvantage of accepting the reforms and
making peace. Sefior Jorrin says also that Gen.
Rius Rivera arrested him and let him go only
After many entreation from some of the Cuban
ofMcers in his behalf,

This document has produced considerahle com-
ment and increases Jorrin's unpopularity
among the Cubans, who still accuse him of giv-
Ing to Gen. Hernandes de Velasco all the Infor
mation about Rivera's camp which led to the
latter's capture. Now Seflor Jorrin (8 sccused
of denouncing Rivera In revenge for his arrest
and dismissal from the Cuban camp.

THE WAR IN EAST CUBA.

Spaninrds Alloge That They Have Weon a Vie-
tery in Orieat.

Speciai Cable Despatch to TaR Sux.

Havaxa, April 13.—Gen. Rey reports that the
column under his command has had a successful
engagement with an insurgent force near the
village of Guamo, in the Manzanlllo district of
Santiago de Cuba. Harving learned that the in-
surgents were in foree near the place named,
Gen. Rey proceeded from Canto in the direction
of the village, moving cautiously in onler to
guard aainst an ambuscade.

The [nsurgents were found In an intrenched
position not far from the road. This fact excited
the suspicion of Gen. Rey, and he caused an ex-
amination to be made of the road, fearing that
the insurgents had planted mines over which the
troops would have to pass to reach their position.

The search resilted in the Anding of four
buried torpedoes, which wers rendered harmlcas
by the trogps. Orders were then given for the
column to carefully advance and to avold any
place that might contain a mine. It was wel]
that this precantion was taken, for as the troops
moved up toward the position of the lnaureents
three torpedoes were exploded, but without
dolng any daminge.

Carta had been placed ucroas the road 1o check
the advance, but this barricade was soon de-
stroyed by the troops, who then moved on the
intrenchmenta of the Insurgenta, The latter
made a4 strong defence, but were nally driven
froni their position and compelled to retreat,

While the troops were returning to Cauto they
were aAltacked by the insrgents, who had e
formed after their retreat. The insurgents
were rotted with heary loss, many of their dead
being left on the feld. The Spanish loss woas
seven killed and twenty-saix wounded,
