A RROOKLYN ROY'S SKULYL FRAC-

Muory's Hospltal from Injuries recelved on
Monday night by halng knocked down by n bley-
cle ridden by James M, Stroud, a islograph
oparator, of 212 Proapect place, The accldent
ocourred In Sk Mark's and Washington ave-
nues while Stroud and a frlond were relurning
from i ride down the Ocenn avenue cycle path,
Young Evers and some of his companions wore
romping on Washington nvenue near the corner
whan Btroud came spinning along at a lively
paco, Just as ho war about to turn into
St Mark's avenue Strowd ran Into Evers with
such foree that tho oy was thrown twenty-five
or thirty feat. Iostruck on lis hond. Htroud
was knocked off his wheol, which was brokon by
the foroe of the colllsfon. Both the wheolman
and tho boy were amimrenu; unconncioun when

feked up, but Stroud soon recovered, although

o remalned In a dazod condition for nearly n
quarior of an hour. When Evers was romoved
to tho hospltal it was found that he had sus-
tained a bad fracturs of tho skull and kevere in-
ternal injurtes, and he died fn a fow hours with-
oul rmlu: ning consclousnoss, Btroud was ar-
rosted, bitt was soon admitted to ball, He wns
rearrestol when the pollco wore notified of the
boy's death. Op hits arralgnment beforo Justice
Btoors in the Grant Streot Court yeaterday he
was reloased on 83,000 bajl pondinﬁthn inquont.
Juntice Steers, who s 8 wheolmun himaelf, said:

" dear man, 1 heartlly aympathige with
i-nu. T am satisflod you had ‘no Idea of killing

his boy, It might havo boen that von were o
Httle careless In riding without ringing your
bell, but T feel certaln that the action could not
have beon provented.”

Mr. Htroud sald: “The roIlutg was purnly
nocldental and unavoidable, P lluh? wis
burning and 1 belleve 1 llﬂ;l my bell ringing.

UNCLE SAM KFIZES
Property Owners Pay lhl-_ Peaalty of Having
Moonshiuers for Teaants.

By order of the United States District Conrt,
United States Mamhal McCarty caused the
selzure yesterday of 416 East Seventy-ninth
street, Richard Dudensing, Jr., reputed owner;
H7 Henry street, supposed owner, Frederick O,
Thomas; 191 Ludlow street, safd to bo owned by
Leopold Kaufman, and 217 Madison street, of
which Isldor Simon Is the alleged owner, on in-

formation that the hnlldings had been used for
illicit aiatilling purposes,

It was In these promisea reapectively that Max
Selgel, Finchel Shapiro, Louls Wolfinger, Wolt
and Iranc Goldstein, Samuel Goldman und Jacob
and Sigmund Cinnamon were captured and
thoir several distilling plants seized. All of
these men were convicted und are now serving
terme in jall,

Under the statutes the hulldings saizod nre
liable to forfeiture to the Government and sub-
