J. E. SULLIVAN ON BOXING.
The &, A, U. OfMcinl Says There Shonld Be New
Mules and n Protective Leagur.

James E. Sullivan, President of the Metropoll
tan Associntion of the A, A, U, 18 n strong advo-
cato of reforma in boxing ns conducted under
the Horion law in this Sinte, Ho bolleves that
nuew rules snould be framed, and that a protec-
tive league, ns suggested by Tie SUx, should be
orgonined,

“The Queenshborry rules are defoctive na they
stanid now,'” sald Mr. Sulllvan yesterday, * and
a new code, to be known na the American Box-
Iz Hules, should be drawn up, This could be
competently done by local ¢lub managera like
Tom O Rourke, Billy Newman, Arthuor Lumley,
and Jim Keonedy, assisted by veterans like
Billy Madden, Parson Davies, and others, The
rudes should s!lpululﬂ thut when two flghters
wel inton ciinch the referec must order them to

“break,! whereupon cach man would be com-
wiled to drop both hands ls Lis sides nnd step
Lﬂk two paces, In this way ‘free hand * work,
which in conducive to “ross lnre would be abol-
{shed, nnd all contests woulldl be free from any-
thing like brutulity. If the new ruics could be
framed In such a way they would bo promptly
adopted by tho A, AU ‘um\l that wonld mean
thnt, every minatour club in the United States
would reco - alze them.

“In wuldiiion to new rules, the professional
boxing cluts oiught to kot tozcther and organize
n protective league for thelr mutual bepefit
The President of this loague should be a disin-
teresied person und should receive a salary. A
schedule of dates, providing for no conflicting
tournninents, and a stringent set of rules to col-
i fightors to live up to thelr contracts or be
chlisted, would be the princlpal objects of
auch an organization,  If boxing continies to be
gnvernod as at present, the public will seon lose
nll interest.”
