XVltP MATTEns JtEriETTED.

The state ttaeiag CeaanatasUa atastta Irs

LBan r, April 23. Tho second annual report
of the BUte Racing Commission was trans-
mitted to the Legislature y. It Is In part
as follows:

"The retention of tho racing laws upon out
statuto book and tbe amendments mads by the
Legislature of 1898, did much to encourage
breeding. The affirmance by the Appellate
Division of the Supremo Court of the
constitutionality of tho Grey-Perc- y low,
buoyed up the breeders, stimulated Intending
purchasers, and Inconsequence yearlings brought
what might bo considered fair prices. Horses
in actlvo training responded In value, and. at
tho close of tho season, brood marcs and stal-

lions of tried and valued blood sold In tho open
market at prices much above that which pre-

vailed a year before.
On Sept. SB last ono Charles R. Grannan, a

man whoso avowed business was speculation
on races, was, after an Investigation hold by
tho regularly constituted stownrds of tbe
Jockoy Club, ruled off tho turf for tho alloged
violation of a rulo aimed to provent corrupt
practices. The racing associations holding
licenses from tho commission respected
tho ruling nnd refused admission to him
to their mooting. Subsequently Grannan ob-

tained an order from a Justice of tbe Supremo
Court restraining tho Westchester Racing As-

sociation, then conducting a race mcotiug, from
rotusing permission to him to enter the grounds
and from interfering with him In any manner.
Tho matter was argued boforo Mr. Justlco Os-

borne of tho Supremo Court, who on Jan.
13 last reuderod a decision which asserted
the right of tho Jockey Club to make such rules
as In Its judgment aro necessary for Its proper
conduct, and clearly sets out that it Is the duty
of tho stewards of race meetings to enforco
such rules. This decision has been roversed by
the Appellato Division, but tho commission Is
Informed that Uio Jockoy Club intends to carry
tho questions Involved to tlio Court of Appeals
for an authorltativo and final decision.

"While tho Commission docs not this year
recommend any leglslation.lt may bo that In tbe
comparatively noar future tho right of the
Jockey Club to admlntstor oaths nnd compel the
attendance of witnesses will bo asked for.
such investigations to bo subject to re-
view, on the rppcnl nt tho parties Inter-
ested, by the Commission. Tbo Jockey Club
In more than ono Instance has found Usolf ini- -

to follow up Investigations satisfactorily,
y reason of tho refusal of witnesses to testify.

In one particular cusu last season u frequenter
of tho races mado statements with rogard
to alleged irregular practices, to which ho
claimed ho was able to testify. It Implicated,
according to his allegations, sonio par-
ties who wero prominent In racing. Tho
Jockey Club took the mutter up, pre-
pared to doal with It exhaustively. Whon sum-
moned as a witness, tho person making tho
charges declined to luako known tho name of tho
party alleged to havo mnde an offer which was
either criminal according to tho ethics of tho
turf, or. at least, most irregular and rcprehonsl-ble- ,

ana deserving of soverest punishment."
Issue is taken with that portion of Comptroller

Roberts's report which stated that entrance
moncjs were not taxed In 1805 because the
racing associations contended that tho use of
the words "gross earnings" excluded entrance
moneys. The report adds:

" It Is n misapprehension of fact to allcgo that
In 1895 the racing associations conducting meet-
ings under tho licenso of this commission
did directly or Indirectly suggest that tho
entrance moneys to races wero not subject
to tho State tax of 5 per cent. Tho commis-
sion would havo tolerated no such pica had
It been mado, but it was never suggest-
ed. Tbcro was no claim made by tho
State Comptroller In 18U5or in any other pre-
vious year that tho entranco moneys to races on
tho running turf wero taxable. Tho commission
Is advised that the racing associations sought
to ovadc no obligation of either a legal or moral
nature."

Of tho nctual racing last year the report says:
" There were 110 days, during which $HtMJ,51tl

was distributed among tbo winners. Of this
sum by tar tbo larger part remained in tho
Stato and was consumed In wages and
in tho maintenance of establishments. The rac-
ing associations which last season conducted
running races and steeplechase meetings under
tho licenso of tbo commission were, therefore,
tho Westchester Racing Association, which ran
for twenty days and distributed as prizes $144.-7S-

tho Coney Island Jockey Club, twenty-fiv-e
days, and distributed $273,251; tho Brook-

lyn Jockey Club, thirty days, and dis-
tributed SH:14.415; the Brighton Beach Racing
Association, twenty-on- o days, and distributed

"This is a compliment to too law. which the
commission Is more than pleased to bring to the
attention of the Legislature."
