Two men, In attempting to rross Ninth ave-
nue just beyond the Fiftythird strest curve,
were striuck by a Hroadway cable cag yesterday
afternoon. One was knocked olear off tho track
and lay stunned scross (he other track nntil as
sintance cameo, The other was Araggod for seh -
eral yarda and was extricatod from under the
car, when it had stopped, with great difffeulty.
Hoth men were taken to Roosevelt Hosplial,
The first man, who Is James Hughes, H6 years
old, n saw filer living wt 454 Bergen street,
Hrookiyn, will probably recover. The other man
died an hour after his arrival at the hospital.
Up ton late hour lant night the suthorities had
not been able to find ont who he i,

The witiesses of the accident say that the
two man nppeared 1o be together. They started
pcross Ninth avenue 1o the westward al the
polnt where the car-track curve strajghtens out,
some ten yards beyond the corner of Fiftythird,
The roar of an elovated rosd train passing over
hioad may have prevented them frow hearing
the gone of the car, which was up bound, s it
came swinging aronnd the curveon the track
noarest tho sldewalk which they hnd just left,
A guard and an Inspector of the Metropolitan
Traction Compatiy are on duty at the eurve, and
both saw the dunger of the two men. They ran
toward them shouting, and the gripman of the
car added his ories to theirn. 'Tho men apparent-
Iy hioard nothing and walked on to the track.

There In no wtopping n car on the curve, the
moumentum being too great. Just as the oar
wits Upon thein one of the men saw it, eaught nt
his companion’s arm, and then Jumped forward,
As hie jumped bo was struck and went fying
clear of the trnck, The other man was borne
down, caught, and dragged for thirty feet before
the gripman could bring the oar to s standstill.
Two men numoed Hickey and Ilteynolds, who had

bewen standing on the corner, ran out, picked up
Hughes, nnd enrried him uto Jones's drug stors
onh |’qu vorner.

cenine Hughes recoversd sufolently to tell his
name and nddress, but he did not seom v know
what had happennd to him, nor to remember
whether a companion was with hilm at the tue
of the aceldent, At 4:30 o'clock, nhboul an bour
after his adinisslon to the hospital, the other
man died.  James B McCunley, the grivman of
the ciar, was arrested by Pollceisan Holand of

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ANTI-TRUST BILLS PASSED.

THEY GO0 THROUGH THE ASSENBLY
BY A DECINIVE VOTE.

The Civil Bervice Bl Alse Pased by a Vots of
110 to 90, amd All Now e ta the Gove
ernor—Moth Homses Pass a Bill (o Ald Greats
er New York's Fimancinl Administration.

Armaxy, April 28.—<The anti-trust hills, as
nmended by the Senate, and Gov, Black's Civil
Borvice bill wore passed by the Assembly
to-day. and all thres pow go the Governor,
The trust bills were takon up first nnd
thn Benato ameodments were aliacked on
boehalf of the minority by Messre. Palmor, Gireen,
Tralnor, and Finp, They nassorted that the
changes made in the bills by the Senate wore
ndoptad at the instance of the attorneys of the
trusie. These amendments wors urged with a
view of farming & loophole for the frusts, and
would ronder the fow good provisions of the
bills practically inoperative.

The majority membors, led hy Ttepublican
Leader Nizron and Messra. I. E. lrown and
Bedell, Inuisted that the Sennte amondments
affected enly tho provedurs to be had agalnst
the trusts. Tho bills were the must stringent
that had ever beon placed upon any statute
bonkn,

Mr. Robbins (Rep., Allegans), said the amend-
ments made the bills [nefMective. e thought
the events of thn winter regarding antl-trust
legislation had borne oul the statement that the
wajority was not stucero n (s trentmoent of the
question. He would refuse to support amend-
ments injected by the enewies of trust leglsla:
tion.

Mr. Nixzon, inclosing the debate, said that the
Ansembly thia year, ia Just year, had passed the
wuti-trust bills as originally introduced, It re
mained now for the House to seeept the Rennte
amendments, or all trust Jegislation this year
waould fail,

The antlmonopoly bill was paksed by a vote
of B8 to 33, and the other bill by 4 vote of 100 to
20, The anti-monopoly hill declares illegal and
vold any sgrecment wherehy monopoly In the
lunnufuacture, production, or sale of any urticle
of common usa §s or may Le crested, o
whereby competitlon I8 or may be re
strainod or prevented, or wherehy, for the
purpose of establishing a monoply, the free pur-
suil In this Heate of any lawful business, trade,
or occupatiun Is or may be restricted or pres
vented. Every permons making or sttempting
to make such an agreement fs gullty of a mis
demeanor, putilslialle by imprisottient not ex-

ceoding one year or tne not  exceeding
85,000, or both, This applics 1o any
ofMleer or agent of a corporation, and the
corporation iwell is lukle to the flne, Action

may be brought by the Attorncs General ngainst
any such person or such corporation, forelgn or
domestic. For the purpose of determining
whetber such an action should be brought, the
Attoruey-General may procure frum a Supreme
Court Juwtice an order directing witnesses
o apponr befare a  Justiee or a o ref-
erce  and answer relevant and  material
yusstions. The examination is to twe held in Al
bany or in the Judicial district in which the
witness resides. The production of beoks und
meen miny be n-flure-l. Testlmony  glven

y a withera shall not be given in evi-
dence agains: hlm o any criminal  action,
und no  person shiadl e excdsed  from
nluwcrhnf WOy questions on the ground that it
wny tend to convict him of a vielation of the
wct, The referee may punish for contempt in
the same moanner aud 1o the saiue extent asa
