ROUTE OF THE FARADR.

An Wiaborate Rervien Arrmnged, with Tele-
phone Biations and Tomporary Hoapitale—
Timo Sohodule of the PFarndes Based
Upon Recont Calenintions—The River Show.

An oatimate of the rate at which the Grant
Monument Inaugural parade may be expected
to move has boen made, Starting from Twanty-
third strect and Madison avenuoat 10:30 o'olock,
the head of the parade will, barring accldents,
advance ns follown:

Forty-second street, 10:45 A, M. Pifty Nfth streot,
11:05 AL M, Fiftyninth stroet and the Boulevand,
L1:15 A, M. Bevenly second street and the Bounlevard,
11:00 A, M.; Seventy-peoond street and Iivaraide
Drive, 11:40 A, M. Elghty-Afth street and Riverslds

Admiral Bunce has comploted the arrange-

morrow In the oastern column, in the order
of the rank of their commanders, The squadron
weill full dress ship at sunrise on Tuesday. The
landing brigade Is to be ready promptly at 8
o'¢clock. By n special cireular from the Navy
Department, slened Theodore Roosovell, Acting
Bocretary, special full<dress uniform will bo

worn by wll oficers of the navy participating in
the cercinonles excopt these landing with the

Admiral Bunce has ordored a dotiil of four
veasols, Including the torpedo boat Porter and
the steamers Lamont and Scout, to police the
river, A navy gunrd flag with n red cross will
distinguish the vessols, which will work In con-
nection with the Dock Doand and the city polles
In keeping the river open for the parade. Tho
Porter and a police  boat will precode the
Dolphin, the reat af the pollce drluilfollnwlmf.

GREENIWICH'S WATER SUPPLY.

A Leagihalative Committen to Decide Halween
the Ol and A New Company.

GreExwICH, Conn,, April 24.— The Legislative
Committes on Incorporations came down to
Greenwich yesterday to look around the town,
80 aa to give n more intelligent hearing to the
contest which the promoters of a new water
company for Greenwich and the Greenwlch
Water Company nre making bafore the commit-
teo. The old company was orgnnized by Willinm
Hockefeller, E. C. Benedict, A. Foster Higgins,
and nsome other wealthy New Yorkers who lived
here eighteen years ago, their main object boing
to provide pure water for uso in thelr houses.
Beveral hundrad thousand dollars were spent,
and a fine system of water works established.
The company lald its pipes to near-by towns,
Within the past few yearsthe company has been
maoking some money and paying dividends on
ita slock.

A few montha ago, however, n company was
orgameed in Greenwich called the London Man-
ufacturing Company. Among the stockbolders
wore Nathapiel Witherell, J. 1. Tingue, and
('ol. Henry Hues, and when the Legislaturo
mot this company nsked for a chartor for a
witer company, saying that tln-)i' would use the

GEN. GRANT'S GREATNESS.

HIS OFRARAOTER ANALYEED BY GEN,
SCHOFIELD,

Fts Rxtremes Stmplicity Was 1is Most Rxtranordi.
nary Quality—His Opinjon of Himsell and
Mis Confidence In HMis Owa Judgmont—
s Tove of A Typlonl erican

Lient.-Gen, John M. Schofleld, U, B, A, re-
tired, has nccoptod the invitation of the Mayor
on behalf of the clly of New York, to be oneof
the city's guesta at the coremonles of the dedl-
oation of the Grant monvment. The Gencral
hns beon spending the winter In St. Angustine,

Fla,, and {8 expected to arrive in the cily thia

afternoon, He will remnin for o fow
days with the other guests of the city
nl  the Fifth Avenuoe Hotel, In  accepting

the city's Invitatlon the Qeneral has writ-
ten an interesting letter concorning Gen, Grant.
Gen, Schofleld was not under Grant’s immediato
comimand In the fleld, but was most Intimately
amsoclated with him both durlng and after the
war., At one time, durlng the oloslng months of
Johnuon's Administration, he was Hecretary of
War, and, therefore, for the timoe belng, was
Grant's ofMcial suporlor, Thelr relations wero
alwayn of the most jutimate and confidontinl
nature, and Gen, Schofleld’s views of Grant
should be most interesting at the present time,
In his letter the General saye, In part:

“Gen. Shorman wrote that he conld not under-
stand Grant, and doubtod if Grant understood
himself, A vory distingulshed statesmian, whose
name I need not mention, sald to me that, in
hin opinion, thero was nothing special In Grant
to understand, Others have varled widely In
thelr estimates of that extraordinary charmcter,
Yet I bellovo ite most extraordinary quality was
Ite extreme simplicity, so extrema that many
hiavo entlrely overlooked It in thelr search for
some decply hidden secrot to necount for so
great o character, unmindful of tho general fact
that simmplicity Is one of the most prominent
attributes of greatness,

" The groctest of nll the tralts of Grant's char-
ncter was that which lay nlways on the surfuce,
vinihle to nll who had eyes to seo it. That was
his morsl ang Intollectusl honesty, Integrity,
sincerity, veracity, and justice, He was incapa-
ble of any attempt to decoive anybody, except
for o legitimate purpose, as inmilitary strategy:
and above all, ho was Incapahle of decelving
himaelf, He possessed that rarest of ol human
faculties, tho power of & perfectly aceurate
estimunte of  himself, uninfluenced by van-
ity, wpride. ambition, flattery, or self-ine
terest. Grant was very far from belog
o modest man, ns that word Is generally undor-
stood,  His just self-esteem wos us far abave i
as It was nbovo Nattery. The highest encomiuma
were necepted for what ho belleved them to be
worth. They did not disturh hig equllibrium in
the slightest degree,  Conflding, just, and gens
eronE to every bindy else, he treated with silent
contempt any -nnigivntinn thint he had besn uns
faithful 1o any obligation. ¥e was ton proud to
Ex‘nln_lu whero his Honor wias guest jonod,

“While Grant knew his own werits as woll an
anybody did, e also knew hisown imperfections
and estimated them ot their real value,  For ex-
nmple, his inphility 1o spenk In publie, which
produced the lm slun of extreme modesty or
dimMdence, he aocopted simply ns o fuet i his
natiure which wia of little or no consequence
nwnd which be did not even enre to conceal, Ho
would not for miand Sears oven take the trouble
to ot down a fow words o ndvance ko as Lo be
able to say sowcthing when called upon, In-
deed T bolieve he would inve regarded it as un
unworthy attempt toappear in o false lght ir
Lo hand nad ions In ndvines l’l‘-r an
extemporan h. Even when hie did in
Inter yoars write sonie notes on the bick of o
dluner cand ho would tuke care to let everyhody
see that he had done =0 by holding the card in
pladn view while he rend Iis Httle spevch, After
telling n story in which the facts hnd been
modided somcewhat to give the greatereffoct,
whith no one conld enjoy more than he did,
Grant woulll take care to expluin exaictly in
whiat respects he had altered the faets for tho
{mrp-m- of incrensing thu intereat in his story, so

hat he mieht not leave any wrong inl]]nrv.\-iun,

“When Girant's attention was ealled to anv

mistnke be bnd comunitted he would seo and
ndmit 1t as quickly amd unreservedly as if iy
hnd been miade by anybody else, and with o
smible which expressol the exact opposite of
that feeling which most men are apt to show
under Hke cireumstances, His love of jruth
and justion were so far above all personnl con-
siderations that he showed unmistakable evi-
denece of geatiticatton when any error lnto whilvh
Lie might have fallen wan corrected.  The fact
that ho hnd wede o oistake and that 1t was
plainly pointed out 1o hin did noee produce
the shightest unplensant impression, while (ho
further  faet  that oo losrme ol resulted
frimm his mistake gnve him real pleasure.
