TUS AWAKENING OF CHINA.

Radish lehoola, a Trade Dollar, an A t. Creat
River Opened I Commerce.

SitiKanii. March 25.-Ne- arly every day
brings somo new Item showing the genuine
awakening of China and tho profound Influence
on tho people of I ho lessons of tho war with
Japan, If any one five years ago had predtotcd
that In 8hanghal, .Canton, and Hong Kong
schools for instruction in tho English languago
would bo opened and patronised liberally he
would hare been regarded as visionary. Yet In
Canton, within the last two months, moro than
twenty schools for teaching English hnvo been
established. A few of these aro under tho con-
trol of native Christian missionaries, hut the
greater part havo been started by Cbinoso who
are quick to soo the general feeling among rich
nnd Influential literati officials and merchants
Ihot their sons must ncqulro English If they are
tqmnko any showing In the publto service.

Tho nttltudo ot the common peoplo toward for-
eigners In the large treaty ports liasnlso changed
materially during tho last few months. There
Is a marked absence of the insulting terms which
used to be muttered on all sides when a foreigner
i cntured Into tho native quarter, and no open
insults or attacks have been reported for come
time. This Isduolargoly to tho warnings from
mandarin that rights of foreigners must bo
rcspoctud and to tho switt and heavy punish-
ment of all offenders against this odlct.

Another remarkable proof ot the growing
of foreign customs on the Chinese Is tho

English Inscription on tho new Chinese dollar
coined nt the Pol- - ang mint. It has been designed
for general circulation throughout the empire
and not merely for the treaty ports. It Is well
minted, and on one sldo In English Is tho In-
scription, "Twenty-secon- year of Kwang-sh-
Pot-yan- g Arsenal.'- - Within is a picture of theImperial dragon and tho pearl, and surrounding
tho wholo is a Chlneso vorslon of the English
wnrdn. On the other side are Chinese ond
Manchu characters. To popularise this coin
among tho peoplo of thn Interior, the Uovcrn-- .
ment has decided to pay salaries and expenses
of ull officials w 1th it. Instead of tho old tools, as
soon as local mints can be established. In n
short time this will supplant the old method of
reckoning by taels.

Tho formal announcement of tho opening of
tho West Itlver was made last week. Tho date
sot is for June 4. This Is one ot the Important
trade water routes ot south China, and the decree
opens It for the commerce of the world as far as
Wuchow, in Kwang-sl- , which Is the head of nav-
igation for all deep-draug- vessels. Three
treaty ports are designated and four places ot
call for goods and passengers. Tho opening
of the river will add much to tho trado
of both Hong Kong and Canton, as the
Portuguese port of Macao Is virtually out

I of competition owing to the heavy duties
I Imposed on all tonnage. There Is a strong feel-

ing reported in Kwang-s- l and Kwang-tun- g for
, the encouragement of foreign trade. Both theso

provinces used to be bitterly hostile to the for--

and every attempt to open tho Interior to
trado waa resented, but now there Is a complete
revulsion ot feeling, and several cities n llttlo
oft tho regular trade routes are clamoring

land for buildings. Trade in foreign goods is
very lively, the people seeming to haven great
partiality for muslins, as they bought up the
whole stock ot this goods brought Into the city.

The Drlrcatrs ald They Bad a Permit from
the Maier to tie the noon, but This
Wouldn't Uo with Jodie achats, M ho Bad
nreolveH to Protect tbe Dignity orUU Boom.

Leading Democrats of Mount Vernon aro
greatly exercised ovor the failure of the City
Convention to most In tho city court room on
Friday night, pursuant to the call of Mayor
Edwin W. Flake, Chairman of the City Demo-
cratic Committee. Tbe twenty delegates as-

sembled in tho court room, according to direc-
tions given them, but before the temporary
Chairman, W. J, Marshall, called them to order
City Judgo Adam E. Scbatx appeared and In
formed the delegates that he had given explicit
orders that tho court room should not bo used
for a public mooting of any kind without his
consent. Judge Scbatzthen opened court and
thus kentnossesslon of the room for two hours,
Tho convention was compelled to retire to other
rooms without the formality ot an adjournment.

A year ago this spring Judge Schnta was
electod to tho office of City Judge for a term of
four years. Since that time his relations with
soma ot tho loading Democrats have been far
from harmonious, and tho Daily Argut, tho
Democratic organ of Westchester countr, has
been sharp in Its criticisms. Tho uso ot tho
court room for publto meetings has been
a constant sourco of dlsputo since Judge
Schats assumed his office. Mount Vernon
Is without a sultablo placo for publlo meet-
ings, and it has been customary to hold con-
tentions, political meetings, Coroners' inquests,
and tho llko In olther the City Court room or the
City Council chamber. Accordingly, when
Mayor Flske, as Chairman of tho City Demo-
cratic Committee, Issued tho usual rail for the
Democratic primaries to bo held last Wednesday
night and the convention to be held on Friday I

night, he announeod that tho latter would con-
vene In the City Court room.

Several days after issuing the call Mayor
Flske wrote a letter to Judge Schatz advising
him of his action, and asking htm If ho objected
to having the court room used for tho purpose
of holding the convention. Two days later he
received a note from the clerk of tbe court,
Hiram J. Collins, in which be said that theJudge was of the opinion that tho dignity of tho
court would bo lowered If a political meeting
of any party or for any purpose took place in the
same room in which tho court transacted busi-
ness, and that be could not consent to such a
proceeding.

Tho members of tho committee were angered,
and they advised Mayor Flske to consult Cor-
poration Counsel David Swlts. The City Court
room, the Post Office, nnd tho city offices aro
in tho same building, which is owned by ono of
ML Vernon's wealthy families. The Corpora-
tion Counsel held that the Judge was a tenant
of premises leased by the city only when court
waa in session, and that when court was ad-
journed Mayor Flske became custodian and
could dictato the uses ot all the rooms and
offices.

Friday morning Mayor Flske called upon
Clerk Collins and Informed him of the Corpora-
tion Counsel's decision, adding that he would
relieve Judge Schatz of the responsibility of
having the convention meet in the court
loom. Clerk Collins eald he would Inform tbe
Court, and promised to be on hand at 7 o'clock
in the evening to open the room and make other
necessary preparations. Wben told of the de-
cision ot the Corporation Counsel Judge Schatz
expressed great indignation t

I simply will not navo the Judicial dignity of
this court besmirched by having a political
meeting held In the court room."

As a result the following order was posted on
the walls of thecourt room:

"It is hereby ordered that the conrt room of
the city ot Mount Vernon shall not be used for
any public meeting ot any kind whatever with
out the consent of the City Judge.

" Dated Mount Vernon, April 23. 181)7.
"Adam e. Sen itz," City Judge, Mount Vernon."

Mayor Flsko was Informed of tho action of
the court and asked Clerk Collins If ho still In-
tended to open the court room. Mr. Collins ex-
pressed bis regret, but said that he would be
compelled to follow his orders. A consultation of ,

the committee was held, and the Mayor decided
to procure a key from the Janitor ond open the
court room at 7:30 o'clock In tho evening. Tho
Mayor had made arrangements to attend tho
circus Ii. this city on Friday night. Ho gave
Mr. John J. Carmody, one of the leading Demo- - i

era's, written permission to occupy tho court
room nnd hold tho convention.

The delegates were prompt In appearing, and I

the temporary Chairman had assumed his t

seat when Judge Schatz appeared. Ho was
nearlv out of breath and was perspiring freely.
The Judge Is a short, rotund, vigorous little
man. He has been described by the editor of tha
Argus as having been one of Palmer Cox's
Brownie band. i

" Are you aware, gentlemen," said the Judge,
"that I nave given orders that no meetings can
be held hero without my permission!"

" Who are you I" yelled one of the delegates.
"I'll show you in a minute," replied the Judge,

becoming very red in tbe (oca.
"I have a letter from the Mayor giving us per-

mission to meet here." Bald Mr. Carmody.
" The Mayor hasn't any right to give such per-

mission," exclaimed the Judge.
" Ob.jyou ain't so big," said Assistant Tax Re-

ceiver Watts.
With that remark Judge Schatz sent a boy for

a couple ot policemen and then edged his way
through the crowd of delegates, took off his hat
and sat down In tbe chair on tbe bench.

"The court is now In session," said the Judge,
"and you gentlemen must take your hats off
and keep still, or I'll remand you for contempt," But, Judge" began a delegate.

"Hats off snd silence before I listen to a
word," Interrupted the Judge.

"We came here," said Police Commissioner
Van Tassel, "to hold a convention, nnd If tho
court Insists on being In session when there is
nothing to try, I object."

" Your objection cannot be listened to," said
tho Judge, ''and it is only tbe affair of tbe court
as to whether there Is business before it. I must
Insist on having all hats come off and absolute
silence."

'the Court then wheeled In his chair and al-
lowed the delegates to take a prolonged view ot
the back of his head and shoulders. The silenco
became oppressive, and one or two of the dele-
gates were about to Icavo when threo policemen
marched Into tho room.

"Did you send for us, sir I" said Officer Marz.
" Court Is In session," replied tho Judgo, turn-

ing to face tbe officer.
'Hut there Is no business before the court,"

expostulated the policeman.
" When a man Is arrested he has a right to an

Immediate trial, and tho court can convene in
special session at any time, according to the
Criminal Code of the State. While there may

Officeholder Hay lo to the Republican Con
venllon The Tlser'a Large appetite.

Edward Lauterbach, tho leader of the Repub-
lican organization In this city, and County Clerk
Jacob Worth, who directs the party organization
forces in Kings county, havo held several confer-
ences rocently regarding tho conduct of the Re-
publican campaign In the Creator Now York.
The first thing to bo dono Is to dotorinlne the
representation which tho organizations in tho
several counties, towns, and cities consolidated
shall have in the convention to nominate munic-
ipal officers.

Tho New York County Committee has already
authorized the appointment of a committee ot
nlno mombers on conference. One thing which
has been determined as a. result of the confer
ences already hold by tho leaders is that place-holdin- g

shall not disqualify a Republican from
participation in tha municipal convention and
campaign work. Tho New York County Com-
mittee's constitution prohibits such participa-
tion In conventions within tho county, but that
cannot control In tbo Greater New York City
Convention. Brooklyn and all the other soetlons
will send their best politicians to the conven-
tion, whether they are placeholders or not, and
New York county, it Is said, will do likewise.

It was said yesterday that it Is posslblo thit,
before any conventions are held next fall, the
constitution of tho Countv Committee will !o
amended so that placeholders may attend any
ciinvontlon as delegates. Another amendment
which has been considered would do away with
the election dlstilit system and restore tho As-
sembly district system. Certainly something
will havo to bo done. In view of tho decrease In
the number of rloctlon districts by 500. With
only 000 election districts, under the present
constitution there will be about 2,000 parts of
election districts where party organizations will
havo to be maintained, owing to tbe ehango of
boundary Hues by tho Police Board. The fuss,
bother, nnd expense which would result has
prookod tho suggestion to abandon the present
system.

Ah to the other side, Tammany Hall Is Insist-
ing that It should bo pormlttod to namo not only
tho Democratic candidate for Mayor, but the
omdldato for Comptroller ot tho Greater New
York. There Is but ono other candidate to be
voted for on the general Municipal ticket. Presi-
dent of the Council, nnd the Democrats of
Biuuklyu do not think tho division a fair ono.

JBltSEY ItEPUnLlOAXS WORSTED.

Conrt or Errors and Appeals Befusca to Con
slder tbe selection Question,

TnnNTOs. N, J., April 21. The Court of Errors
nnd Appeals this morning refused to consider in
special sossion tho constitutionality of tho Jer-
sey City and Newark Election law, which tho
Republicans of Jcrsoy City tried to bring up by
means ot a friendly suit by tho Journal Pub-
lishing Company against the city to recover fees
for printing In connection with the recent elec-
tion.

Heasleo In fleveral Institution ftcarlatlna In
tba H. C. Orphan Aajlum.

Several institutions for children in this city
were quarantined last week by the Board of
Health because of the breaking out of contagious
diseases among the lnmatoa. In every Instanco
excepting one tbe disease was measles. Presi-
dent Wilson of the Health Board said last night
that the matter was not at all serious.

"There were not mure than five or six cases of
measles altogether," he said. "As soon as thoy
were reported to us every precaution was taken
to prevent the disease spreading. Tbo afflicted
children were removed to the Reception Hos-
pital, and those among the inmates who had
been particularly exposed to contagion were
isolated. In. addition to this tho Institutions
were quarantined. This means that none of tbe
Inmates will be allowed to leave tbo Institutions,
nor may any be received in ihcin until tho pe-
riod of incubation has expired."

Tho exception referred to wns the Roman
Catholic Orphan Asylum at Fifth aenuo and
Fifty-secon- street, where they hnd a case of
scarlet fever nnd where there Is nov scarlatina, i

Dr. McOreery, tho sanitary physician of tho
asylum, said last night that tno mnle ward of
that Institution hod been In quarantine for
about two months, but that the trouble had not
been serious ut any time.

" Wo have four or 11 vo cases of scarlatina
under treatment now," ho added, " and theso
are all convalescent. Wo expect to be rid of the
diseaso entirely In a few days."

DR.GUNSAULUSNOTCALLED

YET HE NAY RE THE RROAVWAT
TAllEItXACLE'S XEXT VABTOR.

Preaches There ToIay lias Xo Present Idea
of Leaving Chicago, Where Ills Ten Tears
In I'lymouth Church Mill tie l'r on Mny 1

If lie Comes, It Will lie to Do Similar Work.
The Rev. Dr. Frank W. Qunsaulus of Chicago,

who preaches at tha Broadway Tabernacle this
morning and this evening, may be tho next
pastor ot the church, although ho has not yet
been called to that post. Despatches sent out
from Chicago and published hero yesterday
morning, stated tho belief in that city that Dr.
Qunsaulus had como on hero to tnko charge ot
the Tabernacle, nnd said that ho hnd resigned
tho pastorate of Plymouth Church thore, which
ho has hold for ton yoars. But this was errone-
ous, although tho clergyman has given his Chi-
cago congregation tho opportunity to make a
ehango of pastors, should they desire to do so,
nt tho expiration ot his ten-ye- Incumboncy on.
May 1. Up to date, however, thoy havo shown
no disposition to do bo, but havo, on tho other
hand, through their officers, told their pastor
that they would not listen to such a proposition.

Nevertheless, Dr. Qunsaulus is horo to preach,
and the Tabernaclo Is without a pastor. If Dr.
Qunsaulus docs succeed to the pulpit of Dr.
Taylor, it will signify an Impending clikniro of a
radical nature in tho position and the? work of
the Tabernacle In tho community. Antenltirgo-men- t

and popularization of its work will be Im-
plied, for under no other circumstances could
Dr. Uunsaulus bo Induced to come hero nnd
leave the work which he nnd his supporters
carry on In Chicago. Dr. Qunsaulus has com-
mitted hlmsolt to the sociological regeneration
of tbe population, which ho believes Is to be ac-
complished only through work and education,
nnd ho would leave Chicago only for a wider
field for this sort of effort.

"I have not boon called to the pastorate of tho
Broadway Tabernacle," Dr.Ounsaulus rild yes-
terday to a reporter of ThrSdm', "and so fnrns
I know I am not even to be asked to tnko it; and
I havo no nresent ldoa of leavlngChicago, where
I am well situated, busy, and hnpny, I have
been Invited to preach at thn Tabernacle to-
morrow, but In precisely the saino way, as I sup-
pose, that every clergyman who has aollvoreda
sermon there since tno church lifts been without
a pastor has been invitod to preach, I am not
doing it with a vlow to a call. This is no

flirtation and I am not sampling tho
Uuipe1.

"I did tell my congregation that I thoughta
church should have a chance to get rid of a. pas-
tor after ten years, and my ten years are up next
month. I do not see, howovor, how I could
loavo Chicago now, anyway. I have other work
in hand there. My tlmo with the Armour Insti-
tute is not up until December. IDr. Uunsaulus
la President of tho Institute. That work I con-
sider most Important. The institute is after tbo
order of tho Stevens Institute, with features of
tho Pat kor Instituto and Cooper Institute.
People have got to see tbat tha sociological
conditions are to be bettered only by education
and work. (J ray matter in tho brain is all right,
but tho best education you can glvo a young
man and a young woman Is to put gray matter
in their finger tips. The church's instruction
must be supplemented by practical education;
they must be taught how to work with tholr
hands. A young man or woman with a good
head and good heart is still helpless unless he nr
she can work with their hands. Thoy do not
fully understand their own personalities until
then, and even tholr Ideas are not fully devel-
oped to their own comprehension until tliev arc
alle to work them out with their hands. That
Is what wo teach them to do. Flvo hundred
hoys and girls are making their living now In
Chicago who received their instruction in the
mechanical arts and common callings at tho
Armour Institute." This work is carried on in connection with
Plymouth'Churcb. of which Mr. P. II. Armour,
who established tho Institute, is a member. I
laid the foundations for it and Mr. Armour gave

3,000.000 to establish IL Our Income Iastyear
was tHHS.OOO. We spend it all. We have mado
the institution so good that the wealthiest can-
not afford to skip it, and yet it is open to tho
poorest. Wo have nothing freo at the Institute,
but among a congregation so lnrge as ours there
Is always a great deal of work to be done.
Whatever tho Job is I know of it, and It Is
given to a deserving student, who is thus en-
abled to pay for his education. The instituto
bus been running for five years. It started with
600 students and now we have l.UOO. Mr.
Armour said to m. the other day: 1 hod rather
rav business failed than to havo the institute
fall.'

"Students go directly from our Instituto to
the Massachusetts Institute of Technology.
Neither this work nor that of the Doremus Mia-hlo- n

an Institution similar toSt. Bartholomew's
Bethany Mission hero could .bo made success-
ful except in conjunction with a large church.
I'lymouth Church has a membership of 1,000.
Wo reicli about 3,000 Sunday school scholars.
We raised for this work at our collection last
Sunday more than $3,700. Without a large con-
gregation we could not supply tho 102 Sunday
school teachers who ore needed to carry on our
work.

"The only thing which would make me thik
for a moment uf leaving Chicago for New Yok
would bo tho possibility of establishing such u
work here. The only way 1 h.io looked into tho
auenlluu horo Is as ono who, believing a great
work Is to be dono, looks over what nppcnrs to
be a great field where that work is needed.
Chicago Is almost a Bibol of nationalities, and
thero Is plenty of work to be dono there. It has
been started. New York Is a great candle-
stick, and there is room for a treat caudlo
to bo set here to light it up. It
seems to mo tbo possibilities open to tho
Broadway Tubernnclo nrc glorious. It owns lis
building, which tens of thousands of young men
and young women walk past eery night. 1

it would be possible to get some of them in
there. Other thousands doubtless board In
the neighborhood who do not know where
to go on Sunday eicnlngs. or week day
evenings for thnt matter. I bellove they could
be Interested. Tho tlmo has gono by for a church
to sit idly and listen to preaching for Its own
sake, or move away from thn very people to
whom It ought to minister. It must bo made a
comfortable, inviting, nnd useful home. This is
no time for ecclesiastical millinery or attitudi-
nizing.

"As to carry on the work of which I havo
spoken, In connection with a church, a largo
church Is necessary, so evtenslvo work of that
kind tends to cnlargo the church. After several
years of Interested work In the institutions,
thore comes into tho church nn earnest
body of young people who feel them-
selves Identified with it. Such I havo nt
PI mouth Church. If such a field opened
o ine hern and I wore naked to go into

tho work, I should consider tho matter as a
more oucatlon of duty. If I were invited to
como horo merely to have a church go on In tho
ordinary way, or move away from tho peoplo It
ought to reach a terrible thing I could not
think of it. The Broadway Tubernaclo
thought of moving. I have heard, howeier,
thnt n decision has been reached not to
move, and that an offer of $3,00,000 has
been refused by tho church for its property. I
dn not know the people of that church, but I be-
lieve that thoy nro a noble ond heroic peoplo if
this Is true, and that they hnvo tho opportunity
to accomplish a great work in that thronged
partof tbe city, if thoy havo tho will to under-
take It."
