SUDDEN ENDING OF THE ILLNESS
OF THR SUGAR REFINER.

Maptised Into the Woeman Cathelle Chureh a
Fow Mours Hofore Mia Death—Mis Wifs and
Soven of Mie Nine Ohildron at Slis Bodsldo—
Typhold Fover Pollawed an Attack of sirip.

Thoeodore A. Havemeyer, Vico-Prealdent of the
Amerlean Bugnr Reflning Company, died at 3
o'clock yoaterday morning from a sudden attack
of typhold fever, following a two weesks' alege of
grip and genorally shatterod hoalth. Hin death
was tolally unexpectad by the outside world,
althotgh his Intimate frisnds, assooiatos In busl-
ness, and the membors of his family had known
for & week that his liness was dangorous,

Mr. Havemoyor's hoalth had been bad for a
long time, but he stuck to his work assiduonaly.
He finally went Bouth, but the trip did him Hitle
or no good, 'I'wo weoks ngo, after bis return, he
had & doclded turn for the worse, Last week ho
ralliod, and was able to go about bis room, Then
ocame an atiack of grip which prostrated him
completoly. Not until 6 o'clock Hunday night,
however, did his phyaicians, Dr. Oloveland and
Dr. Delafield, bolleve that the pationt was be-
yond hope. At that time there appeared symp-
toms of typhold favaer, What might have been
an sasy battlo for a strong man was sure to be
perilous for n man in Mr. Havomoyoer's wonk-
ened condition,

The family were informed at # o'clock fn the
ovening that tho end wasnonr, Mr. Havemeyor
himsalf had realized on Sunday *hat he had not
many hourns to live., During Lis 1ife he had not
attached himself to mny church, although his

liberality 1o charitiea was well known. His
father, Froederick C. Hiavemeyor, was a Luthernn,
His wife has always been a most asvout Catholle,
and their children have been reared in that
faith. Mr, Havemoyer, when he knew that he
was about to dle, expressod a wish to join the
Catholle Church. One of his old friends, and a
man whose work in the Church he has aided with
many thousands of dollars, is the Rev, Father
Bylvester Malone of Brooklyn. Father Malone
had along talk with Mr. Haivemeyer on Sunday
afternoon, in the course of which the dying mil-
lonalre ropeatod his wish to enter the Catholle
Church. For some roason not known he was not
baptized during the day by Father Malone. The
