It hns been estimated thnt the construction of
the sewerage system would cost ylO.000,000.
No definite estimate of tho cost could be given,
as no plans or bpccillcatious for tho work had
been made. Sixty per cent, of tho cost of con-
struction was to bo paid by Now York city and
the balanco by Westchester county. The sewer
was to run from the northern line of Whito
Plains to Long Island Sound, n distance of
twenty-tlv- o uillci.

State Hoird of Claims Into a Court of Claims
to dlcnlfr Its bench and permit Its memliers
tn he tailed Judges. It paseed both houses
wltbout question, and neither Gov. Black nor
his legal adviser, statutory Revision Com-
missioner Lincoln, discovered lis unconstitu-
tional feature.

Section If of Article VI. of the Constitution
provides that "only Inferior local courts of
civil and criminal lurirdlctlon may be estab-
lished by the Legislature." Also, "the Legis-
lature shall not hereafter confer upon any in-
ferior or local court of Its creation any equity
Jurisdiction" or Tany creafr Jurisdiction in
other respects than Is conferred upon county
CCI!."

VETOED ISY 31A YOIt STltOXO.

Senator Ahearn's IIIII Ifxnrdlng the Cnre or
Dependent Children.

ALnJtxv, April 30. Word has been received
that Mayor Strong has vetoed Senator Ahearn'a
bill regarding the care of dependent children of
New York city by public nnd prltnto Institu-
tions. The bill authorized the rlty to pay to tho
mother of n dependent child now cared for In
such an Institution tho per cnplti iilloHumc
granted tho Institution from the city treasury
for the care of eurh child.

Thli transfer of Bueh per capita allowance to
tho mother was lo be authorized only on tho
tertlllcatc of the Uerry Society that the mother
win ,i responsible person and tould properly
bring up the child. This wis a novel departure
In tliantabla work In New York city, and tho
bill was opposed by the Gerry Society and other
charitable, organizations.

JAPAN'S HAWAEAN POLICY

this aorMiarMEXT not tutALAI13TED OVER HER ATTITUDE.

Two Warship Will He Kept at llonotnla,
and, tr Kecroaary. a Squadron Wilt lie
Sent There to Protect American Interet
The Administration Vavora Annexation.

Washington, April 30. Tho news from Yoko-
hama nnd Honolulu about Japan's attttudo with
regard to Hawaii has not causod any alarm to
this Government, although It is admitted that
matters may bccouio serious through tho stato
of feeling in Jntan. Nothing was Bald on tho
subject nt tho Cabinet meeting and care-
ful Inquiry Indicated that no nctlon has been
tnken by cither tho Secretary of Stato or
tho Secretary of tho Navy looking to tho
bettor protection of American Intercuts in
tho islands. II Is understood by tho Ad-
ministration that tho Hawaiian Government
would like tho Unltod States to send moro
wur vessels to Honolulu, nnd thoro has been
Bomo talk favornblo to this among naval oillccrs,
but Secretary Long hns not given consideration
to tho Bubjcct. Whother or not this under-
standing Is llic result of an official intimation
from Hawaii li i not boon ascertained, but It Is
said that the i.iunllan legation has urged on
Secretary Sherman tho moral effect tho presenco
of ships would havo on tho Japanese, and tho
restraining induenco they would oxort In pre-
venting a spread of dissensions said to oxlst
against tho Dola Government.

Tho news despatches from Honolulu say that
Mr. Smith, tho Attorney-Genera- l of tho repub-
lic, has returned thcro from his visit to Wash-
ington. Mr. Smith sounded tho Administration
whllo he was In this country, and Mr. Thurston,
former Hawaiian Minister to tho United States.
who accompanied him, remained In Washington
und Is still hero ns tho representative of his
Government tn tho Interest of securing tho an-
nexation of tho islands to this country. Tho
McICtnlcy Administration is known to bo
favorable to annexation, nnd It Is un-
derstood that It is willing to ncgotlato
nn annexation trenty Just ns soon ns tho Tariff
bill has been dlspoMjd of, but docs not Intend to
tako any step that will Intcrfcro with or delay
in any way tho discussion of that moaBUro in tho
Senate. Of course, an annexation treaty could
be negotiated and its transmission to the Sctiato
delayed until tho turift business is finished, but
so extremely cautious is the policy decided on
by Mr. McKinloy tbat ho Is unwilling to go even
thnt far.

Nothing has been heard by tho Stato Depart-
ment from Japan ns to how sho views tho atti-
tude of tho United States toward Hawaii, as in-

dicated by sending tho cruisor Philadelphia to
Honolulu nftcr permission to land had been
refused Japanese immigrants. The Japanese
newspapers interpret this nctlon ns a menace to
their Government, and have shown some feeling
over It. But It Is said In official circles here that
somo of tho statements on tho subject in tho
press of Japan are erroneous, and a denial was
given from an authoritative source to
tho news Item published by ono of tho vernacu-
lar journals, that the United States Minister nt
Toklo has been carrying on n telegraphic
correspondence with tho 'Stato Department
about tho Hawaiian situation. It is also denied
that Great Britain has intimated to this Gov-
ernment that she objects to tho annexation of
the islands. Great Britain had an experience In
the past that showed that tho United States
would not brook anything savoring of British
control of Hawaii. This Government gave her
somo information nt the time that was some-
thing tuore than an intimation to keep hands off.

What President McKinloy will do depends
largely on the action of Japan. If Japan give
w ay to tho popular clamor for the of a
fleet to Hawallf the Philadelphia will be rein-
forced by an American squadron. However,
this Government believes that there is no crisis,
and depends on tho friendly feelings of tho
Japanese toward tho United States to bring
about a peaceful settlement of tho present difll-cult-

Secretary Long said this evening that
the assignment of the Philadelphia was
made becanso tho President recognized that
the Hawaiian question was liable to at-

tract the serious attention of tho United
States in event of troublo at Honolulu,
nnd thnt In view of the Importance
of peace In the Islands to American residents
nnd their Interests, It was deemed ndvlsable to
send a first-clas- s ship thcro In addition to the
Marion, now on the station. These two ships.
Secretary Long said, would bo retained at the
islands indefinitely; but If it was found neces-
sary to recall either one for repairs, the Balti-
more would be sent out at once, in order to give
tho United States two ships at Honolulu at all
times. Secretary Lone does not bcllevo that
necessity will arise to despatch other Bhips from
Mare Island, but if there Is, ho says thcro nro
several which could bo drawn upon on short
notice.

THEIR LIQUOR TAX IXCREASED.

Many Village Will Have to Pay Horn a the
Iteult or nn Enumeration Jnst Mode.

Aluany. April 30. Many localities In nnd
around Greater New York will be compelled to
increase the rate of liquor taxes under tho
Haines law, as the result of an enumeration Just
made by Stato Excise Commissioner Lyman.
The Commissioner was required by law to ascer-
tain the number of Inhabitants In all villages
not separately enumerated In tho Federal cen-
sus of 16IK), In order to 11 x the amount of liquor
tax therein.

As the result of such nn enumeration tho sa-

loon tax Is Increased from 8)10 to f'iooln tho
following places: Miiinaruurck, Westchester
county; Highland Fall, Orange county; Corona
and Newtown, Oticcnsctiunly; Bay Shore, Hunt-
ington, Isllp, Port Jefferson, and Itlicrhead.
Suffolk county.

In the Westchester territory, annexed lo New
York city in 1H.D3, the saloon tux is Increased ns
u result of the enumeration from $100 to 350,

Thu Hnlncs law llxcd the tax in all places with
a known population of over 1.1T00, and prat lded
that "In all oilier places" the tax should bo
$100.
