S. O., and Mr. Daniel Pelton of this
State, From the Southern bard wo havo re-
ceived a small and compaot slob of lltoraturo,
which, taatofully bound in light groon papor
and embellished with n ploaslng portrait of tho
author, contains somo eighty pagos of what ho
very Justly entiUcs "Purely Original Vorso."
This, wo learn from tho preface, Is volume
five of a series which we are glad to know
has so far been received with much appreciation
by a grateful public ' I havo given each poem
my profound attention," says Mr. Cooglor,
" having consumed much 'midnight oil' In trying
to do Justlco to tho subjects which lay nearest
my heart and inspired mo to write, and in pre-
senting this volume I shall ropont tho words
contained in my last. 'My stylo and my senti-
ments are my own entlroly original.'" Tho
poet's midnight musings seem to havo moved
him most in tho dlreotlon of n gontlo molan-chol-

Ho sings tho sadnoss and the pnngs of
love, the fleeting nature of friendship, and tho
lonollness of tho dweller on thoso lofty heights
where burns tho sacred Ore,

" Man delights not me no, nor woman neither."
Mr. Coogler would probably havo enld, had

not an earlier poet been beforehand with him.
And yet ho hasagontloplty for tho frailty of that
which was once thought to bo tho weaker box,

Alaal poor woman, with eyes or sparkling Are,
Thy heart Is often won by mankind's gay attire)
Bo weak thou art, so very weak at best.
Thou canst not look beyond a satln-llne- vest,

Yet tho following lines breatho a spirit of
chivalry that, In thoso degenorato days, ho can-
not bo too warmlv encourao-o- to cultlvato:

Oo shatter the wells of some beautiful city
That Is noted tor grandour and tame,
Itather than cast a suggestive remark
To destroy a woman's fair namo.

All Heaven has no waters soft enough,
Nor Earth no cleansing soap.
That can wash the crimson from the heart
That destroys a woman's hope.

These stansns show both courage and orig-

inality. We havo long considered that tho ob-

jection taken by many poets to tho uso of soap-- as
an adjunct to rhymo-bulldln- g was an en-

tirely arbitrary ono. Hut Mr. Coogler Is modest
withal, and tho following linos have, blended
with their faith ip tho future, n spirit of uiiob-truslv- o

moeknoss that Is sadly lacking In tho
outpourings of some of his brother bards:
You'll never see this head too large for my hat.

You msr watch It and feel It as oft as you choose;
But you'll learn, as ten millions of people have

learned.
Of my oharacter and namo thro' my Innocent muse.

You'll never see this form clad In gaudy apparel
Nor there feet playing the "dude" la patent

leather shoes:
Out your children's children will some day read

Some pleasant quotation from my Innocent muse.

It seems that certain critics have ut-

tered harsh and unkind things of Mr. Cooglcr's ef-

forts, and to them ho makes this simple and direct
rejoinder, under tho headlngof "Impossible:"
You may as well try to change the course

Of yonder sun
To North and South,

As to try to subdue by criticism
This heart of verse,

Oreloaethls mouth.
Rightly said, and spoken like a man! This sad

old world is full of mere ordinary verslflors, who,
with thotr singing make us sadder and mora old ;

but a Coogler la the kind of bard to be cultivated
and encouraged. There should surely be a nicha
for him In the temple of Belle Lcttrlo at tho
Bodley Hood.

Mr. Daniel Pel ton's volume Is larger and more
richly bound, and his portrait shows his hair to
be at least a foot longer than that of Mr. Coog-

ler; hence, possibly, be will by tho merely su-

perficial be csteemod the greater poet. Wo can
at least aver that he is the more melancholy.
Thoso who love to tako thotr literature sadly,
and who yearn for verts that Is Uborolly be-

sprinkled with oht ah! and alasl should And a
heap of cold comfort In this volume, which, as
is implied by its titlo, " Greenwood Meditations
Among the Tombs' IWm. It. Allison Co.), is
mainly mortuary In Its themes. "Born a
rhytbmer, amid subllmer scenes, the muslo of
the spheres beats time against the raptured
hraln and poured sweet poesy from the willing
lips, and thus I wrote." Thus Mr. Pelton in his
preface. Mounted upon his good steed Zanthus.
who. for poetic purposes, becomes "of proud
Eclipse's strain," the poet sallies forth to Green-
wood, where, easting a melancholy eyo around
tho tombstones, ho drops tho furtive tear and
sheds an occasional and approprlnto cleg-- :

Come, boly Spirit of my song.
And crown my lyre with bays.

While, forgetting other sacra dead,
I sing McDonald'! praise.

He doesn't sing McDonald's praise, but con-

tinues to evoko tho spirit of poesy till, catching
sight of another headstone, ho presently
switches off.

The tears bedew my cheerless eyes.
For who with pity would not start

To think upon the mournful fato
That has awaited Sandy Clarke.

Thus he continues, dropping a tear and an
elegy at some half a hundred tombs nnd glanc-
ing asldo, from tlmo to time, to meditate upon
such light and cheerful themes as "Lamenta-
tion," "Tho Curse of Intemperance," or

on the Wickedness of New York." In
a few d lucubrations on tho subject
ofpubllo lots we And this sovere treatment
meted out to the members of on old and honora-
ble profession:
The mean canaille there tolls forstrengthenlng bread.
And like the falcoa.feasta upon the dead.
The curling smoke around bis nostrils play.
And la low Joking pass the hours away.

Alas for tho ancient gentleman who, with tho
ditcher and the gardenor. holds up Adam's pro-

fession. That he who builds stronger than the
mason, tho snlpwrlgbt, or the carpenter should
bo set down as moan canaille and by a poet,
toot Perchance, if ho wero of tho philosophic
breed, he might reply that tho man who makes
his fellow creature snug beneath the covcrlot of
old Mother Earth does him at least as gentlo a
service, as the wandering bard who, for his own
amusement, drops a turgid ami unnecessary
tear upon tlie tombstone. Mr. Pelton dallies
now and then with liuhtor themes, nsln tho lines
to Ohloe, to fioplila, and " Dryads I Havo Lost
My Lovo," till, wearlod with the beating of tho
music of tho spheres against his raptured brain,
bo cries:

Away my muss. I Lid thee fie.',
Nor tempt me to tho strife again

The world but envies when It sees
The ready laurels that we galu.

On the nice) question as to whether ho or his
Southern rival Is the better poat wo will offer no
opinion. The rest of the spring crop for '07 docs
not, as we have said, look overpromlslng; but
with a Pelton piping his lays among the tomb-

stones and a Coogler coogllng amid tho cotton
fields of South Carolina, we need not despair.
Our country may yet become, os England wus in
Elizabethan days, " a ucst of singing birds."

The delightful series of "Seventeenth Century
Studies," by Mr. Edmundaosse, originally IsBiied

in 18B3, Is now republished by Messrs. Dodd,
Mead k Co. In a new edition, to which u useful
index has bocn added. In these csHays Mr. Oosso
wandered into the byways of seventeenth cen-

tury lltoraturo, cudcuvorlng to do for boiiio less
writers what modern criticism bus

done, ou a larger scalo, for Shakespeare, Milton,
and Dryden. Such Interesting figures as Lodge,
Webster, Herrlck, Otway, Etherodgo, Abra-
ham, Cowloy, and tho matchless Orlnda uro
taken out of tbelr surroundings and discussed
blographlcally, testbetlcally, and historically,
"As I read now what I wrote so long ago,"
says Mr. Gosse In the prefaco to tho prosont
edition, "I feel that my taste was more exuber-
ant than it would bo y and my judgmont
sometimes more positive. No doubt I errod not
seldom In a Juvonllo prccoclotisucssof manner.
But I havo not attempted to put old wlno Into a
now bottle, since who knows t tint tho onthii3lasm
of youth may not have bcon better advised than
tho sobriety of mlddlo llfo." Hero is a churmlng
bit of criticism that will appeal to all lovers of
the author of tho lletptrtdct, and of which the
youthful exuberance Is easily pardonable,
"There It a total want of passion in Herrick's
languago about womon. The nearest approach
to it, perhaps, la In the wonderful gong;, 'To

Anthco,' where the larkllko freshness of tho
ascending melody closo'.y simulates Intonso emo-
tion. With all his warmth of fancy nnd luxuri-
ous animalism, ho thinks more of tho pretty

of dross than of tho charms tho gar-
ments contain. Ho Is enraptured 'with tho way
in which tho Countess of Carlisle wears a riband
of black silk twlstod round her arm; bo palpi-
tates with ploaaurowhcn Mistress Knthorino
Bradshaw puts a crown of laurel on his hoad,
falling on ouo knoo, wo mny bellove, and clasp-
ing his hands as ha receives It. Ho socs his
loves through tho medium of shoestrings nnd
pomander bracelets, and Is nllve, as no poot has
been before or since, to tho plcturcsquonessot
dross. Everybody knows his exqttlstto lines
about tho 'tempestuous potttcont,' nnd his
pooms are full of llttlo touchos no less delicate
than this." Wlththcsoskctchesandthenuthor's
" Jacobean Poets," ono may ninko a very pleas-
ant and completo ocauatntnnco with tho slngors
of a vigorous and stately age.

Tho publication, In book form, of a series of
papers by Mrs. Elizabeth Ilachet Chapman, un-
der tho tltloof "Marrlngo Questions in Hocont
Fiction, nnd Other Essays" (John Lane), recalls
tho wordy warfare roused somo years ago whon
Mrs. Mona Calrd blow n shrill blast upon tho
trumpot of revolt. Marriage rojoctton and mnr-rlng- o

reform, the decline of dlvorco, 8t. Paul
and tho vioman movement, and tho Indissolu-
bility of marrlngo aro a fow of tho questions
hero discussed with thnt doep solemnity and,
If wo mny dollcatcly hint It, with that luck of
the redeeming Bonso of humor which seems to
mark ono of tho most rigid limitations of so
many of those gentlo reformers who, nowa-
days, aro nlwnys with ub. This Is most amus-
ingly notlcoabla in nn ossay on "Tho Dis-
paragement of Women In Literature." After
a lengthy discussion of tho enso of Sonya
KovalevBky, tho blrdllko young Husslnn woman
of whoso curious experiments In lovo nnd tho
higher mathematics wo havo already honrd so
much, Mrs. Chapman arms herself with her
longest bonnot pin and wanders back through
thongos to try conclusions with tho Bhndo of
Wllllnm Sbukcspcarc, whoso "nrrogant and
domineering attltudo toward tho opposlloeox"
convinces hor that it Is tlmo this matter hhould
bo put right. To her tho exqulslto fooling of
Kntlicrlnn and Pctruchlo Is but n scries of
scarcely vollod Insults luvellcd nt tho bond of
womankind In general. Hark to Pctruchlo:

1 will be master of what It mine own:
8ho Is my goods my chattels; sho Is my house,
sty household stuff, my nvlil, my barn.
My horse, my ox, my ass, my any thing.

And worao and worso when Kathcrlna says:
Hat now I see our lances are but straws.
Our strength as weaW, our weakness pat compare.
That seeming to be moat which we, tndeod, least are.
Then vail your stomachs, for It Is nn loot.
And placo your hands below your husband's foot.

"What," asks Mrs. Chnpnian, " Is to bo Bald
of teaching of this kind dlligontly Instilled Into
our young men nnd maidens)" Wo cheerfully
confess that such n question Is, Indcod, a " poser."
Perhaps tho simplest wny out of tho difficulty
would bo for somo of theso good ladles to tako
Sbakcspoaro In hand. After they havo brought
him so Into touch with modern thought thnt ho
may decently make his bow and express opinions
calculated to please an advanced and intelligent
audlcncoot ngc-en- d maidens and young men,
there Is still left to them a largo nnd fruitful
field. Beginning, say with Menandcr, they
might, to tako a namo at random hero and
there, next tacklo Juvenal and Aristophanes,
working their way gradually through tho ages
till they reach tho Immortal author of "Lcs
Prlcicuscs Ridicules." In him alone they may
find occupation that will keep them busy for
some years.

In strong contrast to the militant nnd pro-
gressive attitude of Mrs. Chapman is tho de-

cidedly rctrogrado and anti-refor- position
taken up by Mrs. Clapham Pennington In "A
Koy to tho Orient" (J. Selwyn Tnit Ci Sons), a
nicely bound and printed llttlo volume contain-
ing somo very light but readable chapters on the
women of Islam, Oriental slavery, and tho mis-
sionaries and religions of tho East. Facing the
title pago is a bnlf-ton- o portrait of the author.
When attached to tho works of antiquarians,
scientific writers and most minor poets wo havo
often failed to see the necessity for this particu-
lar form of embellishment. In this enso It Is
but fair to say that wo cordially com-
mend the publisher. Mrs. Clapham Pennington
knows the Orient. We are bound In polite-
ness to admit this, since, in the course of her
narrative, sho pauses from time to tlmo to
reiterate tho fact. Moreover, sho has bocn to
Constantinople, has bad tho guidance of nn ex-

cellent dragoman, has paid sevoral unofilclal
visits to Turkish and Egyptian harems, has
seen a Nnutch dance, and assisted at a Moham-
medan marriage ceremony. All this in addi-
tion to the fact that, at the oarly ago of 18, she
wrote a comprehensive trenttsa on "Tho

of Zarathustra Spltama," in which,
among other matters, sho settled tho much-vexe- d

question of tho duto of that
worthy's birth. It is truo that Orien-
talists, from Du Perron and Burnouf to
Prof. Max MQUcr, havo loft the matter In
doubt; but In this raso again, as Mr. Gosso says,
" who knows Jhat tho enthusiasm of youth may
not havo been better advised than tho sobriety
of middle llfo I" It is, however, in her discus-
sion of tho relatlvo positions of the women of the
Occident and the Orient that Mrs. Pennington Is
most Interesting. When sho contrasts the life
of the Now York or London shop or factory girl,
sowing woman or teacher with that of tho oda-
lisque In tho harem, fed upon sherbet und bon-

bons and asked to porform only tho lightest kind
of duties, sho pronounces unhesitatingly for tho
lattor. Of course there aro tho tales of the bow-
string, tho sewn-u- sack, and tho midnight
plunge Into tho Bosporus, but theso uro mostly
romunco. "And," tin) sour author, "at least wo
must admit that tho Moliaminodatis alwaj s tako
thu most painless way of putting peoplo to
drutb, which is more than can bo said of tho
Yankocs." Tho render will probably not bo In-

clined to tako Mrs. Pcunlngtou as seriously as
sho occasionally takes herself. Wo aro sorry
that sho did not tell us more about Hint N'nutch
dance and a certain pretty Abyssinian woman
In skybluo brocado. But, ub b!iu says In the
preface, " I lovo to tell of what I hnvo seen, and
I could tell much more; but unless ono enters
Into the thoughts and feelings of tho East ouo
hardly understands;' und I do not wish to bo

misunderstood." Perhaps somo dny sho will
write a sequel to the present volume It so we
will promise not to misunderstand her.

In "Lads' Lovo" (Applotons) Mr. H. It. Crock-

ett has surpassed himsolf, and Inn Mnclaron,
Gabrlol Sctoun, Bauuduu Macoct lcfochan, nud
all tho rest of his sonslo brlther Scots may hldo
their diminished heads. For here Is tho very
qulntcssccneo of damagod dialect anil the lino
flower of Kall-coar- d romance. But let Mr.
Crockett, in his prefatory note, prepuro tho wuy.
"Tho somewhat peculiar and composlto flavor
of this llttlo book has resultod from an attempt
to cpltotnlzo tho various humors, Idylls, loves,
and tragedies of moorland llfo In Scotland well-nig- h

half n cantury ago. The places are real
and tho local color oxact. I havo
taken tho title, 'Lads' Ivo,' from tho old
namo for tho scouted wormwood, or South-c-

wood, a sprig of which wooers used
to wonrwhen thoy went courting, nnd our grand-
mothers to carry with thorn In their Bibles to
church." Mark tho subtle touch Unit Introduces
grandmother's Illble. For ono of tho great
secrets of success In this school of fiction lies In

giving your reader all thu buutlruent bo wants,
whllo never letting htm stray far from tho kirk.
And so, when presently wo got into un atmos-
phere of curiously shadowy sensuality, with
lassos wl' legs and scant gowns "dis-
trained a llttlo open in front," aud lasses wf a
Baft and kindly lowe o' llcbt in their con, who
gang swcet-hcartl- wl' thu lads a'hlnt tho
orchard dyke, whero there is much hugging nnd
kissing nnd "arms aboot waists and necks, "
It Is Infinitely reassuring to know thnt
everything Is right.

prising show man, nnd delivered from tho lecture
platform with approprlnto gesturo nnd facial ex-

pression, would bo sure to draw laughter and
copious tears from largo and Intelligent audi-
ences at $1 per hoad, Mr. Warwick Goblo's
unique nnd peculiar drawings aro worthy ac-
companiments to tho sugary tontlmcntallty of
tho toxt.

Under tho title of " Cuba In War Time" (11. II.
Itussell) Mr. Itlchard Harding Davis publishes
In book form a number of letters sent by him,
somo months since, to ono of tho organs of tho
now Journalism in this city. There mny bo
somothlng to bo snld In favor of tho author who
wrltos on war mattors without running unnec-
essary risks by going near tho front, but on tho
whole this volumo confirms us In tho opinion
that Mr. Davis should conttnuo to devoto him-
solf to tho production of light and harmloss fic-

tion. Tho most Interesting thing In tho book Is
an Illustration by Mr. Frederick Ilemlngton on
page 137. This represents a man, a sombrero hat,
a carbine, nnd n horso wrong end upward, all
falling through space, apparently from nn In-

visible balloon. The man Is executing a grace-
ful fandango and playing Invlstblo harp strings
In tho air, with his Augers, as ho falls, whllo in
tho dim dlstnnco below Is n small patch of solid
earth labelled "Ilemlngton." An Inscription
beneath tho picture tells us that It represents n
Spanish cavalryman on a Texan broncho; but
thnt Is Mr. Remington's llttlo joke. There Is ono
picture, by the way, that is not retained in tho
present volumo, whllo a very material and not
very Ingonuous alteration occurs In Mr. Davis's
account of tho Incident It was allcgod to
Illustrate

Messrs. Applcton publish a hnndsomoly bound
volumo by Mr. Atherton Curtis entitled "Somo
Masters of Lithography," which Is Illustrated
with twenty-tw- o beautiful photogravure plates
after roprescntntlvo lithographs. Mr. Curtis
writes sjmpnthcttcally nnd with knowlcdgoof
nn art that, for many years, has been too much
neglected, and his criticism of tho different
mnstcrs Is just, appreciative, and discriminat-
ing, whllo tho photogravure reproductions,
though not absolutely pcrfoct, givo as good an
Idea of tho originals as can bo obtained by any
mochnnlcnl process. Tho collection, necessarily
very limited, is yet a representative ono; only
tho best origtnni workers being Included nnd
ono or more typical examples of each being
given. Tho daintiness nnd delicacy that charac-
terize Bonnington nre shown In such n gem as the
Jlue du Grot Jlorlogc, and tho broad humor of
Daumlcr In . Public rfu Salon. There is an
excellent caricature by Charlct, an nrtist who
bad the rare gift of humor that enabled lilm to
treat his Inimitable drunken Boldlors in n way
that amuses without giving offence, and several
that show tho bitter, biting cynicism of Gavoml,
greatest gcnluB of them all. Whut keon Insight,
combined with vigor and breadth of treatment,
there is In his pictures of tho l.ortttes I'iellics,
I.en Anglal rhes Ellr.i, I.e Jltlour ilu Marclie,
in which latter Thackeray might havo posed as
tho model for tho central figure. Wo could wish
that space had enabled Mr. Curtis to givo more
examples of tho work of tills Balzac of tho
crayon. This is n book for tho nrtist, the con-
noisseur nnd tho student of human naturo to
linger over nnd delight in.

A too ambitious task is essayed by tho anony-
mous author of "Tholtousoof Dreams" (Dodd,
Mead A: Co.), a vaguo und mystical attempt to
givo us a vision of tho w orld behind tho veil.
There Is somo benuty of languago and a certain
depth of thought in this presentment of a dream
of tho life after death, but tho themo Is ono thnt
only a D.mto or a Milton could so treat as to
lenvo tho reader with no feeling of having boon
led to trespass upon ground too sacrod for tho
trend of mortal feet. Tho loast unsatisfactory
part of tho book Is tho poom with which It ends.
This, whllo showing no marked originality,
sounds a note of gentlo and not unpleasing sad-
noss, as In these stanzas:
