Heturning to his
bome near Crockettaville, in Breathitt county,
bo bewnn the mining of cannel coal, which he
shipped by flatboat down the Kentucky River to
Clay’s Ferry and Brooklyn, and be sent several
eargocs to Frankfort.

While in this business, in which bhe earned
emough money to buy considerable land, Strong
becamie involved in a dispute with the Amos
famiily, several members of which had belonged
to hls companies in the war. Wiley Amos was
the father, nnd his grown sons, John, Al, and
Robert, incurred Strong's displeasure by steal-
Ing, 50 Strong alleged, several shoats from the
Btrong hogpen. The Captain's friends say that
during the war Amos and his pons were noted
poachers, and when the Captain thought that
thoy had stolen bhis shoats be made very caustio
comments as to the honesty of the Amos family.
This was in the spring of 1870, and a few days
after Strong had charged them with stenling the
bogs Amos and his sons accosted him in his fleld
while he was plonghing and began Oring on him.
The Captadn ran to his house, got his gun, and
shot Johin Amos through both thighs,

Jabkin Amos did not recover until late in August,
and then he and his father and brothers began a
warfare on Capt. Strong. They got a number of
thelr fricnds and armed them with old-fashloned
mund-harrel revoivers and rifles, and one night
early in Septerber of that year they surrounded

The Man-of-War's Man's Queer Caleulation and
Mia Early Ambitions Sboard Rhip.

WagmxaroyN, May 1.—0n the day nfter his
enlistiment for a period of throe yoars the Amerl-
can man-of-war's man beglns to figure on the
amount of timy that (s to intervene before his
dlscharge, He hns *two years and s butt " to do,
the “butt" being the remalning eleven months
and twenty-nine days of the first year. On the
day following his completion of the first year of
his enlistment he has only o year and a butt to
get through, No matter If the butt is anly o
single day under a yoar Inlength, the bluejacket
contemplates the term with the blandest com-
plafsance; It is at nny rate, not a whole year,
even though it be 364 days, and this fashion of
throttling each year of hin service makes him
happy; it seemas to bring his discharge, nnd the
more or less tempestuous joys he carefully maps
out lung before his discharge, within closer
range, When he has put in elghteen months of
an enllstment he breaks out the homeward-
bound pennant; he is going down the hill; and
when he has finally achieved two years and has
only thebutt to sccomplish, joy fills his cup,

* Once o sallor always a sallor” is not etrictly
true of men-of-war’'s men of the American navy.
Only nbout one-half of the men who complote
one enllstment ship for anothor three-year
cruise. But about nine-tenthsof the men who
put in two crulses settie down to a lifelong con-
tinuance in the service. Six years of navy life
secem thoroughly to inoculate thein with what
the Gormans call wanderfuasf. When a blue-
Jacket pnases a few of hls summers in tho Intl-
tudo of the North Cape and a couple of wintors
down among the Bermudas or in the salubrious
South Pacific, ho is likely to acquire a disliko

KEEIL KITES IN ACTION.

Now Features of the Mite Figing at Blue MN
Obacrvalory This Year,

HosToN, May 1.—Tho kiteflying experimenta
st Rlue Hill Observatory, which have been
watched with much Interest by tho solentific
world for the last two yenrs, are to be continued
this year with improved applisnces in tho way
of kitos and rocording Instruments, Just at
present ML HL Clayton Is making experiments
with a keelod kite, which he hopes will be avail-
able in a light wind and self-adjusting to the
range of the wind. Tho ¥ddy and Hargreaves
kltos, which bave beon used largoely in the paat,
aro available only in certaln winds, The light
forms are too fragile for beavy winds and the
slroug oncs too heavy to riso in Hebt winds,

The keel kite invented by Mr. Clayton resem-
bless the ordinary kite with o (russed frumo
b ht forward and lying vortically up and
dowe the kxis of the kite. Tho cloth which
covers tho frame fits loosoly under ordinary
coniditians, but under the pressure of the wind
draws ilur!rltululr over the frume and resem-
bles closely the ketl of a boat. The kite flies
kecled side to the wind, and tho cloth fulls back,
forming curved surfaces ko those of salls, This
is the nost promising form of kito yet ovolved,
and with s spring inserted in its lmuhmf sirings
is able to thko on a diferent angle as the wind
incroases, and thus automatically adapt ltself

The Most Famons BHerrower That Washington
Has Bver Known—8lls Art of Living with
Mgnity on Nothing a Year—His Eclipan
Ninried by a Mily Geat-SKill In Borrowing.

WaARHINGTON, May 1.—The fact that a play
has been written around the queer llte of
“Beau' Hickman, whose personality wnsex-
pensively familinr ty publie men In Washing-
wn mors than a generation swo, has hrovght
out n 1ot of reminincences «f the dlgnified and
unsquelohable “*Beaw.” It requires a man
pretty well along 1n years to remember much
that is charaoteristio aboul Ilick nnn, for, al-
though he only died twenty-fonr years ago,
hie was on the crost of his national fame an tie
most irresistible and oleaglious of borrowoers
baok In the Inter forties, and hind absut renched
thin end of his tethier whon the war broke out.

For ten yenrs before hils death he hiad been
gradunlly dogenerating tuto one of the numer.
ous tribe of decreplt iangers.on, a fow of tha
Inst vomalnlng membors of which still drie
vn thelr existonco around the corrldors ot
Washinrton hotels, Yot up to tho last year of
hin life hie preserved o remnant of the singular
algnity of Lthe purely theatrival #ort that hind
always marked him, A few daya before e
wan stricken with the paralyals that killed him
he was standing In & hntel rotanda when one
of nls oll-time standbys for a “touch”™ came
along. The Dean, who was hungry and Inoked
it, aaked his man for a doline, Ie bad timed
his requeat for the loan unfortunately, hiow-
ever, and It was grufly refused. Hickman,
with s look of palned sarprise, turned and
swung his stiffened old frame over to another
of Wis nlmoners who was standing at the other
ide o! ths rotunda, and, without any prelimi-
nary beating about the bush, preferred the
samp roguest for the lonn of & dollar, nnd got
‘t out of hand.

HIS RIDE AT BALAKLATA,

A Bugler's Sfory of HMis Part In the Famous
Charge.

DesveRr, April 20,—The news of war in the
East stira up the fighting blood of Alexander
Suthierland, Hying in retirement in this city, for,
though 87 yoears old, his memory in still keen,
and he delights in relating agaln and again the
part he took in the famous charge of the Light
Hrlgnde, There moy be other survivors of that
despernto race down the valley between hills
bristling with guns, but Alexander Butherland
insists upon being credited with the honor of
blowing the bugle that started the Light Bri
gade upon ita Hl-fated mission.

“Tho GO0 men who were selected for this
charge,"” snild he, ** were divided into throe pla-
toons, two companies to cach platoon, Each
company hnd its own bugler, making six inall
As I wns with Lord Candigan in the first platoon,
1 waos the first bugler to recelve his orders. 1
sounided the chinrge of that eventful day, and,
following my bugle, the othors repeated the eall,
We had boen ille spectators of the general en-
gacement that day, nnd were waiting for orders
from Lord Raglan, The order caine after a time,
It was to Lord Lucan to order up about 600
light cavalry and hold them in readioess
to take the guns which the Turks had lost
on Causeway Helghts, Lord Lucan await.
el  support  from  the infantry  before
advancitg, A sccond order came from Lord
1tinglan, brought by Capt. Nolan, directing the
envalry to chargo to prevent the Turks carry-
ing awny their guns. Lord Lucan asked what
guns to attack, and Capt. Nolan replied:

“CThere, my lord, {8 your enemy, and there are
your guns,”’ polnting with Lis hand to the left
and toward the end of North Valley, and not
toward the Caunsewny Helghta,

*'No man whose oxnloiia are recorded In his.
tory ever mado a more glorfous fight In de.
fence of freedom, lands, homes, wives anil
children, than did this samo savage Genernl
when ho lel our srinles o chase of 1,500 miles
nlong a bloody trail stretehing from the Sal-
mon Hiver to the Missourl, throngh the blind
passes of the Rocky Mountaine, along wide
exposed valleva and noross thelr foothills, with
enenilea, thoroughly equijped and of tried
courage In front of him, behind him, tc the
rleht and to the left of him. Defeat was his
certnin fate, and the annihilation of his tribe
probable,

“Joseph's people were not turbulent In-
dlans, nor was he a lot-hended leader. The
quarrel same about througn the revocation of
a treaty wrant, followed by the murder, at the
hands of a white man, of & brother of Josepli.
Thoe Indlans demanded thut the murdaser b
tried. It was not done, and yot the pencefully
dlsposed Nez Percés sottled upon lands alle tted
them by the Government, Then ono of those
unfortunate horder epdsodes stirred up & war.
Durlng a common brawl between whites and
Indians, four of the former were killed, and
their slayers were known tn be Nea DPercia.
Past exparlence taught the tribe that it would
have to suffer for the guilt of the few. and
under the leadership of one of the war chiefs
known as White Bird, the discontented young
bucks declared that they would not stay upon
she reservation which had boen allot.ed them
in weatern Idaho., betwesn the Salmoen and
Clearwator rivere. Unfortunniely, at rhat
Jjuneture fien. Howard sent Capt. David Parry
to thio acene with !wo companiesn of cavalry,
This act was Interpreted by the excited In-
dianns as a declaration of war on the part of
thie Government. Whiie Bird ealled upon his
braves to take to the warpath, and Chief Jo-
sph was dragged {n by the enthusiaam of hils
flgliting mon. Capt. Perry nitacked the two
bands at White Hird Cafion and was repulsed
after the alnughter of thirty-three aof his troop-
ers. This Llooady wictory wasturned to nc-
connt by the war party of tho Nez Percis,
whn made the people Lelleve that their een.
tribe would be punlshed for the death of so
many «oldlers, and the only thing left to do
was oo go to war o acll-defence,

*“The Government hard the hest of the s'tua-
tion from tho start. The rezulnr troops on
the plains were led by ecxperlenced roldlars
oithe clvil war, Strong forts and camops bad
besn establislicd throughout the resion and
were strongly parrisoned. On the qther hand,
thie Nez Percés, nhaving been Christianized
and having learned farming. were nnt ready
for a campalen.

“Gen. Hownrd's troops were alert at once.
Bcouts and courlers alarmed the posts around
the Nez Percia’ reservatl n, and every avenue
of encape was filled with armed soldlery be-
fare the Indians bad time to get thelr families

BAW VICTORIA CROWNED,

A Baltimerean's Becollecttons of the Aocesslon
Kixty Years Ago,
From the Baltimors American,

Mr, Johu Carponter, who has lived hera aines
1645, win prosent st the crowning of Vietorin
nt Westminster, He talked about the event
without besitating:

“* Victorin,” he safd, * was declared the lnwfnl
helr on June 20, 1837, but, on account of her
nge—ahie was ot yot 18—the publie coronntion
did not take place until June 28, 1834, 1t is a
long while ngo. The pugeant was a magnificent
one, How lang my momory does nol serve mo,
Lt It wan gorgeonud. T saw the Queen, She was
a freshielooking young thing, with a happy,
sniiling face, ns innocent-looking a8 sho waus,
There was not a caro upon her brow. It seomnd
s U no thought of the stupendous responaibill-
tles which she wos assuming hod come to her.
Bhe appeared utterly unconsclious of solf or tho
part she was playing in that notable event,

“Bhe did nol appear frightensd, but to the
plaudits of the multitude she turned to the loft
and right, bowlng and smiling most gractounly.
I hnd & good position on one of the thorough-
fares theough which the pageant passed, and
kot a good look at her.  Of courso, the trappings
af her horses and the charlot and everything
elie were most gorgeousw.  And such cheering!
Such crowds! 1'coplel There wers poopla
cverywhere. Steangoe as it may seem, though
the Queen shosild hinve been the central fgurs, 1
think what impressed me most on that ooea-
slon  was  the superb  appearance of Mar-
ehal Boult, the French Ambassador, and hia
sinfl, Everything was gorgeous in the pageant,
but Soult was more than gorgeous. I oan seo
his trappings In my md's eye st this minute,
To attempt todescribe them woulld be beyond
my powoers, Gorgeous is all 1 enn say for them,
And he knew thoy were gorgeous, Vhile there
wns no self«consclounnens about the Quoeen,
there was plenty of {t about the French Ambas-
sador, and the people fed hils vanlty, for cheer
after chivor rent the nir as he passed hy. There
wore long lines of resplendent soldlory; the
britlinnt untforme, the glittering gold lace, the
Musling of the srios in the sunlight, the blare of

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PASSION PLAY IN MEXICO.

CHRIST REPRESENTED RBY AN
IMAGE, JOINTED T0O DO ITS PART.

The Proceasion of Homnn Noldiers and Jewhb
Pricatsa—The Tont of thoe Death Reptencos—
The Piny ¥nterrupled by s Showor—Cars
rying the Medy of Christ te the Temb

The version of the Passton Play an witnosssed
yestorday at Coyonean was somowhat marred
by the rain that oame on in the afternoon, which
necesuitated the crucifixion boing held inalde
tho church Instead of on the artificial Celvary
in the churchynrd, but the preliminary process
sfon took placo as usunl In the open nir,

Tho chiaracter o this procesalon ia woll known
to all old-time residonts of Mexico. An imnage
of the Baviour, dressed In apurple volvet robae,
crowned with thorns, and bearing Hlis cross, ie
carried on a platform round tho churchyard,
surrounded by Roman soldiers, Jowigh priests,
and crowds of the falthful bearing lghtn, On
thoe same platform; with the Saviour nre
the Cyrenian, a part taken yestorday by
a young boy, Cruz Rivas, dressed in crime
mon and white, and theeo Iltle girls reprosents
g nngels, dressed in white muslin with »il-
vor gossamer wings, They held handkerchicls
to one eye, as {f grleving over the sorrows of the
Itedeemer, whilo with the other they onlmly sure
veysd the crowd, In front of the procosalom
walked Lwo bands, the first performing the
monotonous musie of the Indigonous race, cons
nisting only of the beating of thoe drum and the
plping of tho chirimia, the second rendering
modern selections in excellent style. Only these
selections were somowhnt Incongruous, such as
waltzes, polkos, &c,

During the processlon the threo falls of the
Baviour are ropresented. It is & tradition
among Catholles that Jesus fell three times
undor the ht\l\:“' wolght of His cross on His wa
to Calvary, ho imnge I8 constructed wi
hingoes, so us to fall forward when desired. . A
this timo, n sormon wan belug vreached yester-
day by Father Aviln, At the times when the
images halted near the pulple, which was placed
under nn umbtagoous nsh trod, he ndd the
Baviour or His mother, who was dressed In purs
e, with the sword of grief transfixing her
lmmut, in the most onrnest und pathetio terma,

The churchyard of Coyoncan i well shgd
with trees, and lhv[\mwnlnn. ns It wonnd un-
aer them, mude, with the entito sotting, the yens
erable and woatherstained old chureh bulldi
and the motley nnd ]-'!"-‘l“l'l'-"l‘m‘!' nttired erow
a most effoctive and impressivo spectacle. The
dresses of the Homan soldlers were of purpla,
green, searlot, and yellow, generonsly bespan-
gled, and they wore burnishied helinets wit
enormous plumes of the hrightest colors, The
white-bonrdod Jowish 'prlenuu waore their gor-

eous vestments with horned witres, and over .

he procession waved flags of black, orange,

purple, white, and l'l‘rlnlhﬂl‘l. Yel coarse
these components may be, taken singly, they
mndo an effective seene taken altogether,

Madam Calleron de In Bares, who saw the
{hl\'nacnn Passion Play fifty-six years ago, thus
notices this general harmony of effecis: .

“Everything looked gnudy when near, but ns
the procession wound nlong under the broken
arches and through the ereen lanes, and the
muslc enme fainter upon the ear, wnd the t-
ing of drums and the tolilug of bells and the
mournful chant were all blended into one fning
and distant harmony. the effect was boantiful.
I thought of the simple service of the Hcottlsh
kirk, and of the couniry I-mplr. coming out after
o sermon, with thelr bes .*-Hnn!nrrimwnu on, and
tholr serlous, intelligent faces, discussing the
merita of their miniater's discourse: and wone
dered at the contrasts in the same religlon.”

After the procession the people formed in
two long lines in front of the pulpit, and th
erler, Manuel Rivus, on horschack, caree
backwani and  forward, thundering forth
the sentenco neninst Christ. At thmes his
horse beeamoe unmanageable, and ns it started
to bolt, his worids were nlmost lost in his efforts
to roin It in. The prople at this juncture made
no nttempt to repress thele hilarity,

Apolonio Rivas, the manager of the repre-
nentation and one of the most substantinl resfs
dents of Coyoncan, khu!irv gave the text of the
wsentence to the Zerold ropresentative. The
