The motive attributed was disappointment in
love. Miss Carr was engaged to be married last
month to William lllnard of New Haven. Thero
was no dato fixed, Blnard, who Is a compositor,
lost his employment and tho marriage was
postponed. Up to that tlmo ho hod corresponded
with her regularly, but recontly he has written
very seldom,

Yesterday afternoon sho received a letter from
him. After sho read it she told her mother that
sho would go ovor to Qohhanl's II reworks fac-
tory in West Bergen nnd seok emplo)mcnt, as
sho was tired of living at home In Idleness. Sho
left tho houso and returned In about an hour
mid n half. Sho told her mother that Bhe had
not been to Gebhard's, as sho had changed her
mind, Sho wont to her room, put 011 a wrapper,
and a short time aftemard her mother heard
her groaning.

Sho went upstairs nnd found Ida lying on the
bed and a bottlo which had contained the acid
was beside her. Drs. Fletcher and McLaln were
summoned, but wero unablu to savo hor life

The letter from Blnard informed hor that ho
fiad secured employment In this city and that

doing well, but thero was no word of
love In it nor any referenco to their engagement.
Miss Carr was nn active worker in tho Summit
Avenue Baptist Church nnd belonged to tho
willing Workers for Christ, who havo tholr
headquarters In tho old St. James Hotel. Sho
was of a cheerful disposition, and even yester-
day her mother did not notice any despondency.

Far
many months the Jewish population In this
country has been silently working on this plnn.
Wo hope tooValn tho aid of all the churches
nnd largo societies In America. New York must
take tho llrst step.

"This great city has a larger population of Jows
than any other city In tho United States, and It
Is through tho efforts of this city that the colony
in Palestlno will bo established. Tho proscnt
Idea Is to form n homo for tho Jews In which
thcrmay llro In ponce and govern themselves
without being subjected to tho tyranny and
despotism of u. powerful government. Wo osk
tho help of this land of freedom and its generous
oeople.

NEGRO SCHOOLS NOT WANTED.

Mr, Scrottron Saja Ilia People TCont Send
Thrlr Children to Them.

The school budget for the next fiscal year, as
adopted by tho Brooklyn Board of Education,
calls for an appropriation of $3,298,829. Of this
$2,042,329 Is for the general fund und $356,500
for the special fund.

Provision is made forthenppointmentof three
additional assistant superintendents, at a salary
of $4,000 a year each. Horace Drcssor was In
favor of making only one additional assistant
superintendent, nnd giving the place to a
woman, but his view did not provall.

Tho question of abolishing School 07, of which
Charles A. Dorsey Is principal, which has
aroused much feeling among the negroes, was
again taken up. Samurl 11. Scott ron, the only
colored member of the board, strongly advocated
the closing of the school as a grammar grailo.
ne said that tho nverugo dally attendanco was
less than 200, and that they would not be justi-
fied In maintaining It any longer.

" Tho colored people," he said, "de not want
colored schools. You might build a colored school
equal to the Brooklyn Institute of Arts nnd Sci-
ences, and still tho colored people would not send
their children to it." No action was taken In
the matter.

Ite Bnja That He Stood nt the Corner While
row Dutch" Henry nnd "Kid" Miller

Went I" nob the Dorden Itonae and Shot
Ihe Under Butler When They Were een.

Trkntox, N. J May 4. Frank Nellson, alias
Nelson, alias Frank Lnroy, who was sentenced
to the Now Jersey Stnto prison April 20 for the
burglary of n saloon in Hoboken, is said to know
ths facts of tho murder of Ferdinand Harris,
second, butler in the houso of M. C. D. Dorden,
25 West Fifty-sixt- street, Now Y'ork, who was
shot on Tuesday, May 27, 1895. He has mado a
confession, giving tho names of tho murderers.

Laroy Is nn educated Swede, admits being nn
crook, nnd confesses to having taken

part in the attempt to burglarize tho Bordon
house. Laroy also talks fluently about tho mur-

der of Lyman S. Weeks and doclares that tho
hanging of Qrecnwood for that crlmo and tho
circumstance Btirroundlng Greenwood's trial
nnd conviction actuated him to tell what ho
knows of tho Harris murder.

Ho says "Butch" Miller, who is now In the
Stato prison here, murdered Lyninn S. Weeks.
Greenwood, ho says, was Innocent. In his con-

fession, ns mado to a Si'x reporter, in tho pres-

ence of a kocper, he says:
"Tho polico alwajs knew that Iwaslnsomo

way mixed up with tho murder of Harris. I
may as well be honed about it nnd tell you tho
plain truth, and I'll do It because, while I am no
fool, I can soo clearly that uiiIcbs I toll tho
truth I Bhull dlo In tho electric chntr, to which
tho New York polico apparently havo determined
to send inc.

"On tho night of May 20. 1805, I mot 'Low
Dutch' Henry nnd Dlndfaddcn. They hnd
planned to rob the Borden house. They nsked
me to join them nnd wn dlscustcd tho matter ut
considerable lencth. Tliov hnd all tho arrange-
ments made nnd were thoroughly acquainted
with the promises. The noxt day n tiovero
thunder Btonn runic, up In tho afternoon and wo
started toward tho Borden hoinc. On tho wav
thero Illndfndilcn or 'Shooitrinir.' ns I
rolled htm, that I enter tho house
llrst. Hutch ' Henry nld that that wns what I
was brought for. Wo wrangled iibnut the mat-
ter for tomo time, nnd llnallv I cot mad. and
when they refused tn enter with mo I turned
nround togoawny. Thcv knew the plan of thn
houso thoroughly and I una not posted. I
walked back to the corner nnd those tcllows
went on. Now, I want to tell ou that BIndfad-de- n

Is a manna tall iik I am, 5 feet los Inches,
while "Low Dutch" Henry Is not more than 5
feet ft Inches and stoop shouldered.

"That night I hoard that Harris was killed. I
knew thero win trouhlo In store, nnd I knew I
wns there. I nlao know thnt It meant tbo dec-tri- o

chair for nin if 1 was caught. I don't know
just how tho butler wns killed, perhaps, but
"Low Dutch" Henry Is the man who fired tho
shot. Tho butler was killed because ho suw
them just a little too soon. I went on thinking
the matter oxer, nnd 1 knew thnt "Iw Dutch
Hrnrvnnd Dlnfnddrn would tand together if
wo wero nil caught, nnd my chances looked
slim. Alfred Brown was working In 11

lukery on Tenth street, nnd this Is how ho
Kcts In with Borden butler's murder case. it

thnt thethlng for me todo was to put
nH much space lictw ecu me nnd tho New York
polico as possible. I went up to eo Drown and
eiked him to lonn 1110 He said ' You had

What did you do with it T ' I
said ' I trot it yet, but I want fortv more.' Ho
said "What do you wnnt It fori' I told him
that If ho would look at the hendlines of tho
morning paper ho would see that there had
1h en a murder nt Borden's. I told him 1 was
there. I ali"o said I was In serious trouble and
thnt.I intended to skip.

"Brown loaned me the $40. and without wait-
ing any longer than I had to I took the steamer
nnd went to F.utrlntnl. I remained In Knghind
about a jear. Whon I camo hack the excitement
had died out. "Low Dutch" Henry nnd n

hnd skipped to Chlc-iio- . Tho police ha 1

got onto the thin? nnd were mixing mo up with
it, but they couldn't connect mo just as titer
wanted to. The polico aot onto what I hid told
Brown by frightening him, and they concluded
thnt Brown was in some way mixed up with tho
killing.

Sergeant Ad.ims visited me In
the jail In Jerey. nnd when t learned that
Brown had lvecn pinched I told him to turn th
ninn loo-- lh.it he was Innocent of the Job. I
also nave him ome very vnluable Information
on the HarriH murder. If he had turned out
Brow 11 1 would hnvo told him how to get " Low
Dutch" Henry just whore ho Is. and every little
dctnll. so that he could capturo tho big reward
offered bv the Borden-i-

"But ho threw me down. Adnms instead went
to Brown, who was known to the Jersey author-
ities as " Kid" Miller, nnd gnvo hlni n storv that
I had Implicated hlni (Drown) In the killing of
Harris. I knew just how much Brown know of
tho matter, nnd what he might say didn't worrv
me much: but I nlso remembered he fate of
Greonwald, who was as innocent of the murder
of Lyman S. Weeks ns a bnhy, nnd I concluded,
after thinking the matter over for several days,
to give out Uie wholo story.

'Now, there is another matter tint I would
like to talk about, and that is tho robbery of St.
Paul's Church. Adams emtio tome and Bald
that If I got out of this Joh In .terse;- - that I
would be taken back to N'cw York for the
church robbery. I was there.

"Whon tho church was robbed the men who
went to do It got In there and came out with n
clock. The clock was too henvy for them tn
carry nnd they left It. but ther didn't throw it
In any ash barrel. It was left behind a tomb-
stone In the graveyard. That clock is worth
$0,500.

"Tho Bible was taken beeauso the man who
"did tho job came back with tho story thnt hehad
thrown tho clock away. Ho was lnuched at,
nnd he returned and entered tho vestry, bringing-bac-

tho Bible as evidence of the burglary."

Cnpt. O'Brlon of tho Central Ofllco says there
Is nothing In the story, and thnt the detective
agency would not have given It nut boforo catch-
ing Blnfnden and Low Dutch Henry If there was
onr truth In It.

Nellson, ho says, Is a notorious liar, and both
Ncilson and Miller nro " night-work'- " men who
never do day lobs. Mr. Borden, who offered
$10,000 reward for tho rapture nnd conviction
of tho murderers, doesn't placo much faith in
the story.

Thlladelphla'a Municipal AtTalra.
IlAnnisnuno, I'n., May 4. Chairman Andrews

this afternoon presented the report of tho Sen-nt- o

comntittoo which has bcon investigating tho
municipal affairs of Philadelphia nt intervals
for two years. Thero was a special session to
rccclvo tbo report. It had been expected that
thero would bo opposition to tho printing of
thoreport. There wasnone. That tho report was
far tamer than was oxpectod bythosowho had
follow od its preparation Is thought to bo ex-

plained by tha harmony negotiations now pend-
ing botw con tho Republican factions.

Tho report contains 109 closoly typewritten
pages. The report first concerns itself with tho
franchtso of the Mutual Automatic Telephone
Company, which was obtained in tho faco of
strong clTorts by two other compantos to obtain
like concessions, although both of them wero
willing to pay largo sums for the franchise, and
the Mutual Automatic people paid nothing.

Tho committee found thnt proxies for voting
the stock of tho company had been signed by
David Martin and Charles A. Porter, though
both theso men denied that they had anything
to do with tho company or its possessions. The
commltteo recommends legislation to stop tho
giving away of franchises nud to provide for
more effective investigating mnchincry.

Tho report declares that there has been collu-
sion botween contractor and city officials not
only In tho awarding of contracts, but In tho
matter of inspecting work on tho streots. It
mentions no unities, and only vaguely recom
mendu stricter supervision of contractors.

Of Philadelphia's attempt to manufacture Its
own gas tho report says:

"Tho manufacture and sale of illuminating
Is clearly not In and of Itself a governmental

unction, hut Is n business usually carried on by
privato corporations which has cnlltol In Its
prosecution tho best engineering and technical
skill anil business ability, and the city has failed
tonchievo results whh h privato management
would be compelled todo for Its own

nnd to secure adequato returns to Its
slot kholders."

Although the quality supplied is deficient, the
consumption steadily Increases. Only luo-thlnl- s

of tho householders of the city tako gas
Into their houses, and the committer shows that
these gas consumers not only boar the burden of
the public lightln,--. but of 1.000,000.000 cubic
feet that are absolutely lost In the devious nays
of mtinielp.il manipulation.

Tho commltteo recommends tho Immedlato
salo or lca'.e of the city's gas works, or else In-

vestment of bufllclcnt additional capital to put
tho city's plant in u state of practical utility.
Tho committee concludes thnt tho city has been
wofull) swindled In tho mutter of electric
lights. The names of Martlnand Porter hecomo
prominent In this part of thoreport. The com-
mittee finds that Philadelphia 1ms almost as
many are lights as New York, Boston, und Chi-
cago combined.

The report Is most sevcro upon the Police and
Klre departments, stating that polico patrol-
men participate in the protltB of houses of 111

fame nnd unlicensed liquor saloons, shield tho
Inmates, nnd relates Instances where unoffend
lng citizens havo been dragged into police sta
tlons without lawful excuse, thero to bo brutally
beaten; that Inasmuch as all police trials are be-
fore a board of jtollce o dicers, punishment Is
avoided by most llngrnnt offenders.

The report alleges great police Interference In
elections, and says that employees of city de-
partments are nssesed threo days' pay a year,
tho amount so collected going straight to4ho
personal bank accounts of the politicians making
tbo assessments. No specific accusations are
made and no names used.

But to this arithmetical loss must lo
added tho Impairment of the credit of tho cor-
poration, and tho dlUlcultlos consequent upon
Huh Impairment."
