Mr. Wilkon (Rop,, Wash), advocating the
amemdinient, said that the peopls affected by
thesa forist resorvations woero not to be re-
stralned by “sclentifle gontlomen from Harvard
Colleer.” They were golng to have the timber
which they needed, law or po law, “And
what,”" hensked, “ are you going todo about it
Bight million acres of Innd hnd been taken out
of his State,where noman could now take a stick
of timber without being denounced as a thief.
Ha denounced Mr, Cleveland’s proclamation as
=adastardly blunder.”

Ar. Alllson said that he favored a modification
of Mr, Clevelnnd's order of February last, but
that the pending amendment went further than
pocould approve. He admitted that the order
wan improvident and did Injustice to groat
masses of people, and he sald that Presidont
McKinles nndd his Cahinet had glven and were
giving attention to the subject and wore pre-
paring to right the wrong, The amendment, he
srgned, should go no further than to authorize
the President to suspend or abolish the order of
Fobrunry Inst, But the amendment as now pre-
peated wnn i declarntion of Congreas nbrogating
thut orler; and to that he was opposed,

Mr. Wilson broke into Mr, Allison's speech
with the remnrk that if tho same thing bad oc-
gurred in lown which had occurred In the far
Western States they would be in rebellion.

Mr. White (Dem,, Cal) concurred in the view
that Mr. Cleveland's order had been tmprovi-
dent)y mnde, and said that the Iaw should be, at
Jeast, attiended #o as to allow mining entries to
pemade within the Hmits of the resorvationa.
