From the time of Peter the Groat and up to
the deith of Alexander 1L we Rusalans have
fonght nine wars against Turkey in dofence of
ihe Christiana: and the present Imbproved con-
dittons of lfe for Christians in the Tarkish em-
pire, ov well an the preaent weakness of Torkey,
munt boin great part ascribed to our offorts and
to the rivers of Iugsinn blood shed in the caupe,
Erergboldy knows how much gratitude we got
in return for this from the nations lberated by
the force of our arma; all of them—and the
(i-eakn most of all—have looked upon Russin in
the Heht of & big milech cow. The Greeks, more
ecpoctinlly, nre the lercest opponents of all that
the interests of Russia prompt her to aim at in
the East.

One Listory nnd our relligion have invested us
with the luty of the defence of the Christians;
bt now 1t 14 the Greeks who are the initiators
of the trouble; it is they who attacked the
Turks—not ns n revolt of & porsecuted
peaple driven boyond the Umits of endurance,
but the result of the activity of revolutionary
ommittecs having thelr headquarters at Lon-
don, utid whose chief concern s to create diffi-
cultles for Musain, 1t ls aleo a desperate move of
the ra brngue Kind on the part of the kingdom
of Gireece, The little kingdom Is ruined by the
w!olesnle thleveries indulged In by sucecasive
Ministries; bankruptey stares it in the fave
whethor war is waged ornot. In war, however,
Greece uny gain much, while those in power
will have little to lose in it, and, anyway, thoy
know that Turkey will never be allowed to lay
Grevee completely to waste,

1Y you ask me what la the alin of Greece I
answer:  The conquest of Constantinople, an
filen fostered of late in the popular mind by the
wriful reminder, om the part of the leaders, uf
the old-time legendury propheey as to Constan-
tinople belvg returned to the Greek rule when
Girceco's throno will be oecupled by a King of
the name of Constantine, with his consort,
Bophin, the very names borne by the present
Greek Crown Prince and his wife, sister of the
Ewperor of Gertoany, You know Constantino-
ple: Tn the first place, it ls not atall a Greek city;
1t is a world In itaelf. Ishudder nt the thought
of what wo should have to do with it were Con-
stantinople ever to fall into the hands of Russin,
Constantinople cannot be otherwise than the
capital of a large empiro that would have the
wiiland the means toupbold it, How could little
Grecee ever do that ! To have Constantinople for
{16 capital it would bave to rule not only over
the Archipelago and the whole extent of Its sea-
shore, but also bave to mequire the whole of
Anatella. That means to conguer absolutely
the Moslem, who, most assuredly, would not
bena to the swoy of Greece without the most
desperate resistance, and to conquer also the
whole of Roumelin, which would mean the ex-
tinction of the local Slavs, something which
neither Russla nor Austria will ever allow,

This gocs to show that the businesa 1s not as
simple as it appears from afar. Even the lesser
acguisitions nimed at by Greece are not consld-
cred indiferently by others, The Albanians are
wrming already. while Servia and Bulgarin are
only restrained from taking part in the mélbe by
their faiih in the strength of the European con-
vert and in its power to prevent Groece from an-
nexing to bherself the long-disputed lands. It is
a well-known fact that the population of Mace-
donin and of It lia Is very mixed, and it is &
mooted question to whom these provinces ars to
be apportioned in the end. It would not even be
on easy thing to let the Greeka have the Islands
of the Archipelngn and the seaahore of Anatolia;
for those reglons are the scene of relentioss re-
ligious quarrels between the Orthodox Greeks
and the Mohammedans, or else the Greeks of the
Homan Cuatbolie faith. The Orthodox Greek
yopulntion might willingly consent to render al-
leglance to » Byzantine realn, in which the
VPhaparioles and the Grecks of Asia Minor
would play the part of leaders, they being the
richest and most cultivated among Greeks; but
it is more than doubtful if the same Greeks
would consent to be annexed to the Greek king-
dom ns i stands to-day—ruined and bent on pll-
fering, striving to retrieve Ita fortunes at the
oit of tho rich and thriving Greek seaport
towns. Thoe Greeks of Constantinople and of
Aslis Minor hove n thorough contempt for the
intnbilante of the kingdom of Greece, refising

even to recognize them as Greeks, but proclaim-
hn“_l e njongroels,
ith us Itusainns of the army, navy, and dip-
omitlc cireles of Bt. Poterabury, the conviction
wan widenprend from the beginniog that were
war to ensie the Turks would knock the Greoks
into smithercens, and that {n the end we might
W calied ppon to defend the Greoks, ahhmsﬁh
they were plainly the gullly aggressors, as the
only ¥ar of keoplng the victorious and exasper-
ated Turks from m;mmm!nlﬁ atrocities.
If. however, notwithstanding all expectations
fo the :-unltnr{' the Gireeks are victorious, It
will b impossible 1o keep the Servinns nnd Bul-
fulnm from making

war onthelr own necount,

or they will pever stand Greck supremacy,
They would elthar join Turkey in order to crush
tiroece, thelr rival, or they might enter into an
rgroement with (i to annibiinte Turkey
and partition the I'urﬁ:h empire belween them
—ascheme to which ussin could nover ngroe,
We bear up with Turkey, It belug an old State,
with historically evolved relntions snd ubliga-
tHope toward us, but we cannot countenance on
the Balkan Peniosuls and on the Siralts that
nre 8o lndispensable to us political comblnations
that threaten to prove Inlodeal to us.

PROPOSED HOBOKEN PIER LINE,

Why It Is Thought the Secretary of War Wil
Grant the 200-Fool Extension,

George Lo Record of Jersey City, who s Chalr-
man of the New Jersey State Board of Riparian
Commlssioners, gave out a statement yesterday
Learing upon the jolnt application of the Mayor
and Common Council of Hoboken, the Hoboken
Land and 1 ement C ¥, the Hoboken
Ferry Company, and the various steamship lHucs
maintaining shipping interests in Hoboken for an
extenslon of the pier line 200 feel beyond the
presont limits, The application is now awaiting
the consideration of the New York Harbor Line
Roard, which will report ite tfindinga to the Sec-
retary of War,

Mr. Hecord said: *'It is*understood that the
New York Harbor Board is favorabl di:'puul
at leanst toncluuuio in the lines. but it is doubt-
ful whether it will sgree to the full extent of
200 feet. The New York recognizes the
urgent need of an extenslon of the lines, and
will do what It can to relieve Hoboken in the
mntter, It seems to doubt that the extension,
to be of any value, must be for at least 200 feet ;
but as it s still consldering the wmatter {4 mny
(ul concedo the Justice of the application,  Aw
Now York has secured an extra extension af 200
feet Lo her ol'érinl.'l HiM-foat line, making in all
700 feet, and as Hoboken's line at present ex-
tends but 300 feet, and with the extension
suked for would extend only 500 feet In all, or
200 fert loss than that of New York. it may be
inferred thut the Secretary of War will give a
fuvorable decision.”
