Itestdonts of West End avenue have found,
ono after nnothor, within a few weeks, that
they will Iw under tho necessity of having their
card plates and stationery dies rcfingravod.
Their official houso numbers havo been changed.
This discovery has not yot been made by nil
porsons living on the avenue, and thero hns
been confusion In somo quarters owing to the
Inability of delivery wagon drivers, postmon,
and similar Important Individuals to find read-
ily the citizens thoy sock; and consternation
among residents who find themselves, on com-
ing home at night, living next door to a house
number which In tho morning was four or Ave
blocks away.

This condition of things grows out of the
Board of Aldermen's determination tochango
tho numbers of West End nvenuo houses Into a
proper sequence; but the City Hall solons hnvo
mado n long job of It, distributing their labors
over several years, to the perturbation of the
otherwise peaceful dwellers In that street.

Tho present activity of the authorities and
such of the houso owners on tho avenuo as have
been moved to action by olllolal notlflcntlnn, and
are changing the bouse numbers, to tho mystltl-catio- n

of tonanta and persons having business
In tho street. Is tho outcome of a resolution of
tbo Board of Aldenr on passed on Jan. 20, 1887,
ten yours after the last nuiuberlngof tho avenue.
Tho resolution directed the renumbering of
" West Knd avenue north of Flftv-nlnt- h street ' '

Tho rcasslgnmotit of numbers, v hlch Ixuuink
requiring snmecaro nnd lime, was done In the
Bureau of Stnot Improvements of tho Depart-
ment of Public Works. Under a resolution of
tbo Board of Aldermen numbers can bo changed
only lretwcen December nnd May of any year,
although the Commissioner of Public Works has
authority to readjust the numbers In uny block
when they require It-- Tho realignment was
(ompletod early last month, nnd notices wero
aent out to houso owners on April 0 and April 7.
Thoso notices. Informing each recipient of the
number which has been assigned to his proporty,
are distributed by messenger. Thoy nrn ad-
dressed to tho "owner, lessee or occupant." In
tbo coso of flat or apartment houses they aro
given to tho Janitor. This Is probably ono of tho
chief reasons of tho confusion on West End
avenue. There are many apartment bouses
thero, and should a janitor whosn employer did
not see to putting a new number on his build-
ing noglect to Inform tho occupants of tho
sovernl flats of the contents of tho notlco sent
out by the Public Works Department, It would
bo only by chnnco that they would learn of tho
ordered rhango.

These first notices, howover, do not ond tho
work of the department, nnd within a few days
things will huvo straightened thomsolvcs out
in est End nvonuo. Inspectors wero out y

to ascertain whether the house numbers
had boon changed in accordance with th noti-
fication. Their reports will bo made to-d- or
Monday, and in a tow days, probably early noxt
week, nnothor notlco will be sent out. It will
be marked " flnnl notlco." If that is disre-
garded tho mattorwill bo turned over to tho
Corporation Counsel, who will take measures to
collect tho penalty of $25 In such caso provided,
and warning of which is given on both notices.

The sixth day of the of Trinity
Church was celebrated yesterday. Dean Hoff-
man of the Union Theological Seminary mado
the address at noon. At tho request of Dr. Dlx
Dean Hoffman wore tho red and blnck robo sig-
nificant of his Oxford degree of Doctor of Divin-
ity. Tho title of tho address was "Historical
Reminiscences of Trinity Church, New York."
Dean Hoffman reviewed tho history of the
various rectors of the parish, from the Bishop
of London and Yeysey to Dr. Dlx, of whom ho
sold:

"The modesty of the present rector will not
permit me to speak of him as mind and heart
dictate I cannot, however, refrain from
saying (as all the parishioners will bear me
witness) that the position which Trinity Church
holds y in this city and diocese, with Its In-
fluence throughout tho land, the growth of Its
chapels, tho busv activity which pervades them
all, tbe wonderful development of Its charities,
and the wise fidelity with which Its great trust
Is managed, are all, under God, largely duo to
ono man, and that man tho rector of this parish.
Long may he be continued to bless the church
by his teaching nnd administration."

Up to tbe time when the corner stone of the
cathedral of St. John the Divine win laid, the
speaker said. Trinity had filled the need of both
the dloceso and of tho whole country for a cathe-
dral.

Heara tbe Auetlonerm Vetoes tbe nnlldlng
Hoard or Appeals Hill.

Mayor Strong disapproved yesterday the bill
for tho construction of nn elovator to the plat-
form of tho Brooklyn Bridgo from Frankfort
street. Tho brtdgo trustees hnvo power to build
the elevator, and are going to build it, so that
tho legislation Is not needed.

The Mayor gave a hearing on tbe bill to license
auctioneers nnd to regulnto their bonds. Tbo
bill compels each auctioneer to tllo a bond of
$2,000, which shall tw approved by tho Mayor
nnd tho Comptroller, and to pny an annual li-

cense feo of $250. The bill was framed by A. II.
Oleason of tho law firm of Hastings & Glcason,
who said that It it be&imo n law fraudulent auc-

tions would cease, becuuso tbe person defraudod
would be protected by tho bond of tho auctioneer.
Tho bill was opposed by John C. Wllmerdlng,
Albert Sebastian, and Auctioneer Schomburg,
whonrgued that many honest auctioneers who
could not pay tbe license feo would bo driven
out of business. Tho moasure, they said, would
not prevent fraudulent auctions. At the

tho opposition tho Mayor adjourned tho
hearing until next Tuesday afternoon at 2
o'clock.

MlLWACKiCE. May 7. What may prove a
quadruple murder occurred nt the farmhouse of
Alexander Harris, about five miles south of
Wuukesba. early this morning, the victims
being Mr. Harris, his wife, hired girl, nnd hired
man.

Pouch arnso
nud started to walk toward the door, but sud-
denly wheeled around. Ho shot Mrs. Harris In
the breast nnil then fired at the hired girl.

After finishing his work tho murderer robbed
tbo house, then mounted a bicycle, and rodo
away.

LAW FOIt STOCK UltOKEIlS.

Appellate nivlslaa Tells What Tlier Mar Da
wltb siorlta Carried on Marain.

A judgment which Douglas & Jones, brokers
nnd bankers, obtained ngalnst Robert B. Car-
penter for $10,318 In the report of Hamilton
Odoll as reforoe, has been set nsldo by tho

Division of the Supreme Court, tho opin-
ions being written by Justices Williams and
Patterson. Tho opinion of Justice Pattoreon
discourses on tho rights of brokors with regard
to stocks which thoy purchaso on mnrgln for
customers. Carpenter oporntod with Douglas &
Jones in stocks on margin from Oct. 10, 1888, to
Deo. 1, 1803. Tho brokers maintained thnt an
accounting showed a largo amount was still duo
them. Thu refcrco held among other things
that n broker cut hypothecate stock of custom-
ers hold on margin, but cannot loan the stock,
becnuso In it loan he parts with tbo title. Jus-tlc- o

Patterson sajs:
" In such transactions the broker is under no

obligation to purchase or take titlo to shares In
tho namo of his customer. He tuny buy and
tnka titlo In his own nnnie, and need not keep
his customer's stock separated from his own
(llorton vs. Morgan. 19 N. Y 170). Ho may
even sill tho shares he bought for his customer
without liclng chargeable with a conversion
(Caswell vs. Putnam. l'JO N. Y 153), provided
he keeps, subject to tho order of bis principal,
nn amount of stock of tho same kind euual to
tint purchased for his principal.

"The effect of this decision is that tho broker
may uso in his own business shares purchased
on margin and held by him for advances, nnd
be Is bound only to Ira ready on demand to gtvo
his customer his shares or an equal number. Hu
cannot, of fiturse, purchaso nftcr a demand and
speculate on his customer's speculation, but ho
must always bo in readiness with shares, actu-
ally nvallablo In tho coursu of business tor de-
livery from the date of tho execution of his
customer's ordor. That doos not curtail his
right to uso tbo shares in business nud until

is made. What is meant by tho phrase
' having ahvn; s In his possession t' I do not un-
derstand It to bo that he must have a certificate
of shares in actual and continuous physical
poiscsjion, but thnt ho must havo the snares
always under nls control, so that when in thu
ilue course of business hu is called upon ho can
deliver without going into tbo market to buy.
Ho docs not convert tho stock of his customer
simply by using it In tho ordinary way In which
brokors conduct their business, by borrow lng
monoy to carry all their customer's stocks,
pledging nnd ropledglng even In bulk from tlmo
to time according to tho custom of their busi-
ness and as the necessities of tbolr transactions
may require, and to enable them to hold tho
shares, so long as they have shares under their
control and available to perform their specific
contract with their customers when called upon
to do so."

A new trial is ordered before another referee.

John D. Williams Slovea 1'neerenonloasly off
tbe Van Ileurrn Estate.

In front of 30 West Fourteenth streot yester-
day at nightfall thero waa piled up a slack of
books big enough to tit out the libraries of two
or three Western universities.

FEXXSYLVAXIA'S TAXATIOX FLAX.

Title or tbo Itrvenim Dill Amended Increased
Hair Tor Insurance C'ompnnle.

llARittsnuito, Pa., May 7. The Revenue bill
wns reported to tho Senate on Wednesday at a
special session held at 3 o'clock, hustled to tho
printer, and nobody know what changes had
been made In it by the committee. As it camo
from tho Houso It wus a bill to tax in-

heritances alone, but tho Senate KInuneo Com-
mittee amended the title, Hoinothlng never hoard
of before, and It is now called "an net to pro-
vide revonue by taxation."

The amended bill takes tho tax from mixed
property, but places It on that part of estates
that have not beon settled at the tlmo of the
pussnge of the act. Furthermore.lt puts a tax
of eight mills on the dollar on tho gross amount
of premiums and nssodsmeuls received lu the
Statu by nil Insurauco companies incorporated
by tho Statu, excepting mutual companies nnd
mutual beneficial uKsoclutions.

Tho amended bill levies n tax of four cents on
the dollar on tho premiums of all business dune
by foreign Insurance companies In this Stato
nnd repeals the Clorcncy net of 1805, which
gave to cities and boroughs half of tint 'J per
cent, tax levied on the buslncsu of foreign com-
panies. This tux was intended to form a benefi-
cial fund for disabled firemen. Finally, the
amended bill repeals so murh of section '.'1 of
tbo Boyor revenue act of 1880 as is inconsistent.
