.lolm C. McGtitro. Hereafter tbo laborers
vlil be nmiiinnlcil by tho six United States dis-

trict weighers And tho appointments will bo
mane, by tbo Collector.

There lias been much complaint In regard to
the laborers, particularly when tho recent rush
of Importations began. Importers and ship
miners complained of delay and consequent
dock chargos. Tho Collector was Instructed by
tbo Treasury Department to appoint a commis-
sion to cxamlao tho entire forco of weighers'
laborers as to their physical ability, sobriety,
and (tcncrnl compotcney. Tho Collector ap-

pointed Deputy Collector King and United
Btates Weighers Hyatt and Hart to serve on tho
commission, and Special Treasury Agent Cum-mln-

waB mndo n fourth member. They ratod
tho men as " excellent," "very good," "good,"
"fairly good," "fair," nnd "poor." Tho order
received by tho Collector yesterday Instructed
him to dischargo all tho "fair" and "poor."
These number 00 of tho 11)1) who wcro examined.

The laborers get $2.60 n dny, nnd tho custom
In regard to tholr appointment bos heretofore
been that they should securo letters of recom-
mendation from friends, which loiters wcro sub-
mitted to Surveyor JlcOulre. Ho turned them
over to Deputy Surveyor Dclany, who isn cousin
of his, nnd tho lutter mado the appointments and
vouched for the men.

Collector Kllbrcth addressed a communicat-
ion to Survoyor JlcOuiro yesterday Informing
him of tho order which had been received. Mr.
JlcOulre was not at his office.

Tbo Collector summoned before him United
Slates District Weighers Drew, Hyatt, Hart,
O'Hricn. Wardcll. nnd Edmonstono and in-
formed them that ho would hold them account-
able for tho men whom they nominate to till
vacancies in tho forco of laborers. It was during
the term In oltlco as Surveyor of Hans S. Hcattio
that the system of having weighers' laborers
nominated by tho district weighers was changed,
ami tho appointments wcro given to tbo Sur-
veyor.

HIE ATLAXTIC AXZ PACIFIC.

Inlt Dronsbt by ! Bondholders to Inval-
idate the Recent Sale or the Bead.

The committee representing the incomo bond-
holders of tho Atlantic and Pacillo Itallroad
Company, through their counsel, Henry Craw-
ford and William Strauss, have brought suit
against tho Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe
Hallway Company and the Jteorganliatton Com-
mittee of the road and the Purchas-
ing Committee of tho Atlantic and Pacific Com-
pany, together with numerous other Individuals
and trust companies that havo at various times
bad relations with tho Atchison organization.

The purpose of tho bill, which was filed yester-
day In tho Supremo Court of the Stato of New
York, is to question the validity of the solo of tho
Atlantic and Pacific Road under foreclosure,
andlts purchase by tho representatives of tho
Atchison Company.

It Is sought also to have property so acquired
by the Atchison Company held In trust for the
benefit of the Atlantic and Pacific income bond-
holders whoso liens upon the property and in-
come the Atchison Company havo attempted to
foreclose.

The contention of the plaintiffs is that tho
Atchison Company cannot deprive them of their
rights as creditors and lienors. Inasmuch as all
of the security holders of the old Atchison Com- -

aro practically reinstated in the newEanyCompany, In the samo position and with the
same priorities, and that tho committee repre-
senting tho bondholders as creditors cannot bo
so ignored as to have tho benefit of their liens
transferred toother creditors and stockholders
of the Atchison Company at their expense.

The bill filed asks for an accounting and for an
injunction against the disposition of securities
upon and tho property of tho Atlantic and Pa-
cillo Company by its nominal new owners.

Tho stock will not
bo returned. Tho ground for tho damage suit Is
that tho disponsary law is in violation of tho
Interstate Commerce law and the Constitution
of the United States.
