The new act repeals existing Civil Service
In conflict therewith and provides that all

y candidates Jor office In the State or municipal
lerrlco shall bo examined for "merit" by the
(gate or municipal Civil Service Commission,
tpon which no rating higher than 00 per cent,
hall be given to any person. Lists con-

taining the names and ratings of all applicant
found on such examination to be eligible for
ippolntment or promotion for merit so detor-tdne- d

shall bo mado up for certification to the
person or persons holding tho power of appoint- -

nent or promotion. The minimum percentage
- ef rating necessary to entitle an applicant to a

; place upon such list as ellglblo for merit shall bo
determined by the Stato or municipal Civil Sor--'

vice Commission, as tho case may be.
The fitness of tho applicants certified to be

lilgible for appointment or promotion for merit,
ball be determined by examination to be con-

ducted by tho person or persons holding tho
power of appointment or promotion, or by some
person or board designated by the person hold-lu- g

such power of appointment or promotion,
and tho rating on such examination for fitness
shall not exceed in any case 00 per cent. Tho rat-- i
tag obtained upon tho examination for fitness

J thill bo added by the person or persons holding
the power of appointment or promotion to tho
rstlng given to each applicant certified to bo
tUgiMo for merit.

Applicants examined shall bo preferred for
appointment and promotion according to their
standing, ascertained by adding together the
rstlng for merit and the rating for fitness de-

termined as In this act provided.
The law provides that examinations shall be

' competitive as far as practicable, and shall be
practical in their character, and shall relate to

. those matters which shall fairly test the lntelll-- ;

rente, competency, suitability, and character of
the applicants to discharge tho duties of that
service for which they eeek to be appointed.
The State or municipal civil service commls-- .
ilons, as the case may be. with the approval of
the Governor, shall determine when examlna-- -

Uons are not practicable and when competitive
,' examinations ore not practicable.

Eligible lists now in force shall stand until
( eligible lists are secured under this new law;

f provided, however, that the ratings there-- '
la given shall relate exclusively to tho
merit of the applicants therein named, and
hall be revised by the respective civil

service commissions on tho basis of the rating
for merit as provided by the new law. and
the fitness of such applicants shall then be de-
termined by examination and their standing as-
certained according to the new provisions of
law.

It Is provided that the new law shall not be
construed to deprive any person of the right to
advancement or promotion whero such right
to advancement or promotion la now or shall
hereatter be given by law, nor of the rights here-
tofore secured both as to appointment and upon
discharge from employment, to honorably dis-
charged Union soldiers, sailors, and marines.

Gov. Black filed a memorandum giving his
reasons for signing the bill, which is a scathing
denunciation of the civil service methods prae- -a Used by Qrover Cleveland, as well

i as a terse arraignment of civil service reform
theorists. Gov. Block says:

"Many-wis- and d citizens aro op-
posed s measure, but their opposition has
been expressed with tboughtf ulness and candor.
Their opinions have had great weight with nv
and I am reluctant to disagree with their con-
clusions. The bill has also been savagely at-
tacked by those who are neither wiso nor

These attacks proceed from sources
in which the public long since ceased to confide.
For this latter class I have no respect. It is com-
posed mainly of the disappointed and unsuccess-
ful, aided now and then by some decrepit figure
who. having once enjoyed the rewards and be-
trayed theconfidencoof his parly, is now anxious
to eiplaln and justify that betrayal. This Justi-
fication, when reduced to a sediment, consists
of the statement that all public officers are dis-
honest and should not be trusted. This conclu-
sion is probably natural, if based upon the char-
acter and conduct of those who reach It. The

It will be observed that those officers who
are quoted as favoring the present system sel-
dom say more than that they aro glad to bo ro- - '
llcvcd of the duty ot selecting their subordinates, i
They should not bo roliovod, and a system that I

has as its highest testimonial the admission ot '
a timid official that he ls willing to shirk
apart of his duty should not yet be considered
aacred nor those who criticise it profane. The
weakness of the present system ls Its fntluro to
determine experience tact, character, and
habits, qualities without which tho highest edu-
cational tests aro of no value.

"This bill makes a proiier and necessary
modification. It gives to fbe examining bonrd
thorlchtto exnmlnenn applicant as to his merit,
and tho head of o, department tho right to exam- -

Inoastohls fitness. Tho examinations of tho
board shall count forono-bal- f and that of tho dee
partment for the other. This villi mean that
the educational or thcorotlcal examination now

i provided for shall bo supplemented by a practl- -

cal examination, to tie given by tho department
which Is In need of help, and which ulono has
knowledge of tho particular duties, if fairly con-
ducted, for which such help ls required. Under
tho old system the recent graduate of the high
school or collcgo would bo almost cortaln to oo
appointed. Under tho system provided in this
bill the practice, training, habits, tact, and
manners of the applicant will be ascertained.
Under tho proposed method tho chancos of
the practical man for appointment and of the
public service for Improvement will bo greatly
Increased. If criticism is to bo made of the
words 'merit' and 'fitness.' that criticism
should bo addressed not to tho Lexow bill, but
to the Constitution, from which latter instru-
ment these later words are taken.

"The tendency now is to concentrate power
and responsibility in those holding public office.
The drift of legislation In recent years has been
to clothe Mayors of cities and other important
officials with enlarged powers. This tendency
has generally numbered among Its advo-
cates such persons as now oppose this bill.
How can it be consistently urged that tho powor
of these officers, under no pecuniary liability
whatever for the acta of tnelr subordinates,
should be enlarged, while the heads of depart-
ments, responsible In every sense and in every
way for their subordinates, should be absolute-
ly stripped of the powor ot selection I

"The present system ls neither just nor prac-
tical. I beltove the Lexow bill improves It in
both respects. It It does cot, or If something
better can be devised. I am willing to coOperato
with those who will in good faith mako the at-
tempt to improvo it."

MUST XOT WEAR ItELIQIOUS QAltD.

rnbllo School Teachers In This Itate Must
Dreas as Ordinary Men and Women Do.

Albaxt, May 10. Superintendent Charles It.
Skinner of tho State Department of Publlo In-

struction y banded down his decision in the
appeal of Samuel Kennedy and othors from
the action of the Board of Education of the
city of Watervliet in refusing to requlro the six
Catholic sisters acting as teachers in ono of the
publlo schools ot that city, held tn tho St.
Bridget's parochial school building, to discon-

tinue the wearing in the school room during
school hours the distinctive dress or garb ot the
religious sect or order ot which they aro mem-
bers.

Superintendent Skinner sustains the appeal,
holding that tho teachers in the publlo schools ot
the State ought not to wear the distinctive garb
of any religious denomination, order, sect, or
society, but dress in the usual costumo worn by
men and women generally; that any other cos-

tume or usage is Inimical to the best educational
interests of the locality and should be discontin-
ued by direction of tho local authorities. The
Board of Education Is directed to require such
teachers to discontinue the wearing of such dis-
tinctive garb while teaching in the school, and
in event of refusal by the teachers to do so, to
dismiss them as such teachers, and the publlo
school funds aro withheld until such order ls
complied with.

Liquor Tax Rebates.

Albaxt. May 10. The State Commissioner of
Excise has called on County Treasurers and
Special Deputy Commissioners to forward the
papers which entitle holders of outstanding
liquor tax rebate receipts to payment of
refund, that the same may bo ready for
prompt liquidation as soon as the appropriation
therefor ls available, which it ls thought will be
within the next five days. This refers to the re-

ceipts which were given .for surrendered and
cancelled certificates of the series of 18'JO. The
amended law provides for the payment of future
rebates within thirty days of surrender, except
in cases where criminal proceedings or civil
actions have been commenced against tho
holders of certificates surrendered.

Bills Signet ay the Governor.

Axbaivt, May 15. Eleven bills were signed by
Gov. Block Among them were these:

Assemblyman L. E. Brown s, confirming the
appointment of Issac C. Tyson on the New York
city park police force as a porkkeeper and
roundsman.

Assemblyman Bondy'a, Imposing a State tax
to raise S920.5OO for ordinary maintenance of
the canals during the next fiscal year.

Bx --Senator Bill Kepadlatea an Alleged Inter-
view.

ALBANY, May 10. David B. Hill
ls angry at the words Imputed to him In an
alleged Interview printed in New York this
morning. To-da-y he gave out this statement:

"I bad a, brief conversation yesterday with
a reporter of the paper in question with a
distinct understanding that I was not speaking
for publication. I was therefore surprised at
the alleged interview which appoars In that pa-
per this morning. Three-quarter- s of It Is a fake.
Much of it is unobjectionable in Itself, but oven
in that portion there are many misstatements
and inaccuracies. None ot it, however, was
authorized by me."

Laws er Ita Distribution, Concentration, and
Special Movements.

" In an ordinary five-stor- y flat," said Mr. r,

"there might be 0,000,000 Croton bugs,
which, under ordinary conditions, would be
pretty evenly distributed, about 1,000,000 to a
flat. But if anybody moves out, or people go
away for the summer, a redistribution occurs,
depending upon tho number and location of tho
floors vacated.

"Thus, if the first floor should become vacant,
the million bugs there would be distributed
about as follows: Socond floor, 400.000; third
floor, 300.000; fourth floor, 200,000; fifth floor,
100.000. These, of course, would be In addition to
the Crotons already domiciled on these reveral
floors.

"If the third floor should move out the Croton
bugs there would bo distributed about like this:
Second end fourth floors, about 300,000 each
and first and fifth floors, about 100.000 each.
They seem to stop at tho first place that affords
ample subsistence, and only those push on that
have to.

"But the most striking thing happens when
folks shut up their flats and go away for tho
summer. Then it ls quite possiblo that all tbo
Croton bugs may concentrate In ono flat. If, for
example, four tenants should go away for the
summer, the 4.000,000 Croton bugs that had
found a home In those four flats would all movo
to the flat whose occupant remained In town;
the whole 0,000,000 would summer In that flat.

"As tho peoplo como back In tho fall and get
settled down and begin buying groceries and
things the 4,000.000 Croton bugs from the other
flats leave tbo flat In which thoy havo spent tho
summer and go back to the flats whence they
came, and this movement continues until they
are all settled down again and the distribution
Is again abou', even about a million to a flat.

"The Croton bug is not. like the roach, repul-
sive; it is In fact n sprightly and rather a cleanly
little creature: und tho manner In which it mi-

grates well betokens Its intelligence."

BEECSED BVBHSrLZ'S DE3TAXD.

Trustees era Deaf and Dumb Asylum Prevent
Pajment or a Political Debt.

Columbcs, O., May 15, Gov. Bushnell has
been placed in an embarrassing position before
tho people of Ohio by the Board of Trustees of
the Deaf and Dumb Asylum, who refused to
carry out the Governor's instructions to removo
John K. Pollard as steward, so that he could
appoint E. A. Earbart to the place in payment
of a political debt.

There was opposition to the reelection of
Charles L. Kurtz a year ago as Chairman of the
Itepubllcan State Committee. Charles Kinney,
the candidate for Secretary of State, led the op-

position, and not only voiced his own sentl-timen-

in the matter, but spoke for Major
and Mark A Hanna as well, who wanted

some other man' than Kurtz in charge of the
campaign in this State.

Tho members of the Stato Central Committee
seemed to be about evenly divided on tho ques-

tion, and to mako Kurtz's election sure patron-ag- o

was mado to piny a part. Earhart, as a
member of tho committee. Is said to have been
told by Gov. Bushnell that ho would nppolnt him
steward of the Deaf and Dumb Asylum if he
would vote for Kurtz's reelection. What other
promises of this kind wero made at tho time aro
not known, but it is said to be certain that this
deal was made with Earhart. He voted for
Kurtz, who wai mado Stato Chairman.

Earbart giew Impatient at Ilushnell's failure
to remove Pollard and insisted upon payment of
the debt. Bushnell demanded Pollard's resigna-
tion, but Pollard rofuBCd to resign, leaving thu
matter In the bands of tbo Board of Trustees,
which ls composed of three Republicans and two
Democratlcmembcrs. Busbnollasslgned no can so
for asking for Pollard's resignation, and the lat-
ter appealed to the board to protect him on the
ground that his removal at this tlmo would be a
serious reflection upon him. For the reason
that no fault can bo found with Pollard, the
members of the Board of Trustees, with ono
exception. Informed the Governor that they
would not vote to remove Pollard, and that If
he insisted upon Pollard's resignation they
would also resign.

Bill tor er Ike "Liber Brunemlt" Went

Bounds with Tnelr Grinds.
PitoviDENor, R. I., May 15. Twelve members

of the senior cIobs, the editors of the Liber Bru-nerui- t,

the collcgo annual, have called down on
themselves the wrath of tho faculty and Acting
President Benjamin F. Clarke, because they
publlsbel In tho '07 Libtr "grinds" on members
of tho faculty and on somo ot the students.
Good-nature- d drives are always expected In the
IAbcr, but the '07 publication surprised ond
shocked part of the studont body by containing
a fling at one of tho faculty who has an infirm-
ity. Tho Insult was not lightened by the apology
mado bv the editors, who said that tho " grind"
was inserted by mlstako and that It was cut out
of the proof.

Tho faculty Is angry, furthermore, bocauso tho
Liber gives a wrong idea of the moral atmos-phor- o

of tho collcgo community when It says of
Mnxcy hall, one of the dormitories: " Epicurean-
ism und lust mako it moro like ntuvern or a
brolhel."

Amerlrana Entitled to Metier Somber About
100 TJr. 31 orsran'a DelUgereney Resolution.
WAsniNQTON. May 16. The President and

nearly all the Cabinet members being out of
town, there wero no now developments In tho
Cun.in matter Tho next movo depends
on President MeKinley, nnd ho will do nothing
until Monday, when It ls expected ho will pre-

pare his proposed messago to Congress recom-

mending nn appropriation for tho relief of dis-

tressed Americans in tho Island. Tie oflldal In-

formation received by tho Stato Department
from Couaul-Gencr.- Leo nnd the other repre-
sentatives of tho United States in Culm Indi-

cates that the number of persons who will bo en-

titled to this relief is very small. Tclegrnms from
a number of these consular officers come In to-

day, and about all of them hove reported on tbo
conditions existing in the localities over which
their jurisdiction extends. Up to this afternoon
tho number of Americans known to consular
officers was In the neighborhood of one hundred,
and somo of theso arc not in need of relief. Tho
actual sufferers who are entitled to assistance
from this Government are nearly all persons of
Cuban birth who obtained Amcrlctn citizenship
through naturalization. Most of them nro plant-
ers and farmers on a small scale The native-bor- n

Americans nre principally educated men
engaged in professional work, ond do not re-

quire a helping hand from their Government.
Of course, tho reports from tbo Consuls do not

Include tho Americans who nre tervlng with
tho Cuban forces. These cannot hope for aid,
If they desire It, for tho Spanish authorities will
not permit succor to bo given them. It Is prob-

able, however, that following its custom in
China nnd other countries where
uprisings against foreigners nnd other hostile
affairs have placed American Interests In danger,
the Government of tho United States will fur-
nish facilities to its citizens who reside in Cuba
to leave the Island if they deslro to do so. Ade- -

protection will bo furnished by tho United
tutcs authorities. In that event, to cnablo refu-

gees to debnrk In safety.
All tho reports received within the past day

or two nbout suffering Americans aro being put
in simps nt tho State Department for Insertion
In the messago of tho President, They conllrni
tho stories of distress recently published In tho
newspapers of this country, and represent a
leplorablo condition among tho poorer people.
Cuban svmpathizers w 111 hold a mass meeting
here tomorrow night to express sympathy with
the strugglo against Spanish domination. Sena-
tor Gsllingor of New Hampshire, who has In-

troduced a resolution mnklng nn appropriation
to relieve distressed Americans in tbe Island,
will preside, nnd several Senators and Repre-
sentatives will mako speeches.

It Is eonlldentnlly asserted now that Senator
Morgan's resolution recognizing tho belligerent
rights of thu Cuban revolutionists will pass tho
Senate early in the ronilng weok. This ls the
opinion of Chairman D.iris and Senators C'ullom
and Kornkerof the Committee on Foreign Rela-
tions. Tho disposition is to act as speedily as
possiblo, but u brief delay will bo permitted in
ordor to ghe President McKlnluy an oppor-
tunity to send in tho mc6s.igo thnt has been
foreshadow ml. If It does noteomoon Wednes-
day, the probabilities favor u voto upon tho
resolution then.

SPAIN'S E3TPTT BOASTS.

The Philippines Are Jlot Pacified and ipala
Wants Money to Carry On tbe TTnr.

Madrid, April 28. No doubt remains that the
work of pacification in tho Philippine Islands ls
at a standstill. The graUtv of tho situation
there has been fully revealed by the correspond-
ent of the Heraldo in Manila, who gives many
incidents with names and dates to show that in-

surgent bands are still active He adds:
"In tho southern part of Cavite, where no

military operations havo been undertaken, the
insurgents appear resolved to maintain tho
strugglo as long as possible. Very few men
from this region have surrendered, and scarcely
any armed men.

"Immediately nftor our victories tho Insur-
gents began to disperse and lose confidence in
their leaders. Either by land or by sea many
groups moved toother provinces. But as soon
as It was known that our military operations
would bo suspended all rallied to their former
chiefs. Somo are in tbe mountainous part of
tbe province; others are digging intrenchments
at Indnn, and the rest remain at their old
strongholds of Ternate and Nalc whore they
havo built new works of defence which they con-sld-

Impregnable. At these two places
from our natlvo regiments abound.

" Provisions are scarce In tho Insurgent camps,
but this ls no reason why wo should become too
confident, for tho islanders aro frugal, and, be-

sides, Insurgents constantly mako raids upon
tbo towns and get all tho food they need.

" Their supply of firearms Is not considerable,
but thoy make good uso of those tbey have.
Somo of them nre remarkable shooters. It must
not bo forgotten that thero are also In the Insur- -

ranks a good many veterans from the Mln-ann- o

war, who know how to reload cartridges
and how to mako rifles and small cannon,

"Tho Insurgent leaders avail themselves of
the lessons of the last campaign. Their plan
now ls, not to occupy buildings, out to take to
tbe woods nnd prepare for the rainy season.

"Tho rebellion may now acquire new impetus,
and, although we must not abandon ourselves
to pessimlBni. it must be acknowledged that if
the Insurrection Is not quickly uprooted we shall
have to faconn unsolvnule problem. There nro
more than 25.000 insurgents in arms, between
thoso In southern ('avlto and those scattered
through other provinces, Thoy uro getting
ready to start on irregular war, by which olley
they expect to be able to resist for a very long
time.

"If it begins to rnln beforo tho rebellion has
been completely extinguished, tho war will be-
come chronic, difficult and exp nsive,"
