Juon's Bripar, Conn,, May 17.—A hard clder
drunk at the home of John Gaffoey on Saturday
night resulted in the murder of his wife, Mary,
s woman about 70 years old, and the arrest on
suspicion of Gaffney and his two sons, James
and Peter, and Thomas Dooley, a local black-
smith, On Saturday night the four men brought
a five gallon keg of clder to the house and
started to make a night of {t. Thelr carousal
was heard by the neighbors, but as these Sature
day night sprees were of frequoent occurrence, the
people In the village had become so used to them
that they pald but lttle attention to it.  And at
an early bour, as {s the custom In this com-
munity, lights were turned out and the nelgh-
bors went to bed.

On Sunday morning aboult 9 o'clock John Gaff-
ney went to the home of a nelghbor and sald
that his wife had fallen and hurt herself.  About
noon it became Koown that she was dead, and
an investigation showed that n murder had been
committed. The olil woman wans found doad on
the floor of the pantry in the eabin, her face and
bead being battered In. Juodd's Hridge is in
the town uf Roxbury, and It was after 7 o'clock
on Sunday night when some ono thought to
drive down to Hoxbury and notify Grand Juror
Frances nnd Constable Booth of the affair.
These officials drove nt once to the sceno of the
murder and found the four men about the place.
The grand juror learncd of the carcusal of the
night before, and, the evidence of foul play belng
so apparent, he ordercd the constable to arrest
the men, ere i% no lock-upor jall in Roxbury
and it was too Iate to drive to Litenfleld, sever:
miles away, so Constable Hooth tluputixcul two
men to guard the prisoners,

A tel m was sent to Coroner H ns of
Winsted, and he arrived here early this morn-
fng and began his investigation. lle examined
several of the nelghbors, who told him of the
froquent orgles ut the Gafluey eabin, and of the
one of Saturday night. The Coroner found In
his examination the leg of & broken chalr on
which was blood and halr corresponding with
the hair of the dead womsn and which was un-
doubtedly used to commit the erime. le ques-
tioned the four men, all of whom sald they were
fgnorant of the wanner of the killing,

Thoe husband snid he arose enrly on Sumln;
morning and went out. {s return nbout
o'clock his wife was Jying on tha bod with a gosh
in ber scalp. She was conscious nnd when she
saw him she muttered, * You done it." Ile went
out to a nelghbor's and said that his wife had
hurt harself, and when he returned the second
time bis wifo still lay on tho bed nnd repested
hor accusation. He left the honso agmin and
when he came back he found his wife on the
pantry floor dead,

CLUBS UNDER THIT RAINES LAW,

Kot Neccasmry (o e Incorporated (o Ohtaln
Eiguor Tax Certificates.

Irnaca, May 17.—<In nearly every large vil-
Ingo and city In tho State nre numbars of socinl
clibs which have herctoforo served aleobollo
liguors to members, but which, whilo belng
bann flide clubs, organizod before March, 1806,
nre not Incorporatod. Ithnca has four of these,
nnd winee the new nmendoients to the Raines
law have gone Into effoct the soctlon relative to
oluby hos caused much embarrassment to tho
clube desiring to take out o liconse. Commis-
sloner Lymnn hos beon asked for wn oplnlon on
the subject, and lins placed a liheral construetion
on the law, Mo says thit he s advised that
such clubs must bo considered ns persona on-
gaging in tho trafMe In liquors, pursuant to sul-
division b of soction 2 of the Liguor Tax law, and
constitute the associstions thereln referred to.
This scction roads ns follows:

“The distribution of liquor by, between, or on
behulf of meombers of o corporation, association,
or copartnership, to a member thereof or to
others, In quantitica lesy than flve wine gnl-
lona."™

Commissioner Lyman says further that he Is
of the apinfon that a club s such an nasocintion
s iy contomplated In subdivision 2 of sectlon 17,
This soction reads ns follows:

“The name anid residence of every person in-
terested or to become Interested in thoe trafe In
lguors for which the statement Is made, unless
such applicant bo s corporation or associstlon,

in which ense the person making the application
in behnldf of the corporation or association shall
#ot forth instead the name of the corparation or
association, the State under the lnws of which (&
i« organized, aml the notice of his authority to
uct for such corporation or wasociation.”

The Commissioner mays that the provision
providing that the npplicant set forth the name
of the nssociation and State under the Inws of
which it is organired, &ec. being phraseology of
a descriptive character, does not preclude an
unincorporated associntion from making such
application, and the Intent and meaning of tho
provision soems to contemplate that an applica-
tlon may be made by a corporation or associn-
tion und by the Iatter, regnrdless of the fact of
Invorporation. f the association bs unincor-
parated, und consequently incapable of tho de-
seription required of an incorporated body, it
should simply describe itself as *unincorpo-

Taled,

In conclusion, Mr, Lymnan says ho Is of the
opinfon that it [s not necessary for the clubs In
question to be incorporated for the purpose of
obtalning lquor tax certificates suthorizing
them to traffic in Jiguors.

The Commissloner has not passed upon the
auestion ns to whetber theso partienlar elubs
comns under the subdivision which
enle of lguor between 1 ond & A, M. on se>ular
days or Sundays and other prohibited times,

SPECIAL SESSIONS' RAINES ILAW,

A Declslon of O ous H Inter-

~at to fio Made Yo-Day,

The three Judgea In the Court of Special Bes-
slons, Judge Hayes presiding, will hand down
to<day a declslon in several cases of violation of
tho Raines law. This decislon will be of lm-
portance to lquor dealors,

“We have thought long and earncstly over
the matter,” said Judge Hayes yesterdny to n
SuN reporter, *and we have consulted with the
District Attorney. Wo think that our decision
will be linportant not only to lignor dealers and
tothe pollce of this clty, but will also boe of great
concern to people all over the State, We do not
believe that In cases of a very wlight infringe-
ment of the law s punlshment ne great as that
inflicted for o lagrant violation is just, and wo
tond to lentty in such canes.”

Over 160 alleged Baines law violators bhavo
plesded not guiliy in Special Hessions and aro
awniting trial, ey ure also awalting Justice
Andrews's decision in the Supreme Court over
that section of the lnw which gives the exclusive
Juriasdiction in the Hoines law cases to the Court
of Special Sesslons, If Justice Androws's de-
clgion datermines that nll prisoners have a right
