A number of events, several of them of more
than ordinary importance, have reaulted in
higher prices for securities this week. Thefirat
of these was the declalon of the Supreme Court
that the Interstate Commerce Commission has
not the power to fix rallway ratea. This
waa followed by evidence furnished by the
Benata that it purposes to dispose of the Tarlff
bill without the usual delayn that attend the
consideration of such a measure, Then came
the further setback that those who are at-
tacking the anthracite coal companies re-
oolved In the decision of the court post-
poning the hearing ns to the oconstitution-
ality of the new anti-trust laws passed by the
last Leginlature of this State. Other encourng-
ing developments were the favorable disposition
of the Illinols Legislature townrd a number of
corporation measures, including the Chlcago Gaa
consolidation and the so-called frontage bills, the
decline In forelgn exchange and Lthe consequent
cossation of exporta of specio, and, finally, the
assurances given by the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, speaking definitely for the Administration,
that the Government intends, as soon as the
tariff is dlsposed of, to take up the currency
question In & conservative and compre-
hensive manner. It is also to be noted
that railwny earnings, both gross and
net, are showing some {mprovement
as compared with the corresponding periods of
last year. Imports of merchandise have fallen
off as compared with the extraordinary move-
ment of a few weeks ago, and thers laa moderate
increase in the volume of exports,

The Cuban question has censed to be & buge
bear, while the ceasation of hostilities in the
Levant has imparted a more confident tone to
European financinl markets, which is to an ex-
tent reflected here. The volume of general
business Is not more than normal, but
the trade reports agree that a revival
of activity »imply awaits deflnite action
by Congress upon the tariff, Tho anthra-
cite coal ahares have been a feature this weok,
not only because of the amnounced determina-
tion of the managers of the coal producing and
carrying companies to test the constitutionnality
of the new anti-trust laws, but becanse of a per-
ceptible iImprovement in the industry, Besides,
the decline in Jorsey Central appeared toreacha
pointearly In the week that brought the friends
of that property to the support of the stock, in
which a Inrge short interest had beon created,
An o matter of fact, the covering of shorls by
operators who have evidently been alarmed
by the manifest change in the current of
events and its effect upon sentiment haa
been chiesfly responsible for the almost
universal lmprovement In pricea thls week.
There has been also, as already noled in
this column, a perceptible increase In the vol-
ume of commissfon business. The transactions
in bonds, as well as In stocks, have been quite n
Uttle Inrger than those reported Jaat weeok.

Tho trading on the Btock Exchange to-<day
was comparatively animated and the tone was
in tho main strong throughout. Tho greatest
activity was In the Granger stocks. and they
also scored the most Important net advances,
C. B. and Quiney was exceptionally strong,
presumably in  expectation of o favor
able trafic showlng for April, which Is
several days overdue. National Lead also
scored s noteworthy net advance, and was more
extonsively dealt in than yesterday. The only
noteworthy oxception to the general tendency
waa C,, C, C, and St. Louls, which sustained a
not loss of 3% points, The trafMe returns of the
company for the first ten months of the current
fiscal year Indicate that the dividend wupon
the preferred stock will not be fully earned, It
{s understood, however, that the present rate of
dividend will be maintalned for the current
quarter and that the previous surplus will be
drawn upon to supply the amount required to
muke the usual quarterly payment.

The weekly stalemont of averages of the As-
sociated Banks shows an Incroaso of nearly
1,000,000 in Jawful money, more than half of it
In legnl tonders. All of this money has, of
course, come from the Interlor, togother
with enough more to offsot the amounts with-
drawn on sccount of exports of specle, An
