All these factor In the result tend to make
definite analysis very dlfllctilt.innd tho problem
Is still further complicated by the fact that it
has been found impossible to get persons to play
a perfect game, oven whn they havo a week to
think over the playnf a singlo card. This is par-
ticularly true of thoMMho play against short-sui- t

tactics, nnd bos led many persons to bellevo
that tho gains niado by cotnmon-sens- players
nro largely due to tho errors of their adversar-
ies. Kirn If such Is the case. It If po Argument
against the ) stem, but rather In its: favor, if its
nature Is aiiih that It leads Its opponents Into
error. lint whllo this may win games It Is no
proof that short-sui- t tactics aro the best, unless
the connection between cause and effect can lie
established, and it can be shown that the errors
of tho adversaries nre the necessary result of
th systun to which tbey are opposed.

Tho problem cannot be solved by mathemati-
cal demonstration, and there Is nothing for lt
but to cximrlment, and experiments nre dally
Doing made by thousands. Hut although these
aro being tried every day In almost every whist
rluh In the country, tbey result In no practical
hciicilt to the great mass of whlt players.
Irregular, unrecorded, and unclassified c. perl-men-

never will. What is wanted Is to t o a
certain number and variety of test cases, to try
them thoroughly on n large scale, and then to
classify the results. There cortalnly should be
some moans of utilising the enormous number of
experiments that are dally being mado in our
varloui whist clubs, so that tho result arrived
nt In one city might bo communicated toothers,
nnd bo compared with the experience there. Tim
Kv.v has often been Impressed by the fact that
notwithstanding the excellent organisation of
the American whist League, Its clubs are of
practically little or no benefit to ono another,
and there is not the solidarity that should exist
in Btich an association.

Why should not tho Immense membership of
the lenguo be available for the discussion and
determination of somo of those moot questions
of modern whist which can bo settled only by
experiment I If nil the clubs would agree to
concentrate tbelr attention upon certain points
of whist strategy, ono at a time, results of in-
calculable value might bo arrived ot in a very
short time. Tako such an experiment as the
following, for instance: dive the leader

There are ten trumps which ths leader docs
not hold; for ten successive deals turn up one of
theso ten trumps, each tlmo a different one.

club and then tho lend of the spado jack. Tho
experiment would not take ono person much
more than an hour, and if fifty players were to
try it in fifty different clubs, tno result would bo
n practical test extending over 500 deals. It
the results were sent to ono person to bo classi-
fied and published, it would thro w a good deal
of llaht on n dark subject.

A correspondent ot Tub Scn tried this hand
for 100 deals, and he found that the results wcro
vory slightly in favor of tho spade lack; not
more than one or two tricks in any deal. Ho says
that ho afterward changed the hand, giving the
lender tho king of diamonds. Then the result ot
leading tho small club or the spade jack was
practically tho same. When ho changed the
hand still further, giving the leader K J 2 of
diamonds, he found that the lead of the small
club was better than that of the spade Jack, it
partner recognized tho small card as n trump
Invitation.

There has always been a wide divergence of
opinion nmong golfers regarding tho use ot a
billiard cue on Iho putting green, and since tha
editorial In The 8V of May 23 on tho subject
tho discussions have multiplied. Regarding the
legality of the cue under the golf rules. The Saw
Is pronounced to be right in its assertion that It
is justlflablo to use it until some SDeclal statute
is framed. No two golfers agree, however, as to
tho utility ot tho cue. A. 7.. Huntington, before
starting In the public tournament at Van Cort-lan-

Park last fall, asked the referee If he
might uso a putter he had invented, which had
a head llko a wedge-shape- d croquet mallot.

" Cortalnly." replied the President of St. An-
drew's, " you may put with an umbrella handle
if you like."

Tbo remark shows the freedom of choice tha
rules allow to tho golfor.

II. O. Tallmadge, who as Secretary of tha
United States Golf Association had chargo of
the amateur championship at Newport in 1803,
when Richard Petors set out prepared to use a
cue in putting, says:

"Tho officials In charge of ths Newport tonr.
nament did not make a ruling in tha match be-

tween Mr. Peters and the Rev. Dr. lialnaford
regarding the use of the cuo for, after using It
once, Peters, at tho roquest of his opponent did
not use lt again. I da not think that a cuo or
anything else could bo barred out under the
present rules, which do not specify what style ot
club shall bo used. At the some time the rules
of common sense and fairness should govern all
contests, and I am sure tha Executive Commit-
tee of tho U. 3. 0. A. would use its power and
disqualify any competitor who would use a cue
in a match, or tho commltteo could make a now
rule immediately covering any point which
might como up.

"Personally. I bellevo a billiard cue would be
moro of a handicap than on advantage, as the
cramped position a player would havo to tako
whllo putting would naturally interfere with
his aim. Desldcs, a golf ball Is so small and
light that lt would bo almost imposslblo to make
a cue shot without hitting or pushing the ball
twice, which would mean tho loss of a stroke in
medal play or of the holo In match play,"

Richard Peters, who was one of the players
who qualified at the Baltusrol tournament, said
that after making one successful put with n cue
nt New port ho thereafter omitted using it, both
to please Dr. Italnsford, who is a consenativo
golfer, nnd because the innovation made him so
nervous that lt might have spoiled his game.

" With somo practice, ro as to overcome awk-
wardness. I bellevo the cuo would greatly help a
player's putting," added Peters. "The greens
would have to bo,pcrfect, llko ours at Meadow-broo-

to make tho cuo effective It would be
idle to try lt on knobby or cuppy greens."

Tho other side of the caso was expressed by n.
P. Toler, who Is one of the best amateur pool
players In New Y'ork and thoroughly familiar
with tho uses of the cue.

" I havo onco or twice experimented with a cue
on the putting green, but only out of curiosity,"
said Toler. "I would not think of using one in a
match. The benefit in putting afforded by a cuo
is. In my opinion, not large enough to compen-
sate for tho trouble, of using It. I regard its uso,
too. as something utterly foreign to tho spirit of
golf, and I maintain that no player with any
respect for the game will over use a cue."

An amateur who tested the cuo In putting on
the lino greens nt Knollwood last week found
that tho ball ran better from the butt of the cuo
than when struck by the chalked tip. Ily mak-
ing a "bridge" with the left hand and rctlng
the right knee on the turf tho cuo could no
readily handled. Within three feet of tho cup
the ball could bo put in with equal facility from
cither end of the cue, but on long puts the shots
from the tip were apt to run untrue. The Im-
pression derived from the experiment was thaton long puts the cue is no more reliable than tbo
putter, but when close to tho holo tbo cue Is
the safer. By practice, however, tho cur might
be made n patent Instrument, should it be held
that the " bllllardlxing " of golf Is justifiable.

Douglas Honner, a Junior player ot the Staten
Island Cricket Club, had somo sport last fall
with a putter on the cue principle, but designed
to rest against the left shoe when In uso Instead
of being supported by a hand " bridge." At one
time he talked of taking a patent on his idea.
In an article In The Sex. published after tho
WKthmnlr Intlraftniiint lABf full n ltlttva,lr,n
was printed of Richard I'etors's brass putter,
which Is very effective In short or long puts.

Tho article showed that tho invention of new
utters was quito the fashion In while. In
895, the golfers had devoted their energies! to

the invention of new drivers and braeys. The
conclusion drawn was that the players had
learned the long game and woro next puzzling
over the mastory of the short game. The Inter-
est now taken in tho bllllard-cu- e question sug-
gests that the short game is still tno most per-
plexing part of golf.

Tho professionals unite In saving that the use
of the cue is "na" gowf." Ham Tucker onco
saw a player use one In a match on Wimbledon
Common, near London. Ills ball had rolled un-
der a furxo hush on tho edge of the green, and.
to avoid lifting, the player sent to tho club
house for a cue and used It by crouching down so
effectively that he sent tho ball dead on the rim.
Usually tho profcuiouols say they have never
know n tho cue to be usod. They are indifferent as
to whether it should lie adopted or not. except on
general principles, tho position tbeytakewlun-eve- r

any club not of their own invention is In-

troduced nt a links. To invent a new club that
will aid his game in n decisive way is an idea
that fasclnitcs mnny a new golfer, but tho
thorough Scotch player Is convinced In his heart
that, after tho experienco of a century, tho club
makers of Scotland have nbaut nttalnert perfec-
tion In club making. This is ono reason why
they regard new st) les with Indifference.

"what would hnptien should nn American
visit Scotland with some driver,
say, one with springs inside lt. that would cnablo
him to e everybody I" was the questiononco inked n famous Scotch professional.

"Nothing at all," was tho reply, "and he
would have a grand timo winning matches until
we learned bis secret."

I was In Kcene, K. Ii on Oct. 17 nnd 20, In tho
year of ecclesiastical aggressiveness, 1881. It
was tho second time I hod visited that trim and
attractive little city, and although my first visit
had not resulted in a dazzling financial success.
I discovered to many enthusiastic friends and
admirers that I was willing to try another brace
of concerts there, if only for tho sake of being
praised. For bo lt known right here and now,
that I am exceedingly susccptiblo to flattery,
and from a boy havo greatly admired and ex-

cused tho crow in the fable who, being flattered
by the fox, who asked her to sing, opened her
mouth, dropped the piece of meat which her bill
bad held, said meat being at once appropriated
by tho fox.

Fox. In fact, so lnsatlablo are we all of adula-
tion, that were It not for too long a digression I
could right here and now favor you with logical
proof that the desire for flattery hi tbe strongest
incentive to exertion that can be presented to a
human being; yea, even stronger than lucre.

Kcene, N. II., may possibly hovo 5,000 Inhab-

itants. The town ts inland, but it has a nice
little stream running through it called the
Black River.

It has long
seeiutd to me that a trne critic cannot appear

tbe excellencies of nations as well as individuals
can be. correctly got at only by judging them" according to their lights."

strings and wadding bands as life insuranceagents, jutcnt medicine men, book agents, nnd
commercial drummers.

Hut pronnclal brethren are marvellouslvquick to learn, and in Kcene I found that sinctsmy previous visit they Ind advanced in musicalappreciation. For example, on my former visittho Baptist church h.ul been granted mc for my
concert only in spite of tho opposition of thepastor, and ho declined to use the free tickets I
sent him becauso he did not approve" of suchueof a church. However. 04 I was afterward
Informed, tho good man bad not been able tokeep away from my concert, but had sat on the
front door steps during the whole artair, andhad been so pleasantly disappointed th.it beforemy next vi-- it ho had become one of my errw anncst defender?, and had materially helped
to increase my success by his eulogiums. In
short. I had converted him! I'm sorry that
his name has escaped me.

Another Instance of ministerial advocacy was
that of tho Unitarian pastor of Kcene, who,
when he gavo out the notico of mi concert inhis church, branched out Into a long punegvric
of my humble labors of preiious jears in Sew

ork in such a style and with such a wealth ofcompliment that I was fain to slink out fromver shnmp nt hearing myself praised so much.This was in lvld contrust to tho horrible
meted out to mo by ministers In otherplaces, notably In Hartford and in Boston.Ilurlng my previous visit to o I bad triedfaithfully, by daily rehearsals, to arouse an in-

terest In n children's chorus, supplementary totho adult chorus which was to take part in my
concerts, but hid been obliged to give it up aaa bad job. On my second visit things wcroquito changed for the better. It might bo allttlo extrut agaut for mo to say that the girlsand boys had been transformed into llttloangels; but then thoy behaved so much betterthan they had done before, and I got so muchmore real music out of their little throats, that Itwas a truo pleasure.

I met but few disagreeablo experiences inKeeno In this visit, but one of tho most dis-couraging came from one of three weekly news-papers. Although I promised to divldo thoreceipts of my concerts with tho Invalids'Home, tbe most popular charity in tho city, thoproprietor of the newspaper In question notonly refused to tako my advertisements at areduced rate, but actually charged lift per cent,more than ho had done on my previous visit,shrewdly calculating upon my increased popu-li1- -
