William Scrlbner rails Dona the Elevator

Short at tbo Componj's Headquarters.
William Scrlbner, Secretary and Treasurer

ot tho Verlscopo Company, fell down the elova-to- r

shaft last evening from the sixth floor to the
basement of the factory building at 241 West
Twenty-thir- d street. Ho was almost instantly
killed. The Verlscope Company was organlzod
to take photographs ot the Fltzslmmons-Corbet- t

prize fight, with Dan A. Stowart at Its head.
Mr. Scrlbner was the Secretary and Treasurer
ot tho company from its organization, and it
was pan ot his duties to keep the books. After
the prize fight the oomnany rented the sixth
floor ot the building on Twenty-thir- d street for
a laboratory and oflices.

Mr. Scrlbner and W. IL Clark, one of the
company's clerks, wero at tho office yesterday
writing up the books for May. The building
has a hydraullo passenger elevator, tho shaft of
which Is near the centre of the floors. Thero
are few persons In the various shops and facto-
ries on Sundays, and Adolph Hoffstadt, the
owner of the building, does not have on elevator
attendant there between Saturday evening and
Monday morning. Those who have business at
the building on Sundays walk upstairs or else
run the elevator themselves. Mr. Scrlbner and
the other men who work in the verlscope
laboratory were in the habit of using the elevator,
the management of which hod been explained to
them.

Yesterday Scrlbner and Clark went to the
building about noon, and rode up to their office.
When they reached the sixth floor they let tho
car remain there, in readiness to take them
down when they hod Aniseed their work. Tbey
wero busy all tho afternoon. Mr. Clark got
through aDout 0 o'clock, and went out to din-
ner, lie rode down In the elevator, and left It
at the ground floor. He expected to return in the
evening.

Mr. Scrlbner remained until 6:40. On reach-
ing the elovator shaft be found the car at the
ground floor. He opened the gate at the elevator
shaft, and, leKnicg Into the shaft, started the
car up by pulling tho controlling cable. Ho In-
tended to let the car run up to the sixth floor,
taking his band off the cable only to allow the
roof of the car to pass, and then stopping It. He
had dono this successfully many times before.

It Is supposed that the car got beyond Mr.
Bcribner's control yesterday, and that when
the roof had passed him. he was not able to
catch the cable Inside. The car ran up to the
seventh floor. Mr. Scrlbner leaned into tho
shaft again to get the cable and run the car
back. In doing this he lost his balance, and fell
into the shaft. The distance to the bottom is
about soventy feet, and Mr. Scrlbner, who is a
heavy man, struck on his head and shoulder.
His skull was fractured.

As Mr. Scrlbner fell be gave a cry of alarm.
John Wilson, tho Verlscope Company's watch-
man, heard him and notified the police of the
accident. An ambulance was called from the
New York Hospital. The surgeon found Mr.
Scrlbner dead. Coroner Tu thill issued a permit
for the removal of the body to Mr. Bcribner's
house, SO Morton street. The dead man was SO
years old, and leaves an invalid wife.

The Torpedo Boat Porter Blooms All Around
the Fleet Steamboat.

Passengers on tho fleet steamboat Sandy
Hook on ber trip down tho bay yesterday morn-
ing noticed, shortly after passing Fort Wads-wort-

a low, rakish little boat, with block
upper works and black funnels, about two miles
astern, and apparently In hot pursuit of the
Sandy Hook. The Sandy Hook is a sister boat
of the Monmouth, and about the fastest craft
that plies In tho harbor, but the pursuer steadily
gained on her. Tho Captain of the Sandy Hook,
unwilling to bo beaten In his first brush of the
season, piled on all steam, but, as the little boat
astern drew closer, ho made her out as ono of
Uncle Sam's new flyers. It was the torpedo
boat Porter. The Bandy Hook, after saluting
the Porter, tried to redouble speed, but the
Porter was soon abreast When she got a safe
distance ahead, she turned around almost in her
own length and passed the Bandy Hook, going
in the other dlroction.

It took the Porter exactly two minutes and a
half to come up from a position 1,000 yards
astern of the Sandy Hook, to circle her bow and
drop back to her former position. Tbo Sandy
Hook again saluted hor, and tbe salute was
echoed by the cheers ot the passengers.

Tho Porter was on a preliminary trial trip.
She is one of tho two torpedo boats ordered by
former Secretary Horbert to bo built by the
Horresboffs. These boats were required to bavo
a speed of twenty-seve- n knots. Tho Porter was
completed last February and wns known for
some time as torpedo boat No. 0. Her sister ship
will nrobnblv bo comnletod next month.

On her first trial trip, before she was accepted
from ber builders, the Porter attained a speed of
2H.78 knots. Hor final trial trip will be held on
Wednesday next. She has been lying at tbe
Brooklyn Navy Yard for a weak. Since Tues-
day sbe has been in tbo dry dock being

Tbe trip yesterday was made In order
all tbe dust out of tho bearings of her

engines. Sho started at 8:30 and went out to the
Sandy Hook lightship, making the trip in 30
minutes from the Ilattery, which is at a speed
of 28 knots an hour. After loavlng tho light-
ship tho Portor went up to Kllzabotbport to coal,
and returned to the yard a little before 3 o'clock.

Her officers said yesterday that the Porter had
workod very satisfactorily, and, considering
that her crow Is short three men. her perform-
ance was very creditable. Tbe Porter has sev-
eral times attained a upoed of thirty knots, und
her officers say that sliu can do thirty-on- under

They claim for her tho distinction of
clng the fastest boat in tho navy, BUe has a

crew of twenty-eigh- t men. The trial trip on
Wcdiiosdny will occupy twelve hours, and will
probably bo around Long Island,

liowen llvod at Cablo, a small town on the
Pennsylvania Railroad, northeast of the city,
and ho was one of tho many country pcoplo who
formed a large part of the crowd that sur-
rounded tho jail and court houso on Thursday
night. Wank, tho other man whoso condition
was considered critical, is not improved, and
although his death has been expoctcd, thero is
hope that bo may survive

Thoro was a mass mooting ot tho women of
tho city last cvonlng, at which tho no-

tion of tho crowd In hanging Mitchell was
commended. They have called a mass mooting
for Monday aftornoon at the opera houso.

vestigate matters. Tbey will probably try to
discover why the keys of tbe jail were given
over to the mob and tho militia sont up stairs In
the Jail, and tho Springfield company ordered
home Just at tho tlmo that they were needed.

He
felt that tbo guards were acting under
orders and wanted them to return. He was
told by tbe officials that in their opinion tho
feeling was not sufficient against tho guards to
make tholr return dangerous.

But if tbe people
know tho penalty for criminal assault was
death and wero assured that tbe ravlshor would
be punished by death, I think there would bo
mmh less tendency among thcin to take the law
Into their on n hands to punish such crimeB, and
thnt there would bo fewer riots.

"Insucncascsus thut at Urbana the penally
should bo death. Crimes In which thero may bo
some extvnunttng circumstances should lie
punished with imprisonment for life, and so on.
But In any event tho death penally should by
all means bo provided and as spoedily as possi-
ble."

Governor said he had discussed Infor-
mally the establishment of tbe death penalty
for criminal assault with one ot the Judges of

the Bupremo Court, and had found the Judgo
views in tho matter to cotncldo with his own.

It Ib not likely that
bo will return to Urbana until after
the time ot tho funoral ot tho men killed by tho
militia.

Col. Hunt tried to encourage Capt. Leonard,
polntlngout to htm that nrcordlng to the regu-
lations of the mllltla, which ho was bound to
respect and obey, he had simply done his
duty. Col, Hunt himself has had an experience
something of the kind. He was in charge ot
tbo mllltla guarding tho court houso in '

this city twelvo years ago when It was
burned by tho mob. At Col. Hunt's command
the militia fired on the rioters repeatedly. How
many ot tho mob wore killed was never defi-
nitely known, but. according to burial permits
issued, It was ostlmated that tho number was
not less than seventy-live- .

It was reported that Corporal Vance
of Company D, which did tho shooting, and a
private soldlor hod also arrived In the city and
wero passing under assumed names.

When tho discovery was mado an infurlatod
crowd of men started In pursuit of Albert Bur-

ton, a young negro living at Upper Darby, He
was found lurking In tbe neighborhood. A
description had been given of him by the child
and an effort was mado to apprehend him. Bur
ton fled across the fields In Springfield township
with the crowd ot men at his heels arniod with
clubs, revolvers, and a rope.

Knowing that the mob In pursuit was bent
upon lynching the allegod culprit. Constable
Albert Taylor and hla brother. Q. C. Taylor,
saddled horses nnd started attor them. They
soon distanced tho crowd, and after three hours
search In tho fields they captured Burton at
Sccane, whore be had jumped on a railroad
train. Robert Moore caught the negro and held
him until Constable Taylor secured him. Ho
was taken before n Justice of the Peace at Glen
Olden and committed to tbe county Jail at
Media, where ho was safely lodged before the
pursuers overtook him. Burton was afterword
idontlQed by tbo child as her assailant.

Hurt on declared his Innocence, and said that
he ran from tho crowd becaute ho fearod for his
life. Probably only the quick movements ot tho
constable prevented a Sunday afternoon lynch-
ing in ono ot the most peaceful localities in
Pennsylvania.

The officer of tho day said the authorities of
this post had no power in the matter, ns the
offence was not committed on the cost and the
offending soldiers were not under control of tho
post commander. The prisoners were then taken
to their camp, which is Just bark of the fort, and
turned ovef to Capt. L'llgl Lomla.
