"aBNTZRilAlT JOE" OOES TO riECES.
Another Fallare In Chicago by Oaa of David

IIndereona Cempanlea.

Chicago, June 0. The engagement of the
piny " Gentleman Joe " terminated suddenly last
night at MoVlokr' Theatre by order of Mana-
ger Sharpe. David Henderson, manager of the
company presenting tho play, talks of broken
contracts, arbitrary action, and Hi usage on tho
part of Manager Sharpo, and threatens an ap-
peal to tho courts for damages. Manager
Sharpe savs that Henderson's charges and asser-
tions aro false, and asserts that he and the pub-
llo hare been the victims of a conQdenoe game.

Between all th crossfire all the members of
tho company are minus their salaries. Mr. Hen-
derson says that he entered Into a contract to
produce the " Crystal Slipper' and was unable
to do so, and that Manager Sharpe agreed to a
change In favor of "Gentleman Joe. This is
assented to by Mr. Sharpe, but ho says that It
was the proviso that Henderson should en-
gage Dorothy Morton, AnnaBoyd, and several
others for the oast, whom Henderson failed to
get. The piece was suoh a palpable failure, Mr
Sharp says, that he Insisted upon changes In
th cast, to whloh Henderson agreed but failed
to make. Finally ha was compelled to serve
notice of a termination of the engagement.

Meantime Henderson had assigned everything
to Attorney J. W. Loeb. and the member of the
company were, Mr. Sharpe says, working with
no prospect of pay.

NEVT XNDVSTIIIAI. COLONY.

New York Street Arab ta Be Tauiht tha Sci-

ence or Gavemmant and Farmlnr.
GAnDmiR, N. T., June 0. A new county

started here by the Industrial Colony Associa-
tion of New York city has begun operations.
Fred Walton, a twelve-year-ol- ha been elected
Supervisor and head constable, and laws have
been made against the breaking of things about
the county house, against every sort of an as-

sault, against doing anything that might be In-

jurious to the health or comfort of the people of
the county, and against resisting on officer when
arrested. The county Includes a 140-acr- o form,
one of the best In the WallkiU Valley.

The population now Is very small, but hy the
first of July It 1 expeoted that enough street
arabs will have arrived from New York to fill
up all the available space. The scheme 1 to
teach the arabs the art of government and the
business of farming. An entire county govern-
ment Is to be established. There is to bo a
Sheriff, a Judge, two Supervisors, two consta-
bles, and a jolt. The boas oltisan of the county
is now Calvin w. Stewart, a student in the
Union Theologloal Seminary, but he will not
hold any offloe. The county is to have a mint
and a money of its own. This money Is to be
guaranteed by the potatoes and beet and
onion and other things that will bo raised on the
farm, and at the end of the season is to bo re-
deemed in produce of this sort.

Everybody in the county is to have work.
Ordinary laborers are to get CO cents a dar In
the coin of the county. The hotter class of la-

borers are to get 00 ocnts and the highest class
75 cents a day. Violations of the law are to bo
punished by fine or Imprisonment, or both, and
if the association sticks to its determination to
send the toughest boys it oan get hold of to
make up the population, maybe there won't be
a great deal of coin to redeem at the end of the
season.

Among the advisers of the new county are
Gen. A. O. Barnes, John Graham Brooks, James
O. Cannon. Miss Adele XI. Field, the Rev.
Charles Cuthbert Hall, the Rev. A. E. Kittridge.
the Rev. R. S. MacArthur. the Rev. Edward
Kilea, and the Rev. W. 8. Ralnaford. The asso-
ciation already has enough money to run tho
county a year.

Fanner Tollman Will Probably Hat Survive

th Shock.

Somxhvtlix.N. J., June 6. William Tunis, a
real estate and Insurance broker, 00 years old,
died suddenly of heart disease on the farm of
Samuel P. Tollman, near Flaggtown, yesterday
afternoon. Mr. Tollman wa so severely shocked
by the death of Mr. Tunis that his death is
momentarily expected.

Several weeks ago Farmer Tollman, who Is
over 70 years old, was severely Injured by tha
accidental discharge of a shotgun. Both hands
were blown nearly to pieces. Mr. Tollman acted
with remarkable coolness. Ho ordered a farm
hand to cut off several of the shattered fingers,

then to save himself from bleeding to deathSndJumped into a road wagon and rode twelve
miles across a rough country to the nearest sur-
geon. There he underwent an operation that
lasted two hours, but ho never flinched. Look
after his wounds had healed Mr. Tollman a
rugged constitution broke down.

He was seated on tho plosza of his home yester-
day afternoon suffering with nervous prostra-
tion. Dr. William J. Srrlnton was at his sjdo
when alight wagon contalnlngMr. Tunis andhla
driver stopped In front of the bouse. Mr. Tunis
was in a reclining position, and his head hung
helplessly to one side. Tim driver hastily
alighted and said that when Mr. Tunis got out
of the carriage to look over the farm he fell and
fainted. The driver placed him In tho carrlngo
and drove htm to the bouse. Dr. Swlntnn

Mr. Tunis and pronounced him dead.
As the body was carried into the house Farmer
Tollman collapsed, and bis physicians say to-

night that he Is dying.

DEPOSITS OF VKAXIU3T.

A Booth Dakota Man nallevea Ho Has a Btlne
or the Kara Metal.

Deadwood, S. D., June 0. During the past
ten years an old German, named "Cout'
Dovier, has been at work on claims near this
city, developing, as he asserted, a mine of ura-
nium. He has sent samples of tho ore to mills
In the United States and to many In Europe for
tho purposo of satisfying himself that the metal
was uranium. Now he has received a report
verifying his expectations. The metal is ex
treinelv scarce, not being found in any other
part of the American continent, and In but one
place In Germany. There are no mills In the
United States that can properly reduce the ore.

The name, from tho planet Uranus, was glvon
to the inotal by Klaproth in 1780. Ho discov-
ered its oxldo in tho mineral called pitchblende,
but metallic uranium was not discovered till
1810 by PellgoU Many mineral species contain
uranium, but only pitchblende has been avail-
able for the extraction of uranlo compounds.
The metal is hard, but aomewbat malleable, ond
may be scratched with a flic. Its compounds
have been used to impart to glass a yellowish
liuorescont color.

Lars Two Whales to a Sierr Death at Bar-nam- 's

Triumph or the Showman Over
Aoaaala, the Naturalist, with Ackuawl-edgment- a

by the Vnnultae Pronroaara

Acting as custodian to a travelling whale Is a
wearing occupation. Prof. H. D. Butler, who
brought the two whtto whalos now in the Aqua-
rium from IUvlore Ouelle, near the mouth ot
the St. Lawrence River, hy railroad, has been
making up for lost sleep since his arrival. For
two days and nights he didn't get a wink of
sloep, but was watching his ponderous charges
constantly to see that they wore all right ond
keeping sufficiently moistened. By yesterday
afternoon he wo fairly awake and wa found by
a reporter at his home in Bouth Elliott place,
Brooklyn. Prof. Butler has hadtnoroexperlenoo,
probably, with whales on land than any other
man In this country, and he had much to tell of
the best methods of transporting whales, and
also ot the history of some of tho fow whales
over in captivity in this part of the world.

"In telling you how I keop a whole alive on
land," sold the Professor, "I am giving away
one of my professional secrete. But I guess
there is no reason why I shouldn't give it away.
First catch your whalo. Then put him in a bor,
open at the top, and lined with wot soawaed.
That will glv him enough moisture to koop him
fairly comfortable. Now comes the trick of the
trade that is, to keop his blowholo moistened
with a wet sponge. Of course you know that a
whale 1 not a fish. He breathe air, ilka any
other animal, and he ha only one breathing
passage, the blowhole. He can't breathe through
his mouth as a man can, and if he caught a bad
cold In his blowhole he would suffooate for lack
ot air. Now, It the blowhole drle up It cannot
relax and contract, but stiffens up, and th
whale promptly dies. Therefore it 1 neoessary
to koep it constantly moist. Thl requires Uttl
water; In faot, I think I didn't use moro than
two pallfuls on my two whales In the 000 mile
trip down. That Included a spongs bath oniec
twice a day.

"I remember very well my llrst whale. That
was about thirty years ago, when I was in the
show business. I was employed In Bamum's
Museum here, and I also had an aquarium In
Boston, where I spent one week out ot the four.
While I was there two men named Tetu came
from the mouth of the St. Lawrence with two
whales frozen solid, which thoy oxhlbited In a
building on Chatham street. A noatbuslnoss
thoy did, too, with those whales. Eventually the
whalos wero dissected, and I was present at the
dissection. Although I was no scientist only a
practical showman I decided, on examining the
internal economy ot the subjects, that It was

to bring a lire whale to Boston. OfBracticable advantages of such a scheme I had
no doubt.

"'If those follows oan make a good thing out
of dead whales,' I said, ' I can make a fortune
out of a live one.'

" So I went to see Prof. Agassis, who was at
that time at the holght of his fame.

"'Professor,' ssldl, 'How long will a whale
live out pt water I'

" ' Six hours. It It is a good healthy specimen,'
sold he.

" I'm going to bring one down hero by train
from the Gulf ot SU Lawrenoo,' I said. ' I be-
lieve I con keep him alive during the Journey.'"' Young man, said he, don't you be a fool. If
you've got money to waste you can have a bat-
ter time with it than that.'

"But I felt oertaln,and so I made arrange-
ments with the Tetus to catch me a whale in
the spring. They caught me a white whale. Ilk
the ones now In the Aquarium here, and I got it
as far as Portland without any one finding out

bout It. Then the newspapers got on, and the8loston papers published despatches telling ot
our progress along the route, toud have
thought that whale was a member of royalty
from the attention he attracted. That was the
first whale ever brought alive into America, and
everybody wanted to see it. I had a special ex-

hibition, at which Agassis, Longfellow, Wendell
Phillips, Whlttier, William Lloyd Garrison, and
other people were present. In con-
gratulating me Prof. Agassis said:

" 'I dld'nt think It could bo done. There is
nothing like bellovlngln a thing and then going
on and doing it,

"No sooner had Mr. Bomum heard ot my
whale than he came to mo and said :

" ' Hell, Butler (that was tho only profanity he
ever used), why can't vto have a whalo In the
museum I'

"At that time there seemed to be no space for a
tank, but later I put ono in. Meanwhile the
lioiton whole flourished, and I hod a harness
made for It, which I hitched to a water chariot.
Th wh,1n wnnM draw tho chariot aronnd tho
tank, and any child that wished could ride be-

hind the monster. Meantime I was busy having
a basin dug In th cellar ot Barnum'a Museum,
at Ann street and Broadway, New York. An-
other whale was caught, and I brought It in.
How to keep tha water in the tank fresh was a
problem. We decided on a bold courso, ond on
Saturday night a big gang of men were at work
laying pipes down Fulton street and through
Washington Market to therhcr. It was done
by Monday morning, before anybody had a
chance to get out on Injunction ogalnst us. A
few people knew about it. among them the Al-

derman of the word, but the Aldorman well, ho
was all right. I guess the pipe is there yet.

"Soon we had a pumping engine working, and
our n hale was supplied with good fresh water.
He lived for nine mouths. Afterward, when my
Boston whale died. I brought on the tank, cut'lt
down, put it in Uarnum's, and got two more
white whales. These were burned in the tire
which deetroyed tho museum In Maroh. 1808. a
strange death for a whale. Some time after W.
C. Coup, tho showman, came to me u 1th o propo-
sition to start on oquartum at Thirty-fift- h street
and Broadway. At first I said I wouldn't go
into it, but subsequently changed my mind.

"'I'll toll you vthot well do,' I Ud. 'Well
get o whale, put him undor canvas, and build
the anu.irium around him from the receipts.'

With this notion wo started out, but after-
ward wo reconsidered and decided to hulld our
aquarium first. Not having enough money wo
got Ritchie, the animal and bird man. Into tho
scheme, and In the cenlonnUl ear we had a

00,000 aquarium, with fishes of all sorts, neals,
and, as a crowning glory, two whales. Unfor-
tunately, they only lived twodoys. Still, we did
well, but Ritchie and Coup wore not satisfied.
They wanted to put In a theatre. In splto of
my protosts that tuts would alienate the church
folks, who had been our bot frlenda ' greut
moral show' and all that recommoiulcd in tho
Sunday schools to the scholars the theatre was
put In and t he receipts fell off. Coup told out to
Ritchie, and I remember that be took six giraffes
in part payment and thoy all died within a short
tlmo.

"Then Ritchie had a notion of opcnlmr on
Sundays. I pointed out that that would bring
tue church folks Into dlroct opposition. If it
was done, I sold, I would get out. Ho 1 sold out
lo Ritchie. Later on, I believe, he arranged to
have some n hales brought on, but he no) ergot
them, and tho museum failed.

"Thoso are the only wlmlea I know of which
have been in captivity in this country, oxcept
ono at Coney Island some years ago. The whalos
now In the Aquarium hero aro tine specimens.

request of tho Aldermen; but he sold that by
Wednesday noxt thero would be nothing left for
him to do oxcept to remove the Centre street
walla, a by that time ho bolleved he would have
removed all the timber, iron, and glass in tho
old building, leaving nothing but tho stone to
be taken down.

Contractors Brown and Rofrano will get a
premium If thoy complete their part ot the Job
of removing tho Tombs within eight weeks.
This is not tho only reason whv they are anxious
to go ahead. They aro bothered greatly by
relic hunters, who swarm about the old build-
ing dally. Last week tha contractors had to
call the police to drlvo tho crowd from tho side-

walk. The rello hunters gather from all ports
of this city, from New Jersey, and from Long
Island. Women scramble over the debris and
poke among the rubbish. One ot theso women
told Contractor Rofrano she wanted to buy on
old trunk containing blood stained clothing that
had been found on the root of the old Tombs.
Another begged on Friday to be allowed to hunt
through the cellar for some court records of a
case in which she said she was interested. She
wonted to destroy them, If she found them.
